Dr. Robertson in his address
Saturday was insistent on the import-
ance of Natnu; §tudy in the bringing
up of our boys and girls. "He insisted
that the right path was pointed out
in the beginning. Man was brought

up in 2 garden. It was so in the be-
ginning. It should be so now, and
must be so in the future. Everlast-
ingly “world without end.” He told
of his attempt some ten years ago to
start a garden in connection with a
rural ;school. He talked the matter
over with the parents.  They were
geeptical. Their point of view was :f
all that school was good for was
teaching the pulling up of weeds, they
could find abundance of A weeds for
their children to pluck without send-
ing them to school. He, however,
prevailed upon them to allow him ‘o
start the garden in connection with
their school. He selected the best ex-
ponent he had available as a teacher
to develop the effort. After a time
he found that the children had
caught on. They were developing a
keen interest in watching the germi-
nation of the seed, the growth of the
plants, and the effects of different
fertilizers and the prevalence or ab-
gence of weeds. By and by the boys
were invited to work on a fence which
he planned to surround the garden.
What the children had learned at
school they took home with them and
worked out in their parents’ garden
plots, and the very fences which sur-
rounded the school plot became the:
pattern of a score of fences for neigh-
boring gardens. The parents them-
gelves began to catch on and the
weekly resort of the parents became
the school garden, where the ‘parents
met and saw and discussed fhe pro-
gress ‘the children had made in the
garden during the week. The most
marked feature Dr. Robertson ob-
‘served was the increase in the gen-
eral intelligence of the children and
the more rapid progress they made in
their books' and studies, especially in
reading. - A Newfoundiand teacher

The
necessity for industrial or manual,
not only because of its practical ap-
plication to life but also because of
its stimulus to the brain, needs
argument. Qur Yonkers garden has
convinced me that it is a blessing to
the child and to society, and that it
contains many elements of education-
al, social and economic value.”

Would it be too much to hope thai
in the near future‘Dr. Robertson with
the experience, knowledge, resources
and staffs at his'command, may give
an impetus to such a movement in
Newfoundland?

To Save Livés
on Submarines

British Admiralty Interested in New
Scheme—Patent Fuel Being Test-
ed.

LONDON, Aug. 25.—The Admiralty
are said to be much interested in a
scheme by which it is hoped the sub-
marine of the future may. be safe-
guarded against explosion.

The escape of a highly explosive
gas from petrol used for the engines
has been the cause of more than one
?lisaster, and now what is known as
heavy oil fuel is being used in the
newer types of boats.

There is a patent fuel being tried,
however, ~at Barrow, which still
further minimizes the chances of ex-
plosion and makes for greater safety
ol crews. At present this new fuel is
being used with the heavy fuel with
good results.

It is most probable that future
boats of the D. class will have this
fuel entirely, and that heavy oil will
follow petrol-as a fuel for submarines
and become a thing of the past.
Rumors speak of the D. class as if
many were on ‘service, but, as a mat-
ter of fact, only D. 1 is in commis-
sion.

_'The ' question of reducing risks of
explosion. has, from the earliest mis-
hap; been -ever exercising the minds
of experts, and when heavy oil fuel
was first found to be 80 excellent a
substitute for petrol it was only a
question of whether the expense oOf
altering the boats would be money
well spent, considering that many
submarines were nearly obsolete in:
other classes; ‘that led to it not be-
ing introduced in them.

All new classes, however, will use [
the patent fuel as an.explosion safe-
guard.
