A Long Sifting--Oppeosition Con-

The House passed the vote of $36,-
2000 in the Estimates for the Depart-
ment of Agriculture and Mines.

The House went into Committee on
Resolutions re the guaranteeing of in-
terest upon the -Capital Stock of Com-
panies .operating Marine Docks.

The Premier in introducing the Re-
solutions, explained them at length,
showing that they empowered the
Government to give a guarantee for
15 “years on the paid up capital of
$50,000 to any company which will
contract and operate marine docks in
tiex Colony. He referred. to the dock
in"operation at Harbour Grace which
had not: made a demand to date for
any portion of that guaranteed inter-
est. That had relaiion te a special
company in a special place, but the
Resolutions introduced this evening
had a more general character and
applied to docks operated anywhere
in: the country. He dwelt on the neced
that existed for these: docks, especial-
ly around Fortune Bay, Grand Bank,
Burgeo, ‘Burin' and’ such places; the
number of vessels. from the S. W.
Coast and, othér .places availing of
the two docks atSt. Pierre for repairs,
and the sumswhich could be conserved
to the country im - pilotage, harbeur
light dues, duties, dockage fees, labor,
etc., if we had docks of our own, and
feit certain that this legislation would
be a stimulis to the building of such
in - this contry.

Mr. Downey supported the Resolu-
tions in a short speeeh.

Mr. Kent thought the principle of
ths Resolutions was a good one and
agreed with the Premier in the opin-
jon he entertained of their labour giv-
ing and  othér beneficial features,
though they: would have a better op-
portunity to discuss their merits when
the matter came up in committee. He
had not read the Regolutions but pre-
sumed the guarantee -of 5 per cent up-
on the capital stoek was one which
was limited in the amount upon which
the guarantee was paid, $50,000.

The Resolutions passed with a
slight amendment by the Premier, and
the Bill giving effect to them was
read a first time.

This showed:—For C(Civil- Govern-
ment, $25,843.21; Administration of
Justice, 7,355.59; Legislation, $1,055.-
07; Public Charities, $45,276; Light-
houses, $7,500; Marine and Fisheries,
$37,000% (inclding Fiona, $8,000 and
Dredging, $19,000); Roads and Bridg-
€8, $1,248.50; Postal Telegraphs, $45,-
537; Customs for refunds and con-
tingencies, $52,000; and General Con-
tingencies, $5.000. 4

Mr. Kent held that the Minister
should have given a further explana-
tion of this large amount of Supple-
mentary Supply; under the head of
“Civil Government” alone for the year
now passing there was an increased
draft of $25,843.21. The Prime Min-
ister’s office called for further vote of
$1,500 on account of contingencies.
Last vear the estimate for' this office
was- $600. The Colonial Secrétary’s
Cffice, exclusive of 'Naval Reserve,
was last yeat, $5,800. They were now
asked in Supplemental Supply for
nmore than the original supply of $5,-
800 or $9,050. Mr. Kent exmraustively
and severely criticized the expendi-
ture. The whole was $37,000" includ-
ing the expenses of the census. In
the Finance Department last year ex-
clusive of Old Age Pensions the total
supply was $8,490. Now they asked
for more than half the original vote.
Marine and Fisheries—the original
vote for contingencies for the Depart-
ment was $1,850 and now they asked
for $4,620, four times.the amount of
the original vote. The original vote
for the Public Works Dept. was $2,-
350, and now they asked for $5,388.

ony.. It was small satisfaction to
know that that road bed was in: fair
condition. The information Tequired
was as to whether the whole system
was working satisfactorily and if not.
why? Last fall there was quite a lot
of inconvenience and probably loss
entailed to the trade and public. The
report as to the cause of that should
have been tabled. Last winter the
service was tied up; could the cause
have been -forseen -and guarded
against? That wa$ the information
required. If it could have beén guard-
ed against and such had not been
done the proper steps should have
been taken to see that future contin-
gencies of the kind should not oceur,
and if like weather conditions happen~
ed thé Comparty should Re in a posi-
tion to see that such conditions should
not prevent the service going on. He
was well aware that in a country like
ours conditions such as snow . and
storms such as no reasonable or or-
dinary precautions. could prevent oc-
curred, but he held that it was only
fair to the Contractor and to the
public that they should receive infor-
mation as' to the means to be taken
under such circumstances to keep the
service working if  possible. He
keenly criticized the item of $5,000
for “sundry contingencies” in the
Supplemental Supply. 1t would show.
it seemed, that the origipal vote of
$15,000 in the General Contingencies
for 1913 had been.spent. He showed
that the proceeding was not im accord-
ance with the provisions of the Audit
Aet. The speeial warrant for the
gecuring of monies for contingencies
was only intended to apply to the oc-
currence of Special Emergencies, not
to give, the Government or: every de-
partment of it an increage in their
Legislative Grants and to allow them
to use it for every general purpose.
Ha objected that Section 33 of the Au-
dit Act governing such a procedure
was put in this instance to amn im-
proper use. Mr. Kent also referred
to certain information asked for which
had not yet been tabled, such as for
instance an item of $12,000, in Supple-
mental Supply, for the dredge, and
hoped supply would not be passed be-
fore the reception of the information.

The Hon. Minister of Finance and
Customs replied at length in defence
of the Government, and his own par-
ticular department, and tried-to justi-
'y the expenditures and acts alluded
to’ by Mr. Kent. To  pay expenses
until the 30th of June next, they
needed the $5,000 under the head of
General Contingencies asked for 1in
supplemental supply.

Mr. Clapp here stropgly comment-
»d upon the gross injustice practiced
upon many keepers . of post offices

Mr. Clapp
held that it was the duty of the Gov-
ernment to act immediately and recti-
fy his injustice, and the Premier re-
plied that when postmasters were ap-
pointed in small places at a yearly
stipend, their position carried the use
of their rooms.

Mr. Kent thought these people had
a real grievance and one ‘of long
standipg, becoming more and more
accentuated.

SERTED BY OUR YOU'NG, MEN.

In the Honse of Asseifibly, Tyiesday

the Opposition, drew the attention of
the House. to a very serious side of
our  present economic conditions;
namely, the desertion of the fisheries
by our young men. The report of
for the year 1912, discloses. the as-
tounding:fact that the number of men
prosechting the Iabrador fishery last
year was less by ‘seven thousand
(7.000). than it was five years ago;
while the number of schooners en-
gaged in the same fishery was 590 less
than in the year 1907. Irrespective
of the catch altogether, "Mr. Kent

opens up a most serious economie
problem in connection with the pros-

ecution of the Colony's staple indus-
try, which demands our best attention
and calls for a thorough examination.
The Prime Minister, the Minister of
Marine and Fisheries and of Cus-
toms, of course.entertain very differ-
ent views. There are various causes
to be sure both direct and indirect,
bearing on this acute guestion: but
to our mind the chief cause lies in
the system which has been followed
from time imimemorial by the supply-
.ing merehants. Forming a huge com-
bine that squeezes into poverty hun-
dreds of small planters and thousands
of fishermen, b¥ fixing the price of
fish and compelling the fisherman to
part with his catch in a market com-
pletely under the sole control of the
mercantile body, while at the same
time exorbitant prices are charged by
the outfitter to provide himsgelf
against actual loss, is only another
name for industrial slavery. Can the
Morris Government seriously contend
that during its term of office it has

arment of conditions under which the
L.abrador fisherman carries on his
business? On the other hand, there
are some men engaged in the supply
business, who strive to do the right
thing by the fisherman. = But in - this
class we cannot include the merchant,
who refuses to ship a- man in the
gpring of the year, or having shipped
him refuses to pay the wages agreed
wpon. In other words every man is
a shareman to be paid according to
the voyage. There would be hundreds
of young men. go to the Labrador, if
they were: guaranteed that their wa-
ges  would be fortheoming at the ter-
mination .of the .voyage, and this is a
fact well Known to some of the Peo-

ple’s Party members of both branches
of the legislature. We believe that
no greater ill could befall this New-
foundland of ours than the gradual
withdrawal of hér sons from the pur-
suit of the fisheries, and that the
root cause of = present conditions
should form. the subject for a thor-
ough investigation by the Marine and
Fisheries Department. Our country
is suffering at this moment from a
hap-hazard prosperity and calls for
prudent and wise counsel on the
part of our public men.
