Full military honours were accord-
ed by the Ulster Volunteers to-day to
Carson, when he arrived, acccmpan-
ied by Marquis of Londonderry, Vis-
count Chstlereagh, Walter H. Long,
and Ronald MacNeil and other Un-
ionist members of Parliament to at-
tend the meeting of the Uster Pro-
visional Government. The guard of _
hcnour was composed of 400 armed
volunteers. Fifty armed motor cycle
despatch riders escorted the leaders to
the residence of Capt. James Craiz,
military leader, where they will re-
main for a week. The itentions of the
Provisional Government-have not been
disclosed’ but one object of the meet-
ing is the arrangement for the impres-
sive celebration of the twelfth of July,
in order to show the Government and
people of Great Britain that nothing
but absolute exclusion of Ulster from
the operations of the Irish Home Rule
Bill will satisfy us. As one proming
ent Ulsterman put it the Government
is uneasy as to the outcome of the
celebration.

Porfirio Diaz.

Porfirio Diaz is a very old gentle-
man who is loafing around Paris in
the lap-of luxury and readng the war
news from Mexico with a grim smile.

Diaz isn’t a Parisian. He is a Mexi-
can and could trace his ancestry back
to the Aztecs if his ancestors had kept
#any records. He was born in the
_§outhern part of the country 84 years
ago, and after he had learned all his
father, an innkeeper,  knew, he went
to a Catholic school. When he was
sixteen, the United State’s! army in-
vaded Mexico and Diaz ran away to
war. He walked to Mexico City, but
the United States army got there be-
fore him and he was compelled 1o
show his patriotism .in some other
way.

Diaz accordingly cast a vote against
General Santa Ana a few years latar.
Voting against the Mexican president
ic a eapital offence, but Diaz declined
to be shot. He gathered socme peas-
ants together and started a revolu-
tion. For many years, he revolted
vigorously against every president or
emperor who showed his head; in-
cluding. Maximilian.

In 1876, Diaz, who had'retired, de-
cided to go into the revolution busi-
ness again and chased Lerdo out of
the country. As Diaz was in com-
mand of a victorious army, it was
thought best to clect himl president.
‘He retired in four years, ‘but in 1880,
was re-elected.” Five times after that
he was re-cleted president. Occa~
sionally other statesmen became will-
‘ing to take the job, but they generally
escaped with a light sentence and
there was little disorder. The elec-
tion judges from long practice became
so expert at counting that they were
able weeks before an election' to an-
nounce the majorities and to indict
those who were likely to vote for
some other man. 7
Mexico had had fifty presidents and
.dictators in less than sixty years, but
none of them were of Diaz’ size. He
called himself president, but in reality
he was warden of the country. He

who were djssatisfied came to the

80 prosperous t h a t the great
Mexican capitalists were each able to

/income.  Under his rule Mexico built

! owing to the fact that he wasn't al-
| lowed to waste any time learning t{o
read.

Two years ago, Modero revolted
and chased Diaz out of Mexico. This
has been very hard on Mexico, which
has come back to the old brand of
dictators, but if she makes the United
States mad enough in her convulsions,
this country will step in and take
Diaz’ place. Then the country school
and the baseball game will bloom in
the land and Mexico will wake up at
Ist.

A few winutes before eight on a

recent Saturday night -a = strabger |
called at Lovdouderry Postoflice and ‘7
asked for gold for four £5 Bank of
Ireland notes. He explained that he
was just, leaving for Canaca, a ten-
der at the quay, close to the /post-
office, being timed to start at eight
for the liner, which was lying at the
mouth of L.ough Foyle. 'Fhe post-
officz clerk courteonsly took the
notes, and handed in exchange four
little piles of gold 'whieh were in
front of him. Without counting the
money the stranger emptied it into
the pouch of his emigrant’s belt
which he thereupon sirapped round
his waist and departed.

An hour later, when he came to
balance up for the night, the post-
offica clerk discovered his cash to be
£20 short. No amount of checking
made any differance ; the figures
would not come right. Late on in
the night he sought the help of a
senior official.  Together they work-
ed at the problem until three on
Sunday morning. It then became
clear that what had happened was
that the stranger had carried away
£40instead of £20. What was tc be
done ? The c'erk did not know the
name of the  visitor, or even of the
ship in which-hie was a passenger.

Within five minutes the
reply was in Londonderry : ‘‘Wire-
less reports Allan Liner left
Moville at 9 30 last night for Hali-
fax.”” One point gained.

Nothing further could be done un-
til morning. Aft-r breakfast time
the postofiice cletk looked up the
clerk . of the Allan Line oflice ‘in
Londonderry with a view to getting
the man’s hame. *‘Yes,”’ gaid the
shipping clerk, ‘‘ I remember a man
named Patrick Sweeney, from Cavan
called in our ofiice on his way to the
tender. I asked what mfonewhe had
and he replied;: - ‘Some five-peund
Irish notes. I said they should be
changed for gold otherwise he might
have trouble in getting thein chan-
ged on the other side and recom-
mend him to try the postoffice for
change.”

Meanwile, the Allan liner 'was
rapid'y getting ountside the radius
overed by the wireless installation
at Malin Head. :

‘*Hallos, Malin Head!"’ once
more was clicked on the. telegraph
wire from Londonderry." Call up
Allan Liner , and ask the pur.
ser to seek - out Emigrant Pat
Sweeney, from Cavan. Get him to
open his belt and return twenty
pounds paid over by mistake.”’

An anxious half- hour was spent
by a Londonderry postoffice offieial
and those who, shared the know-
ledge of his threatened loss. Sooner
than was thought pos-ible came the
response: ‘‘ Halloa, Derry! Purser
has recoveved twenty pounds, and
will brirg it back when the ship re-
turns
