Lieut. Shackleton left on April 24,
with five -volunteers. Then ensued a
fortnight of terrible struggles against
blizzards and other difficulties, but
finally the west coast of South Georgia |
was sighted. After a mighty effort
lasting two days, they succeeded in
beaching, their boat, and four days
later arrived safely at the Head of
King Haakon Bay. On .May 19 they
starfed to-cross the Island, reaching
the Stromness Whaling Station on
May 20. There they secured an eighty
ton Norwegian' whaler fo;’ an attempt
to relieve the men left behind.

The whaler started: south with a
volunteer crew on May 26, but found
the ice too formidable for an unpro-
tected boat amd after several attempts
reluctantly decided to turn morth for
to the Falklands.

As far as is known, not a single man
of the -expedition’ lost his life, but
ihe anxiety will not be at an end until
all the men now marooned in the
South Polar regions have been ac-
counted for. Lieut. Shackleton’s story
is a marrative of conquest by sheer
courage and -endurance of difficulties
a8 nearly insurmountable as ever a
similar expedition encountered.

Almost from the first after starting
from South Georgia in December, 1914,
Shackleton’s ship, the “Endurance,”
experienced unfavorable conditions.
Within a month the little ship was
forging its way through ice floes. A
new land, with.a coastline of about
two hundred miles and .great glaciers
discharging into the sea, was diseov-
ered during this period. Future maps
will 'show this:latest additién to Brit-
ish territory—named Caird Coast—but
will contaiti no mention of New South
Gi‘éenland,’ which Shackleton . proved
to.have been a. myth.

The year has brought

round again the school

examinations known to

our childhood as ‘the “C.
H. E.” and we mote that it has
brought with them the hard Words
which it seems to have become the
fashion to use against the body pro-
perly designated by those Iletters:
Knowing something both of the ex-
aminations and-those Tresponsible for
them, we are glad-of the opportunity
to take up the cudgels in their behalf.
The subject, too, is an important one
—as important even as a Municipal
Election.

In yesterday’s “Daily News” Yorick
prefers a scathing indictment of the
Council of Higher Education, which
embodies the spirit and a good deal of
the substance of a large body of critic-

ism which we have heard directed aga-

inst the Council. We do not claim per-
fection for these men, and we see
grave defects in their system. But we
do most emphatically defend the broad
principles on which that system is
built and which are so constantly be-
ing assailed.

Yorick appears to share the com-
mon opinion that our young pupils are
being taught quite the wrong things
and in quite the wrong way. He says,
“Facts have been crammed and bang-
ed into them,” almost suggesting a
surgical operation, Lower he informs
us that “Amr unfortunate development
of modern education is the tendency
to theorize. The teacher to-day has
to spénd more time in explaining why
two and two make four than in em-
phasizing the fact itself.” Passing
over the obvious ' inconsistency and
the delicate distinction between “em-
phasizing” and “banging and cram-
ch is the more important,
the bare fact or the reason for it?
Thig is a question (unfortunately giv-
en here too trivial an application)
which goes to the very roof of count-
less disputes and wranglings over the
purpose and function of education. We
respectfuly cast our vote for the
theory. Education, before anything
else, should teach a child to think; if
he will do that, knowledge will fol-
low. Unfortunately, there is a very
great tendency here to decry anything
that involves the teaching of abstract
theories and general principles. We
lately read a violent tirade against
Algebra, Geometry, of course, is the
merest “frills.” The problems of the
Arithmeti¢ text book are also frills,
unless, by a little judicious adapting,
the teacher can weave them around

Now if there is one thing that it is
quite impossible: to “cram® into a
boy’s, mind it a Euclid proposition: he
either knows it or he does hot, and
there is an ,end to it. He can only
know it through a process of ratio-
cination, which is to say, by using his
brains. What mental process is in-
volved in getting by heart the names
of some rivers and villages? It is a
mere effort of memory, cramming in
the true sense. These things are not
even worthy the name of facts—they

Again, Yorick says, “The fact of the
matter is. that in the schools thorough- )
ness/ is .Jlargely sacrificed to the craze
for examination results.” We have'
often heard fhis phrase elsewhere, but !
we 'have never been able to wunder-
stanpd it. It would seem that the less
thorough a pupil is, the better results
he iwill achieve in his examinations;
we c¢an interpret it in no other ‘way.
If it be a fallacy to suppose that an
examination will test the thorough-
ness of a student’s knowledge, it is
one of which practically every educa~‘
tional institution in the world is |
guilty. [

We agree thoroughly with Yorick
about the need for elementary educa-
tion. But we are also insistent upon
the need at the other end. A student
here can get a very good foundation,
but that is all. When he goes to a
foreign University it is his bitter ex-
perience to find that while he has a
smattering of many subjects he
scarcely knows more than the A B C
of any one. We need a system which
will allow our youths to measure up
not merely to the standard of the C.
H. E. examinations but to one very
much higher. A very welcome sign
is the rumour that our colleges are
shortly to be affiliated to certain Cana-
dian Univergities. Let us hope it will
be the . first step towards the estab-
lishment of a University of our own.
This would be a consummation that

BROKERS ON MARGINS.

I am not an extremist in regard to
gambling. While in any form it is
bad, yet one cannot get rid of the f#act
that a great deal of our dealings are
conducted with chance as a prime ele-
ment. Our ‘fishery is often spoken of
a5 a gamble—the seal fishery especi-
ally and many enterprises are subject
to conditions in which success or fail-
ure seems to depend on chance. Life
or fire insurance or y ipsurance is
nothing more than a t with the in-
surance company. They give you bhig
odds based on certain records by
which they are pretty sure to win.

But there is one form of gambling
which is licensed in the city that
*might profitably be stopped. The City
‘Council obtains $250.00 as a license
from Brokers on Margins. These
brokers do not sell stocks in the or-
dinary way. ‘They do not pass over
script for so many shares'in a Com-
bany. Their patrons do not obtain
gny interest in any company. Thair
pddrons simply: gamble on thé fluctua-
tions in the market value of the stock
of a' company. It is a business that
does no good to the city and is a legal-
ised form of gambiing that we .can
very well do without. One method
would be to tax it out of business, but
the preferable method is to prohibit
the license altogether.

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German Trenches and Brlson-
ers Captured Over a
20- Mule Front.

BRITISH HEADQUAR’PERS IN FRANCE, To—Day‘
A tremendous British offensive was lhunched at half-
past seven this morning over a front extending for twenty
miles north of the Somme. The assault was preceded by
a terrific hombardment. The British troops already have
occupied the German front line and have captured many

prisoners.

A terrific bomhardment which preceded the

attack lasted the whole of one hour and a half. It%is too
early as yet to give any particulars of the fighting, which
is developing in intensity. The British casualties’have so
far heen comparatively light,’ according to official reports.

The artiliery bombardment of the last few days was
concentrated this merning with a degree of fury and a
number of guns which were unprecedented in the region-
of Albert and the Somme, with the French co-operating
to the south at 7.30 o’clock. Rough clouds of smoke and
dust hung over the whole field as far as the eye could see.
Infantry sprang from the trenches for an assault over a

front of twenty miles.

Already it has gained poesesqlon

of the first line of trenches and the advance is continuing.
New British mortars played a great ‘part in cutting

wire entanglements and destroying trenches.

number of prisoners has been taken. Some of the prison-
ers who have been taken say the British curtains of fire
prevented them from getting food for the last five days.

RELIEF OF AMERICANS,
