Thé members of the Current Events 
Club who braved the storm last Sat­
urday afternoon to hear Dr. Robin­
son’s paper, were more than reward­
ed by the “feast of reason, and the 
flow of soul’’ provided for them. 
After a tew words ot Introduction by 
Lady Horwood, Dr. Robinson (P.M. 
G.) read an address which did full 
honour to his well-known literary 
abilities no less than to his broad and 
generous method of dealing with such 
an "uncertain, coy, and hard-to-

erament by 
through a representative body ot the 
people, which delegated authority Is 
renewed periodically by the suffrages 
ot the electors, and Is therefore re­
sponsible to the people for the just 
administration ot the government of 
the State.

The reverse side of this definition 
is Bolshevism, a rapid growth which 
has been the outcome of the war and 
appears to be spreading over the 
world, causing dissatisfaction with 
conditions, wherever It takes root, 
and Its' spread Is so swift that It 
threatens to become epidemic In 
those countries even, which have the 
purest ideals of democracy, and 
whose governments are elected on 
strict democratic principles. The 
sounds ot trouble which are being 
heard are manifestations of a coming 
universal Bolshevik movement; a 
movement which is being formed by 
skilful and persistent propaganda on 
the part of the Russian apostles of 
the cult, who by pillage and system­
atic robbery have obtained ample 
funds for the carrying out of their de­
signs, and who are making the beat 
use of them for the purpose they have 
In view. No person can deny the re­
markable progress that Bolshevism 
has made within the last few months, 
and yet, apparently, nothing has been 
done to check its march, or to keep It 
within bounds.

Leading writers abroad have declar­
ed that Bolshevism is due to three 
causes—hunger, ignorance, and ras­
cally demagogy—but principally the 
latter. It may be true that the form­
er might be attributed to Its rise and 
spread in Russian, hut the argument 
cannot hold good-If applied to some 
other countries in which, at present, 
there Is a strong tendency and lean­
ing toward it, unless we consider hun­
ger In a less concrete form than Its 
generally accepted meaning, and 
qualify it as mental starvation, or a 
craving for brain nourishment. Ig­
norance will always exist, and on 
many questions there Is a plentiful 
Ignorance abroad In every country, 
and no person will appear or act more 
crassly ignorant than he who does 
not wish to be convinced that certain 
views which he holds are erroneous. 
But In Anglo Saxon lands there Is 
not either that jphysical or mental 
hunger or simulated ignorance which 
Is existent In other parte ot the world, 
but notwithstanding "this, there Is 
grave danger of the menace of Bol­
shevism taking root» and that danger 
ts made more real by the fondness 
for and the sympathy which, the An­
glo Saxon has for the demagogue, 
who Is, as a role, the archpriest qf

Cities have been 
depopulated, In a blind fury of hun­
ger men rob and murder, and millions 
are on the verge of starvation In a 
land where fertile acres are enouedi 
to feed the world.,-»

Of course the Bolshevists argue 
that they have not yet bad time to 
bring their theories to the full frui­
tion. So far they have brought no 
happiness to anybody hut much mis­
ery to all—more misery and suffering 

I and losses by far than were brought 
by war itself Perhaps it was neces­
sary that the world, In the process of 
being made over,, should have an ob­
ject lesson on a large scale of the 
working out of the theories of Karl 
Marx. Let ue be thankful that this, 
object lesson is not occurring In 
Canada, and let us keep ourselves treq 
from the influence pf Bolshevism at* 
any rate until we eoe it such a suc­
cess in Russia that people are flocking 
to that country to live under its sway.

Spencer and Bishop Field College was 
held under the patronage of His Lord­
ship Bishop White, the attendance 
being large.

In his opening remarks His Lordship 
pointed out how that the Influenza 
had caused considerable delay In the 
annual speech day and that as this j 
curtailed the time at the disposal of 
both pupil and tutor, the yearly play 
had been abandoned, while It had also 
been thought preferable to combine the 
two colleges for the occasion.

Mr. Dunfield, Secty. of Spencer Col­
lege then read the yearly report of 
that school, pointing out how that 
the year past, had been one of satis­
factory progress, and referred to the 
Exhibition held by that college In 
February last, and also to the re-es­
tablishment of a suitable boarding 
house for outport girls, desirous of 
attending college.

So far the services conducted by 

our good friends, the Evangelists, 
hare been such as to leave no open­
ing for regret; but If there be any­
thing like regret It is because Gower 

l / Street Church does not afford suffi­
cient room to accommodate all who 
attend. While It Is very pleasing to 
see such thronged congregations. It 
is a pity to see so many people stand­
ing and so many more who fall to get 
admittance. But this cannot be avoid­
ed, nor' is It desired to be avoided, 
for the people are heart and soul in 
this campaign; and while the usher­
ing continues as it has been, there is 
no fear qf overcrowding We con­
gratulate the ushers; they have done 
excellehtly.

Last night’s meeting was a good 
one in every way. There seemed a 
calmness In It which reminded us of 
the tranquility of “still waters which 
run deep." There wao a depth in the 
singing which told for the good of 
all present, and which must certain­
ly have helped the speaker in the ut­
terance of her beautiful words. And 
then there was the prayer as offered 
by the Rev. Mr. Heinmeon, and which 
in its supplication and spirit seemed 
to unite every heart. With this spirit­
ual atmosphere it Is not be wondered 
at that every word of last night’s 
message was eagerly taken in, and 
that the story of “Fishifrs of Men” was 
touching and convincing.

Like the most of Mm. Demareat’s 
talks that of last night was in con­
nection with the life of Our Lord, and 
it centred around His words to Peter 
and Andrew, and James and John, 
when He called them from their 
fishing boats and said to them that 
from henceforth they would be fich­
era of men.

In beginning her discourse the 
speaker referred to the Ideal aspects 
of the scene, and how we as a mari­
time people should be specially inter­
ested in it, and understand - it. She 
then described the Sea of Galilee and 
the boats and the nets, and the men, 
and pictured the coming on the spot 
of the Saviour, and repeated His call 
to follow Him. There was a divinity 
in the call which at once arrested the j 
men in their boats. Perhaps they ! 
had seen this person, who called them, 
before. Probably He was related to 
James and John, or they may have i 
knçwn Him as the carpenter. He was j 
but a young man, being about thirty.1 
The men whom He called were young­
er. He had dignified labour as a 
working man, but now He was about 
to elevate fishing by calling men 
from it, and making them fishers of 
men.

But why should they obey? What 
inducement was offered them? Why 
should they leave all and follow one 
who had no standing, and who had 
not where to lay His head? But they 
reasoned not. They heard the call of 
God in the words and in this they 
found discipleship. They did not miss 
their opportunity. They followed, 
and meeting the conditions they paid 
the price and won apostleship.

The strong point of the speaker 
here was that men etilj hear the Div­
ine call ; they hear it in different ways, 
and under different conditions, but 
they heed it not, and because of this 
they miss the true end and purpose 
of life. To confirm her position the 
Evangelist related several incidents 
which had come under her own no­
tice in her work, and they all illus­
trated the lesson of the evening, and 
made plain the fact, that “fishing for 
men” is still necessary and that the 
call to do so is higher than logic and 
greater than mere argument 

We were fortunate in having a com- 
fortable seat last night, and dwelt 
upon every word of the address as it 
fell from the speaker’s lips, and the 
study was worth a lot to us. The ad­
dress was delivered with a calmness

that was profound, and in a spirit 
was earnest, and in words that were 
as plain as A. B, C. It truly was a 
plain talk for plain people. For an 
hour it lasted and for an hour it was 
listened to. People forgot that they 
had colds, hence there was not any 
coughing heard. The speaker took 
her time and she did language the 
Justice of giving each word its full 
time and its proper place. Somebody 
trained Mrs. Dearest, and somebody 
trained her well. She states that it 
was her mother. Proud mother must 
she be. Would that the colleges and 
seats of learning would turn Out 
more women of this class. Would 
that we had more such mothers.

Confidence Restored.
Editor Evening Telegram. . .

Dear Sir,—To all well wishers of 
the country as well as to the Messrs. 
Reid, it must be extremely gratifying 
to learn of the words of praise be­
stowed by the Billingsgate corres­
pondent of the Canadian Fisherman 
Magazine on the first cargo of frozen 
fish to arrive in England from New­
foundland. In back numbers of that 
magazine this correspondent has been 
writing in no uncertain way of the 
condition offish shipped from Canada 
during the season of 1917 and early 
rart of 1918. In one article he ca'lc 
on the Canadian handlers of frozen 
fish to take a page from the book of 
the Russian and Chinese poultry ex­
ported on the very excellent manner 
in which that product is handled by 
them. Properly graded, neatly and 
uniformly packed, weights legibly 
shown and invariably correct. He 
criticizes severely the initial handling J 
of the Canadian fish, as some of it 
seems to be a long time from the sea 
before it reaches the sharp-freezer ; 
transfer of the fish from its natural 
element to the process of freezing is 
a desideratum earnestly to be attain­
ed. The facilities of the cold storage 
plant at St. John’s are ideal in this 
respect in so far as what comes in 
through the Narrows, and caught in 
the immediate vicinity is concerned, 
and on the South Shore and Trinity 
Bay lines to a lesser extent, hence the 
perfectly fresh appearance of the fish 
in this shipment.

It must also be most pleasing to 
the management generally, to hear of 
the success of their work, and es­
pecially so to Inspector “Jock” Green, 
whose indefatigable efforts and un­
bounded energy, coupled with his 
superior knowledge and varied ex­
perience of the fish business, both in 
Scotland and America, contributed in 
no small degree to the undoubted suc­
cess of the first frozen fish from New­
foundland.

Hoping that this good work may 
encourage the Company to extend its 
scope ■ or induce other capitalists to 
come in and develop the, as yet, iso­
lated and untouched portions of the 
Colony, and to gather into the icy 
maw of the sharp-freezer the herring, 
flounder, etc., which the St. John’s 
plant, owing to its position, cannot 
so readily secure in large quantities.

At night they are 
piled above each other, with the backs 
uppermost, in heaps called flagggta or 
flackets, which often accumulate un­
til they resemble bay-stacks. If rain 
occurs during the days those lying 
out are hastily thrown iuU this 
shape. Even when well dried, they 
are left in this form to sweat, as the 
fishermen call it, when, being con­
sidered thoroughly cured, they are 
lodged in warehouses or stores.

The fish is liable to various injur­
ies, either through neglect or unfav­
ourable weather. If the latter be 
very hot, It becomes fly blown and 
maggoty, and a few ia this state are 
in some cases found to Infect the 
rest. Too much salt causes the fib­
res, te break, and pieces to separate; 
it is then called sunburnt. Damp or 
wet may occasion putrefaction, or 
make the mass assume a brownish 
colour, when it Is called dun fish,

It has often struck the writer that 
the quality of the salt, used upon 
many occasions is not all it should be. 
When our numerous crafts come to 
St. John’s or elsewhere, the skippers 
should be very careful how they load 
their schooners, and not permit any 
dust or dirt to get amongst the salt. 
It often happens that a part cargo of 
brick, coal and other articles are 
placed in the hold of the schooner on 
the top of the salt, and It goes without 
saying, that dust must find its way 
amongst the salt, discolor It and rea­
sonably enough, discolor the fish 
upon which the salt is placed after­
wards.

Any person can witness 
this somewhat careless state of af­
fairs when the schooners are in port 
for their supplies previous to" their 
sailing for the scenes of operations. 
The merchants and the planters 
should see that they procure the 
best quality of salt, and then take 
the greatest possible care that It is 
kept perfectly clean, and not be per- 
mlttd $o come In contact with any 
other article that wjll discolor it.

To my mind, it ever our fishermen 
have to be careful, now is their time 
to be so. There will be great compe­
tition In the future, in fact, it is loom­
ing up now. Our great competitors, 
the Norwegians, who were seriously 
hampered during the war, will pro*, 
ecute their great industry with re­
newed vigor, and so will the French 
and Portuguese. And now the Ice­
land fishery is about to be pros­
ecuted on a large scale, and Mr. Tra­
cer, whq was here In the interest of 
a British firm, left "St. John’s some 
months age to take charge of opera­
tions there. All this competition, and
perhaps mere te cpme, must, to a cer­
tain extent, affect our markets, un- 

1 less we can send forth a first class 
article which can defy competition. 
Our codfish have no equal in the 
world,' and it resta with ourselves it 
we are to uphold wr reputation as 
the first fishing country in the world, 
which was fully exemplified at the 
Barcelona Exhibition and every other 
exhibition in which we took part. Be­
sides we have a record of two .cen­
turies behind us, and what our fore­
father were able to accomplish, we 
ef to-day are able to equal,-if we de­
vote our minds to the work, end ship 
out of hand nothing but a first class 
article.

The millenium 
has net yet arrived, and universal 
peace will net be possible whilst any 
country ia actuated by Jealousy and 
greed against Its neighbor. A Repub­
lican form of Government will not 
satisfy the" aristocracy or the well-to- 
do. and everything run in the name of 
democracy is not perfect.

We should see to It that new mar­
kets be opened up, and I see by the 
American papers that the United 
States is about to put on a line of 
large steamers to ply between New 
York and other American ports and 
Buenos Aires in Argentine and other 
South American countries, and it is 
possible that Canada will do the 
same. It would be well It our mer­
cantile friends would ascertain it we 
oould not utilize these lines of steam­
ers to open up new markets in those 
countries. Buenos Aires is a rich 
and prosperous city, and may be 
styled the Paris of South America, 
and they would welcome our world- 
renowned codfish to" their shores,' even 
as Brasil did in the early days of the 
past century. I have often wondered 
why the grand old firm of Baine John­
ston & Co., with the clear-headed, en­
terprising, experienced and practical 
W. B^Grieve at its bead, has never 
tried this experiment, which is any­
thing but hazy, and will, in the future, 
be as great a source of wealth to us 
as Brazil is to-day, although in the 
year 1837, we exported only £7,207,- 
16.0 worth of dried codfish to that 
country during the three principal 
months of the year—and look at our 
vast trade with that country to-day! 
It is only reasonable to suppose that 
the same would occur in our rela­
tions with Buenos Aires and other 
South American countries if we but 
showed enterprise enough to open up 
business with them.

Another lack of business tact that 
has often surprised me, was the man­
ner in which we permitted the West 
Indies to slip through our fingers, and 
be placed in the hands of Halifax 
merchants. When I was a boy, and 
even up to the late eighties, our mer­
chants conducted a large and profit­
able trade with Cuba and other West 
Indian Islands. In fact one merchant 
had a wharf which vas known as 
West Indies Dock, whe)e many ves­
sels were loaded with codfish, her­
ring, salmon, etc., and returned with 
molasses. After some years, a cargo 
was seldom sent to Cuba, Jamaica, 
etc., yet, (and I know what I am 
writing about) our merchants would 
sell cargoes of fish to the Halifax 
merchants, who would in turn ship 
those cargoes to the West Indies. 
Surely our Halifax friends did not 
keep up the business at a loss, and 
why did our merchants abandon the 
trade, and play second fiddle? Even 
to this day the Halifax merchants 
continue a large trade with the West 
Indies, and many of them passed out 
of this world leaving millions of dol­
lars to their descendants, notably, old 
Mr. Dan Cronan and many others. 
Was.it Carelessness upon our .part, or 
was it an inferior article we shipped 
there and thereby lost the trade?

Then It behoves our business men 
to be up and doing if we wish to hold 
the proud position we have held from 
time immemorial. We must see to It 
that our fish is well cured, and our 
fishermen made aware of the fact
