Inadequate Coastal 
Service.

Whether or not the other 
sections of Newfoundland have 
an adequate coastal service, and 
grave doubts have to be ex­
pressed as tea this, it is certain 
that the important stretch of 
coast extending from Humber- 
mouth. Bay of Islands, 
to Battle Harbor, Lab­
rador, via .ports in the "Straits 
of Belle Isle, has for long suf­
fered from neglect in this re­
spect, and were it not for the 
connections made with Halifax, 
Nova Scotia, by the Farquhar 
line of steamers, the people 
would be totally unprovided for, 
excepting with the something 
or nothing Newfoundland ser­
vice, which for years past they 
have been receiving. Steamers 
of the tonnage and freight and 
passenger capacity of the Home 
or Ethie or vessels of thaj; 
standard, are altogether inca­
pable of coping with traffic 
along that part of the North 
West coast referred to. They 
are neither large enough or 
good enough. Their passenger 
accommodation is on the most 
limited scale, and there is nei- 

/ ther comfort nor convenience 
on board during most of the 
trips, going and coming. The 
great volume of business done 
between Bay of. Islands and 
Battle Harbor, and the.number 
of people living on the stretch of 
coast named have for years de­
served a much better service 
than has been allotted them.

* * * * * *
As taxpayers they have not 

received that consideration 
which the vast sums of money 
contributed by them to the 

' revenue of the dominion entitles 
them. They have not received 
value for the duties paid on im­
ports in a return of public 
grants equal to their needs. Yet 
all that they have asked of 
Governments in the past is that 
they be given an improved 
Coastal Service and greater 
facilities , for doing business. 
Where huge sums have been 
expended in useless works in 
other sectors of the Island, the 
North West Coast has been dis­
gracefully neglected, and the 
protests of its people ignored 
and their reasonable requests 
unheeded. The policy of past 
administrations toward this 
portion of the dominion has 
been one of studied negligence. 
It is almost» inconceivable that 
public men should have per­
sisted in a course of open- 
eyed blindness, such as has 
characterized successive ''Gov­
ernments, and have allowed 
outsiders to come in and 
take away to the Maritime 
Provinces of Canada the wealth 
which should have flowed into 
St John’s. The mercantile 
body are none the less blameable 
than the governments. They 
should have noticed and check­
ed the steadily decreasing vol­
ume of trade between the capi­
tal and the North West Coast, 
and should have attempted to 
awaken successive administra­
tions to their responsibilities, 

chief of which was the es- 
nt of a decent and ca- 

service. Bui

When the North West Re­
form Movement was begun in 
1918, with headquarters at 
Bonne Bay, the Telegram sup­
ported the righteous claims of 
those behind it, and strongly 
advocated an improved and up- 
to-date service for the coast. 
Though it was war time then, 
there was just as much need for 
improvements in the steamers 
plying there as there is at the 
present time. But nothing was 
done. Nothing ever is done 
until the people arise in their 
might and show nllers and pow­
ers that - their authority only 
comes from the people, and 
make their demands-in force, 
backed by the weight of their 
numbers. It is not flattering to 
St. John’s that competitors 
from Canada have gathered in 
the first fruits and bulk of the 
products of the North West 
Coast. But these competitors 
had an eye to the main chance. 
They saw that which St. John's 
merchants failed to see, and 
took immediate advantage of 
their first knowledge. Is there 
any steamer owner in this city 
who would take the risk of fit­
ting out a steamship and opera­
ting her on coastal service 
without a subsidy from the 
Government? We hardly think 
so, for subsidies are the very 
first things for which our local 
steamship owners clamor, and 
would not think of running a 
boat, under the most prosperous 
conditions, unless they received 
a Government grant—called a 
subsidy—for so doing. But the 
Halifax people were different. 
They saw the advantages that 
would accrue to them by hav­
ing direct connection with Nova 
Scotia, Cape Breton and New­
foundland, and they hastened to 
gain them. Since 1887 there 
has been a regular steamship 
service fortnightly from May to 
December, maintained between 
Nova Scotian and Newfound­
land North West ports to Port' 
Saunders and sometimes to 
Flower’s Cove, and that,service 
has more than paid back its 
shareholders. Enterprise did 
it, and St. John’s was left be­
hind in the commercial race. It 
is the duty of the hour now to 
make up for all that the people 
of St. Barbe district have en­
dured for so many years, not in 
the way of gratitude for the ex­
emplary and patient manner in 
which they have borne and suf­
fered. neglect, but because it is 
their right. Payment of the 
debt owed them for so long can 
neither be postponed nor repu­
diated. Hie question of improv­
ed and enlarged coastal service 
for that district on the western 
side hâs too long been winked 
out of sight. The House of As­
sembly has at length taken the 
matter up, and honorable mem­
bers should not hesitate to in­
sist that tardy justice be done 
an industrious and prosperous 
people.

CO-OPERATIVE SHAREHOLDERS 
QUARTERLY MEETING.

The quarterly meeting of the N. L 
W. A. Co-operative Stores, Ltd., was 
held last evening, when reports for 
the quarter were read and adopted. 
During this quarter the tarn-over was 
approximately *20,000. The gross 
profits were less than 12 per cent, 
and the expense of running the s'tore 
amounted to only 8 per cent of the ’n- 
come. A dividend of 4 p.c. on pur­
chases was ordered to be paid the 
customers. If this amount were paid 
in the ordinary way on capital invest­
ed, it would be -equal to over 80 per 
cent per annum. The Board of Dir­
ectors serve without fee and the man­
ager, Mr. J. 3. Squires, receives only 
hie salary. Anyone, male or female, 
over 18, may become a customer- 
shareholder on an ititial payment of 
one dollar. No profits are paid to 
capital except interest at 4 per cent, 
per annum. The rest goes to the cus­
tomers. The object of . the Society 
is to keep down the high cost of liv­
ing. Mr. Geo. F. Grimes was elected 
a director in place of the late William 
J. Nauffts, to whose widow a resolu­
tion of condolence was ordered to be 
sent The members appreciate very 
much an address on Co-Operation 
given them by Mr. R. R. Wood, B.A., 
Headmaster of Bishop Field College, 
who is one of the shareholders

Chief Secretary
for Ireland.

Sir Hamar Greenwood, the new 
Chief Secretary for Ireland, is a Can­
adian by lineage, by place of brith, by 
education, and by the scene of early 

j life work. He springs from sturdy Brit­
ish stock, fdf-his ancestor's were Un­
ited Empire Loyalists, who came to 
the Canadian wilderness in order that 

, they might continue to live beneath 
the British flag, and who laid in that 
wilderness the foundations of several 
of the Dominion’s richest Proymces. 
The Greenwoods, who were of Welsh 
blood, took Up land in Upper Canada, 
and in 1876, one family of the stock 
was residing in the town of Whitby, 
Ont. There in that year Sir Hamar 
Greenwood was born, his father being 
John Hamar Greenwood, a barrister, 
and his wife, Charlotte Hubbard.

I Sir Hamar’s early education was 
obtained in the excellent schools of 
his native town, and from these 
schools' he went up to Toronto Univer- 

j sity, where he ' took the full Arts 
course. After graduating he was em­
ployed for a few years in the Depart­
ment of Agriculture of the Govern­
ment of Ontario. During these years 
of civil service work he took an active 
interest in the Militia, and for eight 

! years held a lieutenant’s commission. 
He mad p-good use of his military train­
ing many years later when he had 

. become a public man in Great Britain 
and the world-war came on.

I At the age of 25 Sir Hamar went to 
England, where he has ever since re­
sided. He was called to the Bar, and 
in 1906 he entered public life, being 
returned to the House of Commons as 

' senior member for York. In 1910 he 
; was elected for Sunderland in Dur­
ham County, and shortly after became 
parliamentary under - secretary to 
Winston Churchill, who was then 
Home-Secretary.

During the early years of the war 
he carried on recruiting work 
throughout Great Britain, and in re­
cognition of hie service was made As­
sistant Comptroller of Recruiting. The 
raising of the Welsh division, started 
by Lloyd George, was completed by 
Sir Hamar, and he was given com­
mand of the 10th Batt., South Wales 
Borderers, which he led to the front 
in France. A year later he was back 
in England at recruiting"work, and 
when conscription came in he was ap­
pointed Inspector of Tribunals. 
Knighthood was conferred upon hint 
at New Year’s, 1915.

Later he was in charge of the De* 
partment of Overseas Trade.

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The Turkish
Peace Treaty,

A HOUSEHOLD WORD, HORSBA, Mar 1*.
(British W1 relees Service.)

The following le a eununary of the 
Turkish Peace Treaty t The Treaty 
first reproduces the text of the Cove­
nant of the League of Nations to 
whtoh functions are assigned in vari­
ous places In the Treaty. The new 
provisoes of Turkey are then describ­
ed, The front of Turkey in lurope Is 
approximately that of Cbatalja lines, 
the northern half of the lines being, 
however, advanced In a northwesterly 
direction ee as to include within the 
boundaries of Turkey the whole area 
of Lake Loerkos, which le a reservoir 
for supply of water to Constantinople,
Boundaries of Turkey, In Asia, re­
main the same .except as regards the 
southern frontier. Provision is made 
for a possible modification of the pre­
sent'frontier between Turkey and in­
dependent states of Armenia by refer­
ence to arbitration by the President 
of the United States. Regarding Con­
stantinople Turkish sovereignty will 
be maintained, but reservation is 
made that if Turkey fails to observe 
the provisions of the Treaty, particu­
larly as regards the protection of 
minorities, the Allied Powers may 
modify this provision. The naviga­
tion of the Straits including the Dar­
danelles, Sea of Marmora, and Bos­
phorus, is to be open in future, both 
in peace and war, and to military and 
commercial aircraft, without distinc­
tion of flag. These Waters are not to 
be subject of blockade, and no belli­
gerent right Is to be exercised nor 
any act of hostility committed within 
them unless in pursuance of a decis­
ion of Council of the League of Na­
tions. A commission of the Straits 
is established with control over these 
waters, whereto both Turkish and 
Greek governments delegate neces­
sary powers. The commission is 
composed of representatives appoint­
ed by the United States, if that Gov­
ernment is willing to participate.
British Empire, France, Italy, Japan,
Russia, if Russia becomes a member 
of the League of Nations, Greece,
Rumania, and Bulgaria, if Bulgaria 
becomes a member of the League of 
Nations. Each Power is to appoint 
one representative, but representa­
tives of the United States, Great 
Britain, France, Italy, Japan and 
Russia have two votes each, and re­
presentatives of the other three 
Powers one vote.

Lloyd’s quarterly report for March 
31st 1920 shows that there are in the 
United Kingdom 865 merchant ves­
sels of 3,394,425 gross tonnage under 
construction. All of these ships are 
upwards of 100 tons gross, and the 
construction had already commenced. 
The tonnage now under construction 
in the United Kingdom is 400,000 tons 
more than that which was in hand at 
the end of last quarter, and about 1,- 
140,000. tons more than the tonnage 
building 12 months .ago.

Landlord and Tenant.
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—I have watched with 
very keen interest this past year, and 
in fact, for longer than that, the 
many obstacles that confront the 
tenants in St. John’s. With the 
population of this city, even though it 
may be small compared with other 
cities, yet I suppose 90 per cent or 
more are living in tenement houses 
at the mercies of the landlords. As 
far as I see a landlord can pht a ten­
ant on the street so long as he has 
given him sufficient notice, regardless 
of whether the tenant has another 
house to shelter himself or family or 
not The law, I understand, protect­
ed the tenant for a certain period of 
time, but now I believe that it is not 
in force, and the tenant is again un­
protected. I think that an Associa­
tion should be formed to protect the 
tenant It could be very easily done. 
There are a great many other bodies 
formed to protect the people in vari­
ous ways, and I say let us get busy 
and line up and form a Tenants’ As­
sociation and keep down the rent 
profiteering and shield tenants from 
the rapacity of the landlords. The 
Hon. John Anderson has done re- 
markably well with many other gen­
tlemen, In starting the great Hous­
ing Scheme. (On paper only.—Ed.) 
But Sir, it will be quite a long time 
before every present tenant will be 
able to secure a home of his own. 
Some of the houses that people are 
living in now, as I have seen stated 
in your valuable paper, are really not 
fit to keep cattle in, and still the 
landlords charge an enormous rent­
al. Why it’s not long since when I 
heard talk of a landlord charging $30 
for five rooms—two fiats. Just im­
agine; thirty dollars. Why one 
would scarcely be,lieve it. Yes, Sir, 
something must be done, and done 
right early. I trust that some more 
abler pen will take this question up 
and let us have fair play in this mat­
ter. tf the high cost of living is so 
that we can scarcely live, and it cer­
tainly is so, let us anyway have half 
decént dwellings; although it may be 
humble there’s no place like home.

I take the pleasure in thanking you, 
Mr. Editor, and trust yourself and 
paper will see many, many years yet, 
which I believe it will, and now not 
wishing to intrude further on your 
valuable time and space.

{ this leader and that, we hear state­
ments that the referendum principle 

. has come to stay. Many radicals who 
| are opposed to prohibition,—the que»- 
! tion with which the referendum idea 

has been chiefly identified up to the 
present,—seem'disposed to accept the 
method by which one wing of the 
prohibition party hope to attain their 
objects, as the true basis of all forms 
of legislation in the future. It is evi­
dent that progressive Canadians must 
be on the alert lest a loose yet op­
pressive system which tends to abol­
ish the whole theory of responstnre 
government creep into our practice.

The nose-counting principle under 
which, if generally applied, fifty-one 
per cent of the people might dictate 
to the other forty-nine per cent., with 
regard to their liberies, habits, relig- 
lourf observations, private business 
and everything else with which a man 
comes in contact from the cradle to 
the grave, is wholly indefensible ac­
cording to any theory on which the 
strong and successful nations have 
been built up. But it is precisely 
what the referendum means. By its 
application established theories as to 
the rights of minorities are wiped 
off the slate as obsolete, individual 
initiative becomes secondary or neg­
ligible, and leadership consists mere­
ly in keeping the ear to the ground 
and automatically acting on the 
fluctations of mass opinion. No young 
nation can make real progress under 
a theory which really means that one 
man’s opinion is as good as another’s 
on any conceivable question that may 
arise, and that if a sufficient number 
of noses point his way he may give 
them the force of law.—Saturday 
Night.

! "We must all «contribute writes 

“Observer” in the Family Herald and 
Weekly Star to the expenses of the 
State, as we have incurred or shall 
incur them through our elected re­
presentative government. We cannot 
spend money upon pensions, or upon 

' any government assistance unless we 
furnish the money ourselves. We 
cannot spend without providing the 
means. Taxes will never be popular, 
I suppose, but how can we get along 
without them? For years Canada has 
been one of the most lightly taxed 

. countries, for State purposes, in the 
' world. Now we have to face a differ- 
1 ent order of things, and we shall, all 
of ns, have to pay our shar«P-in ad 

i dition to our little municipal road, 
bridge and other tales. Of course, 
those who receive most ought to pay 
most. There is a good deal of rough 
justice about the Excess Profits- Tax,

, as we how have it in Canada. The 
, law allows a wholesaler or manufac- 
| turer seven per cent, upon his Invest- 
! ment. If hie accounts show that he 
! made over seven per cent., the Gov- 
| ernment takes a quarter of It up to 
fifteen per cent. If he made over 

I fifteen per cent., the Government 
takes one half up to twenty per cent.

’ If he made over twenty per cent, 
profit, the Government takes three 
quarters. By profit Is meant net In­
come after all expenses, repairs, 
wages, etc., have been paid. A staff 
of expert accountants is always ct 
work, examining accounts, auditing 
books and checking statements all 
over Canada. The plan may not be as 
fair ns it appears to be. A plant may 
be built, upon which no income at all 
can be netted for a couple of years. 
In the third year, it might be argued, 
a net Income of twenty-one per cent, 
might be permitted to be perfectly 
fair. But it is about impossible to get 
a law just right until experience has 
done some work upon it. I think, 
however, that that tax is rightly di­
rected. It does try to place the bur­
den upon the shoulders best quali­
fied to bear it. Very little is heard 
about it, excepting when we hear of 
new attempts to do away with it I 
believe it is a good producer for the 
Government, and I hope its success 
will lead to other taxing plans equal­
ly and well-applied. The Govern­
ment will need a whole lot of money, 
thanks to the rascally Wilhelm, 
skulking in Holland, like the coward­
ly bully he is. And the gathering of 
it without oppressing our people will j 
be a task calling for a good deal of j 
careful diplomacy, and the exercise 
of skilful financing.”

■ A Famous American.
Mr. James Gordon Bennett, the pro­

prietor of the "New Yord Herald,” 
who died at Beaulieu, near Nice, on 
May 14, 1918, was a man who lived 
every minute of his life of 77 years.

, He was not a self-made journalist, as 
his father, who emigrated from Aber­
deen, was making £ 20,000 a year 

his son was born. When the 
young man came of age the “New 

j York Telegram” was founded and 
handed to him as a gift. By his 25th 
year he had become one of the most 
famous yachting men in the world, 
and sailed across the Atlantic In an 
ordinary racing cuttèr. He equipped 
and dispatched a Polar expedition : 
he introduced and fostered polo in i 
America ; he revived coaching in 
France, and through the "Gordon j 
Bennett Cup,” was one of the earliest 
promoters of automobilism and motor 
racing. He will, perhaps, be best re­
membered as the man who sent Stan­
ley to find Livingstone. In the late six 
ties he made Paris his home and 
founded the Paris “New York Her 
aid." In 1914 he married the Baroness 
de Reuter, widow of the founder of 
the newsagency. Though Mr. Gordon 
Bennett figured only as the chairman 
of the executive committee of his pa­
per, he was, in fact, the sole pro­
prietor. Once a wealthy American 
syndicate desired to purchase the pa­
per, and sent to him the following 
cable: “Please wire price for which 
you will sell "New York Herald.” Mr. 
Bennett’s reply was: "Daily, 3 cents, 
Sunday, 5 cents.—J, Gordon Bennett

Smoked Peace Pipe.
Indian* Renewed Ancient Fledge# t«

Hudson’s Bay Company ad Fort
Garry.
Winnipeg, Man.—The .ceremonie* ai 

lower Fprt Garry which vu renewed 
in the smoke of the peace pipe, the 
ancient plendgea of friendship te« 
tween, the Indian tribes ot Canadd 
and the Hudson’s Bay company, ware 
perhaps the most eualntly interesting 
feature of the celebration of the aid 
fur company’s 260th anniversary.

Indiana of a dozen tribes gorgeons 
in paint, feathers and headed buck­
skin, squatted upon the gnu» wifhiri 
the atone walls of the old fort about 
the table ot Sir Robert Kindemlfy, 
governor of the Hudson’s Bay com­
pany. Klnnewakan, chief of the 
Wapheton Sioux, stepped forward. 
With flue dignity, the magnificent old 
savage delivered an address of wel- 
-come in his native tongue. The In­
diana, he said, always had been loy­
al to the company because in $11 
their dealings they had found the 
eomnsny fair, just and generous, 
Tb' viewed the company, he de­
ck „ in the light of a kindly par- 
e and they had come to meet the 
governor with hearts full of friendli­
ness.

From h{s headed tobacco pouch, the 
old chief filled a great calumet of 
red sandstone four feet long upon 

! whose stem of white wood were 
1 painted the totems of all the tribes. 
He held the pipe aloft toward the - 
sup. and called upon the Great Spirit 

I to witness the sacredness of the rite 
he was performing. While Klnnewa­
kan held a lighted match to the bowl. 
Governor Kindereley took six long 
puffs. When Klnnewakan had taken 
a puff, he carried the pipe about the 
circle and the chiefs of the tribes 
each drew deeply upon it. Then the 
pipe was presented to the Governor 
as ft souvenir.

While the smoke of the peace pipe 
was still fragrant on the air, Gover­
nor Kindereley delivered an address 
to the tribes.

“Friends,” he said, “I extend to you 
all a hearty greeting. I felt that I 
could not permit this'Important anni­
versary to pass without making a 
special journey across the seas to 

’ meet personally the Indians of those 
tribes who have been so long anj so 
loyally associated with the progress 
of the Hudson’s Bay "nmpany. I am 
gratified to find so many of you here 
to greet me, for I know that you have 
made long journeys and suffered upon 
the trail.

“I look back with pride on the com­
pany’s record of 260 years of close 
association with your forefathers and 
yourselves, a record of friendship and 
loyal service. The history of the 
Hudson’s Bay company Is intimately 
bound up with the history of the In­
dians and I am satisfied nothing ever 
can shake the cordiality ot our rela­
tions.

“I wish to express to you my ad­
miration for the service rendered by 

v y or- voting braves during the great 
r- when 30 per cent, of your men 

nilltary age voluntarily enlisted 
and made many sacrifices In aiding 
the British empire and the Allies to 
achieve ultimate victory. This is a 
splendid rasord and shows that you 
are worthy of your forefathers.

“I am glad to have had the oppor­
tunity of smoking the pipe of peace 
with you. For 260 years, the Hud­
son’s Bay company, the oldest com­
pany in the empire and in the world 
has been trading with you. Other 
companies and other traders came 
for a time and disappeared but the 
Hudson’s Bay company always re­
mained in good and adverse times to 
help you. I hope you will return to 
your homes in safety and carry my 
greetings to your, families and friends.
I will always look back upon this day 
as one of the greatest in my life."

The governor’s speech was inter­
preted into four Indian languages by 
Willie Charles McKay of Prince Al­
bert. At the conclusion of the cere­
monies, Governor Kindereley pinned 
upon the breasts of the Indians, med­
als especially struck in commemora­
tion of the event, and the Indians 
presented to him an elaborately 
beaded belt of wampum as a symbol 
of their renewed friendship and alle­
giance.

The smoking of the peace pipe fol­
lowed a fur brigade pageant on Red 
|tlver which passed from the site of 
old Fort Garry in Winnipeg to Lower 
Fort 'CteriV eighteen miles down 
stream. Manning a flotilla of old 
York boats and canoes, the Indians in 
their native finery made a memorable
