The New Central School Sift-.
At tlio meeting of the School 

Board on Monday night, a petition 
was presented, asking the Board to 
reconsider the question of the site 
before going on with the erection of 
the Central School, and urging them 
to select a new site, of greater ex­
tent and more convenient of access.
The subject is one of very great im­
portance, and as there appears to be 
a ditterence of opinion in regard to 
suitableness of the site ehosen long 
ago on the Catholic Hill, both among 
the members of the Board and 
among the ratepayers, the present is 
a most opportune time for discussing 
it, before the contracts are let, or 
anything definite done which would 
commit the Boaixl to any particular 
locality.

There is no doubt but that the lot 
on which • the Board at present de­
signs to erect the new school is too 
small for the purpose, if any allow­
ance is made for play grounds. The 
proposed building will occupy the 
greater portion of the land available, 
and leave but a mere fraction of the 
property for play room. ’ As to the 
matter of convenience and acces­
sibility, we do not think that these 
objections are worthy of the same 
consideration as the one with respect 
to the extent of the land. That it is 
flic most central lot which can be 
obtained, all must-admit, and though 
it stands high, and is exposed to the 
rude storms of winter, yet it is not 
much worse in this respect than 
other lots would be. It is much 
more accessible now than it formerly 
was, and when thestreets and side­
walks leading to the hill from the 
southern and western parts of the 
Town are all built—as they soon will 
be—it can be as easily reached as any 
other part of the Town.

We think it is of the first impor ­
tance that there should lie plenty ot 
play room connected witji every 
school, and in the case of the one 
proposed to be built, u hero will be 
collected a large proportion of the 
children in the Town attending 
school, the inconvenience arising 
from a very limited -pace around the 
school, as well as the injury which 

♦will be-alone ' to the health of the 
popi’s, is a matter which every 
Trustee and every parent should 
seriously consider while there is yet 
time to remedy the evil. We think 
it very unfortunate that the Board 
gave up their right to the two lots on 
the hill adjacent to the school lot, 
for with these the. property would 
have been of reasonable size, and 
would! have allowed a fair, though by 
no means large, space for play 
grounds. . It is possible that the 
Board might yet be able to obtain 
these lots from the Catholic Church, 
and in that case we would favour the 
old site in preference, to all others. 
If they fail in this we have no objec­
tion to the selection of another site, if 
n suitable one can be obtained at a 
reasonable figure. Several parties 
interested in the matter have sug­
gested the old burying ground, but 
it could not be obtained without con­
siderable delay in procuring the ne­
cessary legislation setting it apart for 
school purposes, and .moreover not a 
few in town would strenuously object, 
out ot feelings of.respect for the 
dead, and for the memories which 
cling around it. Others again are in 
favour of securing the large lot be­
longing to Mr. George Elliott, oppo­
site the Exhibition Grounds, which 

. though a little to oné side of the 
Town would be r. most suitable site, 
if it could bo obtained at a reasonable

The inat-ter is now; before the rate­
payers, and it is for them to instruct 
their representative**how they should 
act in regard to the question. The 
.suitableness, central position and ex-1 
tent of the land should be carefully 
considered, and every allowance made 
for the steady and certain increase of 
our population : and the land should 
he selected and the school built with 
these most impôt tant objects in view.

AT DAY’S BOOKSTORE.

The question of London’s indebted 
n )ss to the Municipal Loan 'Fund came 
up before the Council the other day. An 
effort was made by some to put through 
a resolution protesting against the settle­
ment, and charging the Government, with 
having dealt harshly with the city, out 
of political animosity. This fell through, 
and a motion was raised directing the 
clerk to; acknowledge the receipt of the 
auditors’ letter and give the information 
required. London has no desire to re­
pudiate.

Ottawa is ambitious enough to expect 
the Dominion Government to select it as 
the site of a Dominion exhibition for 
1871, and a meeting has already been 
held to urge forward the scheme. Mr. 
Currier M. P. stated that he had 
interviewed Hon. Mr. Pope on the sub­
ject, and found that he was willing to re- 
.commcnd the Privy Council to place a 
sum in the estimates towards enabling 
Ottawa to hold such an exhibition. The 
Minister did not know whether his collea* 
guts would agree with him,or not, but he 
had no doubt they would grant from 85, 
000 to 810,000 towards this object.
