Deara or Dr, H. Steaxce.—We record
with regret the death of Dr. Henry
Strange, which took place at Toronto on
Thureday. 1t will be remembered that
Dr. Strange got hurt in the face more
than a year ago with a cricket ball, while
playing cricket at Hamilt The injury
turaed out to be a serious character, re-
sulting as it did 'in necrosis of the bones
of the face. He took the advice of the
most eminent medical men, and went to
Toronto Hospital, to be near the skilful
physicians attending there. Nothing
that they could do, however, was of much
benefit, and during the summer he kept
graduslly getting weaker, until at last,
after enduring much suffering, death
came to lis relief. Dr. Strange was the
son of Henry Strange, Esq., of Rockwood,
and was well known in Guelph, having
studied for some time with the late Dr.

After taking his degrees he com-
menced practice in Hamilton, where a
career of good promise was before him.
He was endowed with an active mind,
took much interest in public affairs, and
gave promise, with experience, of being a
very skilftl and successful physiciar. He
died at the comparatively early age of
thirty-three years.
