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Let us Cultivate the Soil,
It is to bo hoped that ‘the fact of
the small exploring party who have
lately returned'from ‘& trip across.the
Island, not having made any import~
ant discoveries will not prove a hind-
rance to more being undertaken nexs
yesr in the same direction ; we possess
but little  information. respeeting the
interior. of - the. Island, but, enough is
known to make it worth while to.carry
re-search furthe!; probably 'the fact
ot its beiog really somewhat of an
easy task for those who are accustoms=
ed to travelling in new countries, to
prospect Vancouver Island for agricul-
tural Iand, and for minerals, is one
the main ecauses of 8o little having
been hitherto ‘done. Men of great
energy have not been contented to
_confine themselves to 80 narrow a field
and have sought more scope for their
enterprise on the Mainland amidst the
mountains overhanging the F'raser and
the Columbia, feeling, probably, that
if they .are unsuccessful there, the
Island is still lefs. to them. It isa
fact known to those who have travel-
led through our country districts, that
many of those who have settled down
to cultivate their farms on the very
borders, nay, absolutely in the centre
of the forest, are miners who bave
perhaps been through the whole of
British Columbia, some have visited
Stekin, not & fow bave mined in Oali~.
fornia, and some in Australia; and no
doubt these hardy miners, who bave
endured privations which would terri-
fy most hard working men in old
countries, when they do establi-h
for thewselves bomesteads, make
right good settlers, they are the pio~
neers who lead the way into distaut
patches of svailable agricultursl 1and,
for they think nothing of a few,
month’s tramp throngh the bush in
search of gcod land; whereas, those
who are not 30 hardy, sand not &0
inured ' to bush travelling will be
weary with as many day’s search,
and will hesitate to penetrate far into
the interior, or to go beyond a day’s
journey from the "’el shora. Soarocely
a year pas-es, but some miners, getting
tired of their hard and unsettled life,
geok for land upon which they may
sot up their homestead, and there ex-
ists somewhat of a preference for the
Island amongst those who have travel-
led most over British Columbia ; when
miners tire of their hard and restless
life, they generally look for some place
to settle down in, which shall not be
out of reach ef ocivilisation ; In this
respect the Island suits their fancy

better than the mainland, if they can|

find land on which they can bope to
earn a comfortable living ; doubtless
the rich prairies of the mainland are
in some respects better adapted for
farming tban the valleys of Vancou-
ver Island, hemmed in as they are
by heavily simbered land, and by
impracticable mountains, but the
hardy - pioneer sees no difficulties
incapable of being overcome, which
need prevent the making of
good roads to all parts of the
Island, that can be made avail«
able for farming purposes ; then again,
wages are mnever B8O extravagantly
bigh In' Vancouver Island, nor are
they ever likely to be, even in those
parte of it which are most difficuls of
access as in the more distant farming
distriov of the mainland; the same
attraction which leads the miners to
prefer the island for settlement, in-
duces those who are willing to work
for wages to stay there, they are at
all events within two or three days
journey of Victoria, and proximity to
the principal seaport town is always
one of the first things thought of by
the great majority of persons of every
| eolass, upon their arrival in & new
country. But the people of this Col-
' ony can never expect to have the
land thoroughly settled until they
exert themselves to make the re~
sources of the couutry known in Enge
Iand; there is a constant want of some
outlet for emigration in the old coua«
$ry ; the labor market is overstocked,

and there is a never cessing demand
for a field to which the illpaid labors
ers of England, Ireland and Scotiand
can be sent. 'We do not advocate a
demand for a supply of men or women
being sent out utterly unprovided for,
to seek their living 88 laborers, arti-
sans, mechanics or servants, in or
about the town of Victoria; although
wages are high and at times the de-
mand for labor of all kinds jis urgent,

RETURN OF A ROYAL VOYAGER TO THE NORTH
POLE—S0ME ACCOUNT OF THE TRIP,

Hee. Majesty’s yacht Victoria & Albert,
Osptain His Serene Highuess she Prince of
Lenping:en, l:i“tho A‘ oth “;m':,m:d from a
oruise beyon rotic circle, the pu &
of which still remains one of thop’o%:l
mysteries, This maguificent vessel is, we
believe, the first.of ber size and costliness
which has made the attempt to penetrate the
fiords and intricate channels of tbe Norwe-
gian ‘coast, and it bas to be  presumed :that
the objeet of the voyage was commensurate -
in importance with the rigk ioeurred.  The’
ship left Portsmouth oo the first of June and
arrived at Bergen oo the fourth. She, re—
‘mained two or three days, while the paddle
steamer Vivid, which'wa#" detached for daty
as tender ‘to :this: yacht during the. cruise,
coaveyed the Prince of Leiniogen and others
of the officers of the Hardanger fiord. Oa
resuming her voysgé the yacht  proceeded to

Under these
circumstances she 'made her way through
the Iptricacies of navigation without a casus
alty, and without appesring any the worse
for her voyage. To a traveler unaccustom-
ed'to’ the 'northern’ 'latitudes ‘the pbysical
pbhenomena was most marked and intereating.
After leaving Drondjem the voyagers had an
advantage—if it is an advaotage—of per=
petual daylight, and the mountains between
that point aud Hammerfest were capped with
snow. The thermometer oa board the ship .
wae down to freeziug point, while the suo,
sn early riser in these regions, was  well up
above the horizen at midnight. The yacht
steamed slowly northward to Hammerfest,
generally anchoring for the night, and aiter-
ward ' roanded the North Cape, which is
over 70 degrees north of the KEquoator, and
therefore some four degrees within the Arctie
Circle. The ship remained two days at this
point to coal for the bomeward voyage, and
then shaped her course southward, calling at
Drondjemtand and the Shetlands en ber way,
and arriving at Portsmouth after an absence
of twenty-eight days.
