The Buigarinos stoutly defended the posi-~
tions and sgain repulsed the Servians. The
Servian foroe conaisted of three battalions
of infantry, one of artillery and a squadron
of cavalry. The_ victory finaily belonged
to the Bulgarisns; The latter further
repulsed the Servian®’ attack on “Glintzi,
taking several prisoners. The Bulgarians
have been raised t0 a high piton of exoite-
ment by their successes and by the pinck
exhibited by Prince Atexander in taking

rsopal command of his army. The
g:'rvhn repuise at Slivnitza is attri-
buted to the mistaken tactics of Gen.

SEVEN WEEKS 70 LIVE,

Beekwith, the Murderer of Vandererok,

Semtenced to be Hanged on Jan. 8 Next.

Huwsox, N. Y., Nov, 20.—The jury in
the Beckwith case oame iato oourt at 9
o'clock with a verdict of murder in the
first degree. The prisorier arose excited
and began a tirade against free masons.
He was quieted by the court officer.
When asked if be had snoything to say the
prisoner spoke in an excited tone for
twenty-five minutes and begged the court
to allow bim to go to some ‘‘warm olimate,”
and he wonld never again open his mouth.
Judge Ingall sentenord him to be hanged
on Friday, January 8, 1886,

[The condemned man was arrested at
Gravenharst, Ont., brought to Toronto
and extradited by Judge Boyd, Being
called to testify in his own behalf, he
acknowledged the erime, but said he killed
Vaundersook in self defenge, He stated
that Vandercook came to his cabin on the
fatal afternoon, snd that an altercation
ensued over a trivial matter which led to
biows, In the struggle Beckwith seized a
large knife and stabbed his sntagonist in
the back, As he weakened, Beckwith
oaught him by the throst and ‘threw him
$o the ground. ~ He then choked him to
death and, taking an axe, beat his skull in,
and with the knife nearly severed the head
from the body. Recognizing the enormity
of his deed, he sought to efface it by chop-
ping the bedy te pieces, and left them as
found. He told ‘the horrible story in a
clear, defiant voice, as if he rather gloried
in the devilish deed.}

THE SITUATION IN QUEBEC,

From the Mail of Yesterday.
The' Mail has been the . friend of the
French Canadian people through good and

. evil repors, because it has learned to ad-

mire their many sterling qualities, among
whioch sound common sense has always
shone pre-eminent; and when we entreat
Le Monds and its friends to consider the
probable dangers of the unknown sea apon
which -they sre sbout to launch their
nationality, we know we shall receive at
least a courteous hearing. What then is
bound to be the result of this movement?
Our centemporary may rest assured thas
if the French Canadians coalesce as
French Canadians, nothing cad avert an
English coalition; and as the pot crushes
the pipkin, so must sheer weight of num-
bers on the English side annihilate the in-
fuence of the French minority., Would
it not be an act of suicide for the French
to invoke such a conflict? Bus why is a
French union deemed necessary at all at

‘this juncture? The execution of Riel was

not and was never intended to be an insult
to, mueh less an attack upon, the rights of
the French Canadian peop'e. The man had
grossly violated the law for the second
time; and we do not hesitate to assert that
had be been an Englishman, an Irish~
man, & Scotchman, or a native English~
speaking Canadiam, he would have been
promptly hanged for his crime, not only
without a protest or murmur from this pro-
vince, but with the full ocomcurrence and
approval of the Ontario people. 8o far
from thirating for Riel’s blood, as the
rouge orators say, Oantario desired that he
should be granted every facility for mak-
ing his defence, and for exhausting those
forms of the law and the constitution
which. have been established for the pro-
tection of persons found guilty of capital
felony. And even when the efforts of his
connsel had failed and the sentence of the
court remained undisturbed, the people of
this province, out of & sincere regard for
the feelings of  their fellow-citizens in
Quebeo, displayed a reluctance in demand
ing its infliction which they would never
have shown had the culpcit been of their
own kin, But they saw, what must have
been clear to Le Monde, that if Riel were
not executed for his second attempt at
anarchy, there would be an end to law and
order in the Nortbwest. = They saw, too,
when it had been forced upon their notice
by the insolent demands of the rouge wire—
pullers, that if & twice guilty rebel could be
saved by popular clamor and by-appeals to
the sympathy of his fellow-countrymen,
life in Canada would no longer be worth
living.' It was the organized attempt to
brow-beat justice and to overawe the
executive which roused the people of
Outario to insist that the law should take
its course, Yet even when on thisaccount
they had, set their faces against mercy,
they were deeply grieved at the necessity
which compelled them to resist the ory
from Quebec. Nothing but a profound
conviction that the victory of the mob over
the law - would have been fatal to the
existence of Canadian institutions, because
pubversive of the very foundation on
which soociety rests, led them to forward
counter-petitions to Ottawa calling upon
the eabinet to stand firm and do its duty
by the country at any cost, Suchisa
sandid statemens of the position of On~
tario throughout this most painful contro-
versy, and we ask our oonservative friends
In Quebec if they wonld not have pursued
a similar course had they been in our
place? What do they mean then by talking
ebout the necessity for French Canadian rol
idarity ? 1f they desire to punish Sir John
Macdetiald, . constitutional methods - of
doing 8o already exist Buj if tkey are
soeking not merely to destroy bhim but to
enforce on his successor, whoever he may

be, the tacit recognition of the rule that

there is to be one law for the English and
another for the French race, then they are
rushing to their own destruction,

Tt is impossible to belleve, however, that
the French Canadians are bent upon No
mad an enterprise as the assertion ot their
superiority to the constitution; or that the
two races are to be forever estranged
by the executfon eof & worthless man
who ‘proclaimed himself - a rebel only
when he had failed as s blackmailer,
