Up­
rooted trees add hydro poles, barns 
destroyed by "wind and lightning tell 
of the severity of the storm. Hydro 
power transmission was broken about 
six o’clock Monday evening and re­
pairs could not be completed before 
9.30 Tuesday evening. The interrup­
tion of electric service was a great 
inconvenience to the entire district, 
as Sarnia, Forest, Watford, Alvin­
ston, Petrolia etc., are fed through 
the Dresden route. Thunderstorms 
and intense humidity have continued 
to alternate since.

Petrolia town council has appoint­
ed five special traffic officers for 
duty on each corner in Main street 
business section on Saturday even­
ings. Since the fatal accident there 
a few weeks ago, these special 
officers have been so placed, to edu­
cate motorists to park properly, 
drive slowly and otherwise obey 
traffic regulations. A decided im­
provement is already manifest. In- 
gersoll has also named two officers 
to regulate motor traffic on the Main 
street on 'Saturday nights. Watford 
found the proper solution to thiis 
problem long ago, when the town 
officials Msisted that on Saturday 
evening or any other busy period, 
cars shall park on side streets, leav­
ing Main street clear for traffic. 
This plan has worked admirably. 
The Saturday evening shopper may 
safely park his car in any of the 
selected areas and pursue the family 
shopping, neighborly visiting and 
amusements as long as he desires. 
The street has never become danger­
ous for pedestrians to cross, because 
the view is entirely unobstructed and 
moving cars have their proper space 
on either side of the roadway. In 
these days with traffic congestion in­
creasing each month, every motorist 
should assist in keeping the busy 
thoroughfare as clear as possible for 
moving traffic.

MORE FREQUENTLY

Miss Sarah Gibney, the accomplish­
ed professional actress, and her local 
associate players, presented the finest 
amateur offering Watford has wit­
nessed in many a year at the Lyceum 
tpn Friday and Saturday evenings un­
der the auspices of the local Tennis 
Club.

Miss Gibney’s artistic capabilities 
were well exhibited in the beautiful 
stage setting of a living-room, in an 
old English Manor, her portrayal of 
the title role of “Peg” O’Connell, the 
heroine, amply demonstrated lier 
dramatic talent which has carried her 
to an enviable position in" her pro­
fession, while her services as director 
and producer of the play were large­
ly responsible for the most capable 
manner in which the local members 
of the cast interpreted their respect­
ive roles.

It is surprising that such a preten­
tious play could have been prepared 
and produced by amateurs in a short 
two weeks, and the very efficient 
manner in which every member inter­
preted their part testifies to Miss 
Gibney’s efficiency in developing- 
dramatic talent and to each member 
of the cast for their quick adaptions 
to the respective characters.

The play centres around a young 
Irish girl, “Peg” O’Connell, who has 
been brought to England from New 
York, under the terms of the will of 
an uncle, to be given a home and ed­
ucated by her aunt, the haughty Mrs. 
Chichester (Mrs. W. G. Connolly), 
whose daughter, Ethel (Mrs. R.P. 
Brown) and son Alaric, (Jack Kin- 
nell) reflect all the mannerisms and 
superior attitude usually attributed 
to the English aristocratic family.

Chris. Brent, (W. G Connolly), a 
neighbor of the Chichester», has for­
saken his wife and child, and is seek­
ing to persuade Ethel to elope with 
him.

Mr. Hawkes (W.W. Ballard) is a 
fine type of English lawyer who 
brings “Peg” and explains the con­
ditions of the will.

As may be expected “Peg” has a 
most difficult time of it in a home 
where no one will tolerate her. Her 
Irish wit and ready repartee make 
for many amusing situations in the 
play.

A young nobleman. Sir Gerald 
Adair or Jerry (Allan Doolittle) falls 
under her spell of bewitching beauty 
and unassuming manner and his ulti­
mate declaration of love and proposal 
of marriage brings a very happy 
finale.

Miss Louise 'Dodds, proved to be 
an attractive and thoroughly efficient 
maid, and Richard Williamson as 
Jarvis, the portly English butler, 
kept his audience in gales of laugh­
ter.

The story is the usual type of 
Irish comedy, always pleasing, al­
ways welcome, and always enjoyed, 
especially when presented by some 
local cast.

One of the most pleasing features 
of the evening was the presentation 
before the final curtain of a beauti­
ful floral boquet to Miss Gibney by 
little Muriel Caldwell.

The Tennis Club Orchestra (com­
posed of Miss Mary Connolly, piano; 
O. .Shugg, violin; E. Nicholl, sax.; 
Roy Cooke, banjo; and Carl A. Class 
Jr., traps) attested to Watford’s 
musical talent and delighted the 
audience with; their many offerings.

The proceeds were not as large as 
the high quality of the production 
merited, the warm weather proving 
quite a deterrent to attendance.

$180, which will leave the Tennis

It is to be hoped that in the com­
ing fall the Tennis Club, or some 
other organization will be able to 
persuade Miss Gibney to pay Wat­
ford a return visit.

TORONTO’S FLAG INCIDENT
H. Rider of Cleveland complained 

to a police inspector in Toronto that 
a traffic pfficer in that city, had ^ 
pulled an American flag off his car i 
and tossed it into the 'lap of one of | 
the occupants. The gentleman from 
Cleveland felt so disturbed about it 
that he threatened to go to the U.S. 
consul and lodge another complaint.

It must be a queer patriotic germ 
that stings many of the U.S. tourists 
into action before they leave home. 
A fairly wide observation in a num­
ber of American cities fails to recall 
that cars there, when they are trav­
elling around in thqir native air, 
carry a profuse decoration of flags, 
but when they turn the rudder of the 
ship toward this land the flag busi­
ness becomes as essential as a jack 
and spare tire. The license plate on 
the car will tell Canadians where it’s 
from, but that is not sufficient. There 
must be a fluttering of the national 
emblem at the mast-head as the 
driver makes mileage over the good 
roads provided by the Canadian peo­
ple.

Many of the visitors go halfway. 
They get a little British flag and it 
waves alongside the Stars and 
Stripes. That seems to modify the 
display to about the right degree—it 
announces that the occupants of the 
car are from United States. Fine, 
glad to see them, and it is also an 
acknowledgement on their part that 
they recognize that they have crossed 
over into another land that has a 
flag too.

The average Canadian going on a 
trip to United States would not dress 
his car up in flags of this country, at 
least we have not noticed many of 
them so decked. If they felt moved 
to do so we are quite certain that 
once across the line they would have 
the courtesy, if they still desired to 
fly flags, to see to it that an American 
emblem was given a place in the set­
ting.

The traffic officer in Toronto prob­
ably was a little wearied of directing 
cars that had nothing but a U.S.flag. 
He had no idea of starting an inter­
national episode. His method of re­
buke may not have been the most 
diplomatic move that conld be imag­

ined, but he’s not much to be blamed 
if his patriotic fervor did bubble up 
a trifle past the control point.

There are no hard and fast rules 
about the carrying of flags on cars, 
but it’s a plain fact that it would be 
more courteous for U.S. visitors,- if 
they must have flags at all, to use 
the emblems of both countries while 
over here or else eliminate the flag 
business on cars entirely. They would 
find that their mileage on a gallon of 
gas would be just as satisfactory 
without the bunting.—London Adver­
tiser.

County Road System
to be Revised

County Council Will Consider the 
Plan Proposed by Toronto 

Officials

The pre-meeting intimation that 
a proposed revision of the county 
road system would be one of the 
major considerations of the Lamb­
ton county council at the June ses­
sion was borne out by the remarks 
of Warden Joseph Hackett, at the 
opening meeting in the council 
chamber of-the court house in Sar­
nia Monday.

After a word of welcome to the 
members. Warden Hackett said that 
outside of the general business 
there were several matters of im­
portance to be considered. One of 
these was a revision of the county 
road system. No doubt all of the 
councillors were aware that a revis­
ion of the system had been proposed 
by the administration officials at To­
ronto and it .would be placed before 
the council for approval. Then, sec­
ondly, there was the matter of tak­
ing over tfiç Sarnia and Florence 
road. He then declared the meeting 
formally open for business.

Communications
Communications read included one 

from the National Institute request­
ing a grant to aid in a tourist attrac­
tion publicity campaign. The dona­
tion asked from Lambton was 
«239.57.

Reeve Burnley of Plympton moved 
that the letter be received and filed. 
Reeve Ed. Armitage of Sombra sec­
onded the motion. Reeve Hare of | 
Forest offered an amendment, sec­
onded by Reeve 'Miller of Moore that ; 
the communication be referred to ' 
the finance committee. No discussion 
ensued and on a vote the motion car­
ried.

A letter from the department of 
education advised that the legisla­
tive grants to rural public and sep­
arate school in the county amounted 
to «1,896.45 divided as follows: 
Public school, «1,880.76; separate 
schools $14.73. The county is requir­
ed to raise the equivalent of the

High County Constable R. J. Whit­
ing, in a letter, made application for 
an increase in salary. His application 
was referred to the finance commit­
tee. .

The association of managers and 
matrons of county houses of refuge 
advised the council in a communica­
tion that the annual convention 
woulfl 'be held in Sarnia on June 17, 
18 and 19. The delegation of the 
manager and matron of the Lambton 
institution to attend and a member­
ship subscription in the association 
was asked. The request was turned 
over to the finance committee.

The finance committee was also 
given custody of a communication 
from the Canadian Good Roads asso­
ciation requesting the appointment of 
delegates from the council to attend 
the twelfth annual convention of that 
body to be held in the Chateau Fron­
tenac, Quebec City, Sept. 22, 23 and 
24.

An opportunity to purchase sur­
plus road machinery including road 
rollers, $w reduced prices were offer­
ed in a letter from the department 
of public highways. This offer went 
to the advisory board.

Highway Insurance
After hearing an explanation of 

an insurance policy which would pro­
vide protection for the county 
against the highways, Reeve Burnley 
of Plympton asked, in jocular vein, 
how long a delegate or head of an 
organization appearing before the 
council could talk. No one volunteer­
ed a definite answer to that question. 
Consideration of the insurance pol­
icy is in the hands of the finance com­
mittee.

The council adjourned early until 
Tuesday but several committees were 
called to meet after adjournment of 
the whole council.
Definite Action on Road System De­

ferred Until Provincial Official 
Explains Matter More Fully

Under the proposed revision of the 
Lambton county road system seven­
ty-six miles of roads would be taken 
off the present plan and reverted to 
township control and, in lieu of that 
reversion, twenty miles of other 
roads would foe placed in the county 
scheme, it was disclosed at Tuesday’s 
session of the county council. Such a 
change would reduce the mileage of 
the system «6 miles.

The proposal was considered and 
discussed at some length at the morn­
ing meeting hut it was finally decided 
that before any definite action was

taken that the Ontario department of 
public highways should be requested 
to send an official to Sarnia before 
the end of the session to go more 
fully into the matter with the coun­
cil.

Three Reports
The finance committee of the coun­

cil reported on three questions which 
bad been referred to that body on 
the previous day. On thp offer by a 
representative of an insurance firm 
to provide a policy protecting the 
county in the event of claims for 
damages resulting from accidents on 
the county roads, no action was re­
commended and the recommendation 
was adopted,

A. similar motion was offered and 
carried on a request from high coun­
ty constable R. J. Whiting for an in­
crease in salary.

'On an application from the associ­
ation of managers and matrons of 
houses of refuge for a membership 
fee and the delegation of representa­
tives to attend the annual convention 
to be held this year in Sarnia, the 
committee recommended that the fee 
be paid and that the manager and 
matron of the house of refuge here 
and the chairman of the house cf 
refuge committee attend the conven­
tion. The ' council concurred. Reeve

named as a delegate to the annual 
convention of the Canadaian good 
roads association to be held at Que­
bec ’City in 'September.

Develop Agriculture
W. P. Macdonald, district agricul­

tural representative, headed a dele­
gation requesting a grant for the 
corn, grain and seed improvement, 
association. The application was re­
ferred to the finance committee. He 
told the council that the aim of the 
association was the improvement anil 
development of agriculture in the 
county.

.Mr. Macdonald also drew the at­
tention of the council to the fact 
that the officials of the Canadian 
national exhibition were setting 
aside a portion of the coliseum this 
year for county exhibits. Fifteen 
counties had already signified their 
intention of having displays, and he 
suggested that the Lambton council 
consider the proposition. The cost in 
round figures would be «300. This, 
too, was referred to the finance com­
mittee.

By-Laws
Notice of a bylaw was given to 

grant aid to the beekeepers’ associ­

COUNTY TO RAISE MORE MONEY 
BY TAXES THIS YEAR

Requirements Are $17,500 Over The
Outlay For the Preceding Ye*r

The net amount to be raised by the 
levy of county rates,to meet the esti­
mated expenditures will be $210,000 
an increase of $17,500 over last 
year’s levy it was reported to the 
Lamlbton council at Wednesday morn­
ing’s session by county treasurer, 
John E. Leckie.

The total estimated outlay was 
placed at $225.300 and the receipts 
were estimated at $15,300, leaving 
the net amount to be raised by the 
levy of rates at $210,000.

In his informal (budget the treas­
urer set out the following require­
ments for various purposes: adminis­
tration of justice, $12,500 ; roads and 
bridges, $30,500; miscellaneous 
•grants, $8,300; municipal government 
$10,-350 ; schools, $01,000 ; registry 
office, $1,200; jail, $6,500; house of 
refuge, $9,600; interest, $1,800; law 
$1,250; division court, $150; miscel­
laneous, $500; suburban roads, $1,- 
•00; county roads, $77.558.44; deben 
tures and interest, $2,441.56.

The treasurer’s statement covering 
the finances in the period from De­
cember 81, 1924, to Mav 31, 1925, 
.showed total receipts of $149,479.10 
and expenditures for the same period 
of $95,817.71. leaving a balance on 
band as at May 31 of $53,661.39. 
The outlay on the county road sys­
tem during that interval was $19.- 
391.82, leaving an amount yet avail­
able for county road work of $130,- 
637.44. In commenting on the expen­
diture Mr. Leckie mentioned that the 
cost of county pupils attending the 
Sarnia collegiate institute and tech­
nical school was about $10,000 more 
than in the preceding year.

County Rates Unchanged
The assessments of the various 

municipalities of the county will re­

main unchanged for 1925. The equal­
ization committee reported today re­
commending that assessment r«f»in 
the same as in 1924, anti the colndl 
approved the recommendation.

A petition with over one hundred 
signatures requesting that , a bridge 
be constructed over the Sydenham 
river at Beecher to replace the ferry, 
wMch was said to be inadequate to 
handle the increasing traffic, wa< re­
ferred to the advisory board and 
county road superintendent.

Whiting’s Good Work
High county constable R. J. Whit­

ing presented a report of his work 
for the last six ntonths setting out’ 
that he had turned into the county a 
sum of $748.20 in fines since Decem­
ber 1, 1924, and had made 46 arrests 
with 38 convictions registered again 
st the offenders. He also advised the 
council that in co-operation with 
Sheriff A.J. Johnston he was under­
taking a revision of the county con 
tsable list.

In connection with his application 
for an increase in salary on which no 
action was recommended by the 
finance committee yesterday, Mr. 
Whiting laid stress on the cost of 
operating his car. The council sub­
sequently decided to reconsider the 
application. Several tributes were 
paid to the efficient work of the high 
constable.

•Prior to noon recess there was a 
brief discussion of the banking sys­
tem in use by the county. Reeve 
Kerr, of Courtright„ suggested that 
it might be good policy to divide the 
account among the various banks. 
County treasurer, John E. Leckie, 
gave his opinion that such a plan 
would increase the chance of error; 
having the aedbunt in one bank made 
it much more convenient.

Good Feeding Must Accom­
pany Good Breeding

Without the right kind of breeding 
behind them, it is impossible to raise 
and market steers which will show 
a profit. The only man who can 
afford to use a scrub or inferior bull 
is the man who is independently 
wealthy. The man who has to make 
his living out of his cattle could not 
afford to use a scrub bull if it were 
given to him for nothing.

There are farmers, however, who 
use pretty fair bulls but who fall 
down badly when It comes to feeding 
the calves and young cattle. They 
seem to think that it they feed the 
young things liberally they will feed 
away their profit, whereas their only 
chance of raising cattle at a profit 
rests in the proper feeding of the 
youngsters. There never wa8 a dol­
lar made by underfeeding young
animals.- Since by far the greater
number of commercial cattle are rais-

About three quarts of whole milk 
per day is enough at the start. Grad­
ually increase, but do not exceed five 
quarts. Cut back a little in quantity 
when skimmllk is added, and in­
crease very gradually. It is dangerous 
to overfeed with skimmilk, and it is 
seldom advisable to feed more than 
eight quarts of skimmilk per day to 
the oldest calves. If there is any 
tendency to scour, add about half a 
cup of lime water to the milk.

Supply fresh water and a little salt. 
If possible, continue milk feeding till 
calf is eight or ten months old. Feed 
liberally on meal, and keep him go­
ing from start to finish. Never let 
the calf get thin because it will mean 
a loss of time and money. Remember 
that the young animal gives much 
better value for feed consumed than 
an older one, and act accordingly. 
The most profit is made by having

ed on skimmilk, a few suggestions 
are offered in connection with the 
proper use of this product.

Very good steers can be raised on 
skimmilk if care is exercised. Be 
sure to give the calf the first milk 
from the mother. Feed whole milk 
for four weeks, and take at least a 
week (two weeks is better) to change 
gradually from whole to skimmilk. 
In the meantime, teach tlto calf to 
eat meal, clover, or alfalfa* hay and 
silage or roots. • The safest meal is 
crushed oats, though corn or a little 
bran may be mixed with the oats. 
Whole oats or corn may be used after 
the calf is well started. Feed all the 
calf will elepn up. .., _

Scald feeding pails thoroughly 
after using. Keep mangers clean.

82. Where to Take the-Ball.
There is no doubt that" the best 

position to take jhq hall in Its bound 
is shove the knee at least. H. L. Do­
herty, one of the world’s greatest 
players, always took the.$all just 
albove his waist, considering it best 
to Strike ft at the very top of " its 
bound. Tllden takes the hall just a 
tittle albove the height of the net and 
Johnston takes it just a little ibelow 
the height of the net. It is my opin­
ion that the heat height to take it is 
on a level with the net.

Always meet the hall; do not let 
it meet you. In other words attack it, 
do not merely stop it. 'Let the racquet 
follow through in the direction you 
wish the ball to go. It is important 
to he able to run back and forward 
quickly and to get into position, if 
possible before the hall reaches you, 
50 that you can wait for it and then 
make an effective return. In judging 
your strokes it is good practice to 
play by yourself against a wall, 
trying to hit the ball in the centre 
of the racquet. When receiving do 
not wait until the ball starts drop­
ping. Take it at the top of the hound 
and if a man is beating you with a 
heavy twist service, step into it, and 
take it on the rise, as Wilding and 
Parke did with McLaughlin’s service, 
when they beat him.

23. Running Round the Ball.
J. O. Anderson, the famous Aust­

ralian player, has this to say about a 
man running round a ball to play it 
on his strong side; “If I have time 
to get the ball on my forehand, and 
know that then I can make a decisive 
stroke, Why should I not do so?” 
When one thinks of Anderson’s fore­
hand, with the terrific pace he gets 
on if, one is almost inclined to ans­
wer this quest with, “Yes, why not?”

But I don’t agree with the general 
principle of running around a stroke. 
There are, of course, times When you 
get an easy hall on your backhand 
that you feel you could kill with your 
forehand. Then perhaps the taking of 
it on this side is justified. But that is 
only one in a thousand shots. As a 
rule you will simply get yourself so 
much out of position that you leave 
your court wide open for a fast driv­
ing return.

Not only that; you have to run 
around so quickly that as rule you 
do not get your feet into correct pos­
ition to take the ball in the line of its 
flight. For it must he remembered 
that in taking position or stance for 
a shot you have to place yourself at 

, the correct distance from the spot 
I where the ball will be played, vary­
ing the space between your feet ac­
cording to the amount of power you 
intend to put on the ball. The wider 

• you have your feet apart the more 
! power you have in your stroke as it 
] makes a firmer foundation for a 
powerful swing.

I 24. Return of Service.
I There are several ways for you to 
make your return against a man who 
is serving to you and running up to 
the net. We will presume he is very 

. fast on his feet and gets well into 
position to handle your return. You 
can utilise four strokes. Either pass 
him by a short cross court shot, pass 
him down the line, lob over his head 
to the base line, thus driving him 
back, or else drive the ball straight 
at him low and fast, close enough to 
the net so that he cannot make a 
killing volley of it.

The easiest stroke, of course, is to 
pass him down the line, if you can, 
and if your ground strokes are suffic­
iently fast and accurate. This makes 
him stretch as a rule to reach for his 
return and he is more liable to send 
an easy return back to you.

If he is a really fine volleyer, has 
a good service, and is very fast, I 
think the best way to break up his 
game is a good deep lob, over his left 
shoulder and then vary your return 
by cross-court and line drives. This 
will have the effect of making him 
feel uncertain as to what you are go­
ing,to do, and in consequence he will 
not come up so fast. The Australians 
are wonderful at return of service.

25. Return of Service.
The great success of the Austral­

ian double teams is due I believe to 
not what is known as the Australian 
formation but to the wonderful re­
turn of service which has been most 
noticeable in their last Davis Cup 
matches against the United States. 
After all return of service is perhaps 
after the service, the most import­
ant stroke. This stroke is restricted 
in that it is the only one in the game 
that must be played off the ground. 
There is no doubt that the man who 
is serving has pretty nearly a twenty 
per cent, advantage over his oppon­
ent, and you will notice in most des­
criptions of matches a big point is 
made of breaking through an oppon­
ent’s service.

Let us consider the best way to 
handle service. It is necessary to 
examine it under two lights; first, 
when the server runs up to the net 
and secondly, when he stays back on 
the base line to take a return from 
there.

If your opponent stays back and 
you know his back hand is weak, 
make your return of service deep to 
that part of the court, and immediat- 
ly take the'net. If he is good all 
round, vary your returns, cross court­
ing some, and then lining others. 
Watch carefully which type of re­

turns he sends-hack the easier for 
you to handle. A player may for in­
stance have a. wonderful forehand 
cross-court shot from the right court, 
but he would be unable to use this 
forehand for a true drive.

26. Receiving the Heavy Twist 
Service.

In receiving service presuming 
your opponent is sending over h 'bail 
with a top on ft you will do well to 
emulate the example of Anthony 
Wilding. That is, if yoihfind you can­
not handle the ball by hiking it at 
thd\top of the bound or on the drop 
move up near the service! line and 
eideavor to take -the services as the 
ball is rising. It was this that Wilding 
did in the world championships some 
years ago when :he defeated Mc­
Laughlin, and Parke employed the 
same method when he played and de­
feated the famous American comet. 
In taking a hall on the rise you do 
two things. First of all you eliminate 
a certain amount of the spin put on 
it, and secondly you return the ball 
more quickly. You consequently give 
your opponent less time to get into 
position for your return. A ball is 
harder to handle if it has a lot of spin 
on it, when it is hurling through the 
air slowly, than when it is going fast. 
You might hit a ball with spin on it 
fairly hard, otherwise it will jump off 
your racquet.

27. Running up to the Net.
Running up to the net is a great

deal more difficult to accomplish suc­
cessfully in the singles game than in 
doubles, and unless it is done in 
singles most intelligently and on the 
right stroke it is not good policy. The 
fact of the matter is that nearly all 
our great singles players have found­
ed their game on base line play, and 
only go up to the net in a singles 
match when the return is sent very 
deep to their opponents court and in 
a difficult position. There are, of 
course, exception to this, such as 
Lindley, Murray and McLaughlin, 
both of whose games are based on 
terrific services, which they immedi­
ately follow to the net. The terrific 
strain of this type of game event­
ually told; neither of them could play 
successfully through a hard first class 
tournament today.

You can run up to the net success­
fully only on a deep driven ‘ball or on 
a high bounding fast service. It is 
useless to attempt it on short balls.

S. -H. Smith could beat any vol­
leyer in his day, <Md although H. L. 
Doherty was a britiiant volleyer, it 
was his beautiful’ground strokes and 
base line play that enabled him to 
heat Smith whenever they met.
