BRITISH-AMERICAN
YACHT RACES SOON

Cup Contest Series Will Be Divided
Between The *‘Cowes Week’
andjthe ‘‘Ryde Week”

corm——————

Lendon, May 31—Considcrable en-
thusiasm is being evinced in yacht-
ing circles over (ue plans that have
been already m=ds for the British-
American cup contest which is to
take place in the ne;t four weeks.

The special commit:ce have' decid-
ed that a half dozen cup races shall
be sailed—three in the world-famous
Cowes Week, and three in the equally
popular Ryde Week. The six con-
tests are to be divided betwern the
following three clubs—the Royal
Yacht Squadron Club, the Royal
Thames Yacht Club, and the Royal
London Yacht Club.

As far as possible the races are
to be included in the programme
of these clubs on alternate days. It
has been tentatively agreed that the
dates shall be:— Friday, July 29th,
Royal Thames Yacht Club; Monday,
August 1st, Royal London Yacht
Club; Wednesday, August 3rd, Royal
Squadron; Friday, August 5, Royal
Yacht Squadron; Monday, August 8,
Royal Victoria Yacht Club; Wednes-
day, August 10, Royal Victoria Yacht
Club.

Subject to alternation, the cup con-
tests will be held by the calling com-
mittee of the three defending clubs
on the above-mentioned days. The
American cup is to form a section
of the programme of the day. In
each case races.are to be sailed
on a special course, an extra race
being held if necessary.

It has been suggested that the cup
races should take premier position
in each day’s programme.

The rule laid down by the Inter-
national Yacht Racing Union will
determine the time limit in which it
is possible to sail the given distance.

All the yachts will be of the six-
met class, and are permitted to
measure between 20 and 23 feel on
the water line. The draft is limired
to 16 per cent. on the water line,
plus 1.64 feet. Sail area may vary
from 475 to 550 feet. For these craft
the height of mast is restricted to
ftwice the water-line length, m2asured
from the truck to the water.

The Seawanhaka-Corinthinn Yaaeht
Club will represent the Unitel States
and it is believed that at least {our
new boats have been ordered.

British competitors are even nore
excited over the venture, for it is
rumored that no fewer than nine new
yachts are being budlt. These wiil
race amongst themselves—and with
such cther six-meter craft as are now
afloat—in the eliminating trial, the
four best being selected for the great
contest.

Sir Godfrey Collins and Mr. W: P.
Burton (skipper last summer of
Shamrock 1V) are having special
yachts built. Another is being con-
structed for Mr. T. C. Glen-Coats, a
prominent amateur yachtsman, whose
name has been mentioned as the next
challenger for the America cup.

SHIPPING IDLE
AT ALL PORTS

Captain of Schooner Whiteway
Sighted Few Vessels at
Sea

Yarmouth, May 30—The Parrsboro
tern schooner Whiteway, Captain W.
R. Merriam, has arrived here after
an eleven days passage from Phila-
delphia, with a cargo of 748 tons
of hard coal. Captain Merrim reports
an uneventful trip, and with the ex-
ception of only two sailing vessels,
and one steamer, saw nothing thru-
out the entire trip. Sailing craft is
being tied up everywhere, and as fur-
ther evidence, he stated, that on the
trip before coming to Yarmouth, and
when bound from Monte Cristo to
Chester, Pa., with a cargo of log wood
he only sighted one sailing vessel on
that passage. He said the docks and
streams at all of the leading United
States Alantic ports are blocked with
idle vessels. The Whiteway, how-
ever, is one of the Nova Scotiun war
built vessels that has been kept busy
over since she was launclhed at
Parrsboro in August, 1919, until the
present time. During that period she
has carried and delivered many car-
goes, and all of them were of lengthy
voyages, particularly her first, when
she loaded deals at Parrsboro and
delivered them at Londonderry, Ire-
land. After that the Whiteway was
on several passages betwecn Southern
States ports, and the West Indies,
and on two occasions she carried
plaster from Walton, N. S., to- Nor-
folk Virginia. "

Her master is one of the best
known in Nova Scotia, and has er
joyed ever since a very young man
a most successful career. He is a
rnative of Parrsboro, but for several
years has resided at Granville, An-
napolis County. In the late fall of
1915 he returned from a trip to sea
and decided to take a well earned
vacation, but had not been at home
long when he got the war fever, of-
tered his services to his king and
country, was accepted, and in a few
weeks later was with his three sons
fighting on the battle fields of France
and Flanders. He remained _there
for thirty-eight months, and when he
returned to Canada, the Whiteway
was shortly afterwards launched and
he joined her as first officer, with
his brother Captain E. K. Merriam,
now of the four master Whiteball, as
i master. In July last his brother re-
| signed to take his present command,
and then W. R. Merriam was again
made master, and given the White-
way. After discharging here the
schooner will go to some upper Bay
of Fundy port and load probably for
a United States port.

CANADA’S SIXTH DECENNIAL
CENSUS BEGAN JUNE 1st, 1921,

On June 1st, 1921, the Census of
the Dominion was begun. The Census
has been called “the largest single
act of administration of the Govern-
ment,” in reference partly to its
physical extent—the census organiza-
tion covering every section of the
country for a complex many-sided
task, and also to the great impertance
of census results in the general ma
chinery of Government.

people. Without general appreciation
f the ends in view, and without the
cordial individual citi-
zens towards those ends, a good cen
sus will be impossible. A brief de-
scription of the scope, methods and |
purpose of the census and of its place
in statistical and general administra-
tion will therefore be of interest and
aitility at the present moment.
Census-taking dates from the dawn
of civilization, Moses numbered the
Children of Israel in the fifteenth
century B.C. (Exodus. XXX, 1215;
Numbers 1, 2-4 and 47.49; 111, 14-16;
1V, 39-49). But statistical investiga-
tions were known many centuries
earlier, in Babyionia, (4,000 B.
L.). In €China (3000 B. .
in Egypt (2,500 B.C.) A census taken
by King David in 1017 B.C., achiev-
ed evil notoriety in history from the
Divine wrath which is provoked (II
Bamuel XXIV, 1-25; I Chronicles
XXI1, 1-27) and which was cited for
many generations against the spirit
of inquiry. The Census was one of
the institutions founded by the great
law-giver Solon at Athens in ihe
Rixth century, B.C. The Romans
were assiduous census-takers, Lotr
under the Republic and the Emgire:
Julius Caesar reformed the census
-among other things, The Breviary
ot Charlemagne (A.D, 808) and the
Bomesday Book of William the Con-
queror (A.D. 1088) are gglebrated
-mediaevel censuses, Later, the cen-

census of modern times belongs to
Canada. The year was 1666; the
census was one of the Colony of
New France. There had been earlier
records of settlement at Port Royal
11605) and Quebec, (1608), but the
censtis of 166 was a systematic “nom-
inal” enumeration of the people, (1. e.,
@ record of each individual by name,)
taken for a fixed date, showing the
age, sex, place, of residence, sccupa-
tion and conjugal condition of each
person. The results are to be seen
in a document of 154 peges in the
Archives of Paris, of which a tran-

census recorded 3,215 souls.

PID NOT WANT T9 LEAYE

New York, June 2—The most home-
sick man in the city today is Charley
Ortner, of Whitestone, Queens, who
was locked out of Sing Sing prison
yesterday after refusing for two years
to accept a release. He is said to
be the first prisoner of 75,000 com-
mitted to Sing Sing in the ninety-six
years of its existence who balked at
leaving.

Ortner’s maximum sentence has ex-
pired, so he could not legally remain,
and Warden Lawes ‘was prepared to
use. force if necessary to speed his
departure. The prison guards have
been instructed to keep a strict watch
in case he should try to break in
again.

Since he entered the priscn four
years ago to serve from two to four
years for assault he has been a model
of industry and good behavior. Om
November 28, 1918, Warden Moyer
tried to make him sign an applica-
tion for parole to which he was en-
titled.

“I won’t sign anything and I won’t
agree to anything,” Ortner said. “I
am going to stay the full four years.”

For the last two years of his volun-
tary confinement Ortner has been the
most trusted of trusties, workirg out-
side the walls and offered every oOp-
portunity to escape. Prisom o'Hcials
said he did the work of four men
and praised his staying quaiii:es.

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SUCCESSFUL TEST OF MAHONE'S
FIRE APPARATUS

(The Morning Chronicle)

Mahone Bay, May 30—On Wednes-
day evening last the fire equipment
was tested, the motor pump showing
492 gallons a minute. The contract
called for a pump delivering 300 gal-
lons per minute.

COLLECTION OF ANNUAL
AGRICULTURAL STATISTICS

For the fourth successive year
since 1918, the Dominion Bureau of
Statistics and the Provincial Depart-
ments of Agriculture will make next
June ‘heir annual enumeration
throughout Canada of the areas sown
to field crops and of farm live stock.
This enumeration will be effected, as
before, by cardboard schedules dis-
tributed to individual farmers. When
filled up and returned, the cards will
be transmitted to the Dominion Bur-~
eau of Statistics at Ottawa for com-
pilation into totals by adding machin-
ery, except in Ontario and British
Columbia, where the compilation will
be undertaken by the provincial de-
partments.
The collection of these statistics
represents a nationmal ‘*agricultural
stock-taking, which is as important
in the interests of farmers as are
the conditions of other industries to
those whose livelihood depends upon
them. The trustworthiness and value
of the statistics depend upon the eco-
operation of farmers in filling up

issued to them, because the gredter
the number of returns, the surer will
be the estimates based thereon. It
is the aim of the Dominion and Pro-
vincial stasistical authorities to se
cnre ultimately an annual return from
very individual farmer in th2 Do-
minicn

In filling up the forms, farmers
are not only ndvancing their owa in-
dividual interests, but also those of
the greates; national industry in
Canada. From a mationaf and pre<in-
cial standpoint, food merchants,
transport companies, bankers, and
all business mea are Kkeemly interest-
ed in ebtaining the earliest possible
information as to the quantity and
value of the products of the soil. Ag-
ricultural operations depend largely
upon eredit, and credit cannot be
given without security. The princi-
pal security of bankers in financing

.agricultural clien!s: is the produce of

the soil, early and accurate informa-
tion as to which is essentiak

Some farmers fail to return the
schedule from a mistaken fear that
their taxes will im conseqterce be
increased. The fact is, however, that
the collection of these statisties has
no direct connection With taxation
at all. The schedules are reeeived
and dealt with under the seal of
absolute secrecy, and only the esti-

| mates of totals based upon the replies

received are published. If the agri-
cultural statistics, as published, may
e considered as affording any guide
‘o statesmen in proposing ﬁscal‘ leg-
islation, the interests of farmrers are
just as likely to suffer as not through
statistical inaccuracy. They are as
iable to be overtaxed as undertaxed
f the country’s agricultaral produc-
tion be not accurately estimated. No
worest farmer desires to escape his

ipkeep, and it is im his true inter-

rustworthy as it is possible to make |
themr.

The areas
sown to field craps will be collected
by the Census both for the years
1920 and 1921; so that the results
should show to what extent the an-
anal statistics for those years have
proved to be accurate.

Owing to the existence of these an-
rual stalisties, it is possible to show
that the area under field crops of
Ccanada bhas increased from about 39
million acres in 1915 to nearly 53
million acres in 1920, and their value
from $825,370,600 in 1915 to $1,-
455, 244,000 in 1920. Facts such as
these, collected by the present system
of agricultural statistics, cannot but
tell in favour of the great Dominion
by attracting agricultural immigrantsf
and helping to develop the great re-
sources of the country.

If the thirty-fcot distance is chosen
mark off thirty-foot distances on all
four sides of the square and plant
a stake at each place.

sight. One sighter lines up the stake
holder for one direction and the other
sighter lines him up for the other
direction.

Swarming is the naturyl method
by which bees increase, bt is a hin-
drance to the best resulis in lxoney
production; especially ig; this true of
comb honey production,.

The uncertainty of swarming, the
reduction of the honew crop thrbugh
a division of the werking force of
the colony, the possibilities of losing
swarms and the diffienity of controll-
ing swarming without considerable
1abour, all make the control of swarm-
ing the biggest problem in bee man-
agement.

Colonies do mot all require the
same treatment. Swarming may of-

While the hoe and the cultivator
are likely to remain as the two most
efficient weapons to use in the com-
bat with weeds there are certain
cases where the use of some chem-
ical may be extremely desirable. A
good example of the latter is the case
of a grain crop infected with an an-
nual such as Wild Muastard where
it is possible by spraying with Iron
Sulphate or Copper Sulphate to in-
jure the weed to such an extent that
it is unable to ripen its seeds.

There are also numerous plots of
waste ground in towns, mile of road-
sides all over the country, railroad
tracks, and large areas of stony or
rocky ground that cannot be cultivat-
ed, where the employment of chem-
ical means for keeping down weeds
might be profitably considered.

The spray should be applied in fine
calm weather when there is a prob-
ability that mo rain will fall during
the next 24 hours. The amonn? of
spraying mixture will vary somewhat
with the kind of spraying machine
