REPORT OF MEDICAL HEALTH
OFFICER FOR 1922

To the Warden of Municipality of An-
napolis County -

1 herewfth suwbmit the following re-
port as County Health Officer for the
year 1922:

The past year has been very free
of contagious diseaseds,, the most
serdous being a few outbreaks of
Dipdtheria n a few localities that
were not severe or attended by any
loss of life. Small pox of the modi-
fied type such as we have had, al-
most annually, for many years has
now been absent for two whole sea-
sons and it i¢ to be hoped, and ex-
woeted, that with the general vaecin-
ition earried out in the school chil-
dren will make a new record for us
this diseasd. By referring o
the Health Nurse report you will
notice that of 2281 children she ex-
unined all but two of them had been
vaccivated. Perhaps It is . a little
parly to draw any conclugions but it
would seem that we are already got-
ting results from this general vaccin-
ation and that the Municipality has
glready benefitted several hundred
dollars {. having no small pox bills
10 pay for the past two years,

There been mno of
‘fyphoid reported thig-year and as far
4 I am able to ascéntain our mor-
tality from preventable diseases has
been very favorable,

The report of the work of our Pub-
f¢ Health Nurse will be before you
and speaks for itself, Miss Chute
wae obliged to give up the work on
aceount of ill health, the middle of
the summer, and s«ince then we have
been without a nurse,

While Miss Ohute’'s work hag been
largely ploneer, in laying foundations
and sizing up the Municipality and
s needs, it has been very beneflcial
and importan‘. As she has given
part of her time to Digly County
#he has pot made as thorough visita-
tion in our County as the work de-
mands and in this way her work has
not appealed to the public-as it has
to those in close touch with it, but
this will all be 1emedied in the course
of time. Miss Chuted {» now in Hali-
fax completing her Public Health
Nursing course and expects to again
e available for this work in the early
gummer. The supply of Health Nurses
has been very limited heretofore but
1 understand from the Provinclal
Health Dept. that there will be more
avallable this season.

lines were provided by the Provinclal
Health Dept. were held at the differ-
ent towns in the first half of the
year and brought to the homes, al-
most, of those with chest symptoms,
a specialist who could speak with
authority and give ald and assist-
ance to the local doctor in puzziing
or doubtful cases being available,
During the late fall an eduecational
campaign “or the control of cancer
was put on over the whole continent
of America. In this County it was
not possible to hold public meetings
as generally as the question warrants
but meetings, well attended,! were
held in the main towns and much
literature distributed and much in-
formation to the subject by
the press all calling for the carly re-
cognition of the precancerous condi-
tion when the diseage might be pre-
vented or cured. It is of very little
satisfaction to a patient, with this
digease to know dying of in-

Ag 1 have mentioned
reports Public Health measures and
activities become an im-
portant department of governments
federal, local and municipal and
municipal and have assumed increas-
ed importance from year to year and
today demands a greater attention
than ever befo.e, by our municipal
parliaments, If we are to Kkeep
abreast of our age and of scientific
knowledge, and it will certainly pay,
in lowered mo ta''ty rate, in health-
fer people, in facreased le.gth of life,
then it is necessary for car Munici-
pal Councils to carry out what our
governments and hygenic research
departments are discovering and giv-
ing to us. Preventive medicine never
held as important a position as it
holds today but that we may benefit
by it we must put in action the knowl-
ege we possess, for knowledge with-
out effort or action is as dead as
faith without works,

from the local Board of Health to g0
do: this the provision
required in erecting a s<laughter house
and not a difficult restriction or
regulation, As there has been thirty
or more new black fox ranches hnilt‘
in the Municipality the past
it is well that those interested should
know this regulation that they mu\yl
secure these permitd as required, and
that these fox compounds be piced
a reasonable distance back from the
highway and a safe distance f{rom
dwellings that the unsavory smell
from them does not give offence to
those living year.

INSANE

To the Warden and Councillors of the

Municipality of Annapolis:

Gentlemen:—We, your committee
on Imsane, beg leave to report as fol-
lows:

We examiined the accounts from
the N. 8. Hospital and find we paid
for the suppomt of our patients, at
this institution, for the year 1922, the
sum of $3128.01.
