Cotopaxj, in 1738, threw its fiery rockots
three thousand fcot above its crater ; while
in 1764, the blazing mass, struggling for
an cutlet, roared so that its awful voice
wag heard at adistance of more than six
hundred miles. In 1797, the crater of
Tunguragns, one of tho great peaks of
the Andes, flung ow torrents of mud, which
dammed up the rivers, opened new lakes,
and in valleys of one thousand feet wide
made deposits six huad-:d feet in depth.

The stream from Vesuvius, which in 1837
_pasped through Torre del Greco, contained
thirty six million, six hundred thousand
cubie féot of golid matter

In 1769 Etna puured furth o fluvd wiich
covered cighty fuar square miles of sur-
face and measured nearly one handred
million cubic feet. On thss occasion the
sand and sworia furmed the Mont Rosin,
unear Nicholosa, acone two muies in cir-
cumference and four thousand feet high.

The stream thrown out by Etn: n 1810
was in motion at the rate of ayard a
day for ninc months after the eruption;
ani it is on record that tho lava of the
eame mountain, after a terrible eruption,
was not thoroughly cool and consolidated
ten years ofter the event.

In the eruption of Vesuvius, A.D. 79, the
scoria and ashes vomited forth far ex-
ceeded the entire bulk of the mountain;
while in 1620 Etuo disgorged more than
twenty times its own mass.

Vesuvius has sent its ashes as far as
Constantinople, Syria and Egypt. It hurled
stones eight pounds in weight to Pompeii,
a distance of six miles, while similar masses
were ‘ossed up two thousanqd feet ahove
its summit.

Cotopaxi has projected a block of one
hundred and npine cubic yards wmn volume
a distance of nine fni]cs; and Sumbawa,
in 1816, during the most terrible eruption
on record, sent its ashes as far as Java,
a distance of three hundred miles.

Ryuerrge Man’s Bill~of~Fare.

The French infantry soldier, in time
ol peace, is given the lollowing rations
weekly : Fifteen pounds of bread, three
and oae-third pounds of meat, two and
a half pounds 'of harico. beans, with
salt and pepper, and one and three-
quarter ounces of braudy. This is just
about three pounds of food a day.

The Russian soldier in time of peace
is given the follawing weekly rations:
Seven pounds of black bread, seven
pounds of meat, seven and scven-tenths
guarts of beer, one hundred and twenty
two ounces of sour cabbage, thesame
amount of batley, ten and a hall ounces
of salt, twenty-cight grains of horse-
radish, the same amount of pepper,
and fwenty-six and a half ounces of
vinegar. This 18 over four pounds of
food a day; a man doing ordinary light
work can live ou twenty-three ounces,
and a man dofng laborious work nceds
from twenty-8ix and three-quarter
ounces to thirty ounces. This is foou
absolutely free from water, and it must
be remembered that everything weeat
contains more or less water, so that
from forty-eight to sixty ounces of or-
dinary food are necessary to lhealthy

oxistence, according to the work in
which & man is engaged.

8ir Lyon Playfair, ancther great
authority, gives tho following as all
that is necessary for o healthy man to
eat v a week: Threo pounds of meunt
with one pound of fat, two ordinary
loaves of bread; one onnce of salt and
five pints of miilk; or, for the meat,
five or six pounds of oatmeal may be
substituted, This sounds like o stgr-
vation diet, but 8ir Lyon Playlair gen-
erally knows what he is talking about.

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TWO VENTURES.

CHAPTER VII--Tug COLORALO TUNNEL
CATASTROPHE.

The next day our friend started for Den-
ver, by way of Chicago, where he had
to mect one of the syndicate (Mr. Osman),
Dut bad no time to ses .nuch of that
swonderful city which has sprung up with-
in the memory of man to-such large pro-
porlions.

‘It cannot be oxpected, in an unpreten-
tious tale like this, thdt we ecan cnter
into details of the constraetion of tho
Colt r<do Tunnel.

Jength and breadth of the property, and,
as there was plenty of room for deviation.
in alateral direction, Dugdale determined
after acareful examination of the ground,
which occupied him the best part of a
fortnight, to alter the plan gomewhat in
urder to carry the tunnel in a direct line
from cast to west, striking a rich lode nt
pretty uecarly the decpest part. He ae-
cordingly drew up his new plan and speei-
fications, and-forwardel:them'to Now York
for approval. In four days he received
a telegram from Van Higgin to “go alcad

a8 he proposed,” whercupon he gave in- °

:structions to tue contractor and the work
commenced at once.

Dugdnle’'s orders were to spare no ex-
pense, with regard. either to pushing for-
ward the tunuel or opening up the mines,
which the company had acquired, and he
therefore not only put on a gang of wmen
ot both the east and west ends of tle
tunxel, but also ‘began to pi‘rce the mine
in the mountain about where the centre
of the tunnel would be.

Everything proceeded satislactorily fora
couple of months, when a smalt cloud, no
bigger thon aman’s hand, roso in the hori-
zon. Dugdale bad conceived an ingenious
drilling machine which saved au enormous
amount of mamusl labor, and, as mjght
be oxpeeted, the invention was fegorded
unfavorably by the unskilled -~workmen.

Murwurs began, at fivst slight, but gradu-
ally inercasing, until Dugdale, who had
been so long accustomed to deal with
large masses of laborers, foresaw trouble
ahead. Heo had forwarded the plan of the
machine to Van Higgin for the neccerary
steps to be taken to have it patinted,
meanwhile affairs arrived at acrisis, and
one morning all the gangs struck and the
work on the tunnel was entirely suspon-
ded, avery scrious matter in an under-
taking of such magnitude.

The affair could doublless have been
settled by the removal of the obnoxious
machine, but Dugdale was not a man to
back down from o position he had taken
up without a struggle, and he telegraphed
the gituatlon to New York asking for a
supply of Italian laborers to be sent on
immuliately, after which ho paid off tlie
strikers, and in another twenty-four hours
the works of the great Colorado 'Tunnc}
were almost deserted, :

But in &aweek the scene was again as
lively as ever, the strikers lhaving been
replaced by gangs of swarthy men, with
black beards and black eyes, who showel
no antipadhy to the new machine, anil
Dugdale was congratuinimg himself that
the trouble was over when ha began to
notice afew of the old hands hanging
round the sccond shaft from {he eost cnd
mouth of the tuunel. He asked ‘them fvln
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they wanted, to which the answer was
‘nothing, they were merely looking on.”
und when ho told them quietly that un-
less they were willing to work they must
clear off, they lounged sulkily away. ‘This
incident, small in itself, caused an un-
comfortable feeling in Dugdale’s mind, aud
he gave strict orders that none but the
empiuyes should be allow vd about the tun-
nel or the mives. He kept asharp watch
limself, hardly sloeping for some nights,
when one hot day, just as the men wera
about to knock off aork for their din-
ner, afearful catastrophe occurred. The
drilling machine was boring away at the
solid rock, into which the dynamite way
to be pluced for blasting purposes, when
suddenly the machine broke to picces with
an awful crash ; a rumbling sound like that
of an carthquake followed on the instant,
and all was still. Yes fright{ully, terribly
still, for over onc¢ hundred men were buried
alive in the Tolorado Tuunel. Of ali the
deaths which human beings can suffer, that
I think is the worst and most horrible.
To be encased in a living tomb with your
gtrength and faculties nbout you, wait-
ing for the air to become exhausted in
order to die. To watch the lamps which
you burn to help your ineffectual straggles
at cscape, grow dim and finally expire,
leaving you in tbat darkness which can
be felt, and knowing that your light wust
also soon, very soon, go out. Dugdalo
has told me he can unever forget that
time,—~how, at first the men obeyed him,
in striving to remove the Iallen carth and
rock, how when darkness ensued he could
hear the poor wretches at their prayers
calling upon the Mother of God, and cvery
saint in the calendar, for succor, and how
at last they fought and swore lika demons
in despair, before they sank down warn
out and bhelpless waiting their fate. Then
he himself lost consciousness and remem-
bered nothing more.

Who had done the foul deed. probabiy
no one will ever know. It was <o shame-
ful, so cruel that cven the strongest and
wmost hordencd could not think of it with-
out ashudder. The cause of the strike—
rights—justice—what you will—were swept
away, as chalf before the wind, by the
one common, overwhelming, fecling ot hu-
manity. Men who had been the foremast
m oppesing Ilugdale’s new machine were
now the first to assist at the rescuce of
the imprisoned workmen. No onc thought
of Iatigue, or rest, while they strove to
clear the shaft, and, when aiter hours
of labor the task was partially accom-
plished—sufficient to let in air and allow
the passage of aman with alamp, what
a sight met his gaze! Over one hand-
red men, Iying in all directions, (nany
hnlf concealed with carth and rocks), their
visages contortod, with their oyes and
topgues protruding as thoug: some hand
had throttled them in a last dreadful death
utruggle. The nails of almost all wero
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torn from their sockots, and the Ublood
stained fingers still tightly clutched par-
ticles of soil and stonex. The teeth of
some were clenchied and foam was on the
lips—and the man shouted out to lhaul
him back, for the love of heaven, but the
rope camo up empty for he hd fainted!
He was a rough fellow too, who had scen
ugly sights i bis day and was not thought
to be squeamish, but he said afterwards
he was turned fairly sick.

The bodies were gradually brought up,
most of them, that is seventy or cighty,
quite dead, and the remainder still un-
conscious. The women and children
gathered round about wecping, and wail-
ing, while acouple of surgeons who had
arrived from Denver—a distance of from
twenty to thirty miles—were doing their
best for tho living, nearly all of whom
were maimed or injured in gome way or
other. Dugdaloe was lying apparently life-
less wtibh his left log badly crushed, Lut
he suddenly gave a gasp and then a groan
as he awakened to the pain in bis limb.

In this inauspicious manper did Daug-
dale’s great venture, as be had called it,
commence. 1 trust my readers, both fair
and stern, will make allowances for my
description having fallen very much short
of the reality, for there are some horrors
in this lifc about which it is best ot
to Le too exact. Even the great author
in portraying the cruel murder of Nancy
by the ruffian Sikes, leit some dreadiul
details out, and the imegination was al
lowed to fill up certain parts of the pic-
ture contained in the words ' struck her
down.”

Effects of Tobacco Smoke.—Some in-
teresting experiments have been made
with tobacco smoke to ascertain its
value as a disinfectant. It was used
to kill or reduce the cffects of the germs
of cholera, anthrax, and prneumonia.
The germs of these diseases were placed
inslde of a hollow ball and tobacco
smoke was passed through a hollow
passage way for ten to thirty minutes.
At the expiration of that time it was
found that the germs of the dreaded
true Asiatic cholera and of pneumonia
were completely destroyed. This was
true of all the different kinds and grades
of tobacco uscll, The germs of anthrax
and of typhoid, however, were scarcely
alfected by the smoke. As the result
of this cxperiment, important results
in checking the cholera now spreading
in Russia ore anticipated. By burning
great quantitics of tobacco in infected
districts it is hoped to control! and
check, if not entirely destroy, the germs
of the dreaded disease, Pncumonia will
Hkewlse {ind & great preventive in the
smoke of tobacco, and infections of it
may be the means of saving many lives
in tac future.

Recipes That Cure.—To curc painfut
carache as if by magic, mix thirty parts
ol glycerine, ten parts of oil of sweet
almonds and, five parts of camphorated
chloral. Rub the back and side of the
car thoroughly with this mixture, and
the numbing pain of the chords and
muscles will be relieved. Then saturcte
a plecce of cotton with it and insert
it as far in the ear as possible. If It
does not relieve it within a {ew min-
utes soak the cotton again, This will
not only rclieve the painful affection,
Ybut it will generally roduce any internal
or externnl iaflommation of the car.
