THE DAY OF THANKSGIVING,

Itis surely a fitting time for this Pro-!
vince to recognise, in its national capacity,
the duty of giving thanks to Gad for lus
wreat goodiesyy amd wi doubt net that the
christian people of this land will gladly
watl themselves ot the opportunity atirded
of reverently giving thauks to God for the

A glance at the history of the past few
years may prove a uselul introduction to!
the few remarks that we have to mmake on !
this subject.  In so far as the affuirs of
Europe are concerned, we are placed at so
great a distance from the scenes of action,
that many are disposed to regard them-
selves as unconcerned spectators—as plac-
ed in a position whence ¢ through the loop-
holes of retreat we may see the great Ba-
bel and not feel the crowd.”  But, apart
from the consideration of the ties of Llood
aud of iuterest which bind us to our fa-
therland, on the broader grou ds of a com-
mon christiani’y anda common humanity,
we are deeply concerned in all that affects
the commercial, religious, and soctal well-
being of Europe.  The history of the past
few yecars presents a dark back ground—a
history of tears andblood. Against this back-
ground the current history of God’s kind-~
ness and forbearance nay well stir all our
sensibilities of gratitude and joy. It is now
nearly six years since, afier thirty years of
peace, the sword wasagain unsheathed, and
we were startled by the intelligence of
war—of war not threatened, but actual—of
war, not Jimited and local, but which seem-
ed to involve the whole civilization of the
old world. Then, tco, came the fearful pesti-
lence, stealthy and silent, scattering its fa-
tal arrows broadeast over the earth, and
seemingly exhausting its quiver upon our
own western homes.  Then the blood was
chilled, and the sympathies harrewed by
chapter upon chapter of disaster by sea and
land, one of the most terrible occurring at
our very door. Next came the frightful
outbreak in India, withits saddening reports
of auocities perpetrated upon our country-
men, their wives and children. In close
proximity 1o this, came the commercial
crash, bringing down many mercautile
hou<es, shuking most established credit,
overwhelming the most prosperous fortunes,
and throwing thousands of the people out
of employment. This Jast year closed in
gloom and sadness. The first part of the
present year still left the commanity upon
the rack of trembling anxiety. [Famine
did not, indeed, prevail as a wide spread
calamity, but from scme Jdistricts in our
own country sad intelligence of suffering
from lack of food rcached us, and every-

P ol APt

‘ where pinching want invaded many homes.

Atter v winter ot unusnal mildness, men
loohed hopelully v the commyg harvest,
and Legan to speak of things looking
brighter, witen the late frost in the begin-
utag of June, seemed agaw to threaten us
with a period of unexampled calamity and
distress.  Some of our farmers, panice
struck, plowed vp therr wheat fields, and
it appeated to men generally as if the
murch of vur procpenty were reversed, and
that the Province had gone many degrees
backward. At this pomnt wo must pause
and mark the gooduess of the Lord. It is
believed by many, that the crops of this
year were saved by this very frost from
the ravages of the weevil, and other in-
sects.  Be this as it may, tho labours of
the husbandman have been abundantly re-
warded. God has crowaed the yeuar with
His goodress. What is now our position?
Health prevails within our borders. A rich
harvest has been safely gathered in,  Comn-
merce and manufactures are tapidly recov-
enng from the prostration into which the
late commercial embarassinents and bank-
suptey had thrown them, and amid geno-
ral peace, we enjoy all the blessings ot civil
and religious liberty, the means and op-
portunities of grace. ‘These are gen:ral
mercies common 10 us all—and what do
these comprehend, and how astonishing
the Jove by which they are granted and
continued to siaful and rebellious men!—
Over and above these, each one has re-
ceived special and peculiar mercies—how
areat the sum of them! «O that men
would prasse the Lord for His goodress,
and for hiswonderinl works to the cluldren
of men.”?

That the nation should openly acknow-
ledge its dependence upon God, and pub-
licly worshup Him in thanksgivings and
praise, is the dictate of natural conscience.
Itis base ingratitude 1o receive blessings
without number, as a nation, and toreturn
no public national and united thanksgivings.
As for Scriptural authonty in regard to this
duty, we have not only wmany examples of
such natiwnal worship being rendered in the
reigns of the good kings of lsracl, but we
have many distinct promises that such na-
tional worship shall bte rendered in the
times of the Gospel. We do not yield to
the temptation to argue the point after the
teue Scotish fashion of demornsteating mat-
ters which no onedenies. We verily be-
heve that with eager readiness the com-
munity will respond to this call, and gather
themselves together to prase and maguify
the Lord.

In connection with our giving of thanks
for present mercies, it becomes us to seek
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that the obrious lessons of God’s past deal-
ings may be more deeply impressed upon
the consciences and memorics of the pec-
ple.  Let us glanco at two or three of
these. And first wo begin with the lesron
of i~

Dependence uron God.

We have been vain-glorious of the advance-
ment we have made in prosperity and civi-
lization.  FIe would have been regarded asa
dyspeptic dreamer, who had ventured ten years
ago to express the opinion that war had not
ceased among the civilized nations of the carth,
Sell-interest scemed to forbid it everywhere,
und this appeared to be backed by the diffu-
sion of knowledge, aud the perfection to which
diplomacy scemed to have attained.  Yet, how
has the carth been desolated with battle after
battle, uncxampled in bloody ferocity! And
we now came to learn afresh the old lesson,
“‘I'rust not in princes, nor in men's sons,” and
all back upon the sovercignty of God, and
upon the power of Ifis Gospel, which alone
can sceure solid and permanent peace, be-
cause, it alone can subdae those evil passions
from which bave come all the wars and fight-
ings that have disgraced humanity, and afflic’ -
ed the world.

Yet agnin, men fancied, that by the diffusion
of knowledge, and the enterprise of commerce,
a history of unexampled prosperity lay before
the civilized nations of the carth. A single
year of commercial distress served to dissipate
this fond expectation, and to reveal such dis-
graceful and shocking immorality, in the world
of business, as shows with terrible force, that
v very success of enterprize engenders vices
des.. active of all that is lovely and of good
report. And again, it becomes us to turn in
simple faith to God, and to the Gospel of Jesus
Christ, assured, that apart from His blessiog
and His grace, there can be no well founded
and seeure prosperity.

Once more, in the way in which we have
been led—alike in the calamities that have be-
fallen us, and in the merciful deliverances that
have been signally manifested, the wisest
amoog our statesmen and the shrewdest men

Suffering follows in the ruin of ein.  Na-
tional sin brings national jndgments.  Canada
agsnredly needs reformation in respect to its
public morality. Throagh all ranks of the com-

muaity, a spirit of wild apcculation had spread
itself, and in the fever of this speculation men
camie to regard ceverything as honorable, pro-
vided it were but successful. We are not
bringing ~ut the past state of things among us
in bold refief when we say that legalized game
bling had nsurped, to a large extent, the pluce
of honorable traffic: nnd, s results of this,
luxury and dissipation usurped the place of
social comfort and good ncighbourhood. 'The
ultimate result was the commercial crisis—-
which revealed the wide spread demoralization,
and which biought in jts train multiplicd per-
plexities, cxtinguished hopes, scattered house-
holds, and broken hearts, Is the crisis past?
Are our hopes brightening? Ther, let us as
a people learn righteousness. Let us demand
of our statesmen that they be honorable, up-
right, just, and true. Let the people beware
how they applaud aud approve of men who
use their official station for personal and party
purposes at the expense of the public good,
who make moral integrity subject to any priu-
ciples of selfish expediency, and thus dishonor
and demoralize the whole community. In the
contuereial world, let men learn to avoid the
reckless speculation aud extravagant expendi-
tare which stimulates all that is unholy, and
brings discredit on commerce, in itself so
honorable and cssential to the well-being of
man. Let the community frown not only upon
shameless frands and jnpostures, but upon
everything like taking dishonorable advantage
of the position in which a man may be placed,
or the skilful overreaching of the ignorant or
the neeessitous, Al our interests are bonnd
up together, and that which alone can bind, us
in permanent and trae prosperity is the preva.
lence of righteous, honorable, religions, prin-
ciple.

to the duty recommended by the Synod, at
the meeting in  Toronto. We doubt
not it will be attended to. The day re-
commended is the 3rd of November, the
day appointed by the Government of the
country as a day of thanksgiving.

We feel that it is not necessary to urge
rcasons for prayer in behalf of the Theologi-
cal Institution. It is enough to remember
that its success is peculiarly dependent on
the blessingof God. However leamed the
Professors, however talented the students,
and however great the application and dili-
gence, yet if God’s blessing is withheld, if
His graceo is not communicated tothe hearts
of those ivho are to be the ministers and
teachers of the people in future years, the
great work is really not done. An eamest,
pious, devoted ministry is the great want of
the age, and it is by the special blessing of
the Great Head of the Church that this is
to bo enjoyed.

Neither do we feel it necessary to spe-
cify at great length the topics which should
on such an occasion be principally kept in
view~the special blessings which should be
soughtin prayer. The out-pouring of God’s
Spirit on Professors and students—self-con-
secration to the ministry on the part of picus
young men—a spitit of inlerest and libe-
rality in behalf of the College on the part
of the people—wisdow and faithfulness on
*he part of those intrusted with the direc-
tion of the affairs of the College—these,
and similar topics may approprictely be
dwelt upon.  There have been occasions
when special prayer for Colleges and The-
ological Institutions has been apparently
instrumental in a work of revival, May it
be so on the present cccasion.

We may state in connection with this
subject, that the session wasopened accord-
ing to previous appointment onWednesday,
5th October.  The introductory lecture was
delivered by Professor Young, the subject
being a review of Mansel’s Limits of Reli-
gious Thought. The subject was treated
with the acuteness and clearness, which so
romarkably characterise all the Professor's
lectures. A considerable number of new
students have come up, and not 2 few are
taking a regular University course before
entering the clusses at Knox’s College.—
Several ate also ‘taking their preliminary
course at McGill College, Montreal.

THE SYNOD’S FOREIGN MISSION,

A meeting of the Synod’s Foreign Mission
Committce was held in XKnox Collego on
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the 5th of October. Twelve mombers of
Committee were in attendanoe, and, by
request, Principal Willis and Professor
Young favored the Committee with their
counsel. I'he subject of consideration was
the sending of Missionaries to Vancouver’s
Island and British Columbia. After length-
ened deliberation, it was unanimously
agreed, ¢ that inasmuch as the contradic-
tory reports respecting the state of British
Columbia render doubtful the propriety of
sending two Missionaries in the first in-
stance, the Committee endeavour to oMain
in the meautime one Missionary who will
have for his object the forming of a Mission
in the most suitable locality, and obtaining
information respecting British Columbia for
the future guidance of the Committeo.”
For the carrying out of this resolution, a
Sub-Committeo was appointed to corres-
pond with parties who might be considered
qualified to act as pioneers in this very
important work. The ficld is in many
respects one sui generis. The isolated con-
dition of a Missionary in that region renders
it essential that he be a person capable of
practising much self-denial, as well as one
animated with zeal for the glory of the Lord
in the salvation of sinners; while at the
same time the interests of the present resi-
dents and occupiers in that part of our con-
tinent are so very different, if not conflict-
ing, as to reander it equally necessary that
the Missionary should be a man of great
prudence. As a part of his work will, for
a time, be the collecting of statistical infor-
mation, he should likewise bo a person of
business habits, and also, to some extent,
of excavating vowers. It is very desirable
that the friends of our Church, ministers,
members and others, should allow this sub-
ject to engage their attention, chiefly with
a view of carrying it in their public and
private prayers before Him, who not only
knows all heuans, butalso has them in His
bands,—beseeching that the parties en-
trusted with this business and those with
whom they may correspond, may be able
to see clearly the path of duty, and act sim-
ply with a regard to the glory of our God
and King.

Alison, formerly one of the moat eminent Pro.
fessors in the Mudical Faculty of the Edin-
burgh University, have all been removed in
the course of n few weeks. De. Alison was
universally beloved for his benevolent and
Christian character.  We have lately heard
also of the death of the Rev. J. .. James, of
Birmingham, & minister who, by his writings,
sich as “The Anxions Enquirer;” « An
Earnest Ministry ;" «The Church in Earnest ;°
&e., &c., has been the means of dving very
great good {o the Church and the world.

Sir Jons Fraxkrix—~Captain McClintock
who has just returned from the Northern Seas,
Ling brought indubitable evidence of the fate
of Sir Jobn Frauklin and his companions. Sir
John died 11th June 1847 and there is reason
to believe that those who sailed with him died
one by one after abaudoning their ships. It
is to be hoped there will be no more similar
expeditions sent out, since they have proved so
disastrous and so comparatively uscless.

The subject of the validity
of the ordinazces of the Church of Rome
was postponed titl the annual meeting in
July next, as also the consideration of the
subject of a ¢ Hepresentative Assembly.”
There was also a discussion on the subject
of Presbyterian Chaplains for the troops.

THE GOSPEL AMONG THE KARENS.

The religion  of the Karens forms one of
the most singularfeatures of their character
and history, While civilized nativus have
fallen into all torms of gross idolatry ; while
philosuphers, falsely so called, have invent-
eland discovered all sorts of anti-Christiun
systems, these simple tnbies have preserved
among themselves, for hundreds of years,
the knowledge of one God, and have hon-
oured him above all, without images, as
their one Supreme Lord.  They have hand-
ed down, from generation {0 gencration, the
most singular tra litions _concerning  the
creation, the fall of the first human pair,
the deluge, and the dispersion of the human
race. They have described to their chil-
dren how, for thesins of their fathers, God
took away his sacred book from among them,
and left them to fall into 1gnorance and
suffering; and how, in his good tume, he
would bring them white teachers fiom the
West, who should restore the book again.
Whence these singular traditions came,
none have been able to discover; but that
they existed, that they prepared the minds
of ti'w people in the most wonderful manner
to receive the gospel, and that the gospel
has been accepted with aviduy, are facts
which lie beyond dispute. Belore the
emancipation of Pegu, the Karen mission
had become a marked success. Inallthe
settlements, t00, great improvement was
made in the habits of the people. Their
villages were built in order and with care ;
aund the straight streets, the preuty gardens,
the plotsof vegetables, the orchards and
nurse-ies, and the well-tilled rice-fields
bore testimony toa settled life and patient
industry on the part of a people who

will bite them and the hke ) alse, we wul
endeavour to avoid all kinds of deception
and lying words. 4. We will avoid all
kinds of foolish and vaw songs, anch as the
heatlens use to excite their passwons, 5.
We wall avoid all kinds of personal contests,
as wresimy, betting, and the like.
We willavoid all charnms and amulets, and
all those s pposed medicines wlich the
heathens regard as securities agaiust super-
stitious ills; tattooing, and so on.»

The inperfect enutierations yet made of
the successes of thiv wonderful” Karen wis-
sion reckon the nmnber of church inembers
atthe present time at fifieen or sixteen
thousand ; and the nauve Christians of all
ages, brought under regular instruction, are
more than a hundred thousand. When
we remember that the fiest convert was
haputized only tinrty years ago; that seven
years azo there was not i single Christian
at Foungoo, now so tull of converts, we
stand amazed atihe marvelious progress
