Saciety. opciled the proccerlings witlî a fewv pointcd
and weii.tinicd reniiarks%.

P>rof. N. W. Trenhioîin, )>.C., D.C.L., Deanl of
the Faculty af Law, kiadi> acte(] as.judge. ThIis)year,
instcad of iiiercly sningiii tip the arguments ad-
duced by bath sides, and Ieaving the decision witlh
thc audience, thc *jutdge \vas ta gfive the verdict.

Before the chief part af the programme, the
debate, was takcn up. '.\r. A. E. Hecey gave aii
excellent recitation, and Mr. E. A. liurkc,. Arts- ' 9 8.
rc!,dercd a song ini a ver>' capable nianner.

The question of debate wvas: " Thiat it would bc
unwise ta abahishi the Canladian Sentet." Messrs.
W. W. Craig and M. C. Hopkins of McGili spokec
on the affirmativc side, and Msr.H. Grcnvoad
and R. L. Mý\cKinnioni spakze for the tilgative. 'Mir.
WV. W. Craig opeined the debate for the affirniative,
and iii anl cloquent mariner contcndcd that in life
there were iilan>' things %vhiicli, howevcr iucli our
reason inighit rebel against, could nieverthiess nat bc
totaily cradicated. One of these cvils was, lie con-
tendcd, the division of society inta arders and classes
which wvas imiposcd uipon us b>' the laws of nature,
evenl though cantrary ta the laws of liumanlity. The
speaker tiien bricfly surveycd the fornis of governi.
ment which hiad existed since the beginning ofIiisto)ry

ta the present day, S11owiqlg that the ruing powcv
wvhicli in early timecs liad been vested ini one ian
liad graduially conic ta be ceercised by the peaple.
Hience second chaiabers becaniie an absolute neces-
sity, as wvas instanced in ail ,goveriiieiits of tic

prescrnt day, for checlcing the power whichi a lower
ic.use passcssed, and thîe mlasses thraughi the lawer
house.0fucseodca erteEgls asea
Lords M r. Craig considered was the maost efficient type,
and the Canadian Senate, being nîaodelled an lines
clasely allie(l to thase of thc -lo use or Lords, wvas
tic'refore, as far as practicabie. tlie best second chiani-
ber whichi could exist.

Mr. R. L. NfcKinioti, whio i.d for the niegative,
cloquently and severely attacked the arguments set
forth by thîe previaus speaker, and inaintaîned tiîat
Ontaria wvas a niost canspicuanus exaniple af an eff-
cient gavertiment witliaut a second chiatuber. This
form i gavertnierit, it %v'as conten(led by the speaker,
aideci quick and honest gaverninent. he fact thiat
the Canadian Senate wvas the product of anc miat
wvas dwelt on, as alsa the fact tlîat the nieni appointed
were af the sanie opinions paiitically as Uic mi
who liad appoiîîted thin, and thus ini case af a change
of governiment the Seî'ate wvauld ini n1l prbability
veto the acts of sucli a gaverninient, even thotigh it,
thîrough its lawer hiause, %%-as expressing the papular
wviIl af the day.

Mr. M. C. H-opkins followcd for the affirmiative,
and pointed ont tlîat ail the grnat nations of thec
warld hand fouind the bi-clianiberal -;y:tenm absalutely
nccess,ýary. The speaker empli isized thc fact of tlic
cxtreniely vacillating ch aracter of popular îi'ill, and
clain.cd that ivithiaut a sccond chinber, iws wliici
ivere the restilt of )-cars of experience ighiit bc
sw~ept away withiout ditc cotîsideratian b>' the caprice
(if thîc people unider saine pressing iiîoiicntairy excite-
muent. It wvas aîîly b>' laviing a second clianiber
conîposed o'f nien who are fiat affected by cecry
change of party thiat a %table and efficient forai gov'-
errinient cauld be uphecld.

The last speaker, Mr. H. Greenwood of Trno
u 1o fallawcd for Uie uiegati ve, ably maintained tlîat
as the Canadiati Senate %vas whlolly ont of touch îitlî
tue electarate, its abolition waîîld bc a beilefit. It wvas
ain in.suit ta thec Canladian people ta inforni thîcni that
the aien wlioni they clectcd ta represent thieni were
dislionest anîd inconîpetent ta gavern tlîcir country.
'More cspccia.lly Wvas the mnaintenîance of a second
chamiber ont of place in a cauntry so tharoughly demi-
ocraticas Canada, whîere such a cliamber did not repre-
sent the opinion of the majority of thec electors.

Deanl Trenlhoinie, before giving ve'crdict, compli-
niîented the speakers on bath sides for thecirv~cry able
handlisng of the question. Fie reviewvcd the argu-
nicats pro and con, pointing out that the affirmative
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hiad clcarly niaintaiticd the advisability, of a douîble-
chiambered govcrnnmcnt ; but as the question %vas as
to the advisabihity of the contintiance or discontinui-
ance of tie Canadian Sonate iii p:articulir, lems
give his verdict iii favor of the negrative, as they, lad
clearly proved thc inefficiency and iiicapability, of
this second chanîber.

After the mental contest lia becni closed, the
speakers wcere ciîtertaincd by the cotmnîiittec at sup-

CONTRIBUTIONS.

TH-E UNIVERSITY 0F HEIDELIIIiRG.

I have rceived of late sonie enquiries rclating to
licidelberg,. and, more especially, as to tlîc University,
its methods and work ; and will, therefore, seel: to
give as bricfly as is consistent witli clearîîess an ac-
couint of thc tlings conccrncd.

Mucli tlîc bcst %way to reach Heidelberg after arriv-
ing in 1 England is ta takoe steamier thence to Ostend,
or, better still, to Antwerp, and proceed froni tere b>'
rail ta Cologne. Hiere, if tîte scason bic tlîe suininier,
one cati board tlîe comifortablc Rhinc steamer; and,
aftcr a day's sail up the Rhine, will arrive in May-
ence late in the sanie eveiiing. Froni Mayence tic
journey to Heidelberg is conmletcd by rail, cither of
two routes bcing cliosen. Tliat by way af Wornms
and Mannhxeinm is certainly intcresting, but hardly so
much so as is thc alternative route b>' %va>' of Darmn-
stadt Arriving in H eidelburg about tic middle of tlc
day, the economizing student ivill Icave his trunks and
hand-baggage nt the railway statiorn, and will at once
sek a lodging, so as to avoid the expense of a stay,
at an hotel. The best way to do titis is ta go straiglît
ta the Lodgings-Conîmissioner of thc Un~iversity,
whose office is to bc found on thc second floor of tic
University building, and ask of liin tlîe addresses of
suitable places, which may then bce inspected.
Another plan, wliich is inuch followed even b>-
strangers, is ta furnish onc's self with a city, iewspapelr
and scek out a lodging froni among tlîo advertise d
rooms. WVithin fivc minutes of thc University, and
riot too far ta tlîe cast is the preferable locality.

'l'lie cost of liv'ing varies %vith thoe tastes of the stu-
dcnts. L-odging alone, without lighit or licating, Nvill
cost troin tive dollars to ciglit dollars lier nîonth for a
single rooi, and fromi seven to tcn dollars fora slcqq-
iing apartinent and a study. Board ranges betweeni
v'ery %vide extremies, according to the nieasurc of the
students' idcas. If lie %wcre a Gernlian theologî,cal
student, lie iniglit provide his own incas, and reduce
the cost of living to littie o% e* five dollars lier montlî.
If. on the other hianci, lu.i.-y vere a desideratuin, a
pension of thîe better class would be in order; and
there board and lodging togethier %vould niakec tho ex'-
pense about ofle dollar lier day. The poor student
has a good chance in Heidelberg, as there arc very
few calîs uipon hiis poc'zet, ex-.cept stich as lie liimiself
nmay %visli to make ; w~hilo the simp~licity of his living
ia niatter whichi is purely private, and need riot be

known to even the Hausmutter, or landlady, who
takes charge of the apartmcents.

If one is conifortably se!ttled, and the senmestor or
half-year is already open, the student %vill niake his
wiy as soon as convenient to the University Secre-
tary, %vîtose office is likewise on the second floor of
thc University building, and will cominunlicate to hini
in good Germit his wke. If lie be an Amierican,
Canadian or Engi ish graduate, lie will be inatricul-
ated ; while, if not a graduate, lie cati reccive only a
pernmission fronii the Univ'ersity Senate to licar lec-
tutres. On prcsentmng hiiniself for admiission, there
%vill bc ant inuncidiate request for a passport or other
paper of identification. This, on being hianded over,
:s retained by thc University, and, iii its stead, a card
Nwlich con fers restricted citii.enship- is fitriishced to the
student. Sucli a card is to bc carefuilly kept, as it
gives citizenship to the student holding it at what-
ever University i Gernxany lie nia' attend during
tic course of Ilis student life on the Continent. The
cost of the inatriculation for foreigners is five dollars
at the University of l-icidelberg, whichi sum covers
the other prclituinaries as ivcll.

Once tic student ]las given notice to tîte admninis-
tration of his desire to attend lectures, lie should asl,
for a copy of tie programme announicing the lectures
whidh arc being given during the half ycar. He is
then in position to select a fcw which lie can attend
by way of expcrimcent, and, aftcr licaring tlhese, hie
ivill bc able to judge as to whicli professors ho should
elect to liear during the rcst of the Seniester. The
courtesy of a profossor %vill allow n student to hear
hini once or tivice, or even ofteiicr, before a final de
cision is nmade. Having made Up Iiis nîind whomn to
lîcar, the individusal miost conccrncd talcs his An-
nounccmcint Book, whiclî is givcn hini after the
favorable licarisig of Ilis applicatIoni for admission,
and, when lie lias written tliercin thc subjccts which
lie is desirous of takzing, lie visits tlîc professors con-
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cerrîed, and secures thecir signatures to the respective
entries lie lias miade in ]bis book.

Ail thlat rciniis to be donc by way of fortlîality is
to pay to tlue Uivercisity Bureau, solletinie within
four or five weeks 11romn die opening of tie Scmicste.r,
the fccs for die courses of lectures chiosen. lut He1id-
elberg the fées are slaghitly lîîgher thian at sottie other
Germait Uiver-sities, being at die rate of $ 1.25 pet'
hour for cvery hiour's lecture aitended iî iy th meek.
Hence, if a ;tuidenit attend a course , flectures iu
Philosophvy, and thecre ire fous- lectures each weck in
the subject, the fées jopi the zdlt' m %vill be decter-
imiiid by niultiplving, die four ]tours by $1.25, so
witlî ail othler lccutres,, excep)tnig at few whiichi arc
given wvithout fce and thie lectures in tie Tlicological
Faculty where thie hialf-yvarly fées arc $ z.o for every
hour of lectures during tlie Ick l addition to the
lecture fées, t1icre are niinor fixed charges aioutiting,
ho $1.50 eachl half year. Onc of tîxese snialler items
is a charge for m brs i l the Students' Sick,
Union, an institution whichi gives the student, if sick,
durinig the Seniester, frcc niedical cire.

'l'lie lengtli of the tinie of athendance requircd of
Anierican or Canadi.îu C<dleges bcfore proccuding tu
a degrec i. two turisl, or snetr.But nilanv stu-
dents prefer tu spend a longer tinie tlian tlîis before
promiotitigl, to the (l ictcorate. A good deal depend,
uponl hue shudeut's previous traininîg. Sliould a
Canad in hionour graduate iii lh ilotophiy wishi ho pro-
niote in Phlioophyý hiere, a year miit, be sufficient
shotild lie, on the otlier hian<, chiange hiis course and
desire to take Matlhematics tvlii e hiere, there %votld bc
required very naturally a longer tinie. Thec gradu-
ation fée is cighity-sevcni dollars and a hiaîf, ail of
îvhich is paid in aîdvance and forfeited in case of fail-
uire to pa~ss thie oral ex-ainiation. 'l'le unfortunate
candidate who nikscs promiotion lias, liowcver, the
opportunity of a second trial at a cost of tlîirtv-s.cvcni
dollar.- and a liall additional. Ilesides tUie fée, thîcre
are required a dissertation, which iust show thor-
oughily independent investigation and knsowvlcdge,
and the passing of an oral exainiation in thire sub-
jccts, one of whichi is selccted as chief, a second niay
bc, iii Heidelberg, an auxiliary subjcct, aîîd tic tlîird
must be sonictingi entircly indepcndent of cithecr of
the othcrs.

I ain very sorry to say tliat this democratic part of
Gerniany lias flot yet arrived at the happy stage
%whcrc wonicn are gecerally adniittcd as University
students. In Hleidelberg tlîcy niay study naeural
sciences and, it niay be, by private arrangement %vith
the professors, a few othier branches in which the
number of studcnts attending is v'ery snxall ;-as, for
exaniplc, Sanscrit or sotte of tic Oriental languages.

If I w-crc asl<ed as to tie advantagcs of studying
in Heidelberg, 1 wouild mention the beautiful and

lîealthful situation of the town, the relative clheapness
of livingc, the advanitage of a finle University lu a, city
îlot uiipleasaniitly large yet animiated and interesting
front maîîy points of viev. In connlection with the
University i!self, tliere is the adî'antage of a splendid
library. conîprising 350.000 volumes, exclusive of
150,000 d issertations and pamlplets and 5,000 mlalin-
scripts and documents. Thliere are also fille])- equip-
ped institutes aud seminaries for all kinds of practical,
work, those of the Mlcdical and Natural Science Facuil-
tics being especially fille. The large Castie I>.mrk and
the Botanical Garden are evidences of the privileges
aflorded to botanists for thc study of tlîeir chosen
science, î"hile the just completed Zoological 1 uistitute,
lias niuch etirichced tiie possibilities of the University
iu the direction of Zoology. Aniong tlie professors
are sottie ver>' wcll-lknowni nanies, such as Kuno-
Fisclier iu Ilhlosoplîy, Wiîkl and u Erdniaîîns-
dorfer in 1l istory, Czerny and Erb in Medicine, witli
inany other.s cach standingr igl in ]lis owni depart-
muent of knsowvledge.

The historical aspect of Heidelberg University
%vould require more attention thiati ean be îe to it
in ant article whose ai ni is so utilitarian as tlîat of the
preseînt contribution. Suffîce it ho sa), tlîat no Uni-
versity in Geriliany is older tlian is thiis, the fou uda-
tion dating back, to Elector Rupert I. in 1386 A.D.;
nlor lias any uiniversity of tlîe Fatherlaîîd hiad tic
eventful and tragic course %vliicli this lias liad.

Amîong thc Ge riiîaî U îîiversities, Il eid clberg raîîks
iiitheisinuniber of its instructors fiftlî, excluiding fronm
tlîe reckonitng private docents and assistant-,. li tiue
tiunber of stifdetits attend iîg lectures its position us
eiglîtli. 'l'le detailed statenient of attendance during
the presenit li-alf-year is as .follows -.Theolog-Y 77, Law

33,Medicinie :22!, Phu1ilosophy i 38, Natural Sciences
adMatliemîatics 249, stUdents licaritîg lectures but

flot muatriculated 2o2 ; nîaking a total of 1230 Stu-
dents, of ivluicli iuiibvr 359 are lucre for the first
tinie. Tlic total atteuidance rcpresenctts an increase
Of 107 over tie \\Vint-r Semester of last ycar.

A glance at tlue natiotiality of tie students gives
tie following figuires :Gernian students $' 35, E uglisi
26, Anierican 3o, Canadiaui 3, Austrianl 3 1, Stviss 23,
Russian 25, Dtitch 13, Japanl 4, Bulgaria 7, otlier
nationalities 15.

he nunibers of professors and docents in the vari-
ous Faculties are as follows - Thcology S, Law i i,
Mcd iciine 34, 1'hlosophIY 36, Natuiral Sciences and
bMatliematics 33.

1 have greatly aduîired tlîe splendid scliolarshl of
thiese Gernuan professors; but perhaps cqually to bc
adiired is thecir intcllectual indcpendence. The lat-
ter as a miatter of course brings witli it a great res-
ponsibility to botlî instructor and instructcd ; and, in
particular directions, there is necd for considerable

training i independence iii thitikinig on the part of
the listening studcnt, as, for cxamplc, iii philosophy.
Fie niay find noîlîing 10 which lie could objcct, but
lie will find nîiany things which lie will do wvcl to
tluink over and judgc for iniseif.

No student should feul in coming hecre that a fixed
tinie w'ill bc cnotugh t() spend in study in Gcrniany, if
lie is at liberty to <'o on unttil lie is reasonably satis-
fied wvith the aniount niof lg gained. Tliere
arc very grcat possibilities oflIeairingiç at a Germait
Univcrsity, sa gyreat that evcn the regulat ion tince of
Ilirce years' study will îîot eNhauist wvhat is offéed iii
any givcn subjeci.

T hîave beeni toid %vitl sonie justice in Arnerica that
Gcrmait professors have flot the fictlty, of impartiq-g
knowlcdge. This is the cas.: %vitl inferiar ones ; but
the rcgular professors, in Heidelberg at ainy ratc, lcc-
turc withl vividncss, clcarness; and wvitl ain irricsis-tib!.?
lîold on the hicarcr's attention. AXnd, certaitily, thcrc
is nlothing lcft to be desircd as far as tîlcir tlîoughit-
fuilncss of thc dificultics and peculiar mental consti-
tuions af thc individual students iï concerned.

1 have bcen askcd as to the de-rc ofacquaintance
with the lagag ccUcssary fur an advantagco<îs
licaring of Germit lectures, an d wvould reply that,
while it is Iardly fair to conte to Gcrinany and cx-
pect f.n'ors in thi mtter oi the languagc, niucli kînd-
niess is shown to foi'cigncrs, and the intelligencc of
a student is tiot nmcastired accord ing to bis knowledge
of thc speech oi thc cotintry. It is nccssary to hiave
a fair ofwedca Germait graiiar and a sniall
siock af Gcrmait woids to profit at ail front w'hat anc
Jîcars ; but a tharoughi mastery of Gerinan, whilc an
immeînsc advantage, is nat absolutcly indispensable.
If onc bc abouit ta study hecre, a start in the languagre
in Canada is cinciintly adivisablc, and, thcn, a short
prcliniinary soijouin anîang Gcrmait people in tilcir
own land wvill do niucli to give the rcquircd prepara-
lion for University work.

England, tagether with a particular accaunit af some
af Uic more important and iritcresting ballads which
have cone dawn ta us, and (wlîcre the nature af thc
composition wvill admit of it) occasionat specixwens
iii illustration of tîteir character. \Viti tliese fcwv
obçcrvations by way ofintroduction, 1 procced ta the
subject before us.

places ai p)ublic entertainnient ah sucli timcs, and
wvitli whor thicy we*e extreincly popular. Many ai
thenii, also, more cspeciafly tiose, wvc Mly suppose>
who wcrc hcld iii the greatest estimation for their
poctical or musical talents, appear ta have been
attaclhed ta the Court and the households ai the
wc.dîhy barons and nobles, who %wcre aften theni-
selves loyers or followers ai thc Art ; and in many
cases wc find theni cxisting as regular officers ai the
Iîousehold, whose special duty it wvas ta provide
music and poetry for the cntertainmcent of their em-
ployers and their guests.
