Private létters have been received from
Mr. and Mrs. Geddie, o date May 2,
1850. All the members of thé inission
except Mrs.. Geddie, had been attacked
by the 2ever of the country: but were
recovefing. Five of the native teachers
stationed on Tanna had died. The Bish-
op of New Zealand had visited the mis-
_swn and displayed much fnendly interest
in jt. Many encouraging signs appeared
in the conduct of more of the natives,
and an inyuiring spitit seemed to be aris-
ing. 'There appeared however, reason to
fear that Mr. -Archibald would be vbliged
to lenve ou'the return -of ‘the John Wil-
liaws.

The mission is now on the whole in an
encouraging condition; but it demands
more than ever the watchfuluess and aid
of its friends, and especially that some
person of like spirit and ability with Mr.
Geddie, should be sent to his assistance.
The wissionaries complain much of the
want of private letters from their friends
in this coantry.  The following isan ex-:
tract from Mrs. Geddie's letter.

¢ If you have received our Jetters writ-
ten early in April, you will see that we
have been visited by sickness, but I am
happy to say that we are all now enjvying
preny goed health. M G, has not
yet recovered his sirength, and has had
two or three slight attscks of fever and
ague, but on the whole he is pretty well;
indeed we have great reason to-be thauk-
ful that we have suffered so little in com-
parison to the foreiguers residing on the
fsland. ‘I'he dear children are very sick;

about Nova Scotia aud her friends there;
she says she will goto see them when
she gets ““ big.”” Tam happy to say we
have encouragement in our wourk. T have
again been obliged to relinquish my school
or Ishould rather say I had to do so some
time ago as there were preparations mak-
ing fur a feast, and the women and girls
were ‘kept busy fattening pigs foc the
occasion ; but they are agazin beginning
to auenﬂ, and T trust that1 shall socon
have such an influence over several of
them, that they will not easily be induced
to atsent themselves. 1 have two very
promising girls under instruction, one of
them isa chief, the only female chief on
the Island—the other is her cousin a very
smart, clever girl. {1 feel very wuch at-
tached to them and I'trust that the in-
struction we are endeavouring to impart
may be blessed to them. I have a Sab-
bath class which is generally well attend-
ed. Many of the natives do not cook any
feod on the Sabbath, and they call Satur-
day the Na Sheat-g—netta, that is,
the day for preparing the foad. I am
very aaxious to keep a few pirls about
e coustantly, but I cannot make the trial
unless friends at home will give me assis-
tauce, and this they might do by sending
me cloth, needles, thread, thimbles, &e.
[ would rather have the materials than
the clothes ready made. I am now guite
out of materials for wy girls to sew, We
had the plesaure of a second visit from
the Bishop of New Zealand, and we en-
jov his visits very much le is such an
amiable and pious man, and also so libe-
ral. We expect him again in four months
—it is abont a2 month siuce_he lcfi; he

]deu Lucy is constantly making enquiries

Wwas mi a missionary voyage as usual.— ﬁ
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Poor man, he spends little of his time in
the bosom of his family, and must suffer
many privations. The Jittle vessel iv
which he performs Ins voyages does not
afford him many comforts, and to save
the society expense, he lives while at sea
in the most economical manner. When
here, he kindly tooka trip to Tanna to
bring back a number of natives o this Is-
land that had been taken there some
month previous by a vessel. The Bishop
insisted on Mr. Geddie accompanying him
(as he, Mr. G., was just recovering from
illness) for the benefit ot his health.”

Extracts from aletter from Rev. Mr. Jen-
nings to the corresponding Secretary of
Board of Foreign Missient, dated To-
ronto Jan. 21s¢., 1851.

My Dear Sir, .

With much pleasure 1 sit down to
write my annual letter, and to sead to
your Mission fund our usual sum.

We held our annual Missionary Meet-
ing last week, and unanimously voted
Ten pounds. The draft will be for Ele-
ven pounds ; one pound from the U. P.

toral charge of the Rev. William Barrie.
Iwish I had received more to send you.
Qur Synod has passed the resolution to
support your Mission. I trust soon to
see our church here giving you efficient
aid. I thank your Board for remember-
ing me by sending the Chronicle and Re-
gister. lam glad toread such good ac-
counts, on the whole, from the Missiona-
rics. They are sowing the handful df
seed; we must wait for the harvest. Tt
will come, no fear of that. ¥ thank God
for giving me and my people the privilege
of helping to sow the seed, tho' in ¢kis
world we may not rejoice at the in-gather-
ing. Part of the work is being done; we
have God'a promiss for the rest of it.

What about the ship? My children
laid the keel of it—fairly put iv on the
stocks, and I hope your young people
will not let it stick. Some of your con-
gregatien did nobly, tho’ the whole sum
raised as far as T have seen is below what
T expected.

THE NESTORIANS OF KORDIS-
TAN.»

Inclosed among the most inaccessible
mountains of Kordistan,—hemmed in by
the barbarous and lawless tribes, and
surrounded on every side by the followers
of Islamism, are to be found at this day
a smal! but venerable remnant of the an-
cient and once influential sect of the Nes-
torians; a remnant whose history and
condition present, in not a few particu-
lars, a striking analogy to those ef the

Vaudaisof the Alps. They are, indeed,
the Waldenses of the east. :

To this interesting people, long lost
sight of by the Christiansof the west,
the missionary labours of our American
brethren have of late direeted general at
tention. Informatien has been supplied
respecting them in the communications
v hich have appeared from the missiona-
ries stationed at Ootoomiah by the Ame-
tican board ; avd especially in the recent
work of Dr. Grant, who explored their
territory, and resided among them for a
considerable period.

The sect of the Nestorians, of which
these mountaineers are the only remnant,
is the most ancient christian sect now ex-

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isting. It took its rise in the fifth cen-{you preach a distinction of nature in res-
tury. Nesterius, from whom it derived pect to the divinity and humanity, and a

its name, was a native of Syria, and was
made bishop of Constantinople, a.p.428.
Having warmly opposed the Apollinarian
heresy, which lost sight of the distinction
between the divine and human natures of]
Chnst, and represented his divinity as oc-
cupying the place and performing the
functions of a human soul, and having
espoused the views of those who, maia-
taining that the divine nature of Christ
was not confounded nor blended with his
humanity, scrupled 0 apply to the Vir-
gin Mary the epithet of Mother of God,
he provoked the jealousy and oppo-
sition of the ambitious and turbulent Cyril,
bishop of Alexandria, at whose instiga-
tion he was arraigned for heresy. It is
not, perhaps, (o be questioned, that Nes-
torius was chargeable with speculating
too boldly upon these mysterious themes,
in regard to which the human mind must
becontent to know the fact as revealed by
inspiration, withont inquiring as to the
manner of the fact. Still, for ought
that appears, there 1sreason for believing
that his viewe were correct in the muin:
and the motive by whicia he seems to
have been actuated was entitled to the
highest commendation,—-a wish, namely,
to check the growing superstition of the
age, and to prevent idolatrous homare
from being offered to a departed mortal.
The truth is, he did not even plead guil-
ty to the charge of being unwillivg tv ap-
ply the above title to the Virgin, if it was
propetly understoud. He said, “ I have
often declared that, if one more simple
among you, or any others, is pleased
with this word, I have no objection to it,
20 be that he make not the Virgin God,”
And with reference to the other charge
which was brought azainst him, of hold-
ing that there were not only two natures,
but two persons in Christ, {though even
this language might possibly have been
used in a sense which would not have
implied any serious heresy), he distinctly
denied it: and he continued to do so to
the endof his life. To Cyril, his ene-

my, he wrate thus:—¢1 approve that

conjunction of them in one person.”’—
And to another prelate he said, ** of the
two natures thera is one authority, one
virtue, one power, and one person, ac-
cording to one dignity.” The opportu-
nity, however, for humbling the occu-
pant of the see of Constantinople which
had begun to eclipse its patriarchates was
too good to be lost; and, accordingly,
insufficient as were the grounds for pro-
céeding against him, he was, through the
influeace of Cyril, condemned by an es
parte council without betng heard in self-
defence, excommunicated, hurled from
the patriarchial throne of Constantinople,
and banished to Arabia Petrea; whence,
after a four year’s residence near Antioch
he was transported to one of the Oases of
Lybia, and died in Upper Egypt. It is
instructive to look back upon the subtle
and metaphysicul distinctions on which
the ecclesiastical censures of that asge
were grounded : and not less melancholy
to discover that the unhappy contests
which disturbed the church at that early
period of its history, and led to the most
calamitous consequences, rather proceed-
ed from motives of jealousy, and ambi-
tion, than a sincere and disinterested re-
gard for the truth. ¢ Many, nay the
greatest part of writers, both ancient and
modern,”’ says Mosheim, *¢ after a tho-
rough examiuation of this matter, have
positively concluded that tie opinions of
Nestorius, and of the council which con-
demned them, were the same in effect:
that their difference was in words only,
and that the whole nlame of this unhappy
controversy was to be charged upon the
turbulent spirit of Cyril, and his aversion
to Nestorivs.””

As might have been supposed, the
excommunicated bishop of Constaniinople
was regarded by thousands asan injured
man. The doctors of the church in Sy-
ria,—many of wnom had, like him, been
disciples of Theodorus of Mopsuestia
(from whom Nestorivs is supposed to
have imbibed his opinions), -participated !

e3

generally in his views; und afier his’
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condemnation openly declared their adhe-
rence to them. In the celebrated school
of Edessa (the modern Orfa) in  Mesopo-
tamia, where many christian youths, be.
longing chiefly to Persia, ‘weye edueated,
the cause of Nestorius was warmly es-
poused, and every eflort made te seeure
the extensive diftusion of the principles
of the new sect, now separated from the
general chureh. It spread rapidly in all
directions, and multiplied its adherents
by thousands. Before the ¢lose of the
fifth century, about sixty years after the
date of the Couneil of Ephesus, by which
Nestorius was deposed and bamished, it
had become the deminant christian sect in
Parsia ;: and s0 numerous and influential
wer3 its adherents, that when the Epic-
cepate of Selucia beesme vacant, they
nominated the successor so that office,
who declared himself theneeforward Pa-
triareh of the Fastern Chureh. i

Though prior to the rise of the Neste-
rians as a seet, the gospel is believed to
to have been published, and church-
es are suppused to have been form-
ed, as far as the banks of the Indus, they
sought to push the triumphs of Christian-
ity to remater regiona still.  So early as
the ffth century their patriarchs are said
to have appointed and sent metropolitans
to China, which implies the existence in
that country of bishops and of numerous
churches. Such was the success of their
efforts, both while they were subject to
Persian rule and to the authority of the
Arabian caliphs, that previousty to the
overthrow of the latter in the thirteenth
centary, their churches extended from
Syria te the wall of China, and from the
Indian peninsula to remote Tartary.—
The region which now forms the king-
dom of Persia they oecupied 10 the almost
entire exclusion of other christian sects.
Over its whole extent their churches were
spread ; while in Armenia and Mesopo-
tamia, in Arabia and Cyprus, among the
mountains of Malabar, and throughout
the wide range of country which stretches
from the shores of the Caspian to Mount
Imaus, their adherenis were numerous
and influential.

It would be toe much to say that the'
gospel which they publishied thns exten-
sively was the pure gospel, unmixed with
the superstitions and dogmas of men ; and
it must be allowed that the means which
they sometimes empleyed far extending
theis cause, saveured 100 mueh of the spi-
tit of the world.  Still this mueh may be
affirmed, that the Nestorian chureh pre-
sented during the whole course of its his-
'tevy, a favourable contrast to the other
Oriental churches ; that it never vas
tainted by sueh corrptions as the wer-
ship of the Virgin Mary, and of images
and relics; by aurieular confession, or
the doctrines'of purgatory and transubstan-
tiation; and there is reason to balieve that,
if, wsi now exists, it has departed in
some of its religiows principles and cere-
meuies from the simplicity of the bible
standard, it adhered more elosely to that
istandard at the period when its 1rissious
were most flourishing. Its punty and
its aetivity, as will always be the case, ||
acted and re-aeted on eaeh other. 'The
Nestorian commentators of the sixth cen-
tury, according to Mosheim, were the
only expositers of that age who werel[
worthy of the name, because they search-
ed for the sense, and the native energy
of the inspired words ;”>—a commenda-
tion which shows that, when the theolo-
gy of other departments of the ehurch
was becoming more and mere vitiated by
the mysticism of the schools and impreg-
nated with error, the Nestorians recog-{j .
nised the scriptures as the foumtain-head
of religions truth, and, applying right
prineiples to the study of them, used the
best means of attaining soundness in the
faith.

The conquests of Mahommedanism in-
flicted 2 death-blow on the Nestorian
chuiches in Persiz and Tartary. The
exterminating sword of Svitan Mahmood,
who eccupied the throne of Persia in the
commenecement of the 10th century, and
whose eapital was Ghiznee in Cabul,
converted millions to tie faith of the Ara-
bian prophet: and the persecutions which
for several centuries afterwards coutinued
to assail the disciples of the cross through-
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out these regiuns, were consummated in
the ocruelties “of the bluoody Tames-
lane. Fire the commencement of the
15th century, not a vestige of the Nesto-
rian church existed in those countries,
which were overrun by his victorious ax-
mies. And in the remotest east, the
churches which had been formed were,
by a senes of persecutions, gradually
destroyed. If we may credit the testi-
mony of the Papal missiona-ies, who were
sent into China in the 16th century, no
distinet traces of a former christianity—
no evidences that the gospel had formerly
been proclaimed in that country, were to
be found. .

The only pmtion of the Nestarian
church which withstood these destructive
influences, was that which tenanted the
monntains of Kordistan, situated between
Mencpotamia and the north-west corner of
Persia, and blacking up the direct pas-
sage between these countries, Shut up
in their almost impregnable retreats, they
bade defiance to the desolating storms of
revolution 'which swept over the surround-
ing regions. The local situation of this
peeple is indeed adwirably fitted to ac-
complish the purpose which Providence
seems to have contemplated in planting
them among these mountain retreats;
namely, to koep them distinct from sur-
rounding tribes, and enable them to resist
the aggressions of an invading enemy.
Dr. Grant, when describing its physical
features, says, * I found myself at the
sunmit of the mountain, when a scene
indescribably gratd was spread out before
me. The country openec to my enrap-
tared vision like 2 vast amphitheatre of
wild precipitous mountains broken with
deep dark-lovking defiles and narrow
glens, into few of which the eye could
penetrate so far as to gain a distinct view
of the villages whioh have long beea. the
secure abodeés of the main body of the
Nestorian church. Here was the home
of a hundred thousand Christians, arosad
whom the arm: of Omnipotence had reared
the adamanting ramparts whose lofiy,
snow-capped summits seemed to blend
with the skies in the distant horizon.—

Here, in their munition of rocks, has _
God preserved as if fur some great end in
the econniny of his grace, a chosen rem-
nant of his aocient church, secure from
the beast and the false prophet, and the
clangour of war.”” To equip Imself
for threading the difficult passes of the
country, in which riding out on a mule is
out of the question, he was obliged to
exchange with the bishop of Duree his
wide Turkish boots for a pair of sandals
wrought with hair coxd in such 3 manner
as to defend the sole of the foot, and en-
able the wearer to secure = fuot held,
where he might, without such protection,
be hurled down the almost perpendicular
mountain sides. The boisterous Zab
roars and dashes along its rocky “bed
through the whole extent of the central
defiles of the country; being often con-
fined between the opposing faces of al-
most perpendicular rocks that rise on
cither side like gigantic battlements,—
Where the mountains recede from the
river 20 as to admit of cultivation, smil-
ing villages are sten embosomed in gar-
dens and vineyards. But in the passes
the mountains are so0 steep as entirely to
shade the traveller from the noonday sun;
and he almost involuntanily lays hold of
the rocks to secure himself in his perilous
position.

TAHITI. ’

By letters recently received from thie
island, we derive the gratitying intelli-
gence that a revival of spiritual religion
formerly announced to have taken place
atseveral of the Mission Stations, has, in
the gracious providence of God, continued
to extend its influence.

The Rev. Wm. Howe, writing under
date the 16th Apnl to the Rev. David
Darling, at present in this country, gives
the following encouraging statement ;—-

**You would be greatly grieved ta heit
of the death of Utarui before you sailed.
1 was with him 3n hour before he died.

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pared.’ I had some unbelioving fears that
now he was gone and you wero absont,
things would go wrong at Bunauia ; but,
wonderful to relate, a state of life and ac-
tivity pervades the whole of the district,
Moeval ia most active and energetic in
every good work, and is praised by all for
his devotedness. ‘The troops have been
removed from Bunauia, there being only
two mautoi and one soldior to keep charge
of the gun. ‘I'his appears a merciful pro-
viaence, as the place is now only under
the superintendence of the native oflicers,
and the schools under thut of the deacons.
I have not been able to do as you bid me
about the students, which was, that none
of them should go until they had been
twelve months in the Institution ; for the
people would have them; and as every
serinon they preach is examined by me
befure they go, Ido not regret the deter-
mination of the people to have them. T'he
list of candidates which you left had jn-
creased to thirty the first ordinance dx;y.
I was engaged in their examination and
the church-meeting, from eleven to four
in the afterncon; nineteen of them were
adwitted, and threec adults were baptized.
From that time there has been a remarka-
ble development of a long standing work.
Mauy it would appear have been! living
under conviction fot along time, which
your last sermon was the means of bring-
ing to maturity. As soon as you had left
the place, everybody appeared to feel,
4 We have long enjoyed the faithful mi-
nistry of our Missionary, but we have not
availed ourselves of its advantage ; and
now he is gone!” And they have by these
reflections been led to decide. 1 spent
last Friday and Saturday week there, em-
ployed almost the whole time in examin-
ing candidates, and in admitting members
to the church. Sixty one were admitted,
after a faithful exnmination into their sen-
timants and conduct. I durst not keep
them out, lest I should be sinning "against
them, and the Head of the ehurch. 1
also baptized eightecn adults. Pray that
those who have been admitted may re-
main faithful.-?

CHURCH MISSIONARY SOCIETY.

Savrr Inpian Mission.—In one town
in the Falamcdttar districts, thiity-seven
familiés, numbering one hundred and
twenty two individuals, have recently
come over from heathenism to nominal
Christianity. They had besn violently

those who tovk a similar step. This
movement seems to be entered upon in
good faith, as they had previously des-
troyed their idols; and when the mission-
aty, on account of their formeer conduct,
liesitated to receive them, they went home
and levelled to the ground their devil-tem-
ples, to show their sincerity in desiring
Christianity for its own sake.

In another district, several incidents are
reported which go to show the power and
preciousncss of the gospel.  One isthat of
an aged man who had been connected with
the church about four years. Lately,
when labouring under somne discuse, which
all thought would be fatal, his patience
and resignation to the will of God were
most excruplary. The fear of death was
gone.

A sister of his, also bent down with in-
firmity, takes great pleusure in the wor-
ship of God. When a friend said to her,
that she ought not to go to ohurch on dark
nights, as her sight was failing her, she
teplied, **I go 1o worship God, and he
will light my path and preserve me.”

‘The Headman ofa village who for some
years had given decided evidence of at-
tachment to the gospel, recently died of
the cholera. No souner did his teacher,
who had been sent for, make nis appear-
ance, than an aunt cried out, ¢ O come
and pray with my nephew.” He at once
said to ker, *“1 wish you to remember,
aunt, that if yeu desire God to hear you
in the day of trouble, you must pray to
Him in the day of prosperity.”

He was for some time a student
in an institution for training native Afri-
cans, and is now a Native Assistant Mis-
sionary.

Tue True MissioNary SpiriT.—As 1
went down the wharf one day, I saw hosts
of Spaniards walking about on the beach.
I was anxious to know where they came
from. ‘T'he answer was, * From Galli-
nas.” ‘“ And where are fthey going ¥’
“‘P'oFreetown,’”” was the reply. ** Why
and what for ¥’ said I. ¢« 0, says 2
man, * to look for a passage to the Ha-
vannzh. The slave-factories are all bro-,

ken up; the Chiefs delivered up all thc]{

- o

opposed to the gospel, and pereecuted
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slave-traders ; and signed a treaty, that no
such traffic will bo carricd on” amongm
them nnly more.” I am sorry that I can-
not dwell upen overy particular now on
this subject : I shall leave it for nexttime.
But, Sir, Twas overjoyed. Never was
there a news which made me so happy in
this world as this. If T had disposal of
myself, T would sail the next day, toplam|

Gallinas.

In the month of August, 1848, Prince
Ar-mar-rah, from Gallinay, called to see
me. Wehad a very lorg conversation,
One particular thing we conversed about
was, the subject of religion. I asked
him, how woenldhe like 10 have Mission-
aries sent to teach him and his pe.ple
about Jesus Christ. Iie said, * Very
much. And why don’t you come now?
War isdone; no more slave-trade. You
must come to teach us yaur hook; we
want our children. If you come, we will
be glad to receive you.”” 1 told him, 3
shall be very happy to come, if the Com-
mittee sends me.”” I told him, ¢« 1 am
not my own; Tam a servant: and where-
ever my Master sends me, 1 go.”” He
said, ** You ought to come, because it is
your mcther’s country ; and we will be
very glad to veceive you.”” 1 told him,
that I shall write to the Committee in
England ; aud if they send me geod an-
swer, he will be sure to see me, or
some one eclse ; so I make him present of
a very beautiful Bible; and he was very
much pleased with it, and promise to get
some one to read it to him. And when
he was taking leave of me, he said,
‘¢ Don’t forget to write to your masters in
England : tell them we want somebody to
cime and teach us, and to tell us about
God palaver.” About two months pre-
vious to this, a brother in that part wrote
to me as follows: “ I want you very
much to come here. Will you comet—
Do come. And now, since God has still-
ed the contending elements, and given
peace to the country, how very important
that we take the field, before Mohamme-
dans, or some others, have pre occupied
the ground, and closed the doors against
us!  Dear brother, can’s you come !—
Won’t you come? Do cone, and ve will
soon have a Mission far in the interior.”
Now, dear fathers, you see from this we
have a call from the interior, from the
neighbouring country ; shall we say, No,
we cannot go! I have been praying about
itall thistime, and I feel that'the Lord

Shall Irefuset Will you hinder mel—
Our tniasion is established in this colony,
we have here nixty-seven Loeal Preachers
and F.xhorters, and many other labourers
besides ; while the neighbounring coun-
trics are perishing for want of Teachers.
If any other Christian, or Christian Min-
isters, can feel satisfied in their minds, 1
cannot. At present I am liuat as one out
of his element. Ifyou will enly apsmint a
Buropean Missionary for the head, and
sead me or some other Native Agents
with him, I for my part will go with all
my heart. O, dear Sirs, hinder me not :
I must go; Godeallsme! O do not pre-
vent me from occupying that wide and
uncommonly interesting field ! . . .. 1
am quite willing te go wherever the Lord
will send me. 1 have given up myself to
this great work. But if you see fit that 1
shouﬁ! remain in the colony, and continue
to labour there, I am ﬁcrfcc(ly satisfied,
and ready to submit. But, Sirs, I must
tell you again, that it has cost me many
sleepless nights when I think of the sur-
rounding nations that have not been visit-
ed, though some are not thirty miles from
us: it is a pain to my heart. O may the
Lord whom he will send, solong as the
Gospel is preached to them, and souls
saved ! Why, I do feel more for these
poor Heathen at Gallinas, because I have
some relations there. Here are myself,
parents, brothers, and sisters, emjoying
the blessings of the Gospel of Jesus Christ,
while seme of our friends and necarest re-
latives ate living in darkness and snper-
stition ; notonly se, but they are not far
from us, and yet we cannot go to them!
Many of my friends and relations here
cannot bear the thought of my going from
Sierra-Leone, and of my. writing to the
Committee about such a thing, and tell
me that I ought te leave it and 3ay noth-
ing, and make myself still and be happy
with my friends. But I want them to
know that I am not seeking for happiness,
nor ease, nor pleasure, while my fellow-
creatures are going to eternal wo. I want
to see souls saved, and the name of my
God to be abundantly glorified.

It
includes 36 different kinds of office, some
of which are subdivided into several
more. About 610 persons are required to
fill the appointments, a few of which are
the following: the one who puts Jugger-
nautto bed, the one who wakes him, the
one who gives him water and a took-pick,
the painter, to paint his eyes, an officer to
give him rice, another to give him pan,
oné to wash his linen, and one to count
hie robes, one to carry his umbrella, and

Besides these, there are 400 cooks, 120
dancing girls, and 80,000 priests, many
of whom are exceedingly rich. So mueh
for Hindoo idolatry.

Exposure in China of the Sick and Dy-
ing.—Dr. Ball, of the Canton mission,
3ays it is no nncommon thing to see lying
in an open spot near his house, one, two,
or three personsin a dying state. Some
are begpars. Some are ahandoned by
friends, lest, if they die in their houses,
the place will be haunted by the departed
spirit. Some are thus exposed, that their
relations may be saved the trouble and ex-

ense of burying them. Occasionrlly this
ast rite is perforimed by the government,
while in other cases, the corpses are co-
vered with grass and straw and left to pu-
trifv or be eaten by the dogs.

Discoveries in Assyria.—At a mecting
of the ¢¢ British Association,’ Major Raw-
tinson made a very interesting communi-
cation in regard to the languages of Assy-
rivand the discoveries of Mr. Layard.—
‘I'he Assyrian and Babylonian languages
are of the Shemitic character and nearly
related to the Hebrew and Chaldaie.

The longer
they sung the more freedom was felt, and
Auld lang syne was echoed to the{farthest
corner of the village. The strains which
infuse pleasureable emotions into the sons
of the north, were no less potent among
these children of the South. Thase who
had retired to their evening's slumbers,
supposing that we were holding a night
service, came ; ‘“’for music,”’ it issaid,
“ charms the savage car.”” It certainly
does, particularly the natives of Southern
Africa, who, however degraded they may
have become, still retain that refinement
oftaste, which enables them to appreciate
those tunes which are distinguished by
melody and softness. After two hours’
singing and puffing, I obtained permission,
though with some difficulty of consent,
and greater of egress, to leave them, now
comparatively proficient. It wam between
two and three in the worning. Worn out
in mind and body, I lay myself down in
my waggon, cap and shoes and all, just
to havea few hours’ sleep, preparatory
to depatture on the coming day. As the
“ music hall”> was not far from my pillow,
there was little chance of sleeping sound-
ly, for the young amateurs seemed un-
wearied, and A B C 10 Auld Jang syne
went on till I was ready to wish it at Jobn
o'Groat’s house. The company at length
dispersed, and awaking in the morning
after a brief repose, I was not a little sur-
prised to hear the old tune in every corner
of the village.

To this celebrated ido} car, which was
now surrounded by enormous crowds of
men, Bion and his companicne approach.
So great, however, is the noise near the
car, that they cannot be heard. 'They
separate in different directions, and under
the shady trees begin to testify of Jesus.
Now they speak of sin, and now of that
righteousness, which avails befure God;
now they slaria the consciences of their
hearers, and now they point, to the eor-
rowful and weary, the way of peace in
Christ. Thus do these zealous messen-
gers of Chirist speak and testify, the whole

THE PIRST RIBERIAN WHO LOVED JKSUS.

Formany years the good missionarier
in Siberia were teaching and preaching.
and working and praying, without seeing
one good seed spring in the hearts of the
people. It seemed jnst as when we throw
seed into the sand, where it will not grow
beeause thero is nothing there to nourist

among them. But how was he to get
there? It was so far off! and he only had
a mother, whom he loved dearly ; for his
father was dead, and he had no brothers
arsisters. He could not tell how to leave
his mother, or who would help her with
the cattle, and bring back the horse, if he
went away. Still he thought of it every
day, and wished more and more to learn
and become wise. At last, he toid his
mother his thoughts; but she could not
bear to part with him, and she made many
objections to his plans. One morning,
however he heard the quick trampling of
1 horse on the crisp white snow, and on
looking out ofthe tent he saw his uncle
coming to his home on horseback. Oh,
how glad he felt!
