[UNDER THE ACT 0F INCORPORATION.]

ARTICLE 1. This Society shail ho denominated the "UPPEJ 4 ANADA BiBLE
Sociwrv," having the same object in view as the Britiali an& oregb Bible
Society-that is, the circulation of the Bible, without note or comment.

Il. This Society shall erideavour t'O unite ail the diffeBrent, Societies in the
Province, and to concentrate their operations, in order to give mort'bfficiency

III. This Society shail niaintain, in the City of Toronto a general depot of
Bibles and Testaments from whiôh &il the Auxiliaries Zrx Brauch Societies
in connection with it sUUl bo supplied with the. Seriptures, at the lowest
price at wbich they cari ho afforded.

IV. The business of this Society shail ho carried on by a 'IoaS of Direc-
tors, to conast of a President, Vice-Presidents, Treaaurer and Secretaries,
together with twenty lay members, fifteen of whom, who salal have moat
frequently attendQd, shafl ho eligible, for re4èlection esch year, five of whom
to, form, a quorum. Ail Ministers of the Gospel, who are members of the
Society, ahail ho entitled to, a seat ; and to vote with the Directors.

V. The President, Vioe-Presidents, Treasurer, Socretaries, and Agents of
ail Auxiliaries and Branch Soçieties in connection therewith, ishall be ex
officio members of the. Board.

VI. At any meeting of the Directors, the. President, or, in his absence,
thie Vioe-Presid ont first upon the lut thon present, and in the absence of such
Vice-President, the Treasurer, and in his absence such member as shall b.
chosen for that purpose, shal preside.

VII. Bach porson payinq awnuý#l on. dollar shall b. a member of this
Society;' and persons pying.:flfty dollar at any one time, either to this
Society or to, airy of the Societies in connection therewith, or through them,
to, the British and Foreign Bible Soit pr who msiy have rend ered important

* ~services, ahal, at the. diacretion of theb~ 0 t 0 5 b. declared Iâf e Members
VIII. That each Lif. Member of t"u Society sall be furniahed- with a

Certilicate of., Membership, under the. Corporate Ses of the. Society, duly
sUgned, by the . President and Secrtaries for the. time being, and ahall be
alowed to receive from the Depository annually, for distribution, Bibles and
Testaments to the value of one dollar.

IX. Thst the Board of Direcors for the. time b.ing ahall have the appoint-
ment of Agents, Depositary, Colporteur, Bookkeeper and Aosistn of the.
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Society, and the fixing of aUl salaries and allowances ; and shail have the
superitendence and managemient of ail thé property, real and personal, of
the Corporation, as well as the management and control of ita general affaira,
and the appropriation of ita funda, with full power to enact sucb rules as may>
be requisite to effeet the objecta contexnplated by the Act of Incorporation.y

X. The Board of Directors shal meet for the transaction of business once
in each quarter, and at any other time when, called together by the Secre-
taries, ~r any three of the Directors.

XI. ÇXGeneral Meeting of the Society shail be héld ini the month of May
in each and every year, or at sucli other times as thie Directors for the time
being may deem best for the interesta of the Society ; when, the Officers and
Directors for the ensuing year shail be chosen ; a report of the proceedings
for fhe foregôing year presented ; together with the Treasurer's and Deposi-
taryrs accounts, duly audited.

XIL In the AnnuLi Report of the Society, the efforts of the several So-
cieties in conneqtion with it shail be distinctly mentioned, as respecte the
cirmiIation of the Scriptxire and the contributions to the fundo, together with
such other matter connected with theni as niay be generally intsting.
'III. That the General Motiùgs of 'tIm Society shail b. %»pned by reading

a pprtion of the. S"çted Scriptures, amtwith prayer.
XIV. That no alterations in this Constitution shall be made except at a

Generai Meeting of the Society, and after one month's notice of the saine bam
b..n given to the Board.

1. That a Society ho formed in connection with the British and Foreigni Bible Society, through the miedium of the LJpper CanLia Bible Society, for
the purpose, of contributing to the circulation of the Holy Seripturea with-
out note or comment : the English copies being of the authorized versionj Lldy.

Il. That the Society ho denominated "TH»----RNCH BIB3LE
SocIETýY."

III. That ail persons subscribing one dollar annuaily, or five dollars at one
time, shail be members of this Society.

IV. That the business, of this Society shail be conducted by a President,
Vice-Preuident, Treasurer, Secretary, and a Cominittee. consisting of not leu
than--other members ; five to, constitute a quorum.

* V. That ail Ministers of the Gospel who join the Society shall b. reckoned.
mambers of the Comxnittee.

VI. That t1he Cominittee shail meet quarterly, or oftener ; the time and
place of meeting to be fixed by themselve..

VII. That the (Jommittee divide their aphere of operations into Districts,
and appoint visitors, for each" district, to solicit subscriptions and donations
from the inhabitants, and also to ascertain the wants.Qf the people regard-
ing the Word of God.

VIII. That the whole of the sukcriptions and donations reoeived by this
Soci)y shail, after deducting inciffital expenors, be remi*tted, yearly, to the
Upper Canada Bible Society, for the purpose of tr-alating thé Word of God
into the Inilian languages, and for supplying other n"tons, tho the îar-
ont Institution, with ,the pure Nord of God ; o r for the. purh= of Bibles
and Testaments to sù'pp&the neighborhood, at cosi price, or gratuitouely to
those who cannot purchase.

0F THE

UPPER CANADA BIBLE SOCIETY.

Althotigb the pust twelve m~onths have beenl a tiine of disappointment
an'l stringency in nioney matters to nealrly every one in our Province,
the Direcors of the Upper Canada Bible Society cannot begin their
Report otherwise than with a note of praise to God. Whilst our
Heavenly Father bas withholden from tis, in some measure, the temn-
poral proesperity which we w-ished and expected, FHe bas been giving very
abiindantly the blessing of Ri,% HoIy Spirit. In some places there bus

a been very rrarked religious awakening. and the harve8t of souls bas
r%-joiced the hearts of 1 oth sowers and reapers. N"Sor has the blessirig
been contined tor u few placfl and congregation. Ministers of al] churches
in different parts of the country, have noticed an un ul-uai readiness
arnong men to be spoken to about the salvation of their souls. Another
evidence that God's Spirit hau been working on the minds of the people,
which, is of special intereet to, thiâ Society, is, that whilst aIl kinds of
other business bua been depressed, there has been an increaged demand
for God's Word. This haîs been %een very plainiy in the Colporteurbs'
Reporta, which have corne before the Directors froni month to month ;
and it is very gratifying to, notice that although the prooeds of sales
have decreased,-and, indeed, form. the only item in which there bas
been any faIling off,-yet the number of copies issaed bus been "reter.
It iB true that the issues of the Society have flot increased very largely ;
but taking into consideration that colportage bas been seriously inter-
rupted by desth and sickness, that money hau been 80 scarce, and that
the sales of Bibles by the ordinary book8ellers have been larger, the
Directors regard even this slight increase as encouraging.

The number of copies of the Scripturee issued by the Society during
the year, is 38,1 74ý being 603 more than in the previons twelve monthe.
There is a large increase in the number of Bibles issued, and a falling-off
in the number of Testaments and portion&. Thisi makes the total ntim-
ber of issues since the formation of the Society, 1,010,717.

Another cause for thankfulneas is tfiat, in such a tùne of stringency,
the operationa of the Society have not been curtoiled by lack of meana.
The Directors would, of course, have been, glad to have had more to aend
to the Parmjxt Society for its great work among the millions of heatheniJimg
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Romanisim, and Mahommedanisnà; andi they feel that ouï Province lias flot
yet done as much as it ought in this matter. Nevertheless, they do
feel thankful that in such a year as the î)ast there has been nio need of
curtailment. It is true they have not been able to carry out ail their
plans of colportage, but it bas been owing to other circumstances which
wiii be exl)lained in another part of the Report.

Having received the handsomc bequest of $2,400 from the executors
of the late John Sanderson, Esq., of Woodstock, the total income of the
Society hau been larger than i either of the Iast two years. When this
bequest, and another item which properly belonged to forrroer years, aie
deducted, we find that the income froin ordinary sources bas decreased,
but not in a greater degree than might bave been expected. The total
income has heen $32,03.61 -,that from ordinary sources, $29,090.43.
The income of last v-ear was $29,5 10.97. The falliing-off is entirely in
the proceeds of sales and interest, and it is very eincouraging to find that
notwithstanding the financiàl stringency, the free contributions frorn
branches in direct communication with the Board, have amounted wo
$362.51 more than Iast year.

There Ïs thus much te cheer and encourage our hearts iii the retrospect
of the year j ust closed. We tliank Grod, -and take courage.

In reviewing the past vear, however, there is one event which we can-
flot advert to without a feeling of sadness;- althongh to the servant of
God to whorn we refer, that event was indeed great gain. We refer to
the death of -the Rev Canon Baldwin, one of the Vice-Presidents of the
Upper Canada Bible Societv, and one of its sitedfast and devoted friends.
To mention the narne of Canon Baldwin before a Christian aeaembly in
Toronto, is sufficient too cali forth a deep feeling of respect and affection.
Perhaps no one lias enjoyed in an equal degree the high regard and deep
love of ail evangelicai Christians. Fidelity to principie, unbeuiding adher-
ence Vo what he felt Vo be right, and at the Barre time transparent
h onesty, of purpose, and frankness and kindness of disposition, pre-emi-
nentiy distinguished Canon Baldwin. While lie had an erilihtened
attacliment te the church of which he was a devoted ininister, and was
ever zealous i promoting lier true interets, he ioved ail wlio loved the
Lord Jesus Christ, and had a iarge-hearted charity and catholicity of
spi.rit whicb led him Vo, take a deep interegt in ail institutions like the
Bible Society. We no longer see his pleasant, happy, liopeful face in
our gatherings, but bis memory will long be fragrant ini Toronto and in
Canada, Truly "tlie memory of tlie just is blessed." " Blessed are the
dea d wli die in the Lord from henoeforth ; yea, saith t.he Spirit, that
tbey may rest fromn their labours, and their works do follow them."

AUXILIARY AND BRANCHES.

The report of the London Auxiliary shows, that effortis are being fiade
Vo render it more efficient, and ita receipta during the pu.t year are in
advance of those of previous years. lIs contributions, however, towards
the circulation of the Scriptures, have not advanced. Forty of its
Branches; have sent an aggregate aum of S 1,408.92 *to tis and the Parent
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Society. Lu8t yearthirty-nine sent $1,590.71. The other forty-six have
sent nothing.

The Directors do flot wish Vo, lndervalue the repor+ed improvement,
because there ià room for so much more, nor yet Vo ignlore te commen-
dable efforts of those who have brought it about. But as this Society
pays for ail the agency, and the whole suin contributed by that field-the
wealthiest part of the country-for the circulation of God's Word is so
sinail compared with the expense, the Directors feel convinced that the
proert relations between the Society and its Auxiliary are radically
wrong, and would reslpectfuily recommend their succeasors Voo Vake the
subject into their careful consideration.

One hundred and fifteen of the stronger Branches in direct communica-
tion with the Board, were asked to hold their meetings without the help
of a paid agent, if they feit they could (Io s0 without loss of efficiency.
Si'xty of them undertook Vo do so, and forty-eight of these have sent-
$4,994.83, as free contributions. The otherrs have not yet rernitVed, but
mnost of them wilI probably do so, within a short time. At the cloBing of
accounVs last year, forty-five Branches that had done witlout an agent
had sent in $5,210. At first sight this looks like a"faiiing off. It shouid,
however, be noted that several of the largest Branches, such as Guelp)h
and Gait, helped Vo, make up that sum last year, but are flot included in
the present iist, as they have this year been visited by agents. This one
fact. more than accounts for the difference. But it is also Vo be rernem-
bered, that money has been stili more scarce, and owing Vo this strin-
gency the contributions of some of the visiVed Br&nch es, as weil as
of many which did without help, have fallen off. On the other hand,
not a few of those doing without belp have sent sums equal, and even
exceeding their contributions both of iast year and the year before, when
ail were v-isited. Looking at these fa.cts, the Directors feel that there is
no reason Vo, regret the policy adopted lust year of developing the self-
dependence of the stronger Branches, but on the contrary, regard it as
decidedly successful. At the saine time they tbinko it will be well Vo
adhere to the original intention of having each Branch visited, at least
once in three year8.

The Directors have desired Vo increase the efficiency more than the
number of Branches, and have therefore checked rather than encouragea
the hasty starting of new ones. Yet, whenever there appeared a good
prospect for the sustenance of an efficient Branch, instructions have been
given for the formation of such. In this way Ven new Brançhes have
been added Vo the hist, seven of which have remitted handsome sums,
and it is hoped that the others will very s)on send their contributions.
Three of these, Ayton, Preston, and Tavistock, h*e begmi their iife
with great vigour, and show every sign of becoming valuable belpers.a
Their membership is largely German, and it is very encouraging to note
the zeal and succesis of the Rev. Mr. Kappele, in eniisting our German
brethren in the Society's work of spreading God's Word. They are
ent.eriyag into it with a heartinees th..t would rnjoice the bourt of the
"ret Luther, did he witness it. News bas alsoa arrived witbin the MMs
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few days of the formation of a neWr Branch at Emerson, in Manitoba.
Oti the other hand there have been struck off the iist eleven Branches,
which have been totally uulproductVve for several year8, Bo that the num-
ber on the list remains the same, but there hau been a real increase of
strength. There are 366 Branches ini direct communication, and 86
belonging to, the London Auxiliary.

AGEN CY.
The visitation of the Branches has been done by one permanent and

twenty-four provisional agents, at a cost of $3,409.70, which is $798
more than the same item last year. This8, however, wau expected, and is
fully accounted for by the fact that it includes a whoîe year's salary and
expenses of the Permanent Agent, whereas last year he was paid for only
six months and a haif.

lIn accordance with the original intention and in order to secure one
of the valuable advantages of the provisional system, five new agents
were employed in the place of gentlemen who had served the Society for
several ye<mr. lIn this way a large number of ministers in our Province
wili become thoroughly acquainted with the operations of our Society,
and will during the rest of their lives more actively influence the mem-
bers of their respective churches in support of it. lIn the reports of the
annual meetings of the Branches, we frequently find former agents men-
tioned as delîvering hearty, instructive and telling addresses in the inter-
est of the good cause.

Thc- difficulties met by the agents in travelling have been less than
usual. But the uuireasonableness of some of the Branches in expecting
the agents to vi8it them just at the time that will suit each one of them
best, and the endeavours which have been made to meet their wishes,
have caused trouble to the agents and expense to the Society which
might have been saved. Sorne of the agents have also had much diffi-
culty in getting answers to somae of their communications. The Directors
are glad to know that the oficers of moat Branches are prompt ini
attending to these matters ; but they hope that i the coming year, ail
wilf remen ber that a penny saved is a penny gained, and will use their
best efforts to get up good meetings at the times of the agents' proposed
visit, lit is worthy of notice that the postponed meetings are often
great failures, both as to attendance and resuité.

When they look at the resulta of the operations of the year, and find
that the free contributions fromn the fielà under th% immediate su pevi-
sion of the Board, have increased in such a year as the past, the Il)irec-
tors feel that there is much reason to regard the present Plan as good,
and to, congratulate the Society on the generai efficiency of the Agents,
the .BMnch Officers, and the Coilectqrs.

DISTRIBUTION.

The numaber of Bibles, Tes}amenta, and Portions which have been
issued from the Society's House during the twelve months is 38,J74,
being 603 more than the number sent out last year.

0f the'above, 3,719 were sold, and 1,377 i8sued gratuitously at the
Depositofy in Toronto; 27,754 sent to Branch Depositories; 5,.324 to
Colporteurs ; 1,939 were in other languages than in Engli8h, and 19
were Portions in raised characters for the blind.

The total nurnber of copies isgued by the Society since it8 formation
is 1,010,717.

COLPORTAGL

T'he Board regrets to report that the Colportage of the Society hua
been serioualy hindered by death, sickness, and the difficulty of getting
faithful, competent, and robust men,- fitted for this arduous work. Mr.
W. Strain., wh> had been several years in the service of the Society,
died ini October. Althoug'h he had flot been ill for any length of time
before hi@ death, yet it took several weeks.to get a suitable man to fill
his place ; and several of the other colporteurs have been hindered by
acikneas and other circumestances. When thes int.erruptions, and the

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very great scarcity of money are considered, it is not surprising that
the number of issues through this channel is much smaller than it wau
last year ; nor will any one think that this decrease is owing Vo, any lack
of zeal or faithfulness on the part of the colporteurs. The time employed
in thi8 worlç has amounted Vo an aggregate of 49 months, and the nuim-
ber of copies circulated by this instrumentality tc 5,070.

Efforts have been mnade through the whole year to'secure the services
of a competent colporteur, able to speak both French and English, to
labour in'the *Province of Manitoba. Within the last few weeks these
efforts have been su&~essful, and the Directors trust that in the comiflg
year niuch of the good seed will, by God's help, be sowed -in that im-
portant field, and afterwards bear fruit tu-His glory in the salvation of
Many souls.

The Directors regret the hindrances met in this part of the Society's
work ail the more on account of the increased demand amoný the peo-
ple for the Seriptures, which bas been evident from the monthly reports,
and they are more and more impressed with the importance of this in'-
strumentality. It is to be remembered that the colporteurs are not
mere hawkers, and that the resuit of their labours cannot be measured
only by the number of copies circulatd. They are men who by their
life and conversation commend the Book the), carry, and lead many
who do flot purchase from them to read Bibles already possessed but
hitherto unused. Their reports are full of interest. Some extracts are
given. at page 30.

SISTËR SOCIETIES.

The Direct>ors regret that reports have flot yet been received fromn the
~'Kingston, Montreal, New Brunsw¶ck and Nova Scotia Bible Societies.

The Ottawa Society is continuing to carry on its work with vigour. , -

bas followed the example of this Society in employing provisional
agents, and reports that Ilthe resuit has so far justified the expectation
that it would be beneficial," that the annual meetings were larger than1' formerly, and that an impulse had been imparted to the Branches,
which are reported tý be healthier and more promising than they were a
few years ago, though somne stili languish. The Colportage of this So-
ciety bas always been faithfully attended Vo, and its records are very
interesting; but show that9tboir sales have been niuch hindered by the
stringency of the tirnes. Owing Vo this and other causes, they hadl noV
employed quite seo many colporteurs as izu the previous year., The report
of the Quebec Bible Society bas nbV yet been received, but in a recent
letter, the Secretary pronme Vo, give some particulars about their French
-Çolportage work, whicb he Baye Ilthanks Vo your continued geperosity,
we have ben enabled to prosecute with considerablepuccees.y lu ano-
ther par-t of his letter, he says they are almost entiýrely dependent upon
the aid received from this Society for the maintenance of the French
Canadian Colportage. Again he Bay: "We are so conipletely hedged <e
ion ail side8 by thoge who are utterly opposed to, the work in which

we are engaged, that it requires a good d eal of outaide aid to enable tu
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to make any progress whatever. The colporteur we have at present in
the field, a Mr. Gildas, is a fearless, whole-souled man, and proleeutes
his work with much energy-"

It is. a great pleasure to the Directors of the Upper Canada Bible So-
ciety, to report that the Centennial year of the United States has been
one of encouraging resuits to our neighbour and eider sister, the Amer-
ican Bible Society. Their report É~or 1876-7 has, of course, not yet been
published; but the 11ev. Dr. Gilman, the senior 8ecretary, haw cour-
teously forwarded the leading figures, showing the resluita of their ope-
rations..ý It is true that the number of their issuea, and the proceeds of
their sales, have fallen short of the previous year ; being respectively
6291,726 and $230,790 against 684,641 and $276,205. But, considering
the scarcity of money this was to be expected, and Dr. Gilman reports
'that their home distribution lias been very satisfactory, in view of its
hiaving reached parts of their country where there was great lack. kt
was expected also, that when ail their returns came in from foreign lands,
the entire circulation abroad would prove to have been in excess of lust
year. Their foreign work is growing upon their hands.

It is very pleasingto find that, notwithstanding the continued dul-
ness in commercial matters, our neighbours have, in the year î their
national rejoicing, given in free contributions towards'the 4read of
God's Word, $61,800 more than in the preceding twelve months. It is
hoped that thig'will prove a stimuiating example t, ourselves and others.

The year has also been marked by a pleasant interchange, of greeting
hetween the two Societies. Your Directors were invited by the American
Bible Society to send a representative to their anniversary at Philadel-
phia, lust May. The invitation was gladly accepted, and the 11ev. Mr.
Ross wus sent. He was rnost cordially received, and when visiting the
great International Building, wus ruch gratified to findbthe, exhibita of
theArcerican Bible Society, and of our own great parent the British
and Foreign B3ible Society, shown in one case ; a fit emblem of the bond
which should unite the two nations in thig holy work of spreading God's

SWord among the lesu favoured millions of the earth. Hie found also,
that the Pennsylvania Bible Society had a pavilion in the grounds of
the Exhibition, where, before the close, many copies of the scriptures in
various tongues, were, sold to visitors from, ail lands. To-night we are
favoured with the presence of a representative of the American Bible
Society, in the person of its President, William H. Allen, Esq, LL.D.,
whom the Directors and ail members of the* "society cordially welcome ;
in the first place in hîs official capacity, but aloo as the personal friend
and connection of the much esteemed tiret agent of our Society, the late
Bishop Richardson. Hie is accompanied by the Secretary of the Penn-
sylvania Bible Society, the ROY. Dr. Torrence, whom the Diretors are
sure will be heartily received by all friends of the cause. The Directors
helieve that the8e visita will be looked bacl to for îuany years, as occa-
sions of both pleasure and profit.
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THE BRITISH AND FOREIGN BIBLE SOCIETY.

a larger circulation of the Scriptures, through the instrumentality of the Bible
women, than in any simfla.r period. The number of copies sold within the
yefr has reached a total of 12,269, anid realized the surn of £1,659, whalt the
numbçr of subscribers yet to, be aupplied amounts to 7,124.

0 FRANCE.

M. Monod continues to prosleute his work with hia.characterietic care and
energy, giving mucli attention to colportage. Large numbers of Testa-
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monts and portions werd distributed among the sufferere from. the inundations.
No difficulty was found in inducipig the people to accept these; on the con..
tre.ry, great gratitude was ezpres8ed for the kindnesa shown, and in flot a
few cases the recipients collected what money they could for the purchase of
a whole Bible. Sixty-two colporteurs had been engaged for a longer or
shorter period.

The total sales by colportage and through the depôts have amounted to
,71,725 copies, against 64,540 in the preoeding year. Those to rl iu
societies and pther agencies number 18,073, and the free grants, including the
gift>s to sufférors fromn the flooda, have amounted to 5,848, giving a total of
95,646 copie.,

OERMANY.

Notwithstanding- the vast sums which flowed into the German excheqfuer
aiter the Franco-Germnan war, there had been much commercial depression.
There had al-io been not a littie religious excitement. Neither of these con-
ditions is favourable to the work in which the Bible Society is engaged,
though both serve to, illustrate the truth which the Bible unfold.Iut
.thougli the poWer to purchase the Scriptures had been limited, a season of
adversity mnay not have been unfavourable to growth in grace, and if the ex-
citement consequent upon legisiative action in connection with questions of
ecclesiastical policy has disturbed for a time the peace of the churches, re-
suite may yet bé developed which shail prove " that the Lord hath founded
Zion, and the poor of His people ehail trust in it. "

The circulation of the -Scriptures within the limite of the agency had
reached a total of 297,242 copies, conaisting of 88,175 Bibles, 185,193 Testa-
menta, and 23,874 Portions.

The Rtev. G. P. Davies points out that the decrease ini the Gerinan issues.
has taken place among Protestant populations only.

Lt às pleasant to be able to record that efforts which, for special reasons, h.ad,
durmng the year, been concentrýted upon work among Roman Catholioe, had
been eminently successful. God lias opened doors in a wonderful matiner,
giving facility of access to those long shrouded in the darkness of ignorance
and superstition, and the same Hand through which entrance lias been oh-
tained, has supplied the means for the accomplialiment of His purpose.

% A USTRIÀ.

Mr. Millird commences his report with an allusion to -the struggles and
troùbles of the past year, which had induced.him, to anticipate, a reduction in
his sales. Sucli, however, has flot been the case, for though, in nome locali-
ties the number does not reach last year's amount, yet taki ngthe agency as
a whole, there is an increase in the issues of J ,853 copies. These have con-
sisted of 26,682 Bibles, 53,184 New Testaments, and 37,444 Portions, or
117,310 volumes, and if to, these are added 21,017 eupplied to other agencie,
a total will be reached of J 38,321.

It le pleasant to find that in a province of Austria so difficuit to, reach as
the Tyrol, as many as 4,378 copies of the Scriptures have been distributed.

Another mubject of congratulation to which Mr. Milliard alludei lias refer-
ence to the cbaracter of hie colporteurs.,wHe feels it an hor&our to, be
connected with a body of mon who, thougli of different calibre as regards

-qualifications, are yet, ho believes, with one heart and one mind seeking to
serve God, and are supporting the testmny of t~he Book they circulate, by
the example of the lives which they lead.TEo Bible Society is thus confer-
ring a double benefit upon the peuple among wbom it works. The men and
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the Book speak the same language, witness to the same Truth, and honour
the same Lord ; and even where the Book is proscribed, and the people ne-
glect it, there is an eloquence in the calm fortitude and meek forbearance of
the men, which wins its way to hearts hitherto hard, and removes prejudices
hitherto insuperable.

POLAND.

From the Depot at Warsaw a distribution has been made of 18,082 volumes,
consisting of 4,312 Bibles, 5,860 Testaments, and 7,910 Portions. The use
of the Russ language is becoming more general, and the Polish Jews have
also bought largely. The colporteurs have to contend with a good deal of
bigotry, but, at the same time, no field of labour seems to furnish more
striking incidents illustrative of the sovereignty of God a.nd the power o~f
Divine Truth.

ITÀLY.

The mere mention of Italy in connection with the dissemination of God's
Truth seems always to give freah fervour to the prayer of faith, and to fan
into renewed ardour thé flanie of holy expectavion. W}hatever be the motive,
he who is longing for the extension of the Redeemier's kingdomi looks often
towards Italy for some signs of loyalty Jo its rightful King, as a prelude to
the setting up of that.kingdom, of which there shail be no end. Nor is the
interest which the Christian takes in this ]and, so farned for the inaturity of
its art and the refinement of its taiste, without a reflex influence upon his ow-n
soul. Its present condition sounds a warning to, which it is weil that he
should give heed. If painting, or statuary, or music or architecture oould
have spiritualized the camnai or vitalized the dead, here would hpve been
found the scene of art's triumph and the proof of its power. Biit if amidst
ail that is 'magnificent in art, and refined in taste, the tide of sensuality ià at
the flood4, and that of morality st the ebb, and the Gospel of the grace of God
remains unheedéd, what hope is there that the cultivation of methetics will
become the channel of light and life to, immortal souls. No. The way in
which. God workz is altogether different to, this. 1'Thy word is Truth," and
"6the entrance of Thy word giveth light, it giveth understanding to the sim-
pie." Such às God's purpose as regards every land, and in seeking to spread
the knowledge of God's Truth among the Italians the Society may rely upon
God's promise for a blessing.

The condition of Italy during the year had in some respecta been favour-
able to tbe work-; it has been a year .of peace and plenty, calling for grati-
tu de to Him who crowneth the year with Hiz goodness, and whose paths drop
fatness. The colporteurs have consequently met with leua difficulty in their
sales through the pies of poverty, though the enemy is neyer wanting in de-
vices to, keep the sinner from. the Saviour. Two active colporteurs had
been employed in Rome, and one in the surrounding country, with a fair
amount of sucSa. The sales at the Depôt in Rome had amourLted to 8,352
copies. Thirty-five colporteurs had been employed throughout the land, and
by them by far the largest part of the circulation had been effected. The
total distribution by colportage, from the Depôtà, and by other means,
had amounted to 41,194 volumes. This shows a hlight increMae on the issues
of the previous year, but filse far short of the requirements of the population
if they were wifling and able to, read the Word of Çod.

Spain seemas to, b. again closing itaelf againat the operatione of the Society,
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but it in encouraging to know that, in 1875, the sales amonmted to the goodly
number of 5,0'18 Bibles, 8,628 Testaments, and 40,999 Portions, beixig a
total of b4,W4 copies, as againat 50,704 in the previous year. ln addition to
this, 2,748 have been distributed as free gifta, and 3,000 have been forwarded
to London, making the total issues from tihe Depot at Madrid 60,293. Four-
teen colporteurs have been employed on an average durmng the whole year,

N who have suoceeded in putting into circulation 35,679 coples, consisting of
3,344 Bibles, 5,071 Testaments, and. 27,264 Portions. eSucli a record of
work duriug a period of great trial must b. considered most encouraging, and
b. suggestive of gratitude and praise to the (iiver of ail good, the more so as
the. increase in the circuilation has extended not only to the sinailer Portions,
but to Bibles and Testaments.

NORWAY, SWEDEN, &C.

In both Norway and Sweden, the circulation had been about the sai e as
in the previous year, but in both countries the fruit of former efforts in begin-
ning to appear. lu place of the. apath y and indifference which prevailed a
few years ago, there la proof of spiritual life and Christian entCjprise, which
have sprung from the. seed of the. Word, watered by the deW of the Holy
Spirit. New chturches, home mimsions, and Gospel tents, are appearmng in
various localities, ehowing that the. work 4 the evangelist and the colpor-
teur act and re-act upon each other. The. Bible mrates a need for the. mis-
sionary,' and the misaionary croates a need for the. Bible. %

In iBelgium and HolIand, there had been nothing of apecial interest
reported during the year. In Portugal, the work had been going on st.adily,
and the, agent wrote very hopefuliy. The ,report of the work ini D.nmark
was very encouraging ; there had been a large increase in the circulation of
the. Scripturos, and a revival of 'spiritual 11f.. In Russia, thero is mucli to
encourage the. hope that the. circulation of God'a Word, th7roughout its vaist
extent, wifl bu marked by a very rapid growth. In Greece, Dr. Thomson re-

pot that there lias arisen a genuine spirit of inquiry about Divine
ruth, which lias been mainly produced by the circulation of the. Word of

God. In Turkey, the operations of the Society -had partaken of the general
depression; but there had not been wanting interesting and encouraging in-
cidentis, some of which wer. maerted in the RCooRDzR of last September, and
nme of which seem. to show that the Bible Society is the. agency boat fitted
to reacli the. Mahommedans.

la Syria and Plestine, owx*ng to *the s.verity of the winter and the. pre-
valence of choiera, the sales hais been somewhat loua'than in the previous y.ar,
aud considorable difficulties romain, but the. Agent is not-daunted, and is Up-
hield by f aith in God's promises concerning this interesting country.

INDIU.

The. reports of the Auxiliaries in India are ail cheering. ThQy are coh-
tinuing their extensive Colportage work with very important resuits, and it is
acknowledged by secular newspapers th6t the. Bible is be inningthvea

imense influence ail ove? india. Some of the interesting incidents con-
nected with the. Society's work in thua denaely populated country, were
inserted in the January rSRDmu.

Colportage, from varions causes, has neither been se .extenuive.nor no suc-
oesdfil as in former years, sud yet withiri the. period to which Mfr. Wylie's.
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report refers, the colporteurs have visited 34 prefcctures (each prefecture
being about the size of an average English coumity) and 7 departments, and
have sold the Scriptures in 102 districts, and to. the extent of 29,818 copies.
if , therefore, no superstructure of an imposing character has ae yet been raieed
to God's glory, a foundation has neverthelesB been laid on which we may
build securely, and to which we may fairly look for the Divine blessing.

But Colportage is not now, us it was once, a sufficient test of the progrems
of our work,. which is, assuming a different aspect through the co-operation of
missionaries. Colporteurs -have in many parts of the empire been the pio-
neers, but now that missions are extending their agency, missionaries are to
a great extent taking'up the work which the Bible*Society initiated. They
itinerate through the country; and besides preaching the Gospel, sow the good
seed o>f the Word in a printed form, and by insisting upon the book which
they distribute being sold and not given, they leave behind them norAo testi-
mony to God's love which is mnore likely to he lasting in its character than
their own words, however fitly spoken. Through every agency then, as far
as they have *traced, the issues within the limits of this vast empire have
arnounted to 100>71 volumes.

JAPÂN.

The Committee have not muoh to report concerning the progreas of Bible
circulation in Japan during the past year. It is yet a day of smail things,
aYid thoùgh from some pointa of view the work looks hopeful, the present is
at beat but a seed time, and the husbandman muet have long patience.
Missionaries are stili novices in the use and cong1truction of the languiage,
and only feeling their way toward the desired end-an idiomatic translation
of the Soriptures in the vernacular of the country. The four Gospels have
already been printed by the A merican Missionaries, and the stock being al-
most exhauisted, a new edition was to be printed at the expense of our Parent
Society.

SOUTH AMBRICA.

Though the action of the Bible Society with reference to, the vast continent
(>f South America may appear very insignificant when compared with the
extent of the field which needa to be cultivated, and the thirsty nature of uts
parched ground, yet it is causing heavenly doctrine to, drop as the email ramn
uipon the tender herb, and as showers upon the grass. Large comiunities
may not be seen arising to oust off the yole of superstition under wbich they
have long groaned, but gradually the colporteur is bearing the message of
salvation to the dead in sin, and the blessed Book which proclaima liberty to
the captives, and the opening of the prison to them that are bound, ià finding
its, way into many homes.

AFRICA.

.Ea.st Afiric-SeveraI letters have been recoived from, the Right Rev.
Biehop Steere in the course of the year, dated Zanzibar, which, are of an en-
couraRing character, hoth as regards the translation of the Seriptures in the
Swahili language, and the progrems of missionary work generally.

&SmM Âfrica-The reports of the auxiliaries at Cape Town, Graham Town,
Natal, &c., are for the most part encouraging, anit very interesting accounts
of Missionary work in Basutoland have been received. The Sesuto New
Testamett was ready for the press, and more than haîf the Qld Testament
had been completed.

West Africa. -A very encouraging letter from the Rev. J. Zimmerinan telle
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q f good work being done by the Re v. F. R,,anmeyr and others whûwere re-
leased by the British oxpedition in 1874, 1fter 41eyears captivity in Coomas-
aie. The letter tolls of old Chriatians who had to use spectacles learning to
read, and Mir. Z. says the Missionaries are astonished at how the young men,
who never had a proper teacher before, are at homo& ini their Bible. Mr.
Zimmerman is himseIf engaged on the revizion of the GA Blible, which is a
work of much labour, but which. ho hopes to, see coinpleted.

Towards the conclusion of thefr rprt, the Committee of the Parent
Society refer to the loud cries for their help, coming from Rueia, Peysia and
Japan, which they were prayerfully conBidering how best to respond to, with
most advantago to the cause.

It will be interesting to the frienda of the Society to, recali the fact that
during a period of littie more than ton years, separate agencies haè~e been
established in Spain,' Portugal, Austria, and South ftussia, whilst depots have
b)een opened at Mrid, Lishon, Rome, Mo8cow, Odessa, Charkoff, and Tifflis,
as well as in Vienna, Trieste, Klausenburg, Lemberg, Pesth, Prag ue, and

'a.rsaw ; a sufficient proof, the Comniittee venture to ho lieve, theit t he great
intorests which they have been commiasioned to watch over have been directed
and controlled b y a wisdom, and power suporior to, their ow-n.

The survey of their Dornestic field was most encouraging, and the Com-
mittoe had reoeived moat cordial approval of the cours they hawd pursued,
ITh?? Free Income of the Society amounted to £1 16,802 5s. Od., whilst the'

sum received for Scriptures sold both at home and abroad had risen to £105,e-
410 2d. 3d. , which, with £108 la. 8d., received on account of a Ppecial fund

vfor India Colportage, made a total of £222,320 8s. lld.I
The issues for the year were 2,682,185 volumes, and the total isfues since

the formation of the Society, amounted to 76,432,723.
These are very uencouraging figuires; but if any one uinagine that therefore

it is time to rest in this matter, let hlm ponder thoughtfully a remarkable
paragraph which we culi from, the combined report of the District Secre-
taries:

" Withmn the laut few months a statement has been made to the effeet that
the population of our globe mncreases at the rate of about eleut millions annu-
alIy, and probably these figures are below the mark. The Scriptures. circu-
Iated , not only by our Society, but by it and every other similar organization,
do not amount to, more. thân five milions per annum, or not haif Mhe Vearly
increase of the world's populuition. Add to this startling fact that there are
at leasi a thotisand millions who neyer yet posaessed a copy of the Bible, and
does not the command of Jehovah, delivered by BIà servant Moses on the
shore of the Red Sea, souxid forth loudly to, Hia eople again to-day,"' Speak
unto the children of Israel that they Gojoricard Y' 7

This shows how far Britain in from havmng yet accomplizhed her work in
this lier most important mission, of giving to earth's millions the Holy Bible
which has 80, blessed -her own thousands, and if there àa work for Britons to
do, Canadians must and will bo found ready for their share of if.

In ail 8uch cases 1
called attention to the fact, and suggested that the Committee Bhouild procure
a suitable preas, set it so as to attract the attention of persona calling, and get
a snîall sign attached to it, or at the dogr of the above. .. Lucknor.- As
1 had to leave by early train tht followmi-g mnorning, I mnade my inspection of
the Depository before the public meeting. Thé stock on hand wus ini good
condition, and l>lace(I in a press in a conspicuous place. The sales last year
were far in advance of those of t.he year before, and the Depositaries, Messrs.
Kerr and MeKinnion, evinced the înterest they took in the circulation ýf the
Scriptures by opening a Sub or Branch Depository in an(>ther st4Dre, which
they have out of Lucknow. The Branch in A~ irdeytille had flot donie rnuch
during the pust year. Thure seems to have been neither Secretary, Treasuicr.
nor Depotiltary appuinted at the lust meeting, or at Ieast their name8 were not
returned Vo the office in Toronto. If collectoirs were chosen, they had nit
acte-d, and it came tW the knowledge of your Agent that o'ne friend there,
who had long been a supporter of the Bible Society, had remitted a liberal
contribution directly to Toronto, not knowiiig anyone in the place through
whom it could be sent. Under the circumstances it waa plainly xny dutyv to
do what lay in my power to awaken dormant energios, and give as suitable
advice as I co uld, and this F attempted to do, and in doirig it, received valu-
able aid froma Mr. Ferguson and others. Contrary Vo expectation, the public
meeting wus a t.olerably fair one. The Rev. M1r. Jones, President, occulied
the chair. The Rev. Mr. Armnstrong of the Methodist Church, and Mr.
Ferguaon, in whose Church the meeting was held, were also presenit and to4m,k
part in the proceediui'a.' At the close, Office-bearers were chosen, and a Con-.
mittee appointed, eni racing, 1 helieve, members from the different religlous
denominatio 5 s in the place. As Mr. Jones had expressed an earnest wigh to
be released, of the Preaidency, Mr. Fergiison was cadled Vo, that poition.

/ Alter ail public business had been finished, the new Preiident immediately
called a meeting of the C(omiittee, and required of them, in the first -place,
to becomie mernbers of the Sod'iity by 1,ecoming sobscribers to its funds. He
set the exa.nmple himsetf, and he was cheerfully. and promptly followed by al
present, s0 that a consîderable aniount was realized on the spot. Sonie
other matter was transacted, when a sub-oomitittee was chosen to examine
the stock and see what wua requnred to meet the waait.s of the liocality, to, re-
port at an early day; there is every prospect that the Society bas now entered
1xpon a new career which it wili pursue with zeal.

May
the littie one soon become a thousand..-.....January, 1877.-After
remaining here an hour or 80, 1 loft for Pine River; part of the way 1 got a
ride, but had Wo walk the rest of the distance. Calling on the Rteverend Mr.
Graham, ho ext4cnded to, me a Most hearty and hospitahie welcome. in
the e'xenitig a meeting wus held in his churvh. OnIy a few persona were pre-
seny-.,but they were, unanimous ini the opinion that a brànch should be
formned, au there wu a considerable tract in the neighbourhood in which the
operations could be caried on, and fromn which contrib,,n nigtbecl
lected for the good cause. Mr. Graham feit very mnucnhe~ want of such an

1 wcnt
one day to, Newtonbrook and back, made forty visita and sold twenty copies
of the Scriptures. r lef -. homne in the morning, before eight o'clock. 1 visited
ail the houses along the Kingaton road on each aide to Norway. 1 have visited
Don Mount, Danford road, Chester Village, Todmaorden, and the 2nd con-
cessionl, up Yonge Street as far as York Milis. I have sold ninety Bibles and
one hundred and eleven Testaments, exclusive of three Bibles and four Testa-
ments with Psalms. 1 have found six families without Bibles. 1 gave away
four, one a Reference Bible, and alzo a seventy cent bible to a poor widow
womnan. . . . . Had it flot been for the scarcity of tnoney, 1 coulc? have
S'Ad a great number more çopies. I have travelled more in this month than
I could continue to, do ; the roadB being good, 1 was anxious to do ail 1 could
on the outakirts of the city and villages not far distant, as on account of
famnily affliction, 1 w&s flot able to do any work in the summer. 1 promised
to cali with several that w ere not prepared to buy in No vember. This month
wus the most delightful and encouraging ini the Master's work. May the
Lord give me more of the Spirit of my Divine Master in pointing sinners to
the Lamb of God that taketh away the sin8 of the world. .

Il November. -Altogether these two months, the Lord hau opened up a large
and an effectua1 door for the circulation of Bis own 'word. The following
is a 9uxnmary of my labours fr the pust two monthê-xniles.travelled, 755;
visita, two thousand and fifty ; Scx•ptures sold, 453 ; Scriptures with Psalms,
thirty-nine; sold to Rornanists eight copies Scriptures, given ten copies."

Mit. Wm. McPn.in, May 1876.-" 1 could not venture too far from homne
on account of the precarious state of my complaint, the doctor advî8ing me
not to, venture too, far from home, lest 1 should get wet and the sciatica re-
turn again. 1 came over to the township again on the fifteenth, and worked
hard. The demand for Bibles anid Teataments is good, but money is very
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scarce.. .... September. -1 found the people showing great earnest-
reen in buying Bibles and Testaments, but the duiness feit ail over is seen in
the buying of Bibles, as well as in other business. Very few houses showed
apathy or want of interest in the Bible Society

"October. - There la a real demand for Bibles, but there is no prospect for
getting moigey. There are many who expres.ed their approbation and thanks
to the SociUy for affording themn a chance to know mot only of the cheapniess
of the Bibles and Testaments, but especiafly of the motives of the Society, of
which they were quite ignorant. Many asked how. much per cent. 1 wu al-
t >wed on the sale. 1 always carry the invoioe, and -if any one asks aeduction
in the prico, I show themn the invoice and explain the Motives of the Society.
'l do aIl 1 can to show them what the Soýciety is doing, not only at home,
but throtughout the whole world. "

MR. WM.* STRAIN, June, 1876.-" Havin,, been obiged by delicate health
* to remain in Flesherton, in the county of Grey, I was able to start again on

Thumrday, 1 st of June, and arrived in Pa.isley the «next day, and found -my
stock of books in good order, i1iider the care of a Christian gentleman *h(-
ruade no charge for storage. 1 received a kind invitation f rom persons in the
township of Eldersley, in which Paisley standz. 1 complied with thei
wishes, as they wanted books, and afterwards 1 have laboured in parts of
Bruce township, and have fotind the people kind. Owing to the scarcity of
inoney at this season I madýe as many sales as I could have reasonably ex-
pected. The people are chiefly Highland Scotch, and much the larger por-
t ions of my sales were Bibles and Testaments with Psalms. 1 got a iood
serviceable homse and buggy, at a reasonable rate. 1 have been to Bee Kev.
Dr Bell, of Walkerton. H1e is a worthy gentleman. He took much interest
in my work, and thinks that Bruce, Huron and Kincardine will require my
services. . . . Augpt.-The same day, when returning to, My field of
labour, 1 wus overtaken with a he 'avy shower of ramn at Patrick K-'s gate,
aiid wus obliged to, take shelter in his house. He aaked ime if I believe the
Pope to be Anti-Christ, but I thought it best t-o give an evasive answer. 1
said we were both big-feeling Irishinen, and if we entered on that subject we
wouild be sure to use words and arguments that would rouge bitter resent-
ment on both Bides, and 1 thought it best not to commence. Patri-ck's wif e
a.greed that 1 wus right. He then said,. Well, you are a very forgiving man,
to shelt-er in my house after the mannet in which 1 spoke Wo yon at the fence
in the early part of the day. 1 said that wus nothing, and we parted good
friends. Hia soni; got out my horse, fixed me up, opened the gate, and I
went on my way rejoicing, thinking of the trials and opposition the Blessed
Master and Saint Paul had to endure. . . . September.-At the comn-
mencement I had got throughi the townships of Kiiicardine and Huron, and
other parts about Lucknow, but~ 1 had recollected that when in Brant and
Bruce many families urged me to visit them after harveat, when they ex-

pectd hve te mansof buying my book. Accordingly, I moved t
WValkerten, and had a word with Rev. Dr. Bell, who advised me to try, he

I tried agairi on the fifth and sixth,
but the' weather being unfavourable I felt worse on the eighth ; had Wo cease
on account of sicknesa, and did not feel able Wo recommence until the fif-
teenth. .. ... June.-During the month scarce anything took place to
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iiiake many reniarks about ; found s0111 kknd friends and but few eneinie.4 to

myseif or the work iii which 1 M'&5 engaged ini. Many 8aid to me " you are
engaged in a good work." .. . . September.-The people generally
gave ine a kind reception, and in many instances seened anxious to obtaimi
the Word (f God. We found four fanmiies without the Bible. One womail
Sitid suie always intended to, get one, and your agent had the pleasure of stmp-
îplying her wit.h perhaps the first one she evor owned. Another said Blue had
h)eeni narried nearly four years and neyer had a Bible, but had given an order
foir a large Faiiuily Bible. It is a pity that some who possess Family Bibles do)
liot iise them oftener. 1 saw often the Family Bible brouglit out of its hidinr-
jdace and showiî to, me with pride, but seldom used or even another used
ini its place. '%%"e think that your Society is doing a good iw.ork ini supplying
every-day Bibles. A Roman Catholic womian would, 1 think, have purchased
a Testament, but was dissuaded by a tieighibour declaring it is flot the right
kiM'd for you. Another ceue wus that of a family who owned about haif of a
Bible (Brevier type). and we, as your agent, presented theni with one for
thteir children, wlîich seemed to, be thankfully received. They aliso promised
that if w'e return, and they have nieans to purchase one with a large type,
tlîcy will de) so. It is pleasing Vo notic ho gladiy the children welcoine otir
vsits. Sonie of themn will run Vo bring qlt their long hoarded store of cop-
pers, and tender thern for payment of a Testament when it is perhaps noV
mo<re than haif the price of one, then their mothers corne Vo their hellp aftd
the price is made up, and their joy is great. We have enjoyed being ern-
ployed by your excellent Society in the noble work of spreading God's Truth,
but in consequence of a severe cold caught some time Rince, and subsequent
weakness, we shall be compelled to rest for a time, but if in the futture we are
able we shall be very happy Vo servp your Society and the cause of Truth
agyain. Hopingi that God'8 richest blessing may rest more abundantly upon
the Society and its agents, we are yours faithfully."

MR. EDWARD ROTHWELL, July, 1876.-" The fail 1 had wua a'bad one, but
1 amn irproving every day and will be on the road again next Monday....
October.-Many expressed great degire Vo buy but lacked the means, conse-
quently the amount of gratisdistribution exceeds thiet of any previous mnonth.
1 only gave under the preicribed circumstances. I s tiil meet the cry, Why
nat go to the back counities. I meet it by Bhowinghow much destitution ex-
ist8 in the old« townships, even round the large towns. Who would search
out these cases of want and gupply them if the Society did not' I arn satis-
fied that nobody would, nor wquld one out of tepi of the parties avail themi-
selves of the benefit through the depositories. 1 should say from what 1 Bee,
th.at a visit once iii five or six years wiIl always be required, chiefly in the
interest of the poor. ' The. poor you have always with you,' is as true Dow
a-, in oui Lord's ministry, and nowhere is the Vruth more palpable , than in
the rliest districts.

ANNIVERSÀRY MEETING.

ANNIVERSARY MEETING.

The thirty-soventh anniversary meeting_ of the Upper Canada Bible Society
took place on Wednesday evening, 2nd May, in the Metropolitan Church,
Rev. Dr. Ryerson in t he chair. There waa a large audience, and greut
intere8t was manifested ini the pcedin.

The meeting was opened by t he singng of the hymn, "The heavens de-
clame Thy lory, Lord," followed by reading of Scripture aind prayer by the
Rev. W. . Briggs.

The Chairman, in hie introductory rem&rkz, saxd that hie was deeply sensi-
ble of the honour conferréd upon him by the Board of the Uprr Canada
Bible Society in requesting him to preuide in the absence of he hnourable
and honoured President, the Hon. G. W. Mlan, to whose introductory and
expository remarks at the commencement of each anniversary meeting they
had Iistened with 80 much edification and 80 much delight. The senior
Vice-President, Dean Grasett, wus also absent, whose ilinese on hie recent
voyage to England excited 80 much anxiety, and whose recovery on his
arrivai in England, after hie life had been des paired of,' afforded no great an
aniount of thankfulnese. He feit a great deal of melancholy in rising to ad-
dresa them in the recollection that one of the Vice-Presidenta, a near relative of
the Very Rev. Dean Grasett, and whose laboure and influience had ever been
identifled with the Society, had been called from the scelle of labour to the
scene of reward. He referred to the Rev. Canon Baldwin. He hoped
they wolild be stimnulated to imitate the labour of love of their departed
friend. He came before them not as a new advocate of the Bible Society.
He happened the other day to corne acros an old speech, the onîy speech
which he ever wrote before deliverance. Ite endorsement was as follows :
" My firatspeech at a Bible Society meeting on a vote of thanke to, the
Hon. J.R. Dunn, at the anniversary meeting in May, 1830." During
nearly haif a century he had been identified with thé work of the Bible
Society, and had witnessed its operations ini this country, and to, nome
extent in the old country, with deep interest, great delight, and fervent
gratitude. During the put year he had made hie laut trip to Europe, and
arri ving there the flist week in J une and leaving the firet week in,. February,
he had an opportunity during the elght months of making some observations
on the operation and extending inflence of Bible distribution a.nd Bible

rading During none of hie eigbt previous visite had he ever "een no
men yBibles for sale in LoRdon, or in the chuarches, or so, much Bible reading
in the congregations of those churches. Neyer had hie seen such indications
of the vigour and earnestness, and fervent piety and aggreasiveness of the
Protestants generally in England as du'riing hie recent visit. He believed
that at no period of Englieh History had there been no much piety, n0 much
extensive benevolence, so much earnesft aggression upon the errors ind vice.s
of the day, so much exertion in the distribution of God's Holy Word, et>
much faithfiilnesa in the rninistry of the Word, as at this present hour. He
believed that Protestant England wus stronger and more earnet rnd more
extensive in ail its benevolent institutions and religious labours than ever
before. He rejoioed that in this counitry the operations of the Bible Society,
instesd Of meeting with an c heck or with an y degree. of decflne, etill pros-
pered in the. work of = Mtrbuing the Word of God throughout the. Iand. It
was not the. duty or the provinoe of the. chairman, of a m~to, make what
wasa called a speech, and e had souglit for many years in' Îi littie addresses
at public meetings to, merit the blessi? inke -b--y the woman who, on the
conclusion of a meeting in England, aaid, " God ble:s the man who made the
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short speech." Hie had no doubt that the speakers who were te follow would
expound the principles and dlaims of this Society in a way he would not hope
to rival.

Mr. Baldwin, the Permanent Secretary, then nioved the adoption of the
report, which will be found elBewhere.

Dr. Geikie seconded the motion, which wu. carried.
Mr C. A. Morse moved the foilowing resohition:- That thanks be

given to the officers, commnittees, anid collectors of the various branches
throughout the country, to whose zeal and energy the Society le Bo much
indebted, and that the following gentlemen be officers and directors for the
ensumngyear.---(See names, page 5.)

Rev.IYK.Robb seconded the resolution, which wus carried.
WV. H. Allen, LL.D., President of the American Bible Society, then ad-

dressed the meeting.
MVr. Fresvl-ent andl Gentlem.-en of th& Upper C'anadia Bible Society,.

When the Managers of the American Bible Society tendered me the hon-
our of preseiiting their salutations to your Society, 1 requested them to send
you a good platform speaker, in preference to one who is no orator ; oneC
who, like Moses, is slow of sptech and of a slow tongue, however unilike hini
in other respects. I was the more desirous that such an one should be se-
lected, that we might reciprocate the compliment which you paid us lust year
by sending us ïas your representative a very eloquent and brilliant speaker.
to whoma we listened with delight. But I was informed that your secretary
had done me the honour to suggest rny name as one that would be acceptable
to y>ur Society. 1 know no reason for so kind a suggestion, ýunless it be
that some fort yyears ago I invaded your city and carried off a &ýibject of fier
Majesty the Queen, and made her a sovereign in nîy own country. I amn,
therefore, not only your brother in Bible-work, but, in some sense, your bro-
t her- in-la w.

1 ara happy to say, however, that the Pennsylvania Bible Society hms
remedied the istake of the Managers of the Parent Society, by associating
with me its W hy Secretary, a gentleman eloquent of speech.

if, thien, you'wiii accept the plain words of one who does not blow a silver
trumpet, I have the pleasure to tender Vo you the fraternal greetings of the
American Bible Society-a So-ciety, second only, in age and, the magnitude of
its work, to the British and Forei n Bible Society. We salute you as brteth-
ren beloved-co-workers with us Ù distributmng the Word of God among
men ; labouring, as we labour, for human emancipation, and civilization, and
salvation ; prosecuting with equal zeal, and as your report proves, with equal
succesa, an enterprise unsurpassed in grandeur by any philanthropic effort of
thiB, nineteenth century.

At the recent Ceiîtennial Exposition in Philadeiphia, where the Dominion
of Canada made exhibitB which gratified ail visitors, and aurprised many who
had been prviualy uninformed of the- productions and weath of your coun-
try ;-at that Exposition the British and Foreign united with the American
Bible Society and exhibited the Bible, or parts of the Bible, in two hundred

lagages.

the exponeixt 1 What time and atudy in the mastery of thoce two hundred
languages preparatory Vo the work of translation 1 What thorough acholar-
ship in makig the translations! What anxiety to render the exact meaning
of the Word of G>d ! W4it oritical scrutiny ini the revision ! What oare-
fuines ini the correction of the proof sheeta ! What fear to add to, the Holy
Book, or to subtract from it a single thought or ahade of thought, lest God
should " take away their part out of the book of life !" And when the

finished volume in each language and dialect, the work of ten, fifteen, or
twenty years, was sent forth for distribution, what earneist prayers that God
would bles the effort to, send tlight to the dark places of the earth, and that
bis servant& who go forth weeping, bearing precious seed, may corne again
with rejoicing, brmnging their sheaves with them.

In this great enterprise the British and Foreign Society has taken the lead,
and ità younger isister, the Arnerican, bas foilowed in the saine path. Both
have one object, one method, a similar systein of auziliaries and branches,
and similar agencies for distribution at home and abroad ; and I may add,
botb are determined to work on until every family on earth shall be supplied
with a Bible, and shaîl be able Wo read it in their native tongue.

It is noteworthy that these two Societies print and dtribute more Bibles
every tbree years than the world contained at*the beginning of the present
century. And recently, as you know, the gabes of countries which for ages
had been closed and barred against the Bible, have swiung wide open to re-
oeive it. Wherever commerce bas found or made a way, the Bible bas gone,
the missionary bam gone, the schoolmaster bas gone, the printing press bas
gone, and the seede of a botter civilization have been sown beside ail waters.

These societies do flot limit their operations by geographical boundaries.
Their field is the world. History informs us that the Pope divided ail newly
discovered countries between Spain and Portugal by a certain meridian. But
the En-lish and Dutch had no very profound respect for the title which. His
Holitiee b.ad given. They dispuited bis right to convey the world in fee
simple. But these societies, with their thotisands of auxiliaries, are dividing

N ~the nations between tbem by warrant of Hini who said " Go ye into aIl the
world and preach the gospel to every creature.-" Experience bias proved that
the printed Word of God is the most effective of preachers. It is not only
the armory from wbich the missionary draws his choicest weapons, it i8 the
moat successful of missionaries. It is itself the gospel of our . bord Jesus
Christ. No burden of coxnmentaries, no learned exegesis can make the ton
commandments or tbe sermon on the rnount one whit plainer Wo tbe common
mind than the simple text itaelf.

Lot me say furtber, that the Bible is flot onîy the best of Gospel teachers Wo) itistruct mon in the way of salvation, it is also the beet of moral teachers.
True, the book is not a systematic treatise on moral philosophy, but it~ tolls
men what tbey ought to do, and what they ougbt flot Wo du, in their inter-
course witb one another. It commande what is right and forbidz wbat is
wrong, with divine authority. The Greek moraliata set in order ail the
principles of their science, and illustrated them in language of Attic beauty ;
but they failed Wo check the progress of vice. They could instruct men bow
they ought Wo live, but could n--t persuade tbem to live as they ought. Tbey
held no warrant signed and seaied in the chancery feheaven. They offered
no0 motives, eitber of hope of good, or fear of iii in the future life, wbich
were powerful enougb to check avarice, ambition, and lust. Like Macbeth,
they who winhed to sin, would Iljump the life to corne," if they could but
escape the judgment here, "lon this ba.nk and shoal of time." The Bible,
and the Bible only, confronta the temptation to sin with the retributions of
Jehovah's law, and theése reach forwar to the eternal world.

Some twelve or fifteen ye&s ago we had on the other iside of your bouidary
what our newspapers allude Wo às "lthe late unpleaaantnesa." It is true that
many un pleasant thinga happened at that time in the States. To my unmiti-
tary mind it was unpleasant to se. a million men doing thefr utmost Wo kili
one antother. I neyer could highly appreciate the minstrel who consoled the
dying Highland Ohieftain by sing of hie martial Clan Alpine,

"'Twere worth tenjeans of peaceful life
One glanoes bi arry."
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But ail was not unpleasantniess. Along a line of a thouàand miles no chal -
lenge of the sîceepless cordon of 'sentinefs repelled the -incursions of the Amn-
enican Bible Society. With impartial hand that Society distributed the Word
of God to Confederate and Union soldiers alike. And on a sicoreja battie
fields many a dymng soldier of both parties chisped the preçious gi to 11is
heart while darkness was shrouding his eyes. Ce war a in peace, the So-
ciety knew no North, no South, no foe. i t recognized both armieis as coin-
posed of men created in the 4iînage of God, having similar hopes and fears,
redeemed with the saine blood, and pressing forward to the same etenity.
The love of God wau stronger than the hatred of men, and ita " stili smaîl
voice," uriheard in the rush and din of battle, whispered to the hearts of the
combatanta ini hours of silent regection, " Ye are brethren, love one
another. " " If a man love not hua brother whom hie hath 8een , ho w can he
love God whom he hath not seen."

Pardon mie, my friends, 1 amn giving our Bible Society credit which bel-,ngs
of right to the Bible. It was not the Society which had power to pass un-
challenged through hostile linos ; it was the Bible. The Bible carried the
agents through, not the agents the Bible. Such is its power to-day, and such
has been its power through the ages. It ham conquered men who waged war
against one another, and conquered men who waged war against it.

Some years ago literary scepticism tried to prove that îio such city as an
cient Troy ever existed ; that there ne ver wus an angry Achilles, for an
arrogant Agamemnon, nor a wily Ulysses. Even " the blind old man of Scio's
rocky ilie " was not, an individual ; he was inultiforrn. But the discoveries
of Schliemann have battered down ail sucli arguments with the solid shot of
facta. In like manner religions scepticismi has assailed the Bible in whole and
in parts with ail sorts of weapons drawn from the armories of literature and
science. The subtieties of wit and logic, the brutalities of ignorance, and the
polished shafts of learning have been hurled against it, but. it has parried al
blows and stands to-day un*athed li its divine integrity. Modem researckIes
iii Egypt, and Palestine, and o ,the sites of Babylon and Nineveh, have de-
mon8trated the authenticity of much of the Old Testament history, and shed.
110w light on some obscure passages of the Sacred Record.

Now, lateet of aUl, our modern science, whether called cosmological, or
geological, or biological,lor anthropological, or any other naines, tiil the Greek
Lexicon iis exhausLed, enten the antî-biblical lists, marshals its array of fossil
monsterp', a.nd sound8 its notes of triumph. Mr.,Huxley makes covert sinoers
at the Bible over -the shoulders of John Milton, before an intelligent audience>
and with subtle irony admires the marvellous flexibility-of the Hebrew lan-
guage, which admitB s uch attempta as, conimentators have made to reconcile
the cosmogony of the book of Giene8is with discovenies in geology; and his
intelligent audience laughed and applauded.

Professor Haekel, the German apostie of evolution, alleges that in ail ages
they who adhere to what he calla the monistic theory of the universe, that
je, that the universe is one, pervaded by one force by wbich ail phenomena
are effecta of causes acting under one universal law, are the only progressive
and reformatory part of mankind. On the contrary, those Who hold to -the
dualistic theory, that iz, God a.nd nature-God working ini and through mat-
ter 'with an intelligent purposu and for a dofinite end, are the conservative,
or rather the obstructive prt of rnankind, incapable of reforma or progresa.

I have no quarrel with Darwin'a ." law of natural selection " nor with
Spencer's " survival of the fitteat," nor with Huxley'8 and Haekel'a theory
of evolution so far as the»e have truth in them ;-anadLike moat theories they
doubtiesa have some truth lu them. But when Huxley declarea that the évi-
dence ln favour of kils theory la demionstrative, and that evolution resta on
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as secure a bauis of facte as the Copernican system ; and when Haekel dis-
courses of law without a lawgiver, and ignores the existence of final causes,
and makea some undefinable force in matter hie efficient cause of ail vege-.
table and animal forme, we are rerninded of the "ot Thoxneon's Ilcritic fly
whose feeble ray scarce epreada an inch around 'ýving ita opinion of Ila
full-proportioned dome on swelling columus heaved, 'ad explaining how the
dume raised itaelf *up accordling to làw, but without a lawgiver, by a certain
polarity of ita atome, and for no purpose, use, or end, unlees it were for the-
critic fly to, speculate upon.

No, no, when we admit a ünaiverm),..aw we muet accept a universal Law-
giver ; one who sees the end fronI the b*iginning. Then the monism of Haeke-
lian skepticism becomes the dualiam of Christ!ýn faith. Cail this Lawgiver
by whatever naine you please, he is one and the saine, thb SupiREME. Aniung
the Hindoos he wau the Underived, the Being without a beginning, the Firat
Life ; among the Persians the Firet Light; among the Hebrews, the Self-ex-
istant, the 1 Am ; axnong the Greeks, lheFirat Intelligence. It wau reserved
for the Anglo-Saxon tongue to give a more endearing name to the Supreme
Being, the Good, the First Good. He ie what ail these terme imply, and
more, for Ilwho by searching can find out God ? Who can find out the Al-
mnighty to perfection?" He ià the First Life d the giver of life ; the First
Light and the dispenser of light ; the se1f-exCitQ source of ail heing ; the
Firet Intelligence, author of ail intellect and reason, of whom wisdom wau
born -, and beet naine of al, the Good,-expressing the Christian belief that
God je love, the well-spring of love and blessing, who has revealed to us his
will and our duty ini this scred volume, who has made it possible to restore
in us the divine image in which man wué created, but which sin has defaced,
and who cheers us in the scenes of eartlily trial and conflict, with the ful
assurance that this corruptible shall put on incorruption, and this niortal
shall put on immortality. "lFor God so loved the world, that he gave hie
only begotten son, that whosoever believetli in him might not periah, but have
everla.ting life. "

Rev. W. H. TilIey, rector of the Memoriàl Church, London, Ont., said.
After listening to the intereeting speech of our dear friend and brother

from the other sie of the lies, I arn sure that this, meeting wiil weloome a
resolution which takes up the noble society of which he is the honored Pre-
aident, and after making it join bands with its older and ita younger aister,
thanke God for ail that Be has doue through their umted instrumentality.
I have therefore rnuch pleasure in moving the following resolution-"' That
this meeting rejoices and desires to thank God for ail that He heu done
through the British uid Foreign Bible Society, the Anierican Bible Society,
and our own Society,V in spreading Bis Holy Scriptures. At the sme turne
they desire to, remember the immense number of mankind stiil without the
life-giving Word, and they trust that Canadians will show theinselvea reâdy
to, do their share in the work of disseminating the Bible, which work God
appears so, largely to have comxnitted to, the British and American people."1

Yon ail remember, dear friends, the deep excitement that pervaded this
country during the winter of 18Ua, when an untoward incident threatened to,
disturb the peace and harmony which always ehould exist betweexi the
British and Amerioan people. I was then living on the seaboard and aaw
the different regimeiits arrive, intended for the dof.ince of Canada. There
were the choiceet household troopa, regiments of guards, batteries of artil-
lery, and veteran corps that had won laurels in' almost every quarter of the
globe. But you alao remember that with these old historie troops there was
aiso a young and modern corps called the Military Train, to, which wau oom-
rnitted an important branch of the srvice.
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Now, Mr. Chairman, the Society under whose auspices we arc met thi8;
evening bas not the divine origin, the apostolic commission, the grand asso-
ciations of the Church of Christ. Strictly speaking, it cannot dlaimi the
miemories of Wycliff, or Tyndal, or Cranmner, Vo whom more than to any
others the readera of the English Bible are indebted But when, about the
be-inning of the present century, English-speaking Christians began to realize
God's, purpo8e in establishing the Christian Church, that it was to be the littile
leaven leavening the whole lump, when they began to organize in deterniined
war against the powers of darkness and error, then the British and Foreign
Bible Society had its birth. It 'wu natural for those who believed the Word
of God to be the sword of the Spirit and mighty througli God to the pulling
down of atron,,holds-on principles of milita.ry economy and etliciency it was
natural-not to burden infant missionary associations with the task of trans-
lating and printing and cireulating the Word, buit that an army corps should
be formed to whom this work should be committed.

1 should like, Mr. Chairman, Vo have gathered sorne stati8tics as Vo how
far ail English-speaking Protestant Missions are indebted for the supply of
the Wôrd of the Spirit Vo the three societies, nentioned in the resolution.
This bas been heyond my reach, but this miich 1 have been able to discover,
that the Society for the Propagation of the Gospel, formed at the beginning
of the laut oentury and,»@à1ying on missionary operations in twenty-five
languages and diîdects, depends on the B. & F. B. S. for seventeen, and the
Church Missionary Society, dating from the commencement of the present
century, and usig forty different languages, is indebted to the Society in no
less than thirty-six cases. Allowing for those languages which are coxumon
Vo both, I find that the two great .Missionary Societies of the Church of Eng-
land, carrying on missionary operations in fifty-five languages, look, in the
performance of their work, to this Society for translations of the Holy
Seriptures in no leus than f orty-six différent tongues; and, as a clergyman of
that chuych, 1 arn tbankful that I arn permitted to stand bere and express
our great obligations, and 1 take it that if each of the brethren'upon this
platforxn, who may have information V o which I have noV acceas, could speak
concerînng the operations of their respective denominations, it would be
found that at least a siinilar proportion, or three-fourths of ail the misaionary
work, depends for its supply of the written Word upon the societies whôse
names are coupled together in this resolution. When, therefore, we are
asked Vo thank God for what he has done through this instrumentality, we
are not only to think of the cheapnesé of Bibles and Testaments among our-
selves, though tb.at 18 much, nor yet merely of work done in circulating by
mneans of colport-zurs~ thon g h that is more. We may go forth to India with
Carey, and Marahman, and Duiff; we may sail through the isies of the Pacific
with Williams and Patteison ; we may watch the work of Samuel Marsden in
New Zealand, or Golgiby in Ceylon, or Hunt and his associates in Fiji ; we
niay foilow the steps of Moffat or Crowther ini Africa. Aye, as Canadians
looking at work done in our own Dominion, we may go out to the plains of
the Saskatchewan where McDougaIl fought and feU, or Vo the banka of the
McKenzie whiere Bisho* Bompas toils in bis self-made exile, or to the shores
of the Arctic Sea where MviDonald watches over bis Tukudh fiock, or to the
coasta of Hudson Bay where Kirkby is sowing the seed, and in eacb case we
may feel that the Bible Society han a share in the grand ingathering of soula.,

7ut tbis às only one aspect of the Society's work. Luat Autumn at a mis-
sionary meeting in the City of Philadeiphia, I had the pleaisure
of meeting some representatives of the 1'Church of Jeasi ini Mexico. So
little is know-n of the reform:ation in that land, that 1lmay be permaitted here
briefly Vo refer Vo it. With the Spanish conqueror camne the Roman priest
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and the Spanish inqulisitr. The religion of the country spoedily changed,
but with the tact which Rome so often displays, the change for the poor
M'exican wus made as easy as possible. In many cases it conuistod in sub-
stituting the image of the Virgin for some Aztec deity which had stood in
the temple niche before, and for three centuries spirituel darkness prevailed.
By and bye new political ideas were borrowed from the United States, and
when an attempt wus made to, seat Maximillian upon the throne, advantage
wus taken, and the Scriptures in the Spanizh tongue were intruduced. They
fell into the hands of the priests, and a work like that ini the convent at
Erfurth wasthe resuit. The firet teachers of the new faith were prieste who
had renounced the old, and the Church of Jesus in Mexico to-day, with its
martyre, ite flfty-seven congregatioris, its noble old churéh of Fsan JoSe de
Gracia (now a Protestant 1 ' eof worship) its theological school,, (formerly the
Couvent of San Antonio Âbad) is an instance, and a remarkablIe one, of what
God is pleased to do by meane of the circulation of Hia Word.

1 confess, Mr. (Jhairman, that I have no sympathy with those 'who refuse
to ausist Bible Societies because the Church munst go firet, or witli those Who
decline to send the mizsionar: because they trust to the circulation of the
word. We must send the living voice, for Chist hias said, ' preach the Gos-
pel to every-creature.' We must give the copy of the writteu revelation, for
the same high authority hu s aid 'eearch t he scriptures.' What God has
joined together, let not manlputuaunder. Sometimes it pleases the Amgt
to plant by means of the niinistry, and water by a later gift of the Bible, as in
the cases of the Apostolical Churches founded while the canon of the 'New
Testament was being completed. SometixneS it pleases God to, Iay the foun-
dation. as in Mexico, by the simple reading of HLe Book, and to, bouild up by
the later teaching of the ministry. In the one case or in th~e other, if the
work is to be permanent, there must be access to, the oracles in the vernacular
of the people, and if we believe that missionary enterprises are stili in their
infancy, if we feel that the soula already won are oly -the heavy drops that
precede the refreshing shower, we must see te it thgt tLi important branch of
the Church's service is etill more officiently equipped for its work.

The Resolution, which epeaks of the duty of (Janadians assisting in this effort,
alludes to, the vast influence of the British and American people. 1 presume
that there je no one here who regards that influence'au accidentai. If God's
hand às visible anywhere it is in history. I want you to notice it at one particu-
lartime. Dow was itthat during the firet century the Gse of Christ met with
such marvellouseuccees. Because (we spetk it reverently)Gdhdmd ra

preparations for its extension. jue chose but one particular nation te whom
He revealed Himself, and when the time came for spreading the monotheiatic

idea which He had communicated to, theni, they were scattered among the
idolatrous nations, carrying with them Hia written word. Then, a, few emi-
turiee before the Christian era there came the glory of the'Orecis4 idonarchy;

Gospel of Ohiè e bog %t rui. ai
for no pourpome that (iod a~Mun to be combining now the~ m tseldmnmà
of influence. To the Anglo-Sazon in oo'mitted the politicsi power of lé-
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present century. The United States and Canada have to themaelve8 ahnosit
the whoie of this northern continent, and from a Christian standpoint they
oniy reprosent one power ; for, if we nover fqi t b oetepesneo ufriends hero tis evening shows us tht h Niagara h~iver doos not sever
Christian isynpathy. Engiand stands in the orefront of European nationis;
lier Queon is the Egmpresa of 180,000,000 hea Jn and Mohammiedan subjecta,
and beyond this, Sir Charles Dijke lias taught us to, look for a 'Greater
Britain.' What~ a marvellous power in this 1 Witli an organization like
the Britishi anù Foreign Bible Society, the question of lanq'uage às not as
important as it was 1 ,800 yearsago, but surely it is a noticeable thing that in
so, many countries the language of these Britis and American people is spoken
and understood. And then laatly, but b yno means the ieast important la
the fact that what the Jews wore before Chri(t as the conservators of a pure
religion for the world, this mighty and widespread rpe to, a great extent is
now. To thein are committed the oracles of God. Among them. are the
8tronge8t and pureet branches of the Church of Christ. Frorn them have
gone forth the most deterrnined and sucOe8aflll missionary enterprises. It is
a solemun thing to have entrusted to us the re8ponsibiity of worldly power
and spiritual knowledige, and we rnay be sure tTat if we do not use them for
God's glory, great will be our lose and curie. I have no need to enlarge
upon this, but will simrpiy tell you what I once heard from an old Christian
Indian, and which I have ever since thouglit of as iilu8trating the economy,
the politicai wisdom, of Christian Missions.

Some time after, MrChirua, 1 wus
Iooking over Borne old Bible Society records, and 1 found that during the
first year of the Society's existence, when lier income* amounted to, only a
fow hundrod pounda, a grant had been made towardâ, tranalating tho- Gospel
into the langu age of the Six Nation Indiana on the Grand River, in Upper
Canada. Tii at tribe was largeiy represented at the timo this incident took
place, and 1 foit that the old Indian wus riglit, it vay8 socially and naturally
to scatter the Word. If you, dear friends, are of the ame mind, let us fromn
feelins lof political wiedom, as well as from. ioyaity to, Christ, tliank- God for
what Re lias bixenplead todo, and at tho saine tino seek to be usçd in
even greater triuzuphs of love.

The ever-ohanin
beautiee of the seasons never raiaed the soul of the. infidel 1'f rom, nature up
to nature'is God ;" they never aroused in hlma thos thouglits which enable
the Christian to, seo in ail the glories of nature the hand' of a Divine..Fathor.
Nor waà§ the death-bed of the athoist calculated te produoe a feeling of admi-
ration for his creed, as it was a leap into the dark, uncheerýed by the bright
hopes that accompanied the Christian in his passage acrose the river of death.
Re proceeded te, give some statistica showing the immense progres made by
the various Bible Sociotiee of the world in distributing the ScriptiVms among
the nations of the earth, and romarked that there now were. few languagea or
dialect in which the Bible, was n'ot printed. If the Czar of Russia were to,
ma~ke Constantinople hie capital to-day, ho would find there, a Bible Society,,
and dBible Houa. erected by the concehtrated efforts of the. EWitish, and
American Societies, and aided by the contributions of Christiana generaily.
He referred alzo, to the unsucesuf ul attempté made at the Centennial Exhi-
bition to keep the groundz and buildings open to, the public on the Sabbath
day, and said that these efforts had been *made by the scepticlem of the
United States. Ho aloo dwelt upon the. far-reaching effecta of the-displ1ày of
Bibles at the Centennial Exhibition, remarking that already it had 1edto
inquiries from many parta of the globe. Ho concluded by lextendmng to, the
