“THE FRENCH YEAR?™
Among the many cheerful and encour-
aging sizns of the times, we mway net over-
lock the new era of prcsperity upon which
the old Province of Quebec seems fo be
entering. Not only iz she enjoying her
full share of that revival of trude, which
the blicdest apd most prejudiced cannet
{ail to witness all over the Dominion, but
there are special advantages offered her
that sre'bound to result in incalculable
geod.  We yefer tothe re-opening of rela-
tions between France and her ancient
colony. This is, indeed, so striking an
event that La Guzelte Je Sorel very pro-
perly christens the present “The French
Year,” destined to be forever memorable
in Iewer Canadian apnals. And the
facts are certainly striking, both individu-
ally and cumulstively.  In the early
spring we were all agreeably startled by
the auncundement of the Paris Loan of
£4.000,000, which may be set down aza
veritable god-send, coming at a very criti-
cal time, and saving the Province from
hackruptey.  Next came the Credit Fon-
cler scheme, invelving some twenty-five
millicns, one fourth of which is already
under way, and all to be expended inthe

Province.  Av the national festival of St.
Jean' Daptiste, celebrated this year at

(Queber, with exceptional splendour, there
was the presence of distinguished repre-
sentatives from France, who not only took
a leading part in the proceedings, but en-
gaged themselves fo assume the cause of
immigration to the Lake St. John country
and other portions of the Province. A
liitle later, the Fremch North American
squadron visited the Ancient Capital, and
purticipated in a round of social festivities.
Still later, M. FrecHETTE, the eminent
poet, was declared a laureate of the French
Academy, and . received an ovation at
Paris, where he was awarded the CGrand
Prix Monthyon. Within the past few
wetks, wa have been informed of the sub-
scription of ten millions of franes by lead-
ing French capitalists for the establish-
ment of four large beet sugar factories at
Qucbee,  Berthier, - Hochelaga -and St
Juhns respectively.  Full particulars of
this great enterprise were given by us edi-
torially last week.  And still ‘the list is
not jexhausted, . M. Dior . Brothers, a
French firm, largely engaged in the manu-
facture " of superphosphates, have heen
making investigations in the OttawaValley,
and have secured. a vast arca for future

work. . Indeed, they are - delighted with
the prospect which "this branch -of in-
dustry opensout to them. A M. Escuaxg,
associated with the same firm, goes fur-
‘ther, and sees such chances of “an exten-
sive sheep and cattle trade - between this
country and France that he proposes the
establishment of a line of steamers that
shall ply, for that purpose,-directly be-
tween Montreal - and Brest or Havre, It
is calculated that the French Government
would subsidize the line to - the extent of
one hundred thousand dollars. - This
scheme alone is of the vastest importance,
leading up to the widest possibilities of
trade. There is also a M. pe Laroxpg,
whoarrived in this city only last Saturday,
witha view tolearn the prospects of a pro-
fitable investment of French capital in the
country. This gentleman, who ia Mayor
of Tonzuerue, is especially commissioned
for that purpose by the Rouen and Seine
Societés Centrales d’Agriculture. With
commendable enterprise, both the South-
Eastern and Oceidental Hailways have
offered M. pE Latoxpe the use of a special
train to visit the parishes bordering on the
north and south shores of the St. Lawrence,
where he will meet delegates from those
several parishes who will bhe netified to
confer with him. Finally, we learn that the
French Government are about to send a
spreial commissioner to study the agrl-
cultural, industrial and other commereial
advantages of the country and make an
official report thercon. Surely, all this is
fine work to be crowded within a short
period of six months, and it is a matter of
the sineerest congratulation.  Frnee is
probably the richest country in the world
to-day. She has millions upon millions of
capital seeking investment. Thereave ties
of sympathy between herand ber ancient
colonists which need only to be touched
upon once more {o insure an immense
trade. The men who have been instru-
mental in bringing about this new order
of things deserve the thanks of the whole
country, and we are certain that no effurts
will be left untried by Canadians to main-
tain and enlarge the relations now so
auspiciously opened.

THE RAILWAY ARRANGEMENT.

The Government organ at Otiawa has
published a cable message containing fuller
and more detailed information respecting
the negotiations of the Ministers in Eng-
land for the construction and subseguent
running, by a Company, of the Canadian
Pacific Railway. Weare informed there
are two competing Companies, and that
the only questions now at issue have re-
spect to the details of the arrangemnents.
A total land grant of fifty millions of acres
is spoken of, together with a subsidy of
£10,000 per milte.  If the lands are esti-
mated to net only two dollars an acre, the
agoregate of the land grant and the money
subsidy  would probably amount to a
greater sum than it would cost the Govern-
ment to build the remaining portions of
the railway ; and the land may probably
net more than two dollars an acre. - The
average price at which the. lands of the
American railway companies have been
sold has been over five dollars an acre.
But this is not by any means all the ques-
tion.  The Company will undertake to
settle its lands at its own cost; and this
is not only awork which a Company ez
do better than a Government, but it is a
work which would cost the Government
a greater number of millions of dollars
than the diflerence of price paid to the
Company, as compared to what it might
itself do the work for. * If the’ Govern-
ment could do this work of colonizing as
well as 8 commercial company, we should
say it would be better to do.it. But it
cannot; and that is the fact which governs
the whole question. - It appears, moreover,
from the telegrams in the Government
organ, that the Company is to build ahout
600 miles of road, between Lake Nipissing
and Thunder Bay, and, after building it,
to work it. - There is very heavy work in
this section—through -a country ‘with a
severe climate and a very: sparse popula-
tion; but the road may tap great mineral

Y ing on the moonlit deck and hanging on te the

wealth, * At any rate, however, the addi-
tion of this section very much alters the
complexion of the bargain, making: it
harder for the proposed contractors, There
i another consideration. The introduc-
tion of these millions of English eapital,
which will . be followed by scttlement,
will bring on and cause the creation of
great wealth in the Dominion, within the
next ten years. - It is further stated in the
telezram to which we have referred; that
capitalists are coming out to ses the
country, with a view to investment.. The
movement has, in fact, already bogun.
Thiy is a sign which the people of this
country may regard  with satisfaction.
The great object and legitimate functions
of a Government are less to make money
directly from the construction of a great
public work than to establish such a state
of things as will lead to rapid increase -of
population, which meaus » creation  of
wealth, that will, in its turn, invigorate
the public revenues, It may be added
that the Ministers have taken theiv retarn
passage by the Allan steamer of the Oth,
They may, therefore, be shortly expucted
in Canada. It is scarcely possible to over-
estimate the vast importance of the work
which we helieve they are correctly re-
ported to have done—all cur other party
issues dwindle into insignitiecance when
compared with it

FARMERS DELEGATES.

We notice that the Government have
again adopted the device of inviting dele-
cates from tenant fanners in the United
Kingdom to visit this countiry, in orderto
report upon its resources, for the informa-
tion of their class at home. We believe
that those who come this year are from
different parts of the Kingdom from those
who came last.  Those who came last
made very favourable reports: and we
notice from our contemporaries in the
West that the delegates who are now ex-
amining the country are very favourably
impressed with its suitability as a field for
the scttlement of English tenant furmers,
There is no class of settlers so valuable for
Canada, and poue moreslow Lo move. i
is almost in vain to approach them with
any kind of representution tlni can be
made by emigration agents, But they wili
naturally have more confidenve in the re.
ports of men of their own. class specially
sent to exawmine : and'the more so, when
this testimony is uniform and cumulative,

The confidence thus ecreated; and the in-
formation conveved, cannot fail to be of

the very zreatest importance for  thed
country. The Government deserve well
of the people for this action. !

WRECKED ON ANTICOSTI.

Oun the evening of the 15th of August a small |
group of passengers stood on the deck of the 83,
Cutwée, of the Donaldson-Clyde line, discussing
the prospects as to htfe on Anticosty, and anxi-
ously serutinizing the sterile, uninviting shore.
We left Gla-gow on the Sthoult, and onr pas-
sage, though at firet we met with strong westerly
witils, was quick and pleasang: the weather
after  passing  Belle }sle was  clear, - ansl
having « favonrable Lrerze we were calenlat
ing on a spesly termination to onr voyags.
The island was sighted early iu the evening, wud
at nine o’clock we were opposite Heath Poing,
but a smeke or haze having settled on it, the
captain way deluded as to the real distanes, and
running at full speed we struck at hizh tide on
the recks, within half a mile of shore, going so
far on that our bows drew but six foet of water,
The Allan line 85. fresion was close hehind,
and after signaliing she hove to and we des-
patchied a boat to say that no danger was ap-
prehended for the pressnt and for her to. tele:
graph from the neatest station ; she at once went
on_ leaving ug to ourselves. - There was no such
thing as'sleep, and though we hadinfurmed “the
Grecien that. there was no immediate danger
there was yet considerably, for vising with-the
heavy ground swell we would come down with a
tremendous crash-on the solid rock bottom, our
masts promising to-sonp off; the funnel swaying
furionsly, and “the entire frame . threatening
speedy dissolution.  Afier some dificulty the
boats were ‘got ready for lowering snd wo were
informed that we would be landed iu the morn-
ing.. This quieted ourapprehiensions hut did net
deter several anxious ones from selecting severai
large “and. suituble planks: “with which they
hoped to reach shore thmugh the ice cold water
and numerous sharks, believing, maybe, that
dry land st be reached atall hazards, Stand-

rigging, wo smoked cigarettes, and had an op-
‘portunity -of ;remarking that~oun “the " 15th ™ of
August, 1535, Jacques Carlier had sailed up the
Gull and Innded ou this sume island, christeaing
it'L' Assomption ; the taincidence was certainly
singular, but in trath we did not consider the
subject very thoroughly, “situated as we. were,
Day.at length dawned and in dne time we were
taken ashore, and to our surprisy discovered
that the arrangements theére were quite comfort-
able, and  that when all hands were Janded
there ‘would yet be: room for more.

— The - Business
Men's Moderation Society's travelling ice-water
fountain made: its trial trip on August 18th,

Meanwhile thowe in the throng were indulging
in good-natured merriment at the expense of the
fountain and its projectors. The fountain iz a
trinngular box measuring six feet each way.

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MR. F.C.BURNAND.

The blue ribbon  of English' comic
Jiterature, as we may esteom the Editor-
ship of Punch, which- has been held
within the past tweuty years by Mark
Lemon, Shirley Brooks, and Tom Tay-
lor, is now trausferred to Mr. Burnand,
long known as one of the liveliest con-
tributors to that famous journal during
the period just named, as well asa writer
for the stage. Mr, Francis Cowley
Burnand, who is about forty-three years
of age, wra educated at Eton, and at
Trinity College, Cambridge, where he
ook the University degree. He also
won special distinction there, from and
after the October tern of 1854, till the
Lent term of 1858, as founder and lead.
ing member of the Univemity A.D.C.,
or Amateur Dramatic Club, which has
continned to flourish. Its history, in
the jorin of ** Personal Reminiscences,”
has been plessantly related by Mr.
rnand in a  volume . published last
Clristmas hy Chapman & Iall, which
has gone through two or three editions.
We are informed that his first dramatic
composition was of u little carlier date,
Leing a farce written by him at Eton,
probably in 1852, and performed by him.
«1f and otheér boys in the house of their
wtef, the Rev. W. G. Cookesley. The
great Llons of the University were not
qaite so facile and condescending ; and
tiere is much real humour in Mr, Burn-
and’s report of his interview with the
Viee-Chancellor of that time, when he
asked  permission to act a play.

Purnand must not detain us ; there is
the volume for all readers who would
like plenty of that sort. He came to
Loudon, and was called to the Bar'in

1862, but we do not know that he ever
wore & wig except in eating hall dinners
at his Inn of Court.  He soon began
writing extravaganzasor burlesques, and
domestic popular comedies, for several
of our theatres. Among these were
“Ixion,” at the St. James; ° Black-
eyed Susan,” at the Sohn; ¢ The Tarn
of the Tide,” *‘Family Ties,” *‘ The
Club,” ¢ Diplomacy,” * Robbing Roy,”
and *‘ Betsy.”” Healso converted ** Box
and Cox " into a farcical operetta, for
which Mr, Arthur Sullivan provided the
music. . :

In the
meantime, the young literary aspirant
from Cambridge began to make his mark
with the broadest grotesque parodies of
the sensational romances that appeared
in some penny magazines for Loys and
girls of the lesseducated class.  ¢“ Moke-
anna!”’ was the first of these sham-
dreadful stories, which, we suppose, had
been provoked by a silly prose version
of the hideons phantasy in * Lalla
Rookh,” but which must have had some-
thing to do with a ‘‘moke” or coster-
monger's donkey.

There were some imitations of fashion-
able novelists by Mr. Burnand, such as
‘¢ Stapmore,” which had a higher degree
of finish, but Thackeray hafdone that
sort of trick, with inimitable humour,
riany years before. 'We do not think,
indeed, that Mr, Burnand is at his best
in literary parodies ; and some readers of
Punch at this day will be relieved when
they have seen the last of a current series
of similar attempts on the works of
Anthony Trollope. The most valuable
of Mr. Burnand's writings, in our judg-
ment, are those in the vein of autobio-
graphic half-conscious self-exposure, as
in ‘“ Happy Thoughts,” expressing the
sense of awkwardness that besets a man
dropping into social or domestic rela-
tions for which he is not quite prepared.
It is pure comedy, and of a refined sort,
not unworthy of the authors of the
Spectator and its school, or of Smollett or
Goldsmith. . :

"In addition to these committees, Fischendorf,

MISTAKES OF EARLY TRANSLATORS. ®
The corrections necessary to bring the English

tors. Three hundred years ago the grammatical
niceties of the Greek language were unknown
and ¢ Hebrew studies,” were in their infancy.
Buxtorf published his little Hebrew grammar
while the translators were at work, and his
larger one after they had finished. In many
cases, 80 weak were they in Hehrew, they were
compelled to leave Hebrew words untranslated,
not knowing or being able to ‘ guess” their
meaning. A familiar instance is the word Belial,
which is supposed to be a proper name, but it
simply means unworthy, and the phrase ‘‘sons
of Belial”’ should properly read *‘‘unworthy
men ;' “Jasher’ is not a proper name, hut an
adjective, meaning upright, and the * Book of
Jasher” was the * Baok of the Upright.” The
¢ Gammadims” (Ezek. xxvii., 11) are warriors ;
“Pannag’ (v. 17) means a candy; Sheth’’
means a tumault; ¢ Bajith’’ an idol temple.
Their wild  guesses” often show absurd blun-
ders. The ** mules” mentioned in Genesis as
having been found were warm springs ;
«¢ pledges” they turned into thick clay ; ** fleet”
into both piercing and crooked ; “curls” into
galleries ; ‘“leaders’’ into avenging ; “ostriches”
into owls ; “goats” into satyrs; ‘“‘droves’ into
linen yarn ; “‘set up” they render as cast down,
and Joseph's ‘‘tunic with long sleeves’ they
transmogrify into a ‘“coat of many colors.” In-
stances might be multiplied until patience was
exhausted of their inaccuracy. In the New
Testament they were better qualified for the
work, and their errors were not so gross, though
equally numerous. The grammatical forms up-
on which so much depends, .especially with
catholic epistles, where there is close logic, and
the place of a word in a sentence may ualifiy
its meaning, are never considered, and they
stumble through their work ina ¢ rough and
tumble’”” way more like a schoolboy than a
.acholar.

Still more important than either the changes
of the language or the blunders of translators
have been the corrections that have been
made in the original text, by the com-
parison of manuscripts generally, and by
the discovery of two very ancient manuscripts
of the Bible in particular. A single illustration
of this will suffice ; Mark says that on the cross
the Christ was given wine mingled with myrrh ;
Matthew says vinegar. The ‘‘harmony” that
gives Him two driuks is bosh for children ;
scholars know there is a contradiction. The
natural inference is that the writers did not dis-
agree, and that the error arose in copying. By
comparing manuscripts the inference is found to
be correct, the older codices agreeing upon wine.
The two words in. the Greek are very much alike,
of the same length and differing only im the
middle letter.The most violent of atheistical
shoemakers, when shown the manuscripts, would
not hesitate in his acknowledgement that there
was no contradiction, and that the cause of the
error was to be found in the carelessness of some
copyist of the Greek text of Matthew.

ORIGINAL TEXTIS.

Reverence for the Bible is modern. Itis, in
fact, an outcome of the Reformation. The Greek
and the Roman churches respect the Bible; the
Protestant reveres—sometimes worships it. In
old times copies were made with care, but not
snfficient to avoid mistakes, and very few agreed.
Very few agree now, except when printed from
the same plates, and it not safe to cast stones.
The denunciation of those who *“added to or
toolé away” has always been confined to Scot-
land.

‘When the present translation was made there
had been comparatively no comparison of mauu-
script for the elimination of errors; there were
very few manuscripts available ; no very old
manuscripts were known ; the inaccurate Vaul.
gate (Latin translation) of that day was the ataff
upon which the forty leaned ; and texts known
to be corrupt had to be used for want of better.
The oldest copy of a manuscript that they con-
sulted was of the Middle ages.

Within the present generation two copies of the
Bible, made about 340 A. ., have been brought
to light, the pages photographed, and copies
distributed among scholars. These are the
celebrated * Codex Sinaiticus,” found by Tis-
chendorf in a convent on Mouat Sinai, and the
¢t Codex Vaticanus,” found in the Vatican lib.
rary st Rome, where for centuries it has reposed
unnoticed and uncared for. These two alone
have been of priceless value in detecting errors
of transcription and in harmonizing discordant
passages satisfactorily to the sceptical as well as
the credulous seeker for truth. The present
version of the Bible is based upon a very few
modern manuscripts, not exceeding five in num.-
ber. That now before us is made up from care.
lul comparisor of over twelve hundred, niuety-
eight being ancieLt—from the fourth to the
tenth century. In addivion, all the quotations
by the patristic and early writers have been
collected, and the early translations into Syriac,
Latin, Gothic, Egyptian, Celtic, Arabic and
Slavonic.

Thtee centuries ago the translators of King
James had fow aids and little material for the
work. Those of Victoria have the accamulated
treasure of ten thousand able workers, aud store-
houses filled with material. Astonishment must
be expressed that they have found so little of
vital importance to Christianity to condemn in
the work of their predecessors— not that they
have made ten thousand trivial, and one thou-
sand important changes in the New Testament.

THE TWO VERSIONS COMPARED.

The translation of Xing James was more a new
revision than the ordered translation ; the re-

vision of Victcria is more a new translation than
the ordered revision. In each case the exigen-
cies of the labor compelled a departure from and
compromise with the instructions. In the latter
case there is less reason than in the former, but
after the first excitement diesaway it will not be
regretted.

The new revision of the New Testament issued
from the University press will at first shock the
Protestant world. Iteis not recognizable as a
Bible. The chapters and verses are gone ; the
running head lines are gone ; verses are missing,
changed, pared ; familiar texts that have be-
come graven on the minds of church people for
generations have disappeared, and in their place
are words foreign to the eye and strange to the
ear. Verbal and grammatical changes may be
counted by the tens of thousands.

The first general idea that will strike the
scholar, however, is the delightfulness with
which the Greek text has -been reproduced for
the English reader. The narrative is unbroken
by disfigurement of chapter and verse, but t-e
capitals, punctnations, and paragraphs, lacking
in the original. are, of course, supplied, and for
convenience of reference to the present version,
the present divicions are marked parenthetically.
The misleading headlines disappear finally, with-
out a sign to denote their improper intrusion.

The effoct is striking and a marked improve-
ment. The sequence of the gospel narratives,
the logic of 8t. Paul, take on a new appearance
and force that is not all owing to the improve-
ment in grammatical construction of the text,
although in a first rea ling it is diffi:alt to dis-
tinguish how much is owing to the oneand how
much to the other.

OMISSIONS FROM THE TEXT.

The fourth gospel suffers most at the hands of
the revisers, the synoptics less even than the
Revelation and the catholic epistles least of all.
The longest excision is from the fifty-third verse
of the seventh chapter to the eleventh verse of
the next inclusive. The passage is'that of the
woman taken in adultery, as follows :

53. And every man went uuto his ewnhouse.

CHAPTER, VIIIL.
Of the Adulterous Woman.

1. Jesus went unto the Mount of Olives.

2. And early in the morning he came again
into the temple and all the people came unto
him ; and be sat down and taught them.

3. And the Scribes and Pharisees brought un-
to him a woman taken in adultery, and when
they had set her in the midst.

4. They say unto him, Master, this woman
was taken in adultery, in the very act.-

5. Now Moses in the law commanded us that
such should be stoned : but what sayest thou?

6. This they said, tempting him, that they
might have to accuse him. But Jesus stooped
down and wit- his finger wrote on the ground,
as though he heard them not.

7. So when they continued asking him, he
lifted up himself and said unto them He that is
without sin among you let him first cast a stone
at her,

8. And again he stooped down and wrote on
the grouud.

The pext deletion of any importance is the
angelic eoloring of the description of the pool
of Bothesda in the fifth chapter. The following
passage is omitted by the revisers:
