AGRICULTURAL
TAKE CARE OF 'YOUE LIVE STOUR.

Good Shelter.-It le aboiuta economy to
provide Warm nu ucomfortable winter quar-
ters for all live stock, with an ample supply
of pure fresh air. Wien animais are housed
In well-made barns and stables they require
much less food ta keep them lu a good con.
dition. Lumber, la this formis chespr than
hay sud grain for wintering faim stock. Pure
water lu abundance is vy needîni for the
health cf the animales. It should ba fréeh
from the Wll. If lefta l the trough ta
freeza If soon becomes as cold as ice water,
and when taken iento th animal Bystem, It
requires much beat of the body te bring it up
to the required temporature. Avold as far
as posible having the watering trough partly
flled with Ice and now. Thé> maybe made
so as to turn ove iwhen net la use, and this
keps them clean and froo from the chilling
Ice.

Live stock should be led regularly. Even
ir not generously fd, ttis regularity sla btter
than au exces for a few days, and then a lack
of food for a time. Animals are never con-
tented When hungry, and they should net e
permitted to theus bzome unesy. The dam-
age don by one omitted feeding cannot be
made good by a double ration afterwards.
This slip-shod method! ofleeding la quite sure
te bring disorder Into the fock or stable.

Horses.-An idte teant may b wntered
upon good hay alone, but when lIghtly work.
éd, a little grain et noon mayt e need. They
aru to b kept la good heltb nud-tnih, and
the amount of grain should be governed ac.
cordingly. liorsaes doing heavy work wili need
a tew quarts of ground cats and corn datly,
In addition te au abundance of the best hay.
Young colts should have excellent came, for1

their future usefulnesa depends largely upon
thé grewtb thé>' malte lte fmirevinter. Lin-

POULTRY B&IS1NG AS A BUSINESS.
There la just now much Interest la poultry

raaing, and a disposition to take It up on a
large scale. The following extract from one
of our recent lattera will give an Ides cf thé
many inquirles made of us: Is poultry raIE-
ing a profitable busineso, and would you ad-
vise a yeung man to investoe thousanit
dollars l it : "-Ttis might b answered, lu
brief: Poultry are profitable, and we would
not advise a young msn (nor an old one) te at
once Invest one thousand dollars InIt. Farmers
find the poaltry yard the most profitable part
of thé farmi lu proportion te tha capital u-
vestod. bl ercten n lu hm way : If flît>'
fowls are profitable, five hundred will e ton
timts as profitable. This la an Instance ln
which figures do not tell the truth. As «oon
as the number of fowls ls doubled, troubles
are auadrupled. A range au bouses which
vlilii ep fifty lu perfect healtb,
will be over-crowded with ena huadred,
and all the troubles due te a denee
population wlil follow. While we br-
lieve that poultry keepiug ou a large £cale
may bu made profitable, capital te purchase
birds and build houses la not the onLy thing
needful. Thoe who undertake the business,
muet give their whole trim and attention te
t' One point ls well settled-fowla ca not

be kept together a large numbergand thrive.
The whole matter requires careful study and
experiment. The baginner shaould start in a
small way, and Incremse us suocesa seem te
warrant it. The point .te b determined et
the outaet les: Sha eggs or dresed fowlbs h
the objecbjt Ecb requires a dIfferant man-
agement throughout, bough the two may, n l
a measure, he united. Starting wIth abun-
dent capital, ani no experience, wili surely
end ln ailure. The best works upon pouttry
Management Inist apon keeplng fowls ln
small flocks; thin is regarded essential fO
success.-P. a. JAcdm, in American Agnuczl-
turist.
