Look out for a grand display
of celestial fireworks during the
nig-hts of the l3th, l4th and
lSth of thîs montli. The famons,
shower of falling stars through
whicli our eartit passes once in
thirty-three years is due this
year, 1899, about the middle ol
November. The last time thiE
g(orgeo us siglit appeared waê
Nov. 13-14, 1866. Sir Robert S.
Bail, who witnessed it, says the
meteois were distinguished not
only by their enormous multi-
tude-several thousands in two
heurs-but by their intrinsic
magnificence. The best lime Io
observe is between xnidniLrht and
the snnrise twilight. Clouded
skies caui shut ont the view, and
as the moon will be very nearly
full on Nov. 14 (full moon oc-
curs on Nov. 17) lier lioeht will
certaînly obscure the faint trails
of many shooting stars. But, as
the moon sets on Nov. 14 at 4.19
a.rn., and on Nov. 15 at 5.38,
there will be on the former date
a couple hours of moonless star-
liglit and in the latter ahuost
an hour, before the dawn; so that
early risers will catch the show.
These shooting stars are cold
dark bodies which, dashing into
the earth's atmosphere at the
rate of 25 miles a second, in-
stantly become heated to a tem-
perature of many thousand de-
grees, blaze ont for a few mo-
ments and then evaperate cutu-
pletely. "There are several ele-
ments of uncertainty," writes
Prof. J. J. Ross, of Columnbia
University, in the N. Y. Sun,
"about the time of the coming of
the sitower. It rnay corne a lit-
tic earlier or later than Nov-. 14-
15, and some unknown effect of
the planetary pulls may so dis-
turb the mot ion of the swarrn
that it may decline to put in an
appearauce at all this year. If
so, the astronomer is quite cer-
tain that lie will see the display
in the last year of the present
century, November, 1900. Wlien
eue sees the grand shower the
words of the Psalmist will corne
to mind: 'The heavens declare
the glory of God and the firma-
ment showeth His handiwrk»"'

Newspapers in a hurry to turn
a penny, or haif that sum, saw
their opportunity when the
Transvaal threw down the
gauntlet to En-land.

Not to be surpassedi
lu enterprise by the, Telegraph,
the Scotsman suffused every
Englishman's countenance with
a glow of delight by anîouncing
a great British victory at Lady-
smith, 2,000 Boers beitig left
dead on the field.

Catching the contagion, the
smaller fry of Fleet street had
either pitched battles in pro-
gress or else blood-curdling sien-
sations about an Englishman
kicked to death by B ers, aînd
great slaughter of woxnen and
children.
