Minister of Ite.7.y, Count Carlo Sforza, the Foreign Minister of Belgium, Mr .
Paul van Zeeland, and the Foreign Minister of France ., Mr . Robert Schuman ,
are coming to Ottawa at the invitation of the Canadian government in the
course of the next two weeks . Countess Sforza will accompany Count Sforza .
The Canadien govern~;.ent understands that Mr . Ernest Bevin, Secretary of
State for Foreign Affairs of the United Kir.gdom, ti;ill also visit Ottawa at
the beginning of October .

Count and Countess Sforza will arrive in Ottawa on Friday,
September 23 and will stay with the Italian Anbassador . After calling on
Their Excellencies the Governor General and- ~ Lady Alexander at Govrnment
House on Friday morning, they will be entertained at a lur.cheon by the
Italian Ambassador . During the afternoon Count Sforza*rrill lay a wreath
at the National War Memorial, and following a reception at the Italian Embassy
he and Countess Sforza will be entertained at a dinner given by the Prime
Minister on behalf of the government of Canada . The University of Ottawa
will confer an honorary degree on Count Sforza on Saturday morning.. ;3efcre
roturning to New York, Cou-t and Cou' .toss Sforza will spend . the ueekend at
Iioucherville, Quo ., as the guests•of Mr .

Lir . Paul van Zeeland, Foreign 'Minister of Belgiu~,will arrive in
Ottawa at noon September 29 returning to Now York on the afternoon of
September 30 . He will stay with the Belgian Ambassador . A dinner will be
given in his honour by the Prime Minister on behalf of the government of
Canada on Thursday evening .

Mr . Robert Schkrsa n, Foreign Minister of France, i7il1 arrive by
air from New York on the morning of Saturday, October 1, remaining until
Sunday afternocn,vrhen he will fly to Quebec City. Mr . Schuman will be
entertained at a luncheon by the Prime Minister and at dinr.er by the
newly arrived Ambassador of France,, His Excellency Hubert Guerin, who
is presenting his Letters of Credence on Monday, September 26 .
