Principal drant delivered the address of the occasion, three

hundred school children were among the perforrners, and so

satisfactory were the results that the provisional organization

was soon afterwards changed into a permanent one, and a young

Canadian National Society took its place in the community.

Further contributions may be made by

members, either for special objects or for

the general purposes of the League.

5. Branchks.—The formation of similar societies in

other localities will be encouraged.

6. Annual Public Gatherlxg.—A public gathering

shall be held in February of each year for

which a [)rogramme of Canadian character

shall be arranged, which shall include a

patriotic address.

7. Specl\l Work. -Special efforts shall be made to

induce all connected with our educational

institutions to foster a patriotic spirit in the

minds of the young.
