WASHINGTON, Aug. 19.—The tor-
pedoing of the White Star liner Arabic
without warning by a German submar-
ine is a deliberately unfriendly act and
President Wilson has no alternative
but to recall Ambassador Gerard from
Berlin and to hand passports to Count
Von Bernstorff, the German ambassa-
dor here. .

The fact that no lives were lost does
not mitigate the offense. American
rights were violated when the lives of
the Americans were placed in jeopardy
by the commander of the German sub-
marine. It was for these rights that
President Wilson has conterided ever

recent note to Germany on the sinking
of the Cunard liner left no doubt as to
what the position of this government
would be should American citizens in
the free exercise of their rights have
their lives placed in jeopardy by a Ger-
man submarine commander.
Only One Interpretatio

In that note 'President Wildon im-
pressed upon the German Goyernment
the “necessity for a scrupulous ob-
servance of neutral rights in this
critical 1inatter.” And he followed it
with this warning to the German Gov-

ernment, which admits of only one
interpretation:

“Friendship itself prompts it (United
Stetes) to say to ithe imperial govern-
ment that repetition by the com-
mander of German naval vessels of
acts of contravention of these rights
must he regardad by the Government
of the United States, when they affect
American citizens, as deliberately un-
friendly.”

This was the opinion expressed in
official circles here tonight, following
the official reports of Vice-Cgnsul
Thompson at Queenstown, that sur-
vivors stated that no warning had been
given, and that no attempt was made
to stop the vessel in accordance with
the international law before the Ger-
man submarine fired its deadly tor-
pedo. Secretary Lansing declines to
express an opinion. He and President
‘Wilson are waiting for further reports
of details of the sinking of the vessel
from Ambassador Page and. the Amer-
ican consul at Queenstown. Ambassa-
dor Gerard has been instructed to get
whatever information is possible from
the German Government. Pending this
information, Secretary Lansing would
not talk. Both he and President Wil-
Bon, however, are gravely concerned
over the incident. ;

Sensation Created.

The sinking of the White Star liner
by a German submarine createl the
biggest kind of a sensation here to-
day. Confirmation of the torpedcing
of the vessel was received late in the
afternoon in a cable despatch from the
American vice-consul at Queenstown.

This 'despatch read:

“Arabic sunk 9.30 today.
minutes. Eleven boats;
ing brought here.”

President Wilson was preparing to
g0 to his usual golf game this after-
noon when the news of the sinking of
the Arabic was conveyed to him un-
officially. He forgot his golf game for
the time being and at once called up
Secretary Lansing, and asked for all
the- official information he had re-
ceivel. Secretary Lansing had just
finished telling a group of newspaper
men of the confirmation of the disas-
ter that he had received, and before
any -discussion of the situation could
be held the telephone call from the
President broke up the' conference.

It seemed
a8 tho he had a premonition that
something had happened which meant
that the German Government no long-
er cared to maintain friendly relations
Wwith this country.

SURVIVORS OF
NER LANDED
N -aAD PLIGHT

Many Were Scantily Attired

and Suffering From In-
juries or Shock.

‘CAPTAIN SAW TORPEDO

Escape Was, However, Im-
possible—Arabic Sank in
Eight Minutes.

QUEBENSTOWN, Friday, Augz. 20.—
The landing here yesterday evening
of the survivors of the ill-fated White
Star Line stcamer Arabic was a piti-
able scene. All of them were scantily
clothed and none of them had hat or
head covering of any kind.

A large number of the survivors
were suffering from injuries to their
heads and other wounds, or from
shock and the effects of being forced
to take to open boats scantily attired.

Many of the women were in their
berths when the liner was torpedoed
and ran to the deck in their night
clothing. These were provided with
blankets when they were taken from
boats and rafts by the crews of the
rescue ships: A number of those
saved were picked out of the water
and arrived here in their sea-soaked
clothing. The people of Queenstown
2ave them every possible attention
and provided fresh outfits for many
of them. There were some pathetic
scenes of grief over the loss of the
members of some of the families on
board the liner.

Discipline Was Perfect.

A. Hulme Nebeker of Logan, Utah,
who, when he arrived here, had on
only a bathrobe, said that the crew
worked splendidly under Captain
Finch’s direction in the short ten
minutes which they had to get the
passengers into the boats, and but for
the fine discipline maintained and the
excellent work of the rescuing tug
otficers at least a couple of hundred
persons would have been lost. The
submarire, according to Mr. Nebekg[
was seen before it iaunched the tor-
pedo, but there was not time enough
to escape it

The American vice-consul here as-
sisted the Incal authorities in aiding
the survivors.

Captain Saw Torpedo.

Captain Finch, who is suffering
from injuries to his leg, said last night
that he did not see the submarine, but
distinctly observed the torpedo ap-
proaching the ship.

“It was then impossible to escape
it,” the captain said. “We had only
eight minutes to get the boats, away
and save all on board.””

FRENGH
SUECESSES By

Portion of German Trench in
Artois Taken After Heavy
Shelling.

FRESH GAIN IN VOSGES

On both these sectors there
has been heavy and continuous fight-
ing, in which the French claim to have
greatly improved their positions by
capturing vantage points and keep-
ing the initiative in their hands.

An important victory in the fighting
north of Arras has been achieved by
the capture of the cross-roads east
of Notre Dame de Lorette, thru which
the Arras-Bethuns and the Angres-
Ablain highways run. Infantry, sup-
ported by showers of bombs and
grena les. made successful attack
upon this strongly fortified position,
forming a salient in the French line
and held by the enemy thruout the
winter.

Intense Artillery Fighting.

Canada is Entitled to a First
Helping

If the British Government borrows
$750,000,000 in New York it will be with
the understanding that the money re-
mains in the country. Indeed, it is said
that the Wilson administration would
not consent to the loan on any other
conditions. The large credit thus ob-
tained in New York will rectify the ex-
change situation, permitting the British
Government to pay by cheques on New
York for war supplies. It is also inti-
mated that from this huge credit the
cotton orop will be financed. That is, the
imperial government = will practically
guarantee to take the cotton available
for export at a fixed price.

* % %

That is all very interesting from the
standpoint of New York. Our neighbors
expect to sell a great many commeodities
to the allies, including wheat and flour.
Evidently the purchases will have to be
financed by the British Government, and
as a step in that direction a vast loan
of three quarters of a billlon is to be
absorbed by Wall street.

* * %

But where does Canada get off? If
the imperial government is to valorise
American cotton it should do no less for
Canadian wheat. If there is more wheat
coming into: the market than can be ab-
sorbed . by :the allies, then they should
buy from €anadea. The American farmer
and miller can sell to every country in
the world which is able to buy, while the
Canadian farmer and miller cannot sell
except to the mother country and her
allies.

* % @

As Great Britain is largely financing
the allies it will be Great Britain that
will do the buying, and, as we have be-
fore said, England is thus our only mar-
ket. The British Government can best
serve Canada by taking the entire crop
available for export at a fair price. It
is said at Ottawa that something of the
kind will be done, and that Sir Robert
Borden is laboring to that end. A re-
cent enquiry from London as to the
amount of wheat we will be able to ex-
port and the tonnage required may in-
dicate that his labors are meeting with
success.

* % *

But time is an important condition.
Our neighbors are pretty well thry with
their harvest, while we are just beginning
to garner the crop. We should have an
authoritative announcement of policy be-
fore long so0 as to avold any stampede,
head off any bear raid and prevent any
period of uncertainty that might tempt
the farmer to sell his wheat at a sacri-
fice. Moreover, a8 we have already said,
a portion of the crop at least should be
deﬁvered if possible in the shape of
flour from the Canadian mills now equip-
ped to grind fifty thousand barrels a day
for export.

RESCUE WORK WAS MARVELOUS
SAYS A TORONTO PASSENGER

Chas. L. Pringle Praises Crew for Coolness and Good
Service—George Money of Stratford,
Says it Was Wonderful.

QUBEENSTOWN, Aug. 19.—George
L. Money of Stratford, Ont., who, with
his daughter and brother, was return-
ing home by the Arabic, sald in an
interview that the passengers in large
numbers were enjoying the beautiful
weather about decks after breakfast.
Their attention had just been attract-
ed to the steamer Dunsley, the boats
of which were being launched.

The Arabic, Mr. Money added, was
making toward the Dunsley when the
streak of a torpedo fired from a sub-
marine lying in the wake of the Duns-
ley, was seen making for the Arabic.
There were cries of alarm and all
hands made for lifebelts and lifeboats.

“Fortunately,”’” continued Mr. Money,
“gl] precautions had been taken, the
lifebelts being in readiness on deck
and the boats in position for launch-
ing. The torpeio struck the shipand
there was a terrible explosion. The
ship began to settie immediately and
gank in a few minutes. It was marvel-
ous -how so many boats were got
afloat in the few Moments. 1 was an
hour and a half swimming.”

Charles L. Pringle of Toronto said

tonight that most of the passengers of
the Arabic were Canadians,

Discussing the work of rescue, Mr.
Pringle said:

“It was really marvelous that so
many persons were saved. All the life
boats were crowded when they were
launched and some persons were
thrown into the water. There were
some very panicky scenes, but the crew
kept cool heads and rescued most of
those struggling in the water. The
floating rafts did good service, several
passengers clinging to them for a con-
siderable time.

“One woman, the mother of three
children, had an arm broken and be-
came separated from her children when
the hoats were lowered. She did not
krow their fate until she met them
at the landing place. It was an affect-
ing scene as she clasped them to her
breast.”

The assistant purser of the Arabic
said:

“The torpedo hit near the engine-
room and the boilers of the steamer ex- |
ploded. This accounts for the rapidity
of her sinking. . The captain was the
last man to leave the ship. The boats
were rowed about for four and a halt
hours beéfore they were picked up.”

Were Americans is Not
Known — Vessel's Side
Was Torn Open and She
Sank in Ten Minutes.

TWO AMERICANS DROWNED

NEW YORK, Aug- 20, 2.30 am.—
The White Star officials announced at
2.30 o'clock this morning that a re-
vised list showed 20 persons missing
from the Arabic. Of this number two
are Americans.

LONDON, Aug. 19.—The big White
Star Line steamer Arabic, formerly a
favorite ship of the Liverpool-Boston
service, but which on her present trip
was on the way to New York, was tor-
pedoed and sunk by a German sub-
marine at 9.15 o’clock Thursday morn-
ing sout! of Fastnet.

The gféamer, according to a state-
ment of the White Star Line, was
attacked without warning and went

sons on board-—181 passengers and 242
members of the crew—32 are ‘missing,
and are believed to have perished.
Most of those who have not been ac-
counted for belong to the crew. Only
six of the passengers are reported
missing.

' Whether any of those not accounted

1for are Americans has not yet been

determined, but there were only 26
citizens of the U. 8. on board, 22 be~
ing in the second cabin and four in the
steerage. The Arabic carried no first
class passengers, having lately been
turned into a two class liner.

The survivors who left the steamer
in the ship’s boats and were picked up
later by passing vessels, arrived in
Queenstown tonight. They are being
accommodated by the White Star Line
in hotels and boarding houses in the
little town which so short a time ago
cared for the survivors and the dead of
the Lusitania,

Ready for Emergencies.

Details of the sinking of the Arabic
are lacking, but that the loss of life
was not greater doubtless was due to
the fact that the weather was fine and
that steamers plying the German sub-
marine zone now keep thelr boats
swung out, and are otherwise prepared
for emergencies,

The torpedo that sank the Arabic
struck her on the starboard side 100’
feet from her stern., The vessel had
left Liverpool Wednesday afternoon
and taken a eoutherly course, well off
the Irish coast, doubtless with a view
of avoiding the submarines which fre-
quent the waters nearer the shore.

When some fifty miles west of where
the Lusitania was sunk in May, the
German underwater boat rose to the
surface and launched a torpedo. The
marksmanship of the Germans, as in
the case of the Lusitania, was deadly
accurate, and, like the Lusitania, the
big liner quickly settled and shortly
disappeared from view.

Saw Another Ship Sunk.

Some of the survivors, according to
reports received here, say that they
had just witnessed the torpedoing of
a British steamer, presumably® the

Dunsley, and that this had caused
great alarm on board the Arabic. In
their fright the passengers had rush-
ed for life preservers, and had barely
adjusted them when the German sub-
marine turned its torpedo against the
vessel's side.

Ten lifeboats and a number of life
rafts were quickly got over the side of
the steamer, and into these a large
number of passengers and members of
the crew scrambled, ;

Many of the passengers, however,
fell into the water, but they got hold
of the rafts and clung to them, and
later were rescued. One woman who
fell into the sea screamed pitifully for
help. The weather and tidal condi-
tions being favorable, two sailors
swam to her assistance and succeeded
in lifting her upon a raft.

Among those who were rescued
were Capt. Will Finch, commander of
the Arabic; all the deck officers; the

assuring news came shortly by wire-
legs, however.

Captain Finch was formerly in the
Pacitic Mail service, but for some
years has bhéen in command of
Arabic. ° The steamer is the largest
yvet sunk by the Germans, with the
exception of the Lusitania.

Twelve Years Old.

The Arabic, which was owned by
the White Star line, was a steel twin
screw steamer of 15,801 tons, 600 feet
iong anil 655 feet at the heai.—about
kalt the, size of the Lausitania. She
was built at Belfast 12 years agc. She

carried wireless and was modernly
tuilt. and equipped thruout. lier
masier, as given by Liloyds, is W.

On her last eastward trip the Ara-
bic arrived in Liverpsol on Aug. 6
from New York.

Following the receipt of a cable=
gram aunouncing her safe arrival. the
bureau of combustibles of New York
City allowed the fact to becorne known
that two sticks of dynamite had been
discovered on board the liner on July
27, the night b2fore ghe sailed from
New York for Liverpool.

The Arabic was under British regis-
iry at the port of Liverpool. Uunder
normal conditions she could make not
more than 16 knots an hour. Tiis
would make her not dillicult of attack
by speedy German submarines. Site
sailed from Liverpool at 3 o'clock yes-
terday afternoon,

The White Star Company state that
the total number of persons on board
was 423, made up of 132 second cabin
paseengers; 48 in steerage and 243
members of the crew.

Fastnet, off which the Arabic was
torpedoed lies close to the lane of
steamship traffic between England and
America. It is about 40 miles west
of Old Hecad of Kinsale, near which
the Lusitania was sunk. German sub-
marines have been active in these
waters since the declaration by the
German Government in February of a
naval zone arouni the British Isles.

Treasury May Take Quick Ac-
tion to Relieve Acute
Situation.

‘we gave him other work, both at the
Vaughan Road and Green School, with-
out tendering, but with the consent of
the board of trustees. The quotations
were very satisfactory.”

Mr. Burroughs: “I gave all the orders
for material to Mr. Blackmore and I
think he has no cause to complain.”

Work on Drains.

Regarding the work on drains in the
new building, considerable discussion
arose. Geo. Prior asked for the figures
quoted by the contractor, both by con-
tract and by day labor. J. Wilcox said
in reply that the contract price was
$185.00 and the day labor estimate
was $37.70. “We had the work done
by day labor.”

J. Wilcox described the imperfect
state of the drains and the sump holes.

School Trustee, Duncan Hood, also
took exception to the new drains,
“They are not working properly and
the new basements are in an un-
sanitary condition,” he said.

E. Birch said: “They have' worked
properly for two years and have been
put in perfectly and correct with pro-
per falls.”

Report Shows Marked In-
crease in Exports Over

July.
IMPORTS FALL AWAY
Business of Last Four Months

Was Very Satisfac-
tory.

By a Staff Reporter.

OTTAWA, Aug. 19.—The volume of
Canadian trade for July shows a mark-
ed increase over the same month last
year, $100,000,000, as compared with
$93,000,000.

The most satisfactory feature of the
report is the increase in the domestic
and foreign exports. Domestic exports
for July amounted to $45,600,000, and
foreign goods exported from Canada
$16,000,000. In July last year they
amounted to $41,000,000 and $8,000,000.

Eleven ¢gnillion dollars’ worth of ani-
mals and animal products were ex-
ported, which was an increase, Manu-
factured goods exported were $12,500,-
000, as against $5,800,000 a year ago.

There is a falling off in the imports
of merchandise entered for consump-
tion. Last month they were $36,000,000,
as compared with $42,000,000 a yesr
ago.

The total Canadian trade for the
first four months of the fiscal Year
shows a large increase, amounting to
$371,000,000, as compared with $306,-
000,000.

for Action..

Some sharp criticism of the knit-
ting mills and other factories in Tor-
g.to“ working on war contracts was
made at -the regular meeting of the
Toronto District, Labor Council at the
Labor Temple last'evening. One dele-
gate stated that in one knitting mill
in the city the girls were working
from 7 in the morning until 11 o'clock
at might, with no time allowed for
junch. and were only receiving $6.50
per week, and another delegate de-
¢lared that the same conditions exist-
ed in at least five other factories in
the same line of business.

It was .also stated that the men
working in a Toronto factory on war
supplies were only receiving 20c per
hour fand working sixty hours per
week, while men in the United States
doing the same kind of work were re-
ceiving from fifty to sixty cents per
hour-

“The country can only look to labor
for the manufacture of war materials,”’
declarel James Simpson. *“and the
manufacturers should not be allowed
to ‘sweat’ their employes in order to
make a profit out of such orders.” He
moved that the cases cited be investi-
gated by the labor council, and that a
mass meeting be held to bring the full
weight of the labor movement to bear
upon the government, asking that or-

hands of such manufacturers, and
that something be done to take out of
the war contracts the incentive to
“sweat” the workers.

Attention was drawn to the govern-
merit inspectors, who, it was declar-
ed, looked after the men, but nothing
was done for the women who have no
votes. ‘“The government gives per-
mits to break the law on account of
war exigencies, because the employers
have a hold on the government,” de-
clared one speaker.

Secretary Stevenson thought that if
the government in Canada would work
along the same lines as the govern-
ment of Great Britain, there would be
less trouble along these lines. “Some
200 factories in the old countty have
been taken over by the government
on account of the treatment that was
accorded the employes,” sail he.

The motion of the organizing com-
mittee that a picnic be held on Sept.
18, to defray the expenses of organiz-
ing the waitresses of the city, was
carried. Speaking in regard to this
work, Robert Stevenson said that the
waitresses were up against a hard pro-
position. “The average employer of
waitresses is not in sympathy with
womanhood. The girls have to depend
largely on the tipping system, which
has been ground down since he war
started.”

“right in the thick of it.”

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POLITICAL INTELLIGENCE

In a long editorial which strives to be
judicial in tone, but/speaks as one with
authority, The Toronto News discusses
the present political situation. It frank-
ly admits that there has been some snip-
ing on both sides during the informal
political truce. It further declares that
In the event of a Dominion -election,
Sir Wilfrid Laurier and the Liberals mag
expect to have their record on the
dreadnought issue held up to public re-
probation.

two political parties get together in a
real and lasting truce.
The News is of the opinion that the
lifetime of the present parliament should
be extended for two or three years after
the close of the war. That would pro-
long the lifetime of parliament to 1919
at least. It is a fair surmise that such
an agreement would mean a ‘coalition
government.”” That particular phrase is
studiously aveqided, but The News says:
It is surely fair to ask that the
life of parliament shall be extended
for two or three years after peace is
proclaimed it ithe government is to
forego the right or dissolution. If
such ‘an agrecment couid be effected
between tne: parties ministers would
be free to give all their energies to
the prosecution of the war, and to
the great problems of finance and ad-
ministration which demand unremit-
ting attention. Such an agreement
would enable the two parties to co-
operate in the conduct of the war as
they cannot co-operate if an election

is imminent.
s

The News says in effect that the gov-
ernment now has the whip hand be-
cause it can have an election whenever
it pleases. But if it calls another ses-
sion of parliament, the Liberals may
harass the ministers, hold up business
and force the government to ‘‘peg out”
at a most inopportune time. The party
in power loses the advantage of being
able to pick its own time for election
when parliament grows old enough to be
in danger of dissolution by the efflux
of time. Hence the Liberals are noti-
fied that they must make terms or get
ready for an election. Indeed there is
what may be interpreted as a velled
threat to bring about an election at
once if the opposition makes no response
to the overtures of the government:
it has not been the practice in
Canada or in Great Britain to allow
parliaments to run for the full statu-
tory period. There were four-year
sparliaments under Sir John Macdon-
ald and under Sir Wilfrid Laurier.
No parliament expired by effluxion of
time during all the years that Sir
Wilfrid Laurier held office. The
Liberal leader understood that in a
fifth session the government would
be practically at the mercy of the
opposition and that no expedient to
embarrass ministers would be neglect-
ed. An opposition has great power
to hamper a government facing the
country. This power is invariably
abused. In practice we have estab-
lished the righnt of a government to
dissolve after the fourth session and
this is amply supported by British
precedent,

—
This editorial utterance follows hard
upon the heels of an Ottawa despatch
published a few days ago in many of the
leading Conservative newspapers. That
despatch said in substance that pariia-
ment would he summoned at an early
day, that the Liberals would be asked
to agree to an extension of the parlia-
mentary term and if they declined to so
agree the government would at once ap-
peal to the peonle.

The Toronto Mail the day after the
Manitoba election practically came out
for a _coalition government. With this
evidence before him one might be in-
clined to think that the Conservative
«“Barkis is -willin".” But'. the Liberal
Peggoty has yet to be consulted. Until
vesterday the opposition newspapers had
nothing to say on the subject. But now
the Ottawa correspondent of The London
Advertiser. telegraphs his paper that “a
campaign for a coalition government in
Canada has been launched. It has been
in progress for some weeks. The plan
has been deliberately formulated and the
educational work is being carefully done
at the present time chiefly by the Con-
servative newspapers.’”

The correspondent, who is a well-
known newspaper man in close touch
with Sir Wilfrid Laurier, and his chief
lieutenants, writes from a party stand-
point, declaring that a number of busi-
ness men all over the country are in-

sisting upon the government calling to its
aid t}%ﬁsdom, counsel, and experience
of Sir Wilfrid. He also goes on to say
that the government does not want an-
other scandal probe by the public ac-
counts committee like the one which re-
sulted in turning two of its supporters
out of parliament. Finally he declares
that Hon. Robert Rogers wishes to head
off any further investigations in Mani-
toba and will gladly retire from active
politics to become Canadian high com-
missioner at London.

The despatch adroitly prepares the
faithful for a deal between the two po-
litical parties in the near future. The
government is charged with making the
overtures from partisan as well as patri-
otic motives, but the assurance is given
that if any arrangement is made, a num-
ber of Liberal statesmen will be glven
cabinet portfolios.

Mr. Rogers is disposed of by sending
him to London. Possibly the Nationalist
ministers will be put to the sword and
other cabinet vacancies created by ap-
pointments to the bench and to 'the
senate.

If a coalition government was formed.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier would be an out-
standing - figure. Some Conservatives
might bitterly resent his being called to
the cabinet, while some extreme Liberals
would be sore if where he sat was not
the head of the table, The Advertiser.
among other things says:

“Two elemepts are promoting it
and two motives have inspired it. A
strong group of business and finan-
cial men have decided that Can-,
ada stands sorely in need of the
statesmanship, wisdom and exper-
ience of Sir Wilfrid Laurier, who was
at the head of affairs during the per-
iod of Canada’s greatest develop-
ment and prosperity. In this time
of stress, leading men within the
Conservative party feel that greater
capacity than possessed by the Bor-
den government is available and that
the first essential step is to secure
the presence of Sir Wilfrid Laurier
at the Canadian Council Board. .

It may also be true that .the Liberals
would be suspicious of Mr, Rogers as a
member of a coalition government. At
any rate a situation is apparently de-
veloping in regard to Ottawa which is
well worth watching.

BERLIN, Aug. 19.—The chancellor, in &
sensational statement in the reichstag to.

‘‘Sir Bdward Grey,” said the chancellor,

Dr. Joseph;, a student of rhinology,
has pointed to the fact that unhappi-
ness, melancholia, inefficiency,  self-
consciousness, and even suicide has been
the price of odd or badly shaped noses.

Dr. Lee Cohen of Baltimore has just
summed up- his remarkable series of
operations upon ugly noses made beau-
tiful, and his perfective technique wo
seem to bring hope to all with nasal de-
formities, big and little,

Over and above the destructive in-
fluences of an ugly nose upon efficienay,
industrial success and any social pro-
gram, it keeps you unfavorably con-
| spicuous in publie.

One patient with a nose of undue
prominence was correctly convinced that
any advancement in the wholesale house
in which he worked was hindered by his
nose.

Not only the Baltimore surgeon, but
Drs, Hartwell, Roe, Joseph, Berens and
several others throughout the country
are successfully orming this opera-
tion. None of them wlill tolerate the
term “beauty specialist.”” They say that
they are simply nose surgeons with
nothing to do with beauty, except In so
far as making perfect one of nature's
imperfect features is concerned.

The operation, it is claimed, is done
without psubl:ronuu. scars or compli-
cations. Ef a local anaesthetic or
ether is used, the skin is undermined by
means of a little slit made inside the
nostril, and the outside shows no ef-
fects of the operation.

Y camp dishwashing 1s belng
M brought down to its simplest ele-
| ments, and I have partly solved
| the problem by trying to have no dishes
| to wash. Fish cooking, which I know
| inspires dread in the heart of the brav-
| est soldier of the dishpan, isn't formid-

able at all. Indeed, from the dishwash-
ing standpoint fish is nowadays a fa-
vorite. For I cook it in a paper bag
and serve it on paper dishes. Conse-
quently, there are only a few pieces of
cutlery that bear evidence of fried fish,
and they're not at all distasteful to
clean.

But although I use paper dishes a
great deal, one doesn’'t want to use
them all the time, and so some days
have their quota of china cleaning just
as I have at home. And try as I will
there's no use trying to escape the
pots and pans brigade. I find it hard to
get on with them at dishwashing times,
but it’s impossible to get on without
them. 8o I've tried out various ways of
making their cleaning easy.

In the first place I make use of the
casserole, and so cook and serve the in-
dividual portions in the same dish.

Ihad
the ideasthat the more washing soda one
used the better and quicker were the
dishes cleaned.

Moreover, the day
the dish mop disappeared temporarily,
and I had to dip my hands in the soda
water, I saw that the washing soda.made
them turn lobster-red. That settled it.
Tor if there is one thing I dread and
fight against, it's having evidences of
“housekeeping drudgery’’ about my per-
son. I won't have red hands.or'‘““houser
maid's knee’” or distended veins on my
hands if care or cosmetics will prevent.

So I experimented a bit. Now instead
of dropping washing soda into the dish-
pan I keep a solution of washing soda
bottled away. When I need it 1 simply

.of the washing soda solution and let’ it

pour a tablespoonful or so of the soda
solution into the dishwater. This is
just as effective in aiding the dishwash-
ing process, but it doesn’t by any chance
get the actual soda chemical in direct
contact with enamel ware, and I needn't
be quite so hesitant about putting my
own hands in the water.

Another help In easy pot cleaning is
not to try to clean it altogether by the
use of a cloth and ‘“‘elbow grease.” A
fine powder sprinkled on a stiff brush
makes it possible quickly and easily to
scrub the most obstinate pot into im-
maculateness. If the pot is very soiled
or greasy I flll it with water and some

boil, and it is then very easy to finish
cleaning. This treatment is alsc effec-
tive for burnt saucepans of any kind.
The saucepan is filled with the water
and washing soda solution and allowed
to boil until the water is_just boiled!
away. Then the saucepan Is refilled !
again in the same way until the second
performance is finished. After that it is
a simple matter to clean the saucepan
perfectly with the brush and powder.

Business Blundering in Big
Mergers.

When an important merger occurs
among manufacturing interests, or
any interests :concerned with the pro-
duction of staples, it is a remarkable

get all the principles of business by
which they have prewiously gained
reputation or established themselves
on a sound basis. They resort to me-
thods which are bound,'in the long
run, to bring about an unsatisfactory,
if not a disastrous, condition of trade.

One object, and probably the main
object of a merger, is to establish a
monopoly, When the monopoly is once
established, the next step, it might be
imagined, would be to place it on an
absolutely sure and safe basis. It
would be a simple matter to do this
with the resources at the ‘disposal of
most large incorporations. ‘What,
however, is the usual custom? It is
to begin a method of business which
immediately results in the encourage-
ment of a host of little manufacturers
to start in competition- once more.

The big merger, with a clear field,
closes up several of its factories to
reduce output. It raises prices on the
goods it produces to the retailer. It
lowers its prices for raw material and
discourages the grower. It prepares
the way, in fact, for future competi-
tion,

‘To establish an absolutedy wunas-
sailable monopoly, the obvious Way
would be to recognize the rule that
profits are not made on high-pricei
sales, but on savings. The discounts
possible on big purchases of raw ma-
terial, or by growing supplies under
the auspices or ownership of the mer-
ger, are themselves a profit. The over-
head expenses cut off by consolida-
tion are another profit. The savings
on haniling, packing, freightage, etc.,
in large quantities, are another profit.

Another source of stability is the
building up of a large business, the
larger the better, and in many staples
the expansion is an almost unlimited
possibility. Small profits on huge
turnovers are the secret of stable busi-
ness. This factor works in with an-
other important consideration—the
exclusion of competition. Low prices
gather in the big business and - place
competition in a hopeless case. One
other element is of first importance. It
is the keeping up of the quality of the
goods.

Now, in the case of difficuities in
any of the mergers of the last ten
or twenty years, it will be found that
many, if not all, of these rules have
been violated. Prices have been put
up, with the result of curtailing de-
mand and stimulating competition.
Output has been restricted, with the
result that prices could not be cut to
meet competition, and quality has been
lowerel to assist this foolish policy.
Restricted output has prevented con-
trol of raw material, and instead of
expansion the business has shown a
tendency to remain at a‘ stand or even
to go backwards.

With a whole country to expand in,
and certain profits and steady‘growth
to be had by catering to it, the mar-
row, grasping and short-sighted me-
thod has been aiopted with the in-
evitable result. Certain profits are
more desirable than uncertain, vet the

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FRESH LANDING
AT SUVLA BAY

———

British Mécie Slight Progress
Against Large Turkish

Forces.

LOSSES WERE HEAVY

All Positions Consolidated and
Troops Are in Fine
Spirits.

LONDON, Aug. 19.—Additional
troops have been landed by the Bri-
tish at Suvla Bay, Gallipoli Peninsu-
la. This announcement was made here
officially this afternoon.

The war office admits that after
heavy fighting, in which no satisfac-
tory progress was made, the British
advance was halted. Losses on both
sides were very large.

The text of the statement follows:

“The recent operations of the Gal-
lipoli Peninstila consisted of attacks
on the enemy’s positions along the
southern and Anzac lines, and includ-
ed the fresh laniding of a strong force
at Suvla Bay. ;

“There is evidence from prisoners
statements that the Twurks had been
considerably reinforced, with a wview
to heavy atttacks on us, and that ours
forestalled the enemy’s by about 24
hours. Consequently the fighting was
very severe and on both sides casu-
alties were very high. *

“The landing at Suvia Bay was well
planned and carried out by the navy,
but in spite of the fact that the Turks
developed their greatest strength in
the Anzac region, our troops from
Suvla coull not make very satisfac-
tory progress before the enemy was
able to move up considerable forces
from his reserves and bring our fur-
ther advance at this point to a stand-
still.

“Within the past week the positions
won have been consolidate at all
points. The spirit of the troops is ex-
cellent.”

To Influence Balkans.

Recent cable despatches have indi-
cated that the French and Britigh have
determined upon a great attempt to
capture the Dardanelles as speedily
as possible. London reports say that
this is being :lone for a double pur-
pose: to influence the wovering Bal-
kan States with a show of force, and,
if possible, to assist hard-pressed Rus-
sia by forwarding to her supplies thru
the straits.

On Aug. 6 this effort was inaugu-
rated with the landing of British
troops near the Bay of Suvla, to rein-
force which the new landing party
apparently has been sent.

LOOSE METHODS

Given Blank Cheques in Ad-
'vance for Hérses That Had
Not Been Bought.

JUST TO AVERAGE UP

Filled in Sums Which Did Not
Correspond With Totals
for Those Accepted.

KENTVILLE, N.S., Aug. 19.—When
the government representatives were
buying horses in Nova Scotia last
year for military service, they were
given blank cheques in advance for
horses tnat had not then been pur-
chased. This was made known at this
afternoon’s session of the royal com-
mission here, investigating these pur-
chases.

Gifford H. Oakes, secretary of the
King’s County Conservative Associa-
tion, who acted as the agent of A. De-
Witt Foster, ex-M.P.,, in these pur-
chases, and supplied the money to the
buyers, was on the stand this after-
noon. He was given a number of
signed blank cheques by Mr. Foster,
and in some cases, he said, he filled
out the total amount for a specific
number of horses that had been ac-
cepted; in others, as already stated,,
he. gave blank cheques to the buyers
in advance, while in still others - he
filled in amounts which did not cor-
respond with the total amounts for
horses accepted. His reason for this
last peculiarity, he said, was that he
wanted to keep the cheque averages.

Sorry He Signed.

Three of these cheques, issued iIn
advance and in blank were for $6.500,
$5000 and $8500, for horses purchased
at Middleton, Windsor and Kentville,
respectively. All these cheques were
gigned by Frank Keever.

Dr. Gill, the government wveterinary
at the sale at Windsor, was shown a
cheque which he had counter-signed,
and was surprised today when he
found that it was a cheque to which
he had placed his signature at Keever's
request. He said that had he noticed
what the paper was when signing, he
would not have placed his name there
as he had no desire to have any con-
nection with the money end of the
business.

OFF JUTLAND COAST

Five German Torpedo Boats
Engaged Returned Safely,
Says Enemy.

BERLIN, Aug. 19.—The sinking of a
British cruiser and a destroyer by
German torpedo boats is reported in
an official statement by the admiralty,
whoge announcement indicates a real
naval battle on the west coast of Jut-
land. the north province of Denmark,
Tuesday afternoon.

The text of the statement says:

“On August 17, at 2 o'clock, five
boats of one of our torpedo boat flo-
tilla attacked a emall modern British
cruiser and eight torpedo boat. de-
stroyers near Homnsriff Lightship, on
the  west coast of Jutland, and sank
the cruiser and one destroyer with
torpedoes. Our forces had no losses.”

“During the night of the 17th and
18th our naval alrships again at-
tacked London. London City and im-
pertant Thames establishments were
liberally bombarded. Good resgults
were observed. In addition, factories
and blast furnaces at Woodbridge and
fipswich were bombarded. ,The air-
ships suffered no damage despite the
heavy fire and all returned.”

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS,

The sole head of a family, or any male
over eighteen -years old, may homestead
a quarter section of available Dominion
land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Al-
berta. Applicant must appear in person
at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub-
Agency for the District. Entry by proxy
may be made at any Dominion Lands
Agency (but not Sub-Agency) on certain
conditions,

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and

J cultivation of the land in each of three

years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm
of at least eighty acres, on certain con-
ditions. A habitable house 1s required,
except where residence is performed in
the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price,
$3.00 per acre,

Duties—Six months’ residence in each
of three years after earning homestead
patent; also fifty acres extra cultivation.

the harvest in the spring crop belt
with Sept. at $1.06% and Dec, at
$1.043%. The close was %c to 1%ec
under last night. Corn finished un-
changed to %c up, oats igc to %c up,
and provisions with gains of 2%c to
20c. >

Bears in wheat had 'the advantage
from the start. As a result for the
first time this season, the May option
went lower than last year, selling down
to $1.08. Favorable weather thruout
Minnesota, the Dakotas and the Cana-
dian northest continued as on 'the pre-
vious day to act as more than an off-
sét for rains in the territory southwest
of here. As a matter of fact, today's
advice pointed to a realization of
one of the largest spring crops ever
grown in America. On the ensuing
decline, indications that a fair export
business had developed led to a little
reaction, but the bulls were making
only slow headway when word came
that the Arabic was the victim of a
submarine.

Pessimistic Corn Reports.

Corn at first sagged. with wheat.
Later, tho the market hardened ow-
ing to unwelcome cool temperatures.
