1. Tlie following terras shall in this Ohapter mean ius herein defined
unless there is something in the context rejiiigntHit thereto :—

"Schools" shall mean all Schools established under this Chanter or
"The Common Schools Act, 1871," or any amendment thereof:

'^District," that portion of territory into which the Province shall be
divided for local School government

:

"Border District," a District embracing portions of two or more Coun-
ties :

"Ratepayer," any person rated in the Parish Assessment List in re-
si)ect of real or pei-sonal })roperty or income :

2. The Governor in Council shall appoint a Chief Superintendent of
Education at a salary of sixteen hundred dollars per annum, payable
quarterly, besides travelling exj.-^i^ses, charges and contingencies of
ofhce, and a Clerk or Assistant, at a salary of tweh e hundred dollars
per ai.aum, payable quarterly.

^

3. The Governor in Council may issue Warrants in the ordinary man-
ner, for the payment of the several allowances, salaries and services i)ro-
vided for hereby.

BOARD OF EDUCATION.

4. The Governor, the Members of the Executive Council, the Pmsi-
dent of the University of New Brunswick, and the Chief Superintendent
of Education, shall constitute a Board of Education ; the Governor Avith
three Membei-s of the Executive Council, and the Chief Suijerintendent
who shall act as Secretary, shall constitute a quorum.

5. The Board of Education shall have power—
(1) To provide for the establishing and efficient working of a Noi-mal

School with Model departments; to appoint a Principal at a salary of
twelve hundred dollai-s per annum, payable quarterly, who shall, with
the approval of the Board, appoint such Assistants m may be found
necessary, and to make such allowance for the travelling expenses of

8. The Board of Education shall have power to attach to a District,
as part thereof, any body of dyked marah or river island wherever situ-
ate, which may belong to parties resident in such District.

CHIEF SUPERINTENDENT.

9. It shall be the duty of the Chief Superintendent of Education,
and he is hereby cmjwwered.

(1) To have, subject to the Board of Education, the supervision and
direction of the Inspectors and Schools

(2) To enforce the provisions of this Chapter, and the regulations and
decisions of the Board of Education :

(3) To api)ortion the County School Fund in accordance v/itl. ^)ao pi-o-
visions of this Chapter, ^vithholding the same, and all provi:,cial aid,
from Districts presenting a false or insufficient return, and dealing with
forfeited balances as directed by the Board of Education :

(4) To furnLsh the Inspector with the numbers and Iwundaries of the
Districts within the respective Counties, and from time to time, as new
Districts are created, or boundaries altered, to furn^sh such new bound-
aries, and the certificate of the Insi^tor shall be evidence of such
boundaries

:

(5) To cause copies of this Chapter, with regulations of the Board of
Education, together with all necof«ary forms and instructions, to be pul>.
lished and furnished gratuitously to Insixjctors, Trustees, and Teachers :

(6) To prepare annually a Report upon the Schools subject to his super-
vision, accompanied with full statistical tables and detailed accounts of
the expenditures of the moneys appropriated under this Chapter, and
offer suggestions on educational subjects ; whicii Roiwrt shall be' laid
before the Legislature within ten days after the operung of the next suc-
ceeding Session thereof.

INSPEC'TOKS.

10. It shall be the duty of each of the Inspectors, and he is hereby
empowered

14. The County Secretiuy in each County shall annually, af, or about
the time when the assessment for ordinary County and Parish rates is
usually ordered, but so as that in fact the as.sessment herehi directed may
be made u}), assessed and levied at the same time as other County and
Parish rates (if any) are made uj), assessed, and levied, detemine upon
a sum which shall he. sufficient to yield an amount ecjual to thirty cents
for every inhabitant of the County, according to the last preceding cen-
sus, together >dth an amount not exceeding ten per cent, for probable loss
and exiKuses of disbursing, and shall apportion such gross sum amongst
the several Parishes, Cities, and Towns, ii) the same projKJrtion lus other
County rates wove next preceding the issuing of the warrant, as herein-
after mentioned, apjiortioned, or assessed, or ordered to be apportioned or
assessed, upon and amongst the several Parishes, Cities, and Towns, as
nearly a.s the Comity Secretary may be able to get at such apportionment

;

or m the want of any such previous apj.ortionment, then acaording to'
what the County Secretary may deem to be the relative valuation, for tax-
able purposes, of the real and personal pr9perty and income of the several
Parishes, Cities, and Towns

; and the County Secretary shall forthwith in
the like manner as if the same had been ordered

\fy the County Cour.cil,
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to be refunded in October following, after the firrit day of which month
interest on such advance will be charged against the County. I

17. In addition to any other security required to be given by the
County Treasurer, he shall be required by the County CouncH at the time
of his appointment, or by the Warden, in caae the same shall have been
neglected, to give a Bond to the Queen, with two sureties, being freeholders
of the County, to be approved by the County Council or Warden, as the
case may be, in the probable amount of the sum to be raised upon the
entire County for County School purposes, for the 'faithful discharge of
the duties of his office; which Bond shall be lodged with the '^^gistrar
of Deeds, and shall, although in tei-ms for one year, unless canceued or
another Bond be taken, remain a continuing security so long as the
County Treasurer shall remain in office.

18. The amount for which a County Treasurer is required to give bonds
under the last preceding Section shall in no case exceed eight thousand
dollars.

19. The County Treasurer shall, if clii-ected by the Governor in Coun-
cil, pay all orders drawn upon him by the Chief Superintendent of Edu-
cation on account of County School Fund, out of the first or any moneys
belonging to the County or Parish which may come to his hands, excepting
moneys (if any) assessed and on hand for redemption of Debentures issued
by the County or Parish, or for payment of interest thereon, and shall
recoup such moneys out of a^y rands subsequently paid to him on account
of the County School rate.

20. The Warden of the Municipality of York, and the Mayor of the
City of Fredericton, shall annually on or before the first day of January
in every year determine upon a sum which shall be sufficient to yield an
amount equal to thirty cents for every inhabitant of the County aa afore-
said, together with the allowance as aforesaid for probable loss and dis-
bursing, and determine how much of such sum shall be raised by the
Municipality and City resp-^ctively, determining the same as nearly as
may be according to what may be considered the relative valuation of the
real and personal property liable to be rated in the Municipality and City
respectively; and the said Warden shall forthwith certify to the Secre-
tary-Treasurer of York the amount to be raised upon the Municipality

;

and the said Mayor shall forthwith certify to the City CouncU of Freder-
icton the amount to be raised upon the City of Fredericton ; and the
Secretary-Treasurer shall, in the manner provided by the fourteenth Sec-
tion, cause the amount so certified to him, to be apportioned, assessed and
levied upon the several Pai-ishes in the Municipality ; and the City Council

pei^on (except he be a clergyman) between the age of twenty one years
and the age of sixty yeai-s, having resided in such District for the period
of one month next before the making out of the District assessment, as
hereinafter provided, shall be assessed, and shall pay the sum of one
dollar as a poll tax, but noc more than one such poll tax shall be assessed
in a year; the balance of the sum authorized to be raised shall be
assessed and levied, in respect of real and personal property -Mid income,
accorduig to the following provisions :—

of the School. No money should be wasted in the purchase of useless articles, but
the things essential should always be furnished. The ingenious Teacher .vill
usuaUy wplain and illustrate his lessons by the aid of such common things as can
be readdy obtamed. Expensive apparatus for illustrating principles of natural
philosophy. IS beyond the reach of most country Districts ; but almost every neces-
sary expenment can be performed with articles procurable in the neighborhood.
The lever, the compound lever, the pulley, the wheel and axle, the inclined plane,
the wedge and the screw, may all be illustrated by the common steelyard and a^uple of puUey-b ocks, a wheel or two from an ol.l clock, and a wooden screw
Hydrostatics and hydraulics can also bo illustrated by a few tin tubes, or bits of
lead pipe and vessels of wood or tin, if the Teacher has zeal and a little ingenuity
Pupils should be encouraged, also, to make the experiments themselves with
apparatus of their own devising.

Resttlati*. l^-Text Books.- In a ..ystem of non-sectarian public
Schools It IS necessary that both the subjects and the matter of instruc-
tion be such that all denominations of Christians in the Province can
participate in common in the same. It is generally conceded, also, that
the very great educational advantages secured by a uniformity of good
text-books (especially in rendering practicable an efficient classification of
the pupils, by which their progress is gi-eatly promoted,) far outweigh
any ijossible disadvantages that may occasionally accrue to individual
parents, pupds, or teachei-s

; and where Schools are liable, as in New
Brunswick, to frequent change of Teachei-s, such uniformity is of en-
hanced importance. As the purchase of texU,ooks must always be a
considemble and to many parents a serious item of expense, it Ls impoit-
ant that the text-books used should be as few in number as is consistent
with the end to be attained

; and whilst every care is to be taken that
they always be the best of their kind, they should be changed aa seldom
as all the mterests involved may seem to reqiiire. Regarding the fore-o-mg considerations as involved in the exercise of the power and authority
confeiTed upon it in this behalf, the Board of Education, reserving to itself
the right of adding to or removing from, the following Lists any book as
It may deem necessary, prescribes the books specified therein as the text-
books for the use of Schools. The following declarative provisions con-
cernmg the duties of parents, masters, guardian^s, trustees, and teachers
in respect of text-books shall be read as a part of this Reguktion :—

Candidates for this license who have previously made an
average of 75 or upwards on tlie syllabus prescribed for the first, class, are to work papers on those
subjects only which are irocullar to the syllabus for the Orammo^Schof>l class.

(rf) Candidates for either the first or Grammar-Hchooi class, examined on professional subjects only
(Including the School system of New Brunswick), shall be required to make an average of 60 or
upwards, their practical illustrations of method being valued as two papers.

Remark
1 -The Tniatees represent tlie inhabitantn of the DistHct, and are to

transact all School business in their stea.l, au.l on their behalf. The interests of
Education cannot thrive in any District ludess these officers efficiently discharge
their duties, ^hlch of past weakness and imperfection is rcn.edied by enlarging
the powers of Triistees; and deffiung n.ore specitieally their important dutiesSound jmlgment should be exercised by the various Districts in choosing fit menfor the office-men of intelligence, of business habits, and of e.lucational zeal. A
faithful discharge of the duties of a Tnistee will recjuire no small labour Butevery community may fairly claim the services ,.f its best men in a matter of uni-
versal interest and importance. Besides, provisipn is made for the retiring of oneof the members of the trusteeship annually.

Remark 2.-By the Provisions of sec. 74 (I), it is made the duty of the Board
of Irustees to provide School privileges free for all the children of the District and
to contract with Teachers. Every Board of Trustees should exercise all its ,x,'wersunder law m a wise discharge of these duties, submitting a clear report to theannual meeting of the educational condition of the District, the receipt and expend-
iture o aU School moneys, and the amount that the Trustees estimate to be re-qmred tor the due discharge of their duties for the year. ^ It is for the meeting toadd to or di„u„,3h tlu.s estimate, according to its best judgment of the requlre-m nts o the Distnct. Should the meeting fail to vote the means necessaiy tomeet habihties arising from agreements or con.racts already made by the Trustees,
or o be made during the year in order to provide School pri^4Ieges free for all th^
chi dren of he District, the Trustees are empowere-l to levy an.l collect their esti-mate on its being authorized by the Board of Education, sec. 45. The occurrence
of the annual meeting near the middle of a School Term, heed not, therefore, inany way prevent schools from being carried on without interruption.

Remark 3.-The Board of Tnistees should, at its first meeting after an annual
School meeting, hx the time and place for its rer,uh,r meetings during the School
year, say once a month. Where this is done, no other notice will be required tobe given of any regular meeting to members of the Board of Tmstees. Whenever
a special meeting of the Board becomes necessary each member of fh. E-a^-^ .^--i^i
be notifaed of the same. It is competent for a majority of the Board of Trustees;
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all the members having notice of the meeting, to transact business. Minntea of

each meeting and of all ortlers of the Board of Trustees should be carefully made,

duly approved, and permanently preserved.

Remark 4.—The Trustees are to procure tlio seals (for Districts without the

Cities and Incorporated Towns) required by the Corporation, and the School

Register prescribed by the Board of Education, from the County Inspector. They

should satisfy themselves that the Register i? properly kept by the Teacher, The-

Register, when filled, is to be carefully preserved by the Board of Trustees as a

part of the School documents of the District.

Remark 5.—The Trustees (and not the Teachers) are to make Retunis to the

Chief Superintendent. See Regulation 22, (14) (15.)

Remark C.—The provisions of the Law respecting the duties of the Trustees,

and their Secretary, and the Auditor, are too explicit to require explanation. The

above "Reference.s to the Act," and the general Regulations of the Board of

Education, will supply necessary information on the several subjects treated of.

It is believed that the interests of education will be best promoted by the employ-

ment of Inspectors, for a limited period, chiefly in the work of making practically

known to tha people the provisions of the law, the steps to be taken to secure its

advantages, the requirements respecting School accommodation, the careful and

proper adjustment of boundaries, and, in short, all matters necessary to enable

every District to become so familiar with correct modes of procedure as to ensure

the regular support and proper conduct of Schools. As soon as this condition is

reached, the work of inspection proper will require especial attention, and demand

professional qualifications for its successful discharge, as contemplated by the fol-

lowing Regulation :
