SPAIN'S TROBLES GROVING.

So Husplcions Are the Amthorities that
40,000 Troops ﬁ'lll phipped to
Cuba Without Arms.

London, ,July 20.—A despatch to the
Centfal News from Lisbon says that
private advices received from Madrid
state that the existence of a sceret
Cuban committze has been discovered
there and' that certain Cuban exiles
who were in Madrid, have vanished.
It has also been dlscpvered, the ad-
vices say, that separatist schemes Treé-
lative to the Philippine Islands are op
foot. As a result of certain acts of
insubordination among the Jlast six
hundred men embarked for Cuba and
the discovery that secret proclama-
tions were being circulated among the
soldiers, and in view of the notorious
rdluctance of the troops to go to Cuba,
the reinforcements, 4v,000 strong, who
will be embarked at the end of August,
will be shipped without arms, through
fear of a mutiny among them, and
their arms will be forwarded by other
vessels.

The advices also state that- deser-
tiong from the army are numerous, cs-
pecially in Aragon, Fear is entertain-
ed by the authorittes that disorders
will occur in connection with the de-
spatching of recinforcements for the
Spanish forces in Cuba, and elaborate
precautions are being taken ‘o pre-
vent trouble. Instructions have been
given to the Spanish censor to sup-
press all telegrams relating to the mat-
ter.

CASRIERED THE POLICE PREFECT.

The Small Penalties Infliicted After the
Terrible Disastor at Moscow.

8t. Petersburg. July 29.—An Imperi-
al ukase hgs been issued stating that
the Czar having personally considered
the results of the initial enquiry into
the disaster that occurred on the He-
dynsky Plain, just outside of Moscow
on the occasion of the popular fete io
connection with the coronation of the
Czar, has countermanded the order for
a further enquiry. The ukasg declares
that the Moscow authoritieS are an-
Swerable for the disaster, and orders
Prefect Vlassovsky be
cashlered, and 'that minor pemalties be
inflicted upon the other oftenders who
have been found to be in any way re-
sponsible for the calamity.

BOWERY PAWNSRHOP MYSTERY,
How Did the Marguis of Nor.zanby's
Silver Spade Get There ?

New York, July 29:—Twenty-taree
years ago the-Marquis of Normanby,
then Governor of ngnlmnd, recelved
a silver spade on the eccasion of the
turning of the first sod of the Bris-
pane and Ipswich Rallway.

AGAIN TN FRONT.

WITH ROGERS HE WON THE DOUBLE
SOULL EVENT.

Bubear and Barry Gave Them a Race for
Half the Distance, but After That 1t
was a Procession—Durnan and Hackett
Were Beaten From the Start-=Fine
Weather and Great Crowds.

Halifax, July 20.—To-day’s aquatic events
were even more successful than those on
the first day of the summer carnival, the
harbor presenting a perfect surface and
the wlng blowing barely a breath, with a
clear sky above. The crowd of spectators
in boats and on the shores was larger by
some thousands than that which witnessed
yesterday’s contests.

The three-mile race in double-sculls, the
most important one of the afternoom, was
got away about 6 o'clock. Three pairs
started—Gaudaur and_ Rogers, Bubear and
Barry, Durnan and Hackett.

The race between two of the pairs was
a fine spectacle untll the turning buoys
wepre reached, and then It lapsed into a pro-
cession, In which Gaudaur and Rogers held
the front position. The Englishmen, Bu-
bear and ar?, caught the water just a
little bit ahead of the others and pushed
ahead, but they were unable to maintain
the udvuntage or long. Gaudaur and Rog-
ers worked hard, evidently determined to
place themselves In front as early in the
race as possible, and before more than a
quarter of a mile had been covered they
had obtained this object, Bubear and Bar-
ry held on manfully and pushed thelr op-

onents hard, while Durnan and Hackett

ept close to the others and seemed for a
time llkely to make the two leaders kees
up thelr speed to the end. Gaudaur au
R:Fers were pulling a 87 stroke, and the
British pair put in about one stroke more

doing the best work, and Inch by inch the
Canadian champion and his American mate
were drawing away. They cut the water
clean with thelr oars, while the Engilsh-
men splashed considerably.

When Gaudaur and Rogers were between
two and three lengths to the good
dropped their stroke to 34, then
Three-quarters of a mile from the start

Bubear and Barry seemed to weaken on
their way home, and thelr strokes dropped
to 81 to the minute. Gaudaur and Rogers
finished in 18.43%, amlidst the cheers
of spectators and the shrieking of whistles.
The Englishmen reached home just 38%
seconds behind them.

« THE 8T. LAWRENCE ROUTE.

A correspondent in  yesterday’s
World .points to: the inconsistency of
.Canadian public men Who advocate
the establishment of & fast Atlantic
service, while they invariably take the
stéamships from New York, when
making the voyage &cross the Atlan-
tic. While it is true that these gen~
tlemen, ‘including Sir Mackenzie Bow-
ell and Sir Willam Van Horne them-
selves, take the New York boats, it
can hardly be said that their actions
are inconsistent with the policy they
advocate. On the contrary, it is rather
the reverse. They go to New York,
because they cannot get what they
want in Montreal. - It does not pay a
man whose = busihess is urgent and
whose time is valuable to take a route
which consumes two or three whole
days more than other routes, which
are also superior in other respects.
However; there is mo reason why
many Canadians who g0 to Europe
via New York &should not select the
S8t. Lawrence route. Passengers receive
better value for their pasgage money,
and a matter of a couple of days at
gea is a minor consideration with
those who are merely taking a holiday.

The best route by all odds from Am-
érica to Great Britain has' its western
terminal in Canada. As soon as the
fast Atlantio service is established,
there will be no excuse, as there w:ll
be ‘no desire, for our leading citizens
to ‘patronize foreign steamships. A few
figures will unfold the unrivalled pos-
sibilities of ‘the St. Lawrence route,
The Parisian on her last western trip
made the run from Quebec to Liver-
pool in 7 days 17 hours and 30 minutes.
Between Rimouski and Moville the
time consumed was 6 days 15 hours
and 30 minutes, The average speed was
14 knots an hour. The proposed fast
service calls for vesselg of a speed of
21 knots an hour. Subtract one-third
.of the Parigian’s time from the above
figures and the remainder will be the
length of the ocean voyage by the
Canadian’ greyhoynds. = The time be-
tween Quebec and Liverpool will be
5 days.

THE CANAD!AN_ APPLE.

The Fruit Growers’ Association of
Ontario ought to make an effort to
place a larger quantity of Canadian
apples in the markets of the Eastern
States and Great Britain. Mr. F. W.
Glen in a letter to the Secretary of
the Association; published in The Can-
adian Horticulturist, gives some valu-
able hints as to how the sale of our
apples can be largely increased in the
United States. We believe it is a
fact; as stated by Mr. Glen, that Can-
ada produces a better apple than any
other section of this continent, With us
the apple is looked upon as a very or-
dinary kind of a fruit, but as a mat-
ter of fact there.are few fruits supe-
rior to the best wvarieties of the apple
kingdom. The Canadian apple ought
to have a world-wide reputation. "It is
of course already very well known in
Great Britain, but its qualities are
rare and its fame is worthy of being
carried to all parts of the world. The
Canadian apple trade should be run
on the 'same business prineiples that
have done so much for the Canadian
cheese industry. Mr. Glen points out
that there are far less difficulties to
ovércome in’opening and retaining a
market in the United States for 10,000,-
000 barrels of prime Canadian apple;
a.t- high prices, than there was in cre,-
ating a market for 155,000,000 pounds of
prime cheese or 100,000 head of prime
fed stall cattle in Great Britain. The
cheese and cattle net the producers not
more than fifteen million dollars, while
it is claimed the apples will net at
Jeast twenty millions, and cost less to
produce, Success in the business de-
Pends upon selection, packing, quality
cocndition and appearance when ex:
posed for sale. If it is a fact, as we
believe it is, that no country can pro-
duce a better apple than Canada, then
the cream of the world’s businsss in
apples is ours if we will only cuitlvata
it. Canadian apples retain their firm-
ness, brisk acid flavor, crispness and
appetizing quality longer than
8rown in warmer countries. We un-
doubtedly have the climate. What our
fruit growers should devote their at-
tention to is the cultivation of the
best varieties and the marketing of
them on the most approved system.
The Canadian farmer will secure a
ccempetency sooner by the exercise of
intelligence than by the use of muscle.

GERMANY'S NATIONAL CODE,

For thirty years German lawyers
and statesmen have been engaged in
vlthe herculean task of preparing a
Civil Code, to prevail throughout the
:whole Empire. The Code has been fin-

[ally adopted,but it will not come into

force: till 1900.° At -the present time
‘each different kingdom and principality
in the Empire has its own local and
provincial legal system. The object of
the Code is'to introduce uniformity in
legal proceedings throughout the Em-
pire, including the Rhine Provinces,
which are now under ‘the French Code.
The work has been enormous, and it
has been practically done three times
over, the third commission having been
composed of German judges and law-
yers skilled in the actual administra-
tion of the law. Kemp’s Mercantile Ga-
zette, London, referring to the new:
German Code, urges the codification of
the clvil laws of Great Britain. It re-

commends, first of all, reducing the
English commercial law to a code, and
subsequently extending the work, so as
to include the whole civil‘law. To Have
a concise, statement of what the law of
the land is in regard to mercantile
transactions would be of lnqa.lculable
advantage to business men.j The codi<
fication of commercial law would tend
to decrease litigation and put business
on a more systematic and intelligent
basis. A great deal of the uncertainty
of English law would disappear it a
definite code were substituted for the
countless tomes of precedent that go to
make up English civil law.

The Court of Revision have made re-

If the U.S. Wrongfully Seize Our 8

BAD FOR EXCURSIONS,

Yesterday’s Raim Interfered Sadly With

the Americans Hust Make 1¢ Right
in the End.

Victoria, B.C., July 29.—A case of the
greatest importance to sealing men,
an action for prospective damages in
the suit of the Crown v, the schooner
Beatrice, has been decided in the Ex-
chequer Court of Canada by Chief Jus-
tice Davle, sitting as local judge in ad-
miralty.

The Beatrice, of which Charles
Doering was owner and master, was
seized by the American cutter Richard
Rush, on Aug. 20 last, just as it had
.commenced work among the seals in
Behring Sea. It was sent back to Vic~
toria under-  arrest, and here was
tried on a formal thotion to confiscate
the vessel and contents to the Crown,
In this action the preponderance of
evidence was with the vessel, the
court deciding that the selzure .was
wholly unjustifiable and restoring the
schooner, stores, and 203 skins to the
custody of Captain Doering, the skins
subsequently being sold at $10.25 each,

The skipper of the Beatrice brought
a claim against the British Govern-
ment for the value of the catch that
might reasonably have been secured
had the schooner been allowed to com-

The judge decided at. the
outset that the justice of the claim
could not be disputed and the evidence
taken was almost entirely as to the
extent and value of the catch that
the schooner might reasonably have
been expected to make had it complet-
ed the season’s huntingipifter compar-
ing and averaging the catches of all
the schooners of the fleet, similarly
outfitted, it was decided to allow the
Beatrice the value of 518 additional
skins at the price realized for those
given back to Captain Deering with
his vessel. From this total the court
deducted the value of the stores sav-
ed by the schooner's early return, and
judgment went against the Crown for
a net balance of $3163.50, The Marvin
