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MINISTERS ARE STILL ALIVE

Daily Telegraph’s Correspondent Cables That He is Con-
vinced That Such is the Case—General Massacre
in Honan and Shansi. ,

Unltcd States Officials Are Beginning to Feel That They Have Been “Faked” By
the Chinese in Regard to Conger’'s Messaqes—l‘las Prince Tuan Been
Killed 2—S8heng Says Legations Are Being Fed.

London, July 28.—(4 a.m.)-—Mr. Lyman A.
“Gage's statement that there Is still hope
but It is constantly diminkshing is held bhere
to define accurately the  sitwation. 'r'he
Cli‘nese Minister in London, Sir Chih Chen
Lo Feng Luh, yesterday recelved a telegram
from Sheng, Director of Rallways and Tele-
graphs, to the effect that an Impera’ de-
cree in the following terms was issued on
July 24 :

“It is fortunate that all the foreign rep-
resentatives, except Baron Vop IKetteler,
are found In safety and unharmed. Pro-
yvisiong in the shape of food stun'll vege-
tables and fruits will be suppliea to the
legations in order to show our courtesy.”

Is Britain in Communication ?

The Morning Post goes so far as to
assert that there Is mow direct communi-
cation bet\nen the Chinese authoritieg in
Pekin and London, ‘and the Ministers are
safe.

However this may be, it Is quite certain
that the attempts of the French, Itallan
and other consuls to get direct replies from
Pekin have utterly failed, and It is pointed
out that the abllity to supply the legations
with frult and vegetables involves the con-
clusion that communication Is not lmpeded

- by the Boxers.

Prepare for Advance.

Thus, desplte the dally alternation be-
tween hope and fear, the reiterated Chinese
assertions of the safety of the Minister
fail to carry conviction, and the decision
of the United States not to delay military
measures is approved as the only possible
course to pursue.

Negotiations Are Useless.

The Dally News says that “pegotiations
with the Chinése authoritles, if there be
any authority in China, are useless. It
turns out that as early asg July 12 an ap-
peal from the Emperor of China to Queen
Victoria for mediation, dated July 3, was
banded to the Marquis of Salisbury, and 1t
is understood that the other powers were

“net communicated with until July '20.

All From Chinese Sources,

The Shanghal correspondent of 'W'he Dally‘
Express asserts that three versions of Bir
Ciaude MacDonald’s letter of July § are
current there, and that it is believed that
three originated from Chinese sources. M@
adds, however, that LI Hung Chang says
the legation party ought to reach TMen
Tsin on Sunday.

Unecle Same is Waking Now,
Washington, July 27.—Unless some au-

thentic assurance as to the condition of
Americans In Pekin reaches the State De-
partment within a day or two, the Ad-
ministration $s likely to abandon whatever
faith it has manifested thus far in the
truthfulness of Chinese Information. The
State Department 1s still receptive, tho
looking with growing coolness wupon the
numerous edicts and telegyams which are
coming from China, all without bringing
any news, The contributions of to-day
were from Consul-General Goodnow at
Shanghal and Consul Fowler at .Che Foo,
S0 much of thelr messages as was given
out for publication related to the welfare
& certain American missionaries, who have
béen made the subject of enquiry by rela-
tives in this country. The cables mangled
these messages, and there is reason to
doubt the value of information attempted
to be conveyed thru them. Mr. Goodnow
algo had something to say about the poll-
tical situation, dnd it is belleved that part
of his message was not of an encouraging
chafacter. At any it was with-
held.
China Faked the Despatch.

Ever since the receipt at Tien Teln of
the autograph message from Mr, Conger,
dated at Pekin, July 4, the State Depart-
ment. officlals have had grave doubts as to
the authentielity of the clpher message at-
tributed to him, dated Pekin, July 18,

MORE MISSIONARIES KILLED.

All Those in Pao Ting Fu Have
Been Murdercd--No Cana-
dians There.

The, following cablegram was receifed by
the China Inland Mission yesterd from
Shanghai:  “All ‘missionaries murdered '

Pap Ting Fu.”

Pao Ting Fu is in the Province of Chihi}
and about the same distance from Pek'n
as-Tlen Tsin, but farther inland. The only
missionaries at Pao Ting Fu belonging to
the China Inland Mission are Rev. B. Bag:
nall and Mrs. Bagnall, who went there from
England, the former 25 and the latter 106
years ago. They have three children and
it Is possible some of these may have been
murdered also, tho Rev. Mr., Ewing of the
Toronto branch of the mission thinks ‘t
possible that two of the three children may
have been attending school at Che Foo. On
Tuesday last The World published a letter
from. Mr. Bagnall, dated June 2, when he,
with other misslonaries, was shut up In
Pao Ting Fu. Things were then in a de-
sperate condition and the missionaries had
twice been advised to leave for Tien Tsin.

It is somewhat of a rellef to know that
there are no Canadian missionaries station-
ed at Pao Ting Fu:. The North American
Presbyterian Board and the American
Board of Missions, the lntte; being mostly
Congregationalists, were represented there.

FOREIGNERS WERE HOLDING QUT

Sir Claude MacDonald Says, on July
6—Legations Got No Assistance
From the Chinese.

London, July 27.—This morning's reports
from ‘Shanghal reiterate the allegation that

corps have already left Pekin on thelr
way to Tien Tsin, and add that the foreign-
ers are being escorted by troops ot Yung
Lu, commander-in-chief of the Chinese
forces.

This move Is stated to be the cutcome of
very stormy interviewg between 14 Hung
Chang and the foreign consulg, and to have
been taken in the hope of abating the
wrath of the powers and delaying the ad-
vance of the allies toward I’ekin.

Say Half of Them Killed,

Advices recelved from the same sources
state that bhalf the foreigners in Pekin
have been killed or wounded, or have died
as the result of privations.

Sir Claude’s Letter of July 6.

Simultaneously comes a cable despatch to
The Dally Mall from Shadghal, announeing
that a letter has bheen received from Sir
Claude MacDonald the British Minister to
China, under date of Pekin, July 6, say-
ing the legations were under constant fire,
and that three were still standIng, but
that the foreigners were receiving no as-
glstance from the authorities. Owing to

To Conceal Datée of the Massacre.

The alleged departure of the Ministérs
from Pekin has led to a re-assertion of
the bellef that the story is part of a deep
laid plan by China to conceal the date of
the massacre at Pekin, the suggestion be-
ing that Chinese officlals will claim that
the Ministers left Pekin under a strong
escort, but were ambushed and massacred
by Boxers en route to Tien Tsin.

Were They Rescued ?

Howevey, altho it -Is still belleved a wmas-
sacre of the foreign colony at I’ekin has
occurred, the disposition now is to think
the Ministers were somehow rescued from
a tragic fate.

Tremendous Excitement.

The tragedy was one of the most remark-
able in the history of the city, and 20,000
people, soldiers, policemen and citizens,
were gathered around the square when
Charles was finally put to death. Tre-
mendous excitement reigned in’ New Or-
leans as the battle went on between the
police and citizens and the negro with his
Winchester, After the tragedy was over,
statements were made that the man kill-
¥ |ed was not the desperado, but papers
found on his person, and the fact that he
fought .so desperately for his life and
shot so aceurately, seem to leave little
doubt that the right man was put to death,

Tried to Take Him Alive.

Sergeant Gabriel Porteous, one of the
best known officers on the force, and Ser-
gant John F. Lally, who has a fine record
for bravery, were informed during the day
by a negro that Charles was in hiding In
a2 house on Clio-street, Determining to
take him alive if possible, the officers sum.
moned a number of patrolmen to their as-
sistance and went to the house where
Charles was supposed to be in concealment,
They entered the side alley of the house,
and were surprised in practically the same
way as were Day and Lamb., Before the
officers were aware of thelr danger Charles,
who was hidden behind a screen om the
second storey of the building; ralsed his
Winchester and started a furious but
accurate fire, ¥

Shot Them Both Down,

Lally fell with a bullet in the right side
of the abdomen. Porteous was shot thrn
the head and dropped dead across the body
of Lally. The other officers and the negro
& fled from the scene, 'The reports of
rl | Charles’ Winchester and the fact that two
officerg lay bleeding In the yard raised tre-
mendous excitement. In a littie while there
was an immense armed crowd encireling the
square in which Charles was located.

The citizens nevertheless got Lally's
body out of the alley and afterwara auc-|
ceeded in taking Porteous’ body out aiso,
It was then seen that Charles did not pro«
pose to be captured without selling his lite
dearly. Time after. time he came to the
window, and as citizens, obe by one, enter-
ed the alley he blazed away at them.

Degided to Burm Him Out.

VUltim#tely it was concluded hy those
who were bandling the situation that the
only way to get Charles was to burn the
bufiding In which he was entrenched.
This was done, and he was finaily forced
out to meet death.

Noble and
Parry. Some phlls found in the room
where the woman died will also be an
alyzed, provided traces of polsoning are
found, Pending the result of the investi-
gation, Mrs, Goodwin and Kate Black are
held at the Court-street Station as® ma-
terial witnesses, They were in an In-
toxieated condition when locked up.

PEAGE:REIGNS AT PANANA.

The Civil War in Colombia is Over
After a Desperate and -
Bloody Battle.

REVOLUTIONISTS SURRENDERED.

Will Hand Over Their Arms and in
Return the Government Grants
a General Amnesty.

New York, July 27.—A ‘treaty ot peace
between the Government and the revolu-
tionists has been signed, says a speclal to
The Herald from Panama.

Thig action followed directly after the
most desperate battle of the entire revolu-
tion, in which the losses on each side were
very heavy. Owing, It ig belleved, to some
misunderstanding of the terms ot ,ﬂlQ,lm
istice brought about by the American, the
Logilsh -and ,the French Consuis, - the lue
surgents suddenly reneWed their attacks

the suburbs of Panama. The fighting
lasted 11 hours.

Rebels Fought Delnernte\x.
, The rebel troops made charge ~atter
fcharge upon the trenches of the (iovern-
ment forces, pushing forward with a reck-
lessness approaching closely to madness,
These desperate assaults were Kkept up.all
night long, and were met with egually
brave resistance by the regulars. in one
ot the entrenchments defended by a de-
tachment composed entirely of young men
from thig city, nearly every one of the

defenders was either  killed or badly
wounded.

The Tide Was Turned.

The tide of battle was turned by the ar-
rival of an express train from Colon of )0
fresh troops to reinforce the Government,
and the rebels withdrew.

Dead and dying men were Iying along the
Culedonla road beyond the raljroad bridge
for half a mile, sometimes scattered a few
feet apart, and more offen in heaps pack-
edsclosely together. How many weresklil-
ed during the night {s not yet known, but
the number will reach ‘into the huundrads.
The exact loss may never be known, for
many of the woupded men crawled Into
out-of-the-way thickets.

Red Cross Corps at Work.

As quickly as possible the Red Eross
corps, aided by the ambulance corps or the
Blllihh crulser Leander, began gathering up
and attending to the wounded.

Cartload after cartload of corpsés was
gathered together ‘and cremated.

Treaty of Peace Agreed Upon,

Dr. Carlog Mendoza, Secretary-General of
the Revolutionary Government, went to
old statlon of the Panama Rallroad,

there Gen. Alban, Governor of PFanama,
and discussed with him the terms of a
treaty of peace between the hostile forces.
An agreement was reached after a long
cenference,
Surrender and Amnesty.
Under the terms of thls treaty the sur-
rénder of the insurgents is complete. ‘I'hey
agree to'dellver up all arms, ammunition
and ships In their possession. The Tov-
ernn-ent grants full amnesty to all the revo-
lutionists, and the officers are permitted to
retain theilr swords. Foreignerg who may
hove fought in the Insurgents’ ranks gre
to be allowed to return to their homes.
All political prisoners held in Panama
hauve been released. ‘Excitement jn the
city lg already gradually subsiging and
there s\ general rejoicing that the fight
ing has ended without the threatened bom-
bardment of Panama.

AND PAPER-CANADA THE
% WORLD’S PROVIDER.
Thirty years ago the use of Wwood for
papermaking purposes was altogether un/
Known. To-day it.is one of the moOSt ex-

\

[ tensively - used' fibres for making paper

thruout the world. Paper for news and
the common clases of paper for job
printing purposes was then made from bag-
ging, cotton waste, rope, the lowest grade
of Tags, straw, etc., and the finest qualities
of book and writing papers from cotton and'
linen rags, esparto grass and Other ex-
pensive materials.

At that time the price of news paper
was about 'ten cefits per pound, and papers
like The Toronto World were sold at five
cents per copy, whilst printing papers, ac-
cording to quality, realized from twelve
to sixteen cents per pound. But all this
Is now changed, and the entire consump-
tion of paper, for news purposes, ls now
made from wood pulp, and fully one-haif
of that used for general printing as well,
To supply the enormous quantity of wood
pulp now required by the papermaking In-
dustry, the paper manufacturers ¢f : the
Old Country and the Continent of Burope
have been drawing thelr supplies from
Norway and Sweden, while those in the
United States of America have been re-
Iylng on the product of thely own very
extensive forest lands for their raw ma.
terial out of which to make paper. _

But these supplies, that is,those of Norway
and Sweden, as well as those of the United
States, are begiuning to show signs of ex-
haustion, and the papermaking community
are naturally becoming anxious as to their
supplies for the future. It Is at this most
important crisis in the history of the paper-
making Industry of the world that Canada
is coming- rapldly to the front as the only
country from which large and Inexhaust-
ible supplies may be expected In the fu-
ture,

A company of English papermakers, some
fifteén In number, have been making a tour
thru the, United States and Canada. For
weeks past they have been paying a round
of visits to some of the most important
centres of the paper trade, In both the
United Stdtes and Canada, thé object being
to see what we were doing over here, and,
it possible, to utillze some of the methods
and usages -of the new world when they
went back to the old. These gentlemen,
who represented some of the largest mills
in Great Britain, have discovered In their
peregrinations thru Canada the unbounded
resources afforded by this country for the
production of wood pulp from which more
than three-fourths of the world’s produc-
tion of paper has come to be made. And
here lies the solution of the anxious and
much-debated question as to our supplies
of wood for the future—that here, In Can-
ada, Is a supply -which shalls be equal to
the world’s needs for all time to come, as
we shall see ‘presently.

There are two kinds % wood used for
papermaking purposes, or rather one par-
ticular kind of wood prepared In two dif-
ferent ways, ‘namely, wood ground and
wood bolled by e¢henmWealr process.  The
first Is a simple manufacture,” The wood
is ground by stones, an enormous power
being required for the purpose, that Is,
when It is belng prepared In large quanti-
ties. This Is technically named ‘‘ground
wood,” as distinct from that called ‘‘sul-
phite,”” on account of the process by which
it is prepared, The process' of grinding
destroys to a very great extent the fibrous
nature of the wood, while the process by
which the sulphite Is prepared does little
or no injury to the fibre.

Owing-to these differences in the cost of
preparing the raw material, the ground
wood Is necessarily much the cheaper, its
price at the present time being from §25
to $30 per ton dry welght, while sulphite
ranges from $35 to $40 per ton dry welght,
Eight cords of wood will produce about
seven tons of ground wood, ‘While a ton
of sulphite will require one and two-thirfls
cords of wood. A cord of wood is a stack |
three feet three inches wide, four feet four
inches. high ‘and eight feet elght Inches
long. There measures vary a little in aif-
ferent districts. Owing to the absence of
fibre in ground wood, it is Impossible to
make a sheet of mews from that alone,
and It is mixed with the sulphite in the
proportion of 80 p® cent. of ground wood
to 20 of sulphite. This mixture will make
a good, stout sheet of news paper,

The kind of wood almost exclusively used
is spruce. Pine is sometimes used,
but spruce is decldedly the best, and pro-
duces the best fibre when prepared by the
sulphite process. And of spruce wood
