Miss Rose, Guelph; H. B. Cowan, 
Peterboro, and G. W. Hodgetts, St. 
Catharines, corroborated this.

H. H. Grort, Simcoe, bandied "Sci­
entific Plant Breeding" In an able man- 

In plant breeding, heat, light, 
température and soli conditions had 
all to be studied. On this continent 
the wild types of flowers had been re­
placed by hybrid types. There . was 
nothing stable In nature. Everything 
went either up or down. There was no 
fusion in breeding, only a co-opera­
tion. He had been experimenting for 
20 years with gladioli. He spoke of his 
experiments with yellow bantam corn, 
in which the prevailing dark color of 
one of the parent stocks had been com­
pletely done away with and the white 
substituted.

Mr. Cavers reported for the commit­
tee on nomenclature. Correspondence 
had been held with authorities In the 
United States and Great Britain, for 
the purpose of collecting information 
as to naming of plants. A bulletin on 
plants, by Prof. Macoun, and a list by 
Roderick Cameron, furnish reliable 
Information. Some work has been 
done on naming some kinds of plants, 
but is not yet complete.

Roderick Cameron spoke on "The 
best half-hardy tub plants for orna­
mentation of grounds In summer, and 
how to keep them during winter." 
Plants best suited are japonicas, acuba 
japonlcas, ivies, oleanders, hydrangeas, 
etc. Baskets of woven wire, lined witn 
sods, can be used in place of tubs. For* 
winter, place in cellar, three feet of 
soil, water well and plant plants, bas­
kets and all in soil when weather gets 
cold. Cellars should be kept dark and 
plants will stand severe frost in dark­
ness without being Injured. The ori­
ginal Ideas of the speaker were great­
ly appreciated.

SOME CAN VOTE THREE TIMES
Odd Feature» In the Hungarian Suf­

frage Bill.

BUDAPEST, Nov. 11—The bill pro­
viding for trfilversai suffrage In Hun­
gary was presented to the chamber of 
deputies to-day -by Count Andraisi, 
minister of the Interior. It contains 
many novel provisions that are de­
signed, as the preample points out, to 
"prevent the political power from tail­
ing wholly Into the hands of illiter­
ates or those not In a position to use 
it in the Interests of the country, but 
to retain It In the hands of the In­
telligent sections ot the population." •

The bill provides that every Hun­
garian over 24 years of age who has 
resided In any commune for one year 
Is entitled to vote. ■ Illiterates, how­
ever, will* be assembled In groups of 
ten, and each group will have the 
power to select a single elector.

As a further means ot "preserving 
the ascendancy of the Intelligent 
classes," the bill provides for a sys­
tem of plural voting. All electors over 
32 years of age who have fulfilled their 
military duty and who have three 
children are given two votes. Work­
men who have spent five years at the 
same trade, as well as workmen who 
have graduated from specified classes 
of the secondary schools, also are given 
a double vote.

.Electors who have completed the 
full course of the secondary schools 
or who pay $20 In direct annual taxa­
tion, are given the high privilege of 
voting three times.

CHINA WILL flGHT JAPAN.
Missionary Says That Revolution ts Also 

In Formation.

PHILADELPHIA, Pa., Noy. ll.-Declar- 
lng that the youth of China, the younger 
and more progresalve element in the na­
tion, would In a great revolution over­
throw the present dynasty, Rev. William 
Christie, a missionary at the Christian 
and Mission Alliance, stated that great 
disturbances were about due In the .celes­
tial empire, and also that a war' with 
Japan was In contemplation. Mr. Christie 
said :

“The object of the revolutionary move­
ment is the overthrow of the present dy­
nasty, which Is hated for Its conservatism 
and feared for Its power. During the past 
year there have been three abortive at­
tempts, each time before the movement 
was ripe. The unrest Is being fostered by 
the student element,

“China Is not afraid of Japan, 
government Is working night and day in 
the training of men for the war with the 
Japanese, that eventually will come. All 
this talk of conciliation between Japan 
and China In the event of another war 
with the western nations Is ridiculous."

CHICAGO, Nov. 11.—Eastern League 
and American Association representa­
tives caused a sensation at the annual 
meeting of the National Association 
of Professional Baseball Clubs in this 
city to-day~~by withdrawing from the 
session. The two bolting factions had, 
presented a resolution asking that they 
be placed in control of the national 
board of arbitration and that the West­
ern and Southern Leagues be reduced 
from Class A to Class B.

This resolution was voted down by 
the meeting, and President O’Brien of 
the association then petitioned for the 
American Association and the East­
ern League to withdraw from the Na­
tional Association and requested %>er- 
rr.k sion to negotiate/with the Ameri­
can League and the National League 
for a special working agreement.

The petitioners insisted upon Imme­
diate action and when their petition 
was overwhelmingly defeated, the two 
factions withdrew from the meeting. 
They declined to make any statement 
other than that they did not purpose 
“to be governed by a great number of 
'bush leagues." Their next move, it is 
said, will be to confer with the two Mg 
leagues, the American and the Nation­
al, with the hope that they mav be 
given
organization, really a third major 
league. Rumors w hlch could not be 
confirmed had It that the American 
Association had not given up all Ideas 
of Invading major league territory, and 
that designs webe held on Pittsburg. 
Cincinnati, St. Louis and Chicago. If 
there were anything In these rumors it 
goes without saying that the Ameri­
can Association had nothing to hope 
for from the national commission.

“We have done nothing more than 
to withdraw from the meeting,” said 
President O’Brien of the American 
Association. “We have not (withdrawn 
from organized baseball, nor have we 
severed our connection with the com­
mission. We are not outlaws."

Technically it was the intention of 
thc American Association and factions 
to reduce the board of arbitration from 
seven to five members, and to obtain 
three of the five votes, that aroused 
the greatest antagonism in the com­
mission, there nqt being more than 
five ballots out or the poll of 22 favor­
ing the measure. The small leagues 
supported the Southern and Western 
Leagues In the fight against the reduc­
tion In classification of these two or­
ganizations. and the vote was just 
solidly against the resolution.

When the two big leagues had asked 
for everything they wanted and had 
been refused they bolted the meetings. 
Efforts were made to secure the aid of 
the Paclffov Coast. League for the se­
cessionists, but It could not be learned 
that this move attained success.

While these events were moving for­
ward the national commission trans­
acted business on its own account. It 
was unofficially stated that the Chi­
cago National League team \yoqld be 
reprimanded for unbusinesslike me­
thods In disposing of tickets to the 
world's championship games.

Time 1.44 1-5. Legislation for Compelling Nurserymen 

to Sel| Good Stock.

Farmers and fruit growers will be 
protected - from the nurseryman who 
often fills an order with trees untrue 
to name, if the recommendations of 
the fruit growers’become law.

A special committee was appointed 
last year to draft a suitable bill. Their 
report was submitted yesterday and 
carried. By Its provisions all nursery­
men and agents will have to have li­
censes. These licenses are liable to 
cancellation upon sufficient evidence 
of wrongdoing. No nurseryman Is al­
lowed to substitute other varieties for 
those n,amed, without the written con­
sent of the purchaser. But the chief 
clause around which Interest centred 
was the one which laid the nurseryman 
open to damages where the fruiting 
trees showed fruit other than that or­
dered.

One of the most practical addresses 
of the session was by Prof. Charles 
Smith of Cornell University, on the 
new work of the state In making or­
chard surveys and tabulating their re­
sults. This work had established the 
singular accuracy of the law of aver­
ages.

Several district representatives of the 
agricultural department discussed the 
apple difficulties of their sections. E. 
Lick of Oshawa handled very ably the 
question of packing and packages for 
apples. He claimed that character in 
the apple packer counted for more than 
anything else, and that the average 
apple packer was too careless of the 
fruit.

Re Township of Maidstone and Co. 
of Essex.—A. H. Clarke, K.C., for the 
county corporation, appealed from or­
der of Judge of county court of Essex 
under section 617 A. of the Municipal 
Act, declaring that two bridges In the 
township, known as “the base line 
bridge’’ and "the Tecumseh bridge,” 
should be In part maintained by the 
county, being of the length required 
by the enactment referred to. The ap­
pellants contended that neither of the 
bridges, when the length Is properly 
computed, comes within the statute. 
The question was as to the nature and 
character of the approaches to the 
bridges, and whether they should be 
Included In estimating the length of 
the bridges.

It was tragic, he 
said, that a sovereign with so many 
admirable qualities should And him­
self In such a plight, His majesty's 
.trouble ought rather to be ascribed 
to his responsible advisers, who, "since 
the time of Bismarck, never have been 
able to tell his majesty plainly his 
constitutional duties.’’

The Reichstag adjourned this after­
noon without having concluded the de­
bate on the Interpellations concerning 
the Imperial Interview.

He told the Jury 
they must find McGIlllcuddy guilty on 
the whole charge If he was guilty of 
libel In any part, but he added that 
they could find McGIlllcuddy Justified 
If they thought so. The Jury went out 
at 4.10.

WOULD SUPPRESS EYE OPENER.
CALVARY. Nov. 11.—P. Davis, K.C., 

counsel for Dan McGIlllcuddy, editor of 
The Calgary News, In the case of Mc- 
Gilllcuddy v. Edwards, made his ad­
dress to the jury this morning, entire­
ly Ignoring the evidence which had 
been put in for the defence.

Mr. Davis confined himself to a dis­
cussion of various copies of The Eye- 
Opener, from which he read extracts. 
He claimed that Edwards was a de­
generate on account of the publication 
of The Eye-Opener and because of hts 
drunken habits.

Davis said that the defence wished 
to kill The Eye-Opener.

He Insisted that this was the trial 
of Edwards and not the trial of Mc- 
GHlleuddy, and he called upon the Jury 
to suppress The Eye-Opener by their 
verdict.

The Judge intimated that he should 
direct the Jury to find a verdict of 
guilty as regards the matter being 
libelous, but that he should leave them 
to consider as to whether or not the 
pleeL of Justification had been estab­
lished.

NEW YORK, Nov. 11.—The conten­
tion of the United States Government 
that the American Tobacco Company 
Is operating In violation of the Sher­
man anti-trust law was sustained Sat­
urday In decisions handed down by 
Judges Lacombe, Coxe and Noyes In 
the United States Circuit Court here. 
Judge Ward handed down a dissent­
ing opinion.

In the suit the government asked 
for an Injunction dissolving the com­
bination of the American Tobacco Co., 
and its 60 subsidiary companies on the 
ground that It was illegal In that It 
operated In restraint of trade and 
commerce. The government also ask­
ed the U. S. Circuit Court to. appoint 
a receiver to wind up the affairs of 
the allied corporations.

While finding that there was an Il­
legal combination as charged. Judges 
Lacombe, Coxe and Noyes In their 
opinion say that injunctidns. should 
Issue against all the defendants, ex­
cept the United Cigar Stores Co., and 
the R. P. Richardson, Jr., Co. The 
injunctions are, however, stayed pend­
ing an appeal to the V. S. Supreme 
Court.

The petition asking for the appoint­
ment of a receiver to take charge of 
the companies, Included In the com­
bine, was refused as being "Impractic­
able and wholly unnecessary."

The Imperial Tobacco Co., and the 
British American Tobacco Co., Eng­
lish corporations, were Included in the 
government suit, but the complaints 
against these companies were dis­
missed.

As will be 
seen by the balance sheet, the com­
pany Is free from any indebtedness 
and the cash on hand amounts to $27,- 
926.85.

Following the policy outlined at the 
. last annual meeting, development work 

was carried on until the end of last 
year when, for several reasons which 
appeared to your directors to be good, 
they decided to discontinue operations 
for thB timeAieing. The chief of these 
reasons was that at the hundred foot 
level on No. 1 vein the run of the ore 
was not as high in silver value as the 
earlier production. This, in conjunction 
•with other circumstances, influenced 
the directors to adopt the course they 
have taken. Operations have now been 
resumed and the directors see no rea­
son why work should not now be pro­
secuted continuously, economically and 
energetically, and they hope with sat­
isfaction to the shareholders.

An application for an order directing 
the Grand Trunk to cut down a grade on 
the Otter Tail-road, Foley Township, was 
refused, because It necessitated consider­
able blasting thru solid granite.

Dangerous Crossing. *
J] w. Curry, K.C., read letters from 

the Township of Sydenham and the Town 
ot Owen Sound, complaining that the 
crossing over the C.P.R. at Murray's Cut 
was dangerous, and asking that an over­
head bridge be erected by the railway 
company

The cut where the crossing was, he 
said, was ten feet deep, and a view of the 
tracks was obstructed from either direc­
tion. Fanners were thus compelled to 
drive miles out of their way In avoiding 
the dangers of the place.

Solicitor Angus MacMurehy, for the C.P. 
R...«aid the application was the most In­
considerate he had ever run across. This 
particular road was the least traveled one 
In the vicinity. As Mr. Curry had only 
been Instructed yesterday morning to take 
charge of the case, and that by letter, he 
had no witnesses.and knew no facta con­
cerning the rase,

Hope grocer had stopped 
buying the Empire Company’s goods, 
but that he himself had left that terri­
tory in 1901.; In his opinion, manufac­
turers selling direct to the retailer 
would have frad a tendency to put the 
sma’i retailer out of business, and that 
hr other words 
the number ’of wholesalers.

Cross examined by iMr. Blaekstock, 
witness said that the retailer would 
have got his goods at the same price 
had there been no wholesaler at all, 
and that consequently the consumer 
was not injured.

Witness said that Curtis was not a 
large buyer. A letter was read from 
Curtis saying that he had always teen 
a consistent buyer of the Empire peo­
ple and that when that company had 
refused to sell him goods .he had gone 
to find the reason, but got none beyond 
the fact that the company was now 
selling only to the wholesalers. Wit-* 
ness said that the company did not 
recognize any guild as a guild, and 
that the change In their methods of 
doing business was due to the great 
cost of working up a trade with the 
retailer. Under the present system the 
wholesaler carries the goods and pays 
the expenses of distribution.
