A handsome brass tablet has been
placed in the Harbord Collegiate In-
stitute by Lleut.-Col. and Mrs. E. W.
Hagarty, as a memorial of their son,
Lieut, Daniel Galer Hagarty, Princess
Patricia’s Canadian Light Infantry,
who was killed in action one year

ago today in Sanctuary Wood, near
.Zillebeke, in the third battle of Ypres.
He was in command of No. 7 Platoon
.on the left of Capt. Niven's company,
in, the most advanced part of the
saljent, with Capt., Percy Molson in
charge of No, 8 Platoon on his right.
He 'had entered the trenches on the
evening of May 381, within-an hour
after retuning from a week’'s leave in
London, where he was thought to' be
sojourning before returning to Can-
ada to join his father’s battalion, the
201st Toronto Light Infantry, as cap-
tain and adjutant. The bombardment

10.30 a.m, Capt. Molson sent an or-
derly to get a report for the C. O. as
to the state of affairs on the left.
This orderly never came back, A
second was sent and returned in a
short time with word that Lieut. Ha-
garty had been killed and his platoon
practically wiped out. At 12.30 Sergt.
Patterson, who had seen Lieut. Ha-
garty writing the report, found the
body under that” of the orderly, Pte.
MacDonald, in. a bay of a trench.
The parapet was all blown in and the
bodies in full view of the enemy.

At 1 o’clock the Germans came over
on each side of sthis trench. Capt.
Molson, with a smal remnant of 'his
platoon, held the enemy at bay until
he was wounded by a bullet in, the
jaw. The remnant of Capt. Niven’s
company retired on the supports just
before daybreak on the following
morning overland. On that day the
Princess Patricias saved the situa-
tion by hanging on when others were
retiring, and prevented the Germans
from breaking thru to Calais. Only
three of Lieut, Hagarty’s platoon
came out alive, and the regiment suf-
fered some 500 casualties, including
Col Bliller and five other officers
killed and 16 wounded. ~On, Sunday
morning, June 4, a handful crawled
back to billets more, dead than alive,
and a roll call that evening showe
a muster of a little over 100 out o
800 or-900 men. On June 13 the Ger-
mans were driven out of a greater
part of the captured trenches, but
since June 2 none but the enemy have
been in possession of that part where
Lieut. Hagarty fell. Col, and Mrs.
Hagarty are also placing a memorial
tablet for their son in the Church of
the Redeemer, where he was baptized
and confirmed,

FRENCH MAKE ADVANCE
WITH LIGHT LOSSES

Artillery Fire Kills Six Companies
. of Germans,

On the French Front in France, May
41,—The absolute confidence of the
French in their superiority is seen in
the manner in which they move over
intervening ground between the lines
when ordered to attack. The tactics
now employed permit them to attack
with minimum losses,

This was demonstrated, for instance,
in the course of a recent raid in the
range of hills and the woods south of
Chevreux. A small body of French in-
fantry advanced in order to straighten
the line, severe artillery preparations
having preceded the assault. The in-
fantry gained the objective and took
30 prisoners in addition to killing a
number of Germans., Later it was dis-
covered French shells had bettered the
German shelters so thoroly that six
full German companies, crouching in
the shelters while awaiting an oppor-
tunity for a counter-attack, had been
killed to the last man, The place was
a shambles, The total French loss in
this affair amounted to only 27 men
killed or wounded,
