STABBING OF ADKMS
RESULT OF ACCIDENT,

SAYS CORONER’S JURY

Friends of Mrs. Adams Hast-
en to Offer Congratulations.
After Verdict Is Brought In

~Exonerating Her From 'All
Blame—Woman Testifies
She Was Unaware Husband
Had Received the Wound
While She Was Defending
Herself.

A very audible sigh of relief passed
thru the court room in the morgue
last night as Chief Coroner A. Jukes
Johnson read the verdict brought in
by the jury investigating the death of
W. G. Adams, who was “atally stabbed
on Christmas Day uauring a struggle
with his wife, in which an army
knife entered his breast, severing an
artery close to the neart.

“We find that W. G+ Adams came
to his death in the city of Toronto
on Dec. 25 last, 1920, from being stab-
bed with a knife held in his own hand
at the time of the accident,” was the
verdict of the jury, who were out a
little over half an hour. Friends
pressed around Mrs. Adams after-
wards offering ¢ongratulations. Dur-
ing -the inquest she was much more
composed than at the previous sitting,
when her eldest child stood beside the
coroner relating in her clear treble
voice, how the knife was held in her
father’s hand while her mother tried
to get it away from him.

Mrs. Adams’ Story.

After all the fvitnessés had been
called, J. Walter Curry, K.C., who
was retained by Mrs:. Adams, said,
“l intend to put Mrs., Adams on the
stand.”

“We were married in Sept. 1913,
said she, “and the first time I ever
got a blow was at 12 Clifford street.
My husband was drunk.” Mrs. Adams
then told of the treatment received
at the hands of her husband at var-
ious times after that. He was always

decent until hetlecame under the in-

fluence of liquor, when he ill-treated
her on an average of at least once in
every two weeks, She had to pay
police court fines on two occasions
when he: had been arrested Zor
drunkenness, At another time her
brother had been severely treated
by her husband and had to, go to
hospital to be opefated on as a result.
The Fatal Quarrel.

On Christmas Eve she had -kept
her husband in the house to arrange
the presents for the kiddies, and,
after having breakfast next morning,
when he acted ail right, he went out
and cbout noon, as she went out to
see if"he was coming; she saw him
coming up the street, the worse of
liquor. .He kept annoying her, and
finally, when the phone rang he de-
clared he was going over to his par-
ents for dinner with the kiddies, as,
he said, the dinmer he had just had
At 7 p.m. she
phoned to know when he was coming
home, and, after some conversgation,
he said he would be back soon, When
he returned her eldest girl, Clara,
came into Mrs. Groves, ‘a few doors
away, and told her that her daddy
had sald he was going to cut her legs
off to prevent her from running over

300,000 Normally.

Detroit, Mich., Jan. 4—"Despite the
fact that several Detroit automoblile
plants reopened yesterday after in-
ventory, they did so with vastly de-
creased forces and 100,000 fewer. men
are employed here now than was the
case two weeks ago,” GQGeorge W.
Grant, secretary of the BEmployefs'|
Association of Detroit, sald today. “A
net increase of only 1,000 men have
been added to the working forces of
the factories in the past few days.”

Mr. Grant stated surveys concluded
| today showed only about 50,000 auto-
mobile workers employed in Detroit
at present.

~ CANADIAN BACON

Reports, That Action Has
Been Deferred Denied by
British Food Controller.

—

London, Jan. 4—Hon. Mr. Mec-
Curdy, the British food controlley,
when interviewed today by the Cand-
dian Associated Press, said the state-
ments made by press despatches from,
Canada that Britain hags postponed
the decontroling of Canadian bacon,
were incorrect and based on a com-
plete misunderstanding. Mr.  Mec-
Curdy stated that he had made ar-
rangements which he believed will
entirely satisfy Canadian producers.

The whole exportable. surplus of
Canadian bacon, made from hogs
killed to the end of December, “hag
been purchased by the food ministry,
he added, and Canadian bacon made
from ‘hogs killed this year will be al-
lowed to come forwarg on private ac-
count thru the ordinary trade chan-
nels. There were no grounds for
suggesting that Canada had been,
“getting a raw deal from Britain,”
the food controller declared. The
prefhium paid for Canadian bacon in
1920, compared with all other sup-
plies purchased in_ America or
Europe, had been higher than was
ever paid in a free market, whether
reckoned in sterling or Canadian
currency. The food ministry had al-
waye purchased the total Canadian
output without « limit of quantity,
and had endeavored in every way to
consider Canadian interests.

Ald. Wagstaff at Ratepayers’
Meeting Scores Importa-
tion of Bricks.

RIVERDALE

An a vigorous speech at ‘the finst
meeting of the year of the Rivendale
Ratepayers’ Association, held in Leslie
Street School last night,. Alderman A. H.
Wagstaff, the newly-elected represen-'
tative for ward one, charged the civie
authorities witﬁ importing brick for
city work from' the United States and
places outside Toronto, to the detriment
of local firms and . local brickmakers,
thereby swelling the list of unemployed.
Alderman. Wagstaff pointed out the
effect on the city's progress when a
large brick concern is closed down,
throwing 300 men out of employment.

“We don't want a soup kitchen,” de-
clared the alderman, “The $50,000
granced for relief might ;well be spent
with a further sum towards building a
subway at Riverdale G.T.R. station at
East Queen and De Grassi streets,
thereby creating work for our citizens.
If we are to wait for the viaduct we
shall have to live another 100 years.
He claimed that the bricks manufac-
tured in the city are of egual quality
with the imported variety aml cost less
when the rate of ¢xchange i3 taken Into
consideration. ;

Buy Canadian Goods.

“How arg you going to Lkeep the
wheels of progress turning in our city?"
asked the speaker. “By refusing to
buy any imported goods and by ipsisting
that the city bulld their new street cars
in Toronto. We may help ourselves by
helping the city and in the.near futura
we shall bave the best and most pros-
perous times Toronto has ever seen.”

Alderman Richard Honeyford express-
»d his thanks for the splendid vote given
him at the recent election and pointed
out that it fwas an expression of the
citizens’ opinion of his efforts along the
lines of assessment reform. He ex-
pressed regret at the defeat of ex-
Alderman H- H. Ball and Alderman
Plewman, who were his co-workers in
the scheme, and ‘regretted that he
would ‘be left to fight the battle singfe-
handed in the new council. The pass-
ing of the bylaw was a source of great
gratitication, and was a blow to the
speculators in land values. Alderman
Honeyford eniarged on the merits _of
the scheme, which, he said, if thoroly
understood would relleve the working-
man of much taxation, despite the con-
trary opinicn of .an evening paper.

s ¢ gs true that the owner pays the
taxes, but the tenants pay him in the
amount of rent demanded and finally the
general public pay the tax to the busi-
ness men occupying the skyscraper.
The city council will not dare to play
with the subject on account of the ex-
pression of public opinion at the polls.

The putlic may never know how
Eammon de Valera managed to reach
Ireland. It is belleved that the
means by which he landed in Ireland
will be kept 4 close secret, as other
Sinn Fein leaders absent ?rom the
country may find it essary to util-
ize the same plan.. W the exception
of one member of the Dail “Eireann,
who had previously made a short viait
to his native land, it is not belleved
that the others residing in the United
States -will come to Ireland in the
near future,

De Valera's presence in Ireland has
been generally taken to mean a marked
acceleration of the efforts to find a
basis of pace acceptable 10 both sides.
Since his arrival the Dail Eireann has
not held a meeting, but one may be
arranged soon. It ig reported in what
is considered reliable circles that
orders have been .received from Lon-
don “forbidding the crown forces to
arrest De Valera,

EQUALS ONE-TENTH
OF NATIONAL DEBT
Bﬁt‘ish Public U.nawaie of Size
of Britain’s Obligation
to United States.

London, Jan. 4—The appointment
of- Lord Chalmen,, permanent secre-
tary of the treasury, to go to Wash-
ington concerning the British debt has
not attracted great attention except
in financial circles, as yet. The Bri-
tish public, altho aware in a general
way that the country is-indebted to
the United States, fails to appreciate
the extent of the indebtedness, which
equals about one-tefith of Great Bri-
tain’s whole national debt, and stii}

less the fact that {t is repayable prac-
tically ‘on demand.”

The fact that the intefést on the

00 debt is funded for a period of “three

years, and that therefore the chancel-
lor of the exchequer in preparing the
annual budgets, does not need to pro-
vide for the interest, has tended to
keep the subject out of sight except in
the financial world, where the import-
ance of the matter is fully appreciated
owing to its reactions upon exchange
movements and the future of national

8| finance.

Should the debt, as expected here,
be converted into long term obliga-
tions, the chancellor will in the future
have to provide for the interest, pre-
sumably the sinking fund, which would
seriously add to his budget difficulties,
There has been consideratle specu-
lation here as to what attitude * the

og| incoming administration at Washing-

ton will take.
A Five Per Cent. Basis.

Interesting questions have been
raised in London regarding the rate
of interest-under which the debt will
be funded, the general assumption
being that it will be on a five per
cent, basis, and whether better terms
are to be expected from the existing
than the incoming administration, Will
the Washington govetnment recognize|
the special character of thé debt, in-
asmuch ag the other allies in the war
are indebted on an equally large scale
to Britain, and #s the question of re-
payment to be a direct matter between
Britain and the United States, or will
repayment be contingent upon the
other allies repaying to Britain a por-
tion of their indebtedness?

There gseems to be some doubt
among financial men whether impor-
tant negotiations relative to such a
huge amount ean be completed in the
short time before the new administra-
tion comes into power, It is pointed
out that Lord Chalmers, altho of great
financial experience, is not a member

of the government or in any way re-
sponsible to parliament.

Tt is impoulplo to agree with those
s:iolists < who: assert that Dr. W. G,
Miller, the proVindial geologist, was mis-
taken in his views as to-the cheracter of
tae ore deposits at Cobalt. What he said
in 1905 can be said with equal truth in
1921, and his findings appear more re-
markable because in the western hemi-
sphere there are no ore deposits of the
fame character. And, besides, there was
at the time practically no development;
The geology was also intricate and ob-
scure, The relations between the base-
ment keewatin, the fragmental conglom-
erate and the digbase sill had to be de-
termined, Dr. Miller favored the con-
glomerate as the locus of ore, while at
the same time he pointed out that the
high grade would be confined almost en-
tirely to that horizon.

A large amount of pavement was
laid ‘in the past Summer in the block
between Greenwood and Monarch
Park avenue and the court of revision
yvesterday heard appeals against the
assessment of the cost, and in each
case the assessment was confirmed.
