The government has prepared its list of
bills with an eye on Mr. Borden’s Hali-
fax platform.

Enlarged bound-
aries to the northward will be offered to
Quebec, Ontario and Manitoba.

The opening days of parliament will
doubtless be enlivened py an opposition
challenge to the minister of public works
to be more definite in his allusions to cam-
paign funds or to choose a more profitable
subject. There will be a very general in-
terest in the appearance of Dr. Pugsley in
the house of commons, and in the extent
to which he will measure up to the hopes
and expectations of his political friends.
As a provincial leader he has failed to
unify and strengthen his party in the
T Uy ree-ehetittiensies —where special oppor-
= tunity was offered him. As the New

Brunewick leader in the house he has his
record vet to make. Many are disposed to
think, in view of the indiscretion of his
Fairville speech and those which followed
it, that the new minister will not fare
very well at the hands of the opposition
critics in the house.

One of the bills which will no doubt
provoke a debate of considerable length
will be the insurance bill. If it does not
meet the views of the companies they
may be expected to enter strenuous pro-
tests and to fight it in the committee
stage. The French treaty may or may
not invite controversy, but is not expect-
ed to be of a nature to arouse much op-
position. The questions of old age an-
nuities, industrial co-operation, postal af-
fairs, the sale of patent medicines and
some minor matters will all take up a good
deal of time, in addition to that required
“for the consideration of private Dbills.
There is the posisbility of an acrimonious
discussion over the Pugsley-Borden charges
and challenges.
