The Petition of Richaud M’Farlax, of St. Ste­
phens,— most humbly sheweth.

That he is a native of the Province of Nexv-Bruns- 
wick, and Hfiytxvo year» of age, and that during a 
great part of his life-time lie has been employed as a 
Lumberer, and a Mill Man, ami engaged in building 
mill dams and other erections in various parts of this 
Province.

That xx bile engaged in these pursuits, his atten­
tion was forcibly draivn to the fact, that tile River 
Fisheries, once so productive, and en imponant to the
