I'he most remark-
able fuct o the commercial year is, the unabated
and even incre importation of « Australian
wool—57,100,215 1bs. against 52,151,269 1bs. in
1851. There is, also, an increase of 4,000,000

Application of a Curious Physiological Dis-
covory.

It has long been known to physiologists,
that certain colouring wmatters if administered
to animals along with their food, possessed the
property of entering the system and tinging
the bones. In this way the bones of swine
have heen tinged purple by madder, and in-
stances are on record of other animals being
similarly affected. No attempt, however,was
made to turn this beautiful discovery to ac-
count until lately, when M. Roulin speculat-
ed on what might have beca the consequences
of administering celoured articles of food to
silkworms just before spinning their cocoons
His first experiments were conducted wiih in-
digo, which he mixed in certain proportions
with the mulberry leaves serving the worms
for food. The result of this treatment was
successful—he obtained blue cocoons. Pro-
secuting still fuither Lis experiments, he sought
ared colouring matter, capable of being eaten
by the silkwormis without njury resulting. e
had some difficulty to find such a colouring
matter at first, but eventuaily alighted on the
Bignonia chica. Smzl! partions of this plant
having been added to the mulberry leaves,the
silkworms consumed the mixture, and produc-
ed red-colored silk. ITu this manuner the ex-
periménter, who is still ‘prosecuting lis re-
searches, hopes to obtain silk as secreted by
the worm of manjy other colours.

Making Cheese By Steam.’

What do you think of this, farmers’ wives,
who haye had to ** change milk” to get a stock,
and make cheese * out by the well,”” and press
it in the peck measure with a rail, and with
one end under the house, and the other loaded
with a basket of stone?

George Ilezlep’s great cheese factory in
Ohio, converts the milk of about 2200 cows
belonging to farmers in the neighborhood, into
the best cheese, by labor saving machinery.
The curd is made, sacked and marked by the
farmer, -and sent to the factory by a wagon
which daily goes the rounds. Eight teams are
thus emyloyed. The curd is then passed
through the double curd cooking apparatus,

as powder, and saits it while passing through.
It is then pressed, sacked, and again pressed.
A machine sacks 240 cheeses per hour. The
factory makes 300 cheeses daily, and weigh-
ing about 5060 pounds. Nearly 400 tons aie
turned out yearly.—Jaine Farmer.

propose the foilowing cheap and effectual re-
medy :

Go to any druggist shop and procure 4 oz.
of sulphuric acid, or oil of vitriol, which will
cost fiom five to ten cents accerding to the
the conscience of the druggist. Take astick
and wind upon the end a woolen rag, and tie
it on with a coarse sirong twine, making a
swab : set your plow where it will be exposed
to the sun, if convenient; then pour the sul-
phuric acid into an earthen bowl, and dilute
itwith an equal quantity of rain or river water.
‘T"ake the swab and thoroughly moisten every
part of the plow that requircs polishing ; work
fast, lest the acid eat np your swab before you
have gone over the surface, and be careful not
to get any on your clothes or skin, for it is
very corrosive. Let the plow stand about 24
hours, then scrape off' the scales which have
arisen all over the surface wet with acid ; hitch
on the team and go ahead, and in from fifteen
minutes to one hour the plow will be smooth
and bright.

The rationale is this. The outer coating of
the castings is composed cf a mixture of-sand
and iron, more or less porous, thus admitting
the free passage of the acid, which decompos-
esthe iron, changing in lo oxide, and agsvon
as the solid iron is reached, the action of the
acid terminates, or is very slight, owing to a
want of surface upon which to act.

Remarks on Raising Celery.

Mg. Epitor.—I saw an article on celery
in the last number of the Farmer for January,
which I cannot fully agree, though in most
respects good and true.  Your correspondent
quotes from the Patent Office Report, which
says : *“ Asthe plant grows, continue to earth
up,” &e. Now, my experience is, that it
should not be hoed up a: all, until within four
weeks of the time you intend to dig it, for early
celery, if late, it requires longer, as it does
not blanch so fast as when the weather be-
comes cool. Last season I tried both ways,
and the result was, that that which was earth-
ened up at different times as the plant advane-
ed in growth, was some cf it very rusty, and
all of it more or less so; while that which was
not hoed up at all until within four weeks of
the time I dug it,was catirely free from dust,
blanched up twenly inches, and as white as
snow. From these facts, as well as the testi-
mony of otliers, and ell previous experience, I
must say, I think the practice of earthing up
at different times is a very bad one ; and 1
would advisc a!! who have been in the habit
of heeing up as recommended by your corres-
pondent, to try the plan I have recommmended
above,and I am satisfied they will never return
to the other.
