Vienna, via London, June 8—The days
of Przemysl as a Russian fortress ap-
parently are numbered, according to de-
spatches from the front. The action to
capture the five forts on the north front
has been mentioned. Austrian  twelve

The capture of the five forts in the
northern section brings the besiegers be-
fore the intérmediate girdle of field fort-
ffications which the Austrians erected in
the interval between the first and second
sleges and which the Russians, since
then, have strengthened.

Back in the fighting line after his sec-
ond trip to the hospital, Harold Duplis-
sea of Fairville writes a brave and cheer-
ful letter to his mother. Although only .
a young chap, he was among the first of
the local men to get their chance on the
firing line and was in the first draft sent
to the Princess Patricias, Since then,
he was mentioned in the casualty lists
as wounded but recovered and returned
to his regiment. In his last letter he
makes passing mention of the fact that
he had been knocked out by a shell
bursting and had been in the hospital
but was feeling quite well again,

The young soldier speaks frankly of |
the loneliness and depression which the
men feel at times but is prepared to take
whatever comes his way and go ahead
until the matter is settled, “God knows
what is ahead of us,” he writes, “but I
don’t think He will let the Germans beat
us and we are ready to stand until the
last man falls. When we think of how!
they have murdered women and chil-
dren, how could they.ever win?

The cry of ravished Belgium goes out
to the pitying world today, and the re-
sponse should be proportionate to her
devotion, her undying courage, her sac-
rifice and her great meed.

THE SACRIFICE.,

A young man called at the Times of-
fice yesterday with the news, just re-
ceived, that his brother had ' been
wounded. Another came to tell of his
brother being a prisoner of war in Ger-
many. An elderly citizen came to tell
of the wounding of his grandson. A boy
came with a letter from one of three of
his brothers who are serving king and
country, Over the wires came other
messages telling of men wounded or
dead, and the newspapers from various
towns in the provinces told of men of
those localities whose names are on the
casualty list. And so it goes from day
to day. The fact indicates how univer-
sal is the interest in this war, and how
“losely it touches all the people of Can-
wda.

If one were to ask if all this sacrifice
Is being made in vain, the answer would
be an indignant negative. But what
will prevent it from being in vain? .Only
greater devotion and greater sacrifice.
There 18 no alternative. Men and muni-
tions will win the victory. Kitchener
calls for more of both. The call comes
to Canada, to New Brunswick, to the
city of St. John. Today we are think-
ing especially of the Belgians, so many
of whom were martyred and so many
millions of whom are destitute or nearly
80, their country desolated as any other
country would be if it resisted and Ger-
many had the power to crush. Such &

fate for the nations must be prevented
by the destruction of Prussian militar-

ism, with its utter disregard for human
life and the rights of the smaller states.
That 18 why the recruiting campaign is
on.. The Canadians who are now at the
front did not go perforce, as part of @
conscript . army, compelled. to do &
Kaiser's will. They went as free men
and lovers of liberty, rallying to the de-
fence of right and justice, under the flag
that is the symbol of peace to all men of
good will, but the emblem of relentless

| war upon the despot and the pledge-
breaker who would have the world reel

back to barbarism. And so for months
to come we must endure the anxiety, the
shock of pn.mful news, the pemoml sac-
rifice made necessary in this ° titanic
struggle of right _against might There
is deathless inspiration in the splendid
heroism of the sons of Canada who bat-
tled at Ypres and saved the day at
Langemarck.  Other sons of Canada are
going, and the coming generations, living
in happier times, will revere the memory
of those whose sacrifice made that hap-

pier time a possibility in Canada and in:

~ PARGEL POST ABUSES

(Canadian Grocer:)
Senator Hitchock, of the United States

He declares that the complaints con-
cerning it are not due to the original de-
fects of the bill, but rather to the per-
version of the act by changes made by
the post office department. He points
out that the act itself provided extreme-
ly low rates for the local transportation
of parcels, the intention being to permit
the shipment of country produce to the
towns and merchandise from the towns
to the country, at the lowest possible
rate. As administered by the post of-
fice department, however, it has been
possible for large catalogue houses lo-
cated in New York and Chicago to send
their goods by parcel post from a local
town to the country within several hun-
dred miles of it. This, he says, has re-
sulted in making the post office depart-
ment a machine for serving and develop-
ing great catalogue houses at a very low
cost of transportation. It tends to cen-
tralize more than ever the business of
the country, to injure the country store
and the business of the country town.

Mr. Taylor went on to state that at
Union and Sydney streets the commis-
sioner of public works had carried out
repairs to one side of the street and now
proposed to deal with the other and the
street railway company had received no-
tice ' that a proper road bed would be
necessary there to carry grooved rails.
The commissioner intended to raise the
grade by a maximum of one inch over
a distance of about sixty feet. The
company’s tracks there were laid on a
firm foundation that had been put in as
permanent under the supervision of the
city authorities. They now stated with
all defererice that no public advantage
could come of: the raising of the grade
than had been proposed by the commis-
sioner nor would any.advantage come, of
raising the level of the rails by such a
trifling elevation.
