Premier Asquith gave the British casualties and added that he 
not in a position to estimate the losses of the other allied powers, 

or those of the enemy. He referred Mr. John to his recent speeches 
on the other questions raised.

Paris, Nov. 13—The battle on which probably depends the fate of the Ger­
man Invasion of Belgium and northern France continues to rage with unabat­
ed fury. Despite the masses that are ceaselessly being hurled against the allies 
and despite the German attacks of un parallelled violence, the allies are said 
still to hold the key position around Ypres.

The ancient city and the villages of Konnebeke, Paschendaele and Holle- 
beke, within a radius of six miles constitute the dangerous salient or wedge, 
thrust Into the German line. While Ypres remains in the possession of the al­
lies, military strategists say that theway of Laibaiaee and Bethune will be 
impossible, since their north flank would be threatened fay the allies.

If the allies should succeed in advancing further from Ypres, according 
to these officers, the Germans would be compelled to abandon Lille and virtu­
ally give up hope of reaching the coast through Artois*.

The casualties of the British army 
since the war began have amounted to 
57,000 men of all ranks.

Prof. Schiemann, 
bosom friend and Intimate adviser of 
the Kaiser x ("Plot for the Downfall of 
Britain,” page 126.)

The well-known novelist,
Queux (in a letter to the Standard, Lon­
don, June 26, 1909) says that an old 
friend of his—an ex-diplomatist of Ger­
many, ridiculed the manner in which 
the British swallowed “our pro-German 
pills.” as he termed them. He declared 
that his government was In intimate re­
lation with more than one British mil­
itary or naval officer of high standing!” 
Lord Charles Beresford only a few 
weeks ago expressed the opinion that 
the torpedoing of these British ships In 
one engagement could only have been 
accomplished by the aid of spies. I put 
the two statements together.

But does not that German’s reference 
to “swallowing pro-German pills” lead 
one to think that a few of your corre­
spondents have lately been suffering 
from doses of them, especially that one 
who, most singularly and with such 
maladroitness, proclaims 
“Britisher?” This gentleman I have 
emulated in drawing up a little catech­
ism after the style of the one with 
which lie interested your readers. Since 
then he has stated that the Kaiser Is 
opposed to war, that the latter is no 
fire-eater, no sword swallower, though 
he feeds his enemies most hospitably, in 
their own country, however, with both 
sword and Are.

Behold the apostle of peace stretching 
out his one arm, but with a “mailed 
fist,” as its appendix, or, more correctly, 
its hypocritical complement ! He Is bless­
ing the fleeing multitudes. He had a 
piano factory at Willesdom Junction, 
whence he hoped to play the “Hell Son­
ata” to the London citizens on a “blood 
and iron' ’Grand Krupp, whilst from 
another factory, at Edinburgh, com­
manding the British naval base at Ros- 
yth, he anticipated blasting forth the 
new gospel—on ship and shore. What 
does such long-prepared but discovered 
treachery prove if It does not prove cor­
roborative of their plot against Britain? 
The evidence is overwhelming, yet we 
are asked to believe the Kaiser is op­
posed to war!

Chief -Officer Lewis Prevented 
- Capture of British Steamer Mes- It is
ema

The way in which J. G. Lewis, a New 
|Brunswlc|c man who is chief officer on 
the British steamer Messina saved his 
ship from capture soon after the out­
break of the war, by hoodwinking the 
German officers is the subject of a 
lengthy story in the Melbourne. Aus­
tralia, Herald. The Messina was at 
Nauru Island in the South Pacific Ocean 
loading, when the commander, .Captain 
Anderson, was asked by the German of­
ficers stationed there to -come ashore. 
This was before the official declaration 
of war had been known and the captain 
fell into the trap and was held by the 
Germans. This was on the morning of 
Aug. 10.

About two hours later a boat contain­
ing an officer and about a dozen armed 
men approached the Messina and in­
formed Chief Officer Lewis that he had 
come to take the ship m-the name of 
the German government. The chief of­
ficer calmly informed the Germans that 
they could not come aboard, ordered

aa.s.

"full speed ahead” and steered for Ocean 
Island, in the Solomon Group, about ISO 
miles away. Despite the fact that a 
wireless message had beep sent from 
Nauru to any German wamhips that 
might be in the vicinity to take or sink 
the Messina, the steamer arrived safely 
at Ocean Island.

It Is supposed that a wireless message 
sent from Nauru to the German head- 
juerters at Rabaul, German Guinea, 
telling of the detaining of the captain 
and tiie escape of the Messina, was in­
tercepted by British warships that were 
seen in the neighborhood about that 
time, for the German authorities at 
Nàuru received an answer that ll-— had 
no business to interfere with shipping 
and t*t they mnst let the captain of

the Messina leave Immediately. Captain 
Anderson therefore joined the vessel 
again at Ocean Island on Aug. 10.

Mr. Lewis, the chief officer on the 
Messina, is a son of Captain D. Lewis, 
of Escuminac, N. B.
