“ dangerous” in the Act, tended to per­
petuate this error. It is true _ that per­
sons are committed to a lunatic asylum 
because they are dangerous, but that is 
not as is too generally supposed the chief 
reason. In fact the most dangerous and 
harmful persons in communities 
Bent to the lunatic asylums, and it is a 
question whether any one ever thought 
of the propriety of doing so; indeed, it 
may be said that such swagger in the 
full possession, not only of liberty, but of 
license. In truth the chief and grand 
object for placing persons in hospitals 
for the insane, is to obtain the cure of a 
distressing malady, and not merely to 
guard against homicide, suicide, arson, 
&c., &c. There was a time, it must be 
admitted, when insanity was regarded in 
the same light as witchcraft, demoniacal 
possession, ^<&c., and indeed when de­
moniacal possession and insanity were 
synonymous terms, and it required cen­
turies to sever this unholy union, or 
rather to establish the fact that the one 
was a superstitution and the other the 
prominent symptom of a physical dis­
ease. It is no wonder, therefore, that we 
find legislative acts and laws having 
incorporated in them, words and expres­
sions brought into use, when the study 
of insanity was in its infancy.]

own friends. The following anecdote is 
related by Dr. Steeves, the medical sup­
erintendent of the New Brunswick

Beef, PLUMBING.LambTable 27 gives what we do not remem­
ber to have met with before in any 
asylum report, namely, the color of the 
hair of those admitted. Taking the re­
turns of the last twelve years we see that 
there were 1,493 admissions, of whom 
422 had dark hair, 304 had brown hair, 
212 had dark brown, 127 had grey, CO 
had brown-grey, 86 black and grey, 112 
had “dark” liair, 113 “ light” hair, 33 had 
auburn, and only 24 had red. The table 
is one the use of which we fail to see ; 
but the man who is fond of drawing 
inferences may infer from the table 
either that red-haired people rarely be­
come insane or that red hair is not com­
mon in New Brunswick.

The fabric of the asylum has under­
gone considerable modifications -and 
additions lately. Twelve years since it 
was large enough to accommodate a little 
over 200 patients, although it then con­
tained 258. To remedy this overcrowd­
ing, resort was had to the doubtful 
expedient of fitting up the basement as 
a dormitory for forty beds. In 1878 an 
addition for sixty beds was made on the 
male side of the asylum, and in 1881 a 
similar addition was made on the female 
side.

Before this time the wards were inno­
cent of decoration ; now every one is 
embellished, and a complete transforma­
tion has been effected. In 1884 the estate 
was enlarged by the purchase of 250 
acres of land, and on this a building was 
erected capable of containing a hundred 
patients. The following paragraph is 
worthy of a wider circulation than it 
would be likely to get in an asylum re­
port, and we therefore quote it verbatim: 
“ The friends of insane patients are gen­
erally very willing to accept advice, 
more or less authoritative,which appears 
to justify them in attemuting to carry out 
treatment at home. Against the affection 
which prompts this desire on the part of

Ottawa, March 27.—In the commons 
this afternoon tho debate on Col. O’

Even were the Jesuits of today the suc­
cessors of the order dissolved they would 
have no claim upon the estates; but 
having no connection whatever with the 
dissolved body, they had no moral or 
legal claim whatever. He thought it was 
a humiliating spectacle to witness a pre­
mier of a British province humbly ask­
ing permission of the pope for her majesty 
to dispose of property of the crown. He 
held the act to be unconstitutional 
on many grounds.

The conclusion arrived at by 
the present stock holders is a defiinite 
one, that the Opera house will be erect­
ed, and that the site is Union street It 
is now three years since that a number 
of gentlemen conceived of the idea of 
erecting a play-house, such as would do 
credit to the city, and they moved in the 
scheme solely with the advantage of the 
community in view. At a meeting 
in the Royal Hotel very little was done,but 
many and interesting meetings have been 
held since and with the commendable 
result that within four months one of 
the finest Opera houses in the provinces 
will be in full’blast Lovers ot the opera 
comedy and tragedy, will doubtless, dur­
ing the later months of the present year 
have plenty to gratify their tastes, for 
it is the intention of the directors to bring 
to St, John a full series of first class plays 
something that has been sadly want­
ing for many years.

The contract for preparing the foun­
dation, and removing the rock and dirt 
from the site has been given to David 
Connell. Everything will be ready for 
the builders in less than six weeks.

With regard to the building itself it 
may be well to say a word, as few are 
aware of the completeness, with which 
all has been arranged. Part of the 
Opera house is already built 
since the entrance is through 
what is now called Dockrill’s Hall. 
Mr. Dockrill will put a pressed brick 
front on his building now fronting on 
Union street, making, as a circular 
which has been issued reads, “a well 
adapted, and handsomely furnished gen­
eral entrance to the Opera House, and 
one that will in every particular meet the 
highest expectations of the most fastid­
ious of our citizens.” After passing the 
grand entrance a hall leading first up­
wards and then down takes one to the 
first vestibule of the house, thence to 
the main auditorium which,together with 
the balconies and galleries, is capable 
of seating over 1200 spectators. With 
the abundance of room the size of the 
building affords, it is the intention to 
have a stage which will allow the repres­
entations of the largest company. 
Beneath the stage six dressing rooms for 
the use of the company will lie fitted np 
making a large saving in room and be­
ing more convenient taken in whatever

The plans of the building have been so 
arranged that an excellent view of the 
stage is had from each and every 
seat. D And apart from all this a further 
convenience to both ladies and gentle­
men, is promised in the way of dressing 
rooms for eaeh. The janitor of the build­
ing will provide a check boy and 
girl in the respective rooms, and no one 
need be loaded down and inconvienoed 
with a great bundle of hats, overcoats 
and umbrellas. Here, too, may be found 
a solution to the great problem of high 
hats and ladies. Ladies who feel it their 
duty to wear high hats on the streets, if 
they feel so inclined may check their 
hats in their dressing room, and make 
the rest of humanity for the time being 
happy.

By placing the Opera House on the 
Dockrill propertyit is estimated that some 
$20,000 will be saved. Between the old 
hall and the new building, a brick wall 
will be placed, connecting them, and 
proving at the same time, a great econo­
my. Although the side walls of old 
Dockrill hall will still be wood, the Opera 
house proper will be an entirely new7 
brick building of the requisite strength, 
capacity and fitness for the purposes in­
tended, with all modern 
fitttings and equipments.

The number of stockholders is increas­
ing daily, shares being placed at the low 
figure of $5 and, a competent agent Mr. 
A. C. Kerrison being appointed to solicit 
subscriptions. All stockholders, to have 
a special privilege, accorded them. They 
may draw annually for choice of three 
seats for all performances given in the 
Opera House, said seats to be reserved 
until the day of public selling erf seats, 
so that any stockholder sending word 
to the Secretary before the plan is open 
to the public can always procure the 
same seats for the year without the 
necessity of going to the box office.

The Monti cello.
The Monticello made her initial trip 

to Digby and Annapolis yesterday morn­
ing, and reached her wharf here on her 
return shortly before nine o’clock. Her 
trip across the bay occupied two hours 
and fifty eight minutes ; and two hours 
and thirty eight minutes was the fastest 
time ever made by the Secret or any 
other steamer in the bay service. This 
time must not be considered the limit of 
what the Monticello,under average work­
ing condition can do,.as the coal consumed 
was of a very poor quality, having lain in 
her bunkers for nearly thirteen months 
and in that time had degenerated into 
slack. The average pressure on the 
steam gauge showed only 25 pounds, 
while the test by the government inspect­
or allows her 40 pounds. From this some 
idea maybe formed as to what speed she 
will attain after her boilers have been got 
into perfect working condition.

Large numbers of people congregated 
on the wharves as the steamer left St 
John,
considerale number of passengers she 
carried 75 extra tons of coal and a large 
freight. Digby turned out en mass to 
welcome the arrival of the new steamer, 
and nearly all of the public and many of 
the private buildings were decorated with 
bunting in honor of the occasion.
At Annapolis the concourse of spectators 

was even larger than at Digby and 
have embraced nearly the entire popula­
tion of the town. The brass band 
was on the pier and greeted the 
steamer with some lively music.

At Annapolis a very heavy freight 
was taken on board, including cattle held 
over for this steamer. A number of 
guests from St John enjoyed the hospit­
ality of the management on the round 
trip. On the return passage she carried 
sixty passengers-—a number of them for 
the west, and who made connection by 
rail.

Howard D. Troop, manager of the 
pany, was on board and made it a 
ent, by th* interest he took in the steam­
er’s movements, her connections, etc., 
that the travelling public can count up­
on a thoroughly well managed service on 
the Bay of Fundy. Captain Fleming 
was at his old post in the wheel 
house, and looked familiar and hearty, 
notwithstanding his twenty-three years 
of service amid fogs and snow storms 
on the Bay of Fundy.
