MILITARY PUNISHMENTS.
|
The Commissioners for enquiring in-
to the system of military punishment in
the army have made their report.—The
document however is of such great iength
that we are compelled to coufine our-
selves to the following brief summary
which the Commissioners supply of the
results of the evidence before them.
