Has Definite Results.

A. Riddell was formerly deputy minister of labor
Ontario government but is now permanently located at
mneetion with the League of Nations, to which eity
he will return at the end of July after visiting Toronto, New York
and Washington. He has been at Geneva for the past two years.

Asked with regard to the achievements of the labor organiza-
tion of the League of Nations, Dr, Riddell was emphatic in his opin-
jn that in definite accomplishments to its eredit already
He pointed out that the principal gain of labor in connection
with the league ecovenant was the establishment of the principle
that human labor had ceased to be a mere commodity and that
fair and humane conditions of labor constituted the right of every
man, woman and child. Towards that end he declared that un-
doubtedly very considerable progress had been made by the inter-
national labor office. Up to Mareh 1, said Dr. Riddell, 38 ratifica-
tions had been registered out of 84 eonventions passed by different
| countries in the world and sinee the Washington conference of
1919 ten eountries had ratified the Berne white-phosphorous con-
| vention which prohibited the use of white lead that had previous-
lv wrought such havoe to the health of employees.

The conventions also included such matters as hours of labor,
night work for women and youmg persons and minimum age for
{labor. As regards unemployment, too, Dr. Riddell maintained
| that the international office had been most successful in establish-
|ing the need of labor exchanges in the different countries. The
