SATURDAY’S PROCEEDINGS.
The examination was resumed on Satur­

day morning in the Temperance Hall, the 
Police Court not giving sufficient accom­
modation to the public. In the absence of 
Mr. Pal 
defence.

Dr. T. Scott, was the first witness. He 
testified to going to Shediac on Saturday 
last with other members of the deputation, 
and was in the Osborne House bar-room 
when Annie Parker pointed out where she 
said McCarthy was killed, and where she 
mopped up the blood. He saw suspicious 
marks, but did not examine them critical­
ly. The places where she mopped up the 
blood were darker than others, and there 
were stains on the counter that bore pecu­
liar relatione to those on the floor. He 
saw no place that looked as if scraped 
with a knife. He testified to making a 
diagram of the locality. He had the 
Frenchman’s wagon in his possession. He 
made an examination of the wagon and 
found stains on the left side, also the bolt 
hole stained and the box inside, as if a 
dark fluid had trickled down. The stains 
appeared like blood, but he could not 
swear that they were.

In his cross-examination the difficulty 
of distinguishing between human and ani­
mal blood was dwelt on at considerable 
length. He would swear the stains were 
not iron rust. Port wine would make » 
dark stain. He did not see any marks en 
the counter that showed scraping with a 
knife. He did not think the stains on the 
side of the counter could be made by 
throwing liquor on it The witness swore 
positively there were three dark spots 
on the floor. The cross-examination was 
not finished when the court took recesi 
for dinner.

The prisoners appeared in good spirits. 
Thu case will not be concluded before 
Tuesday or Wednesday.

SATURDAY AFTERNOON.
William Mansfield, an hotel keeper at 

Hillsboro, Albert County, testified that on 
Friday, October 12th, he went with Mc­
Carthy to Shediac, and that McCarthy 
was on the P. E. L boat that evening, 
but that he afterwards left it, and witness 
did not see him on the passage to the Is­
land.

W. H. T. Sumuer was put upon the 
stand to prove that the Osbornes paid 
him money for house building on Oct. 15th 
and Jan. 7th.

John A. Humphrey, M. P. P., testified 
to having received moneys from the Os­
borne family for lumber for the house pre­
viously referred to. He did not know 
where Osborne got the money ; he had 
dunned him for it.

Mr. Hayward, master of the brass de­
partment in railway shops, and formerly of 
the firm of Wm. Hayward & Son, St. 
John. This witness swore positively to the 
fact that in a conversation with the Os­
borne family at Shediac, on the night of 
Nov. 7th, Mrs. Osborne said McCarthy 
came back to their house at a late hour on 
the night of Oct. 12th. His evidence was 
in direct contradiction to the solemn de­
clarations made by the Osbornes, and is 
the most important, excepting Annie 
Parker’s, that bears against the prisoners.

His cross-examination, by Mr. Palmer, 
was quiet lengthy, much of the time being 
taken up about the reliability of his mem­
ory, his habits and his ability to relate 
conversation correctly. In his cross-ex­
amination, the witness gave thg following 
as the conversation which took place. 
The conversation began about McCarthy’s 
disappearance. Osborne and I were talk­
ing about it. I opened it by saying what 
a stir it made, next МівнЧМюгпе said he 
had plenty of money on the night he was 
there—a big roll—describing the size, 
and no note less than $10. He talked a 
great deal against his wife ; that she had 
stopped three weeks with a female com­
panion at their house ; that they were hav­
ing a good time in Shediac, driving about 
and spending money. She said McCarthy 
had been buying clothing for some young 
lady ; that there was a great falling out 
between McCarthy and his wife, he find­
ing fault with her extravagance ; that he 
expressed the determination not to go 
back to her. Miss Osborne said that Mrs. 
McCarthy would never see him again. 
Miss Osborne said she had high words 
with McCarthy that night ; that he had 
too many tricks and that she had cleared 
out of the room and left him. Mr. Os­
borne said ; “That’s the last we saw of 
him :*he was not back again.” Mrs. Os­
borne then said that he was back again. 
Miss Osborne then said that if he was 
back again she did not see him. Mrs. 
Osborne said it was late when he came 
back, that he wanted liqnor and she 
would not give it to him. She said Mc­
Carthy then produced a flask of brandy 
from his pocket and said he had some of 
h's own. The witness sa;d this was all 
he remembered of the conversation in 
which he took only a minor part, saying 
“yes or no’- as occasion required.

In telling how he bad the conversation 
fixed in his mind, by contrasting it with 
the solemn declaration of the Osborne's, 
I give the witness's own words: “The rea-" 
son I took notice of the conversation was 
the fact that I saw the solemn declarations 
published. I observed that Mrs. Os­
borne’s statement to me differed from her 
published statement ; did not say that to 
her then ; her declaration was published 
later. ”

The Court then adjourned until Friday 
at 2 p. m. by which time several^, other 

'witnesses will be here, Mansfield for one, 
and possibly Sturgis, the apple tree ven­
dor, now in Pugwash.

Wilson, Gilmour& Go., Wm. Richard, the next witness, testifi­
ed to McCarthy being at the Weldon 
House, Shediac, on the 12th Oct. Wit­
ness wag hostler there. After being out 
he came in about 9.30 in the evening. He 
asked witness to sit up for him, but later 
on, ordered his things to be brought in 
and his horse put up for the night. When 
witness took hie things in, he was sitting 
in the bar-room with Chip. Smith. His 
horse remained there about three weeks.

Robert Atkinson sworn. Before pro­
ceeding with testimony, Mr. Tuck ques­
tioned the witness relative to a letter 
signed with his name in which it was 
stated Edward J. Smith had informed 
witness his testimony was of no value, in 
consequence of which advice witness did 
not come till a warrant was issued. Mr. 
Atkinson denied that Smith had advised 
him not to come and explained that his 
son who wrote the letter did not express 
witness's thoughts accurately. He had 
been quite sick, Mr. Tuck informed the 
witness that it was in consequence of re­
ceiving this letter a warrant had been 
issued for him. Witness testified : I am 
a farmer living at Shediac, about a mile 
from the main road, and up the Scadouo 
River. My house is twenty rods from the e 
river, and about 30 rods from the end of 
the lane tapping the road running up the 
Sen doue. 1 own ploughed fields in one or 
two places that were seeded down last 
spring. I noticed one day the barn were 
down, but don’t know for how long. 
From where the bars were down there 
were the tracks of a wagon going in the 
direction of Scadoup river and returning.
I saw the track go in the direction of the 
river from the bars about 16 rods perhaps 
or more. I thought it went on further, 
but I did not go any further to see. The 
track coming back varied a little from that 
going to the river. Can’t say whether it 
went all the way to the river.

I saw this* between the 18th and 
15th of October. Witness here explained 
very minutely that he fixed the date by 
his own son, who in consequence of getting 
a letter from Buctouche on the 6th of 
October went away from home on the next 
Tuesday, and did not return till the fol­
lowing Sunday. This was the 14th. It 
might have been the day before my son 
came home, but I can’t swear to that I 
never saw any wagon-tracks there before, 
that I can remember, except onr own cart­
ing hay. No one else woulti have legiti­
mate business there. Those tracks looked 
fresh. It was raining so they showed

called for the Crown. He testified he eaw 
wagon tracks through Atkinson's field. 
He said that a day or two later as he was 
going to Shediac, early in the morning, he 
eaw a wagon standing on the side of the 

1, about 300 yard» on the Shediac eide 
of the bare. There was a boy sitting in 
the wagon, he had a shoe on one foot gpd 
rubber on the other, and wore homespun 
grey cluthee. The witneaa «aid he did not 
resemble Harry Osborne. In the field 
near by a man was leading a dark dirty 
sorrel horse towards the shore, bat he 
could not tell how he was dressed. The 
wagon seemed, weather beaten with a com­
mon wood box ; think the seat had rungs 
in it, only saw them this once.

This concluded the testimony for the 
Crown, and the Court intimated theie 
was only one course open to them vis., to 
commit the prisoners for trial.

On Wednesday the 6th inst. the reading 
of the evidence occupied aU the day up to 
5.30 p.m. In answer to the usual ques­
tions by the Justices, the prisoners said 
they were not guilty. They were then 
fully committed for trial, after which Mr. 
Holstead made a short, earnest speech, 
and gave the necessary notice preliminyy 
to making application for bail to a Judge 
of the Supreme Court. Mr Holstead 
argued that Annie Parker ehould be com­
mitted also. The Court did not state 
what would be done with her, and appear­
ed to be awaiting instructions.

Mr. Holstead, Osbornes' counsel, since 
laid information before Justice Robinson 
charging Annie Parker with the murder 
of McCarthy# and a warrant was issued 
for her arrest This was done to secure 
her attention aa a witneaa at the trial 
before the Supreme Court

In the month of September, of the same 

year, Rome capitulated to the Italian 
army, under Victor Emmanuel, and a po­
pular vote w as taken on the 1st of Octo­
ber, on the question whether the people 
would bexsubjects of the King or the Pope. 
All but forty-six voted allegiance to the 
King. Since that time the Pope has ruled 
in Church matters only.

The War. Hr- Snowball’s Paper.
During the past week there has 

been quite a flutter of excite­
ment over the news from Europe 
connected with the war. Hardly had 
the Turkish defenders been with­
drawn from the outer lines of Con­
stantinople, consequent upon the 
armistice, and news of the moving of 
the British fleet towards the Dardan­
elles been made known, than the 
despatches announced that the 
Russians were entering Constanti­
nople and moving across to Gallipoli, 
that strategic point, where Great 
Britain threatened to effect a lodge­
ment earlier in the war. Meantime 
a great debate was going on in the 
British House of Commons, caused 
by a request of the Government for 
a grant of six millions of pounds to 
meet any possible war contingency. 
Earl Carnarvon had resigned his seat 
in the Cabinet because'it had held to 
and acted upon its policy of distrust- 
ting Russian’s entire good faith in 
seeking only Turkish reform, and 
Lord Derby had tendered his resig­
nation because of the ordering of the 
British fleet to the Turkish Capital, 
but, subsequently, withdrawn it on 
the movements of the naval force 
being arrested. The anti-Russian 
feeling was already quite high in 
England when the war grant was 
being opposed in Parliament and the 
news from the East came like a 
thunderbolt to confirm popular 
picion of Russia’s designs. Fora few 
hours excitement prevailed almost 
everywhere in the Kingdom. Oppo­
sition to the Parliamentary grant was 
withdrawn and the Government 
policy unanimously endorsed, the 
markets were disturbed and there 
was almost a panic. Crowds gather­
ed about the more public places in 
London and made hostile demonstra­
tions against those who had shown 
sympathy for Russia, going so far as 
to break the windows of Mr. Glad­
stone’s town house and of the Daily 
News Office. Despatches from Turkish 
sources showed that the powerful 
enemy of the Porte was taking bold 
steps to, at least, secure the fruits of 
victory, beyond contingency, and it 
looked as if the complete overthrow 
of Turkish rule and Turkish national 
status in Europe was aimed at, to­
gether with all that Russian acquisi­
tion of the Turkish ports would im­
ply as affecting British interests. 
The British Government requested 
an explanation from Russia and was 
assured that the first despatches over­
stated the meaning of the advance of 
the Russians towards Constantinople, 
while no advance on Gallipoli had 
taken place. Subsequent despatches 
show that Russia takes the ground 
that the partial and peaceable 
pation of Constantinople by Russian 
forces, while the negotiations under 
the armistice are pending, is necessary 
for the proper protection of the Chris­
tian population.

The very latest news shows that 
ships belonging to the different naval 
powers of Europe will probably be 
allowed to pass the Dardenelles. In 
any case British men-of-war will do 
so, such a course being unavoidable 
after what has occurred.

The other aide of the Picture.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell, although he re­
sorted to much invective against the 
editor of the Advance in his Newcastle 
speech on the day he was elected, occa­
sionally rose to the dignity of figures. 
He quoted from a book, referring to it 
as, “this authority.” as if it were a Do­
minion Blue Book, and challenged Mr. 
Snowball or “hie man,” whom he saw 
taking notes to reply to his “ facts and 
figures.” Mr. Mitchell imagines that 
reference to Mr. Smith es “ Mr. Snow­
balls man” is a very effective way of 

weakening the influence of this journal, 
anc^ he took good care when, at his 
pointed challenge, Mr. Smith rose to 
accept it, there and then, to pretend not 
to see him. Hid he not been “ just 
then looking over a public document,” 
as the Advocate puts it, he would have 
been nicely exposed. The “ public 
document” in which Mr. Mitchell found 
his figures—and it was the only docu­
ment that he had or quoted from during 
his speech—was a well known Tory 
pamphlet issued by Senator Macpherson, 
the misstatements of which have been so 
exposed in the upper Provinces that 
when even a “ parish politician” is rash 
enough to quote it seriously there he is 
hooted from the platform. Mr.Mitchell, 
however, appears to think that any 
kind of statement is good enough for 
his constituents and that because he 
says a thing is so, it must be “ swallow­
ed withçut tasting.” The statements 
of the pamphlet in question are got up 
in a way that savors of Tupperism and, 
indeed, the brochure is thought to be 
the joint effort of the chief disciples of 
Ananias in the Tory ranks. However, 
the Advocate and Mr. Mitchell have had 
the effrontry to state that the pamphlet 
was a public document, and Mr. M. 
challenged contradiction of its statements 
by Mr. Snowball or the Advance.

The Advocate calls the Advance Mr. 
Snowball’s paper, a statement which is 
entirely devoid of tiuth and which our 
cotemporary cannot justify by an^y^ir 
dence whatever. We presume the 
canard is based on the well known fact 
that before the Advance was establish­
ed, Mr. Snowball and a number of other 
leading gentlemen desired to have a 
respectable paper in Chatham. This 
desire having been touched by the ears 
of one of the proprietors of the Advocate, 
he offered to transfer the office of that 
paper to Chatham if Mr. Snowball 
would give him a bonus of $1,600. 
The offer was not accepted, however. 
The fact that the Advocate is disappoint­
ed because it has not met with public 
appreciation, commensurate with its 
opinion of its own merits does not 
justify it in pretending to think that 
the proprietorship of the Advance is 
vested in anyone but its Editor and 
publisher. If we deemed it any of our 
business we might ehoW> who owns all 
that is valuable about the Advocate 
concern, but we have something better 
to do.

From the Toronto Mail.
Mastai Fbrretti came into the world 

at a stirring period of its history, and he 
has left it at a time when stupendous 
events are on the boards. When he 
first saw the light on the Adriatic coast 
in 1792, the red bonnet of Liberty was 
raised in France, and Europe- was on 
the brink of a series of great and bloody 
wars. As he fell asleep yesterday, rich 
in his nearly ninety years, the eyes of 
men were turned to the East, and the 
world stood awaiting the opening of 
even a more tremendous tragedy than 
that which ushered in Napoleon. 

Among the Appennine peasantry there is 
a legend that “ he who is bom on the 
“ eve of strife shall die on the eve of 
“ strife, and his life shall be a constant 
“ vigil and dolour even unto the end.” 
Pius the Ninth has in all things fulfilled 
this tradition which the vine-dressers 
among whom be was raised in noble es­
tate so implicitly believe. Insurrection, 
civil strife, and strife within the Church 
vexed from the day he was elected to 
the Papacy to the end ; and his death, 
as we have said, occurred in the midst 
of the gravest European crisis of modem 
days.

So much has been written of the dead 
Pope of late, that it would be idle at 
this time to give the history of his life. 
He has seen his great enemy Victor 
Emmanuel laid away ; and has followed 
him through the night of death as close­
ly as though he had loved him. A 
King reigns in Italy, and on the selection 
of a successor to Pius the Ninth de­
pends much of the future of that king­
dom if not of Europe. At a time 
fraught with such momentuous events, 
the electing body will doubtless act with 
deliberation, unless they have already 
chosen the man. Whoever he may be, 
the task before-him is one of great mag­
nitude and difficulty;. To direct so vast a 
machine as the Roman Catholic Church, 
is in itself no slight effort, but when to 
mere church government are added the 
complications of nations and the troubles 
of a whole continent, the burden is one 
for which a very Atlas is required.

An exchange gives the following brief 
outline of the life of the dead Pontiff :—

Giovanni Maria Granbattista Pietro 
Pellegrino Isadoro Mastai-Ferreti, who 
will live in history as Pope Pius IX was 
bom at Sinigalia, Italy, on Sunday the 
13th of May, 1792. His Father was Count 
Girolamo Mastai-Ferreti. In his younger 
days the Pope was weakly, and did not 
appear to take kindly either to the studies 
or amusements which interested his com­
panions. He was an enthusiastic youth, 
fond of mus», billiards, and tennis, and 
with strong leanings towards a military 
career. These days of his life gave little 
promise of the great future before him. 
Young Mastai waa admitted into holy or­
ders as a deacon, on the 18th of Decem­
ber, lfcl8, in accordance with a special dis­
pensation, that being necessary because he 
was subject to epileptic attacks. He said 

.hi* first mass' in the church of St. Anne de 
Pajeguami on Easter Sunday, 1819, being 
then twenty-six years old. Previous to 
this he had been engaged in missionary 
labors near his birth place, and is said to 
have been extremely successful. On the 
3rd of April, 1823, Mastai left iibme in 
company with Figo Muzi on a voyage to 
Chili in the interests of the good Govern­
ment of the Church in that country. He 
returned in July, 1825, when he was ap- 
pointed administrator of the Hospital of 
St. Michael, a vast establishment for the 
care of aged paupers and abandoned child­
ren. In 1837 he was made Archbishop of 
Spolets which position he held for five 
years, when he was made bishop of Mola. 
He was appointed Cardinal in the year 
1840, and was elected Pope on the 16th 
June, 1846,beingthe twohuudredandsixty- 
second incumbent of the Papal Chair. His 
election was not at all desired by the 
people at Rome, who wished Cardinal 
Gizzi to fill the office. Consequently, 
although a man of handsome and dignified 
presence, with a clear ringing voice, his 
reception after his election had been an­
nounced, and his first Papal Benediction 
given to the assembled multitude, was 
anything but enthusiastic ; but his many 
acts of charity and above all his granting 
of an amnesty to all political prisoners, 
won for him the hearts of the people, who 
on the 17th of July, 1846, expressed their 
affection by a magnificent illumination and 
procession.

Mr. Tozer gives us the names of 
Messrs Thos. and Wm. Vye, of New­
castle, Isaac R. Leighton of Derby and 
El son Tozer besides two other gentle­
men, not now in the Province, who can 
prove his statement that if Mr. A. B. Wil­
mot, now of Bedford Hatching House, 
Nova Scotia, reported to the Department 
that even 1,000 young salmon were 
hatched out at the Northwest establish­
ment the first season, lie was guilty of 
stating what was entirely untrue,as not 
a single healthy ova was m the Hatching 
House that Spring. The only young 
salmon hatched that year were from 
ova removed ft-om the Hatching House 
to his (Jared Tozer’s) Milk House, 
which is supplied with running spring 
water, and they did not number over 
five hundred,Mr. Tozer,himself, having 
frequently counted them.

We may say that Mr. Tozer was, per­
sonally, unknown to us until the day he 
gave us the above information. He al­
so said that when the order came from 
the Department for the distribution of 
the reported 100,000 fry in the North 
Shore Rivers, Mr. A. B. Wilmot said 
that if he reported the facts to Ottawa 
it would endanger his position. He had 
a large tin tank made and partly filled 
with water. In this be placed less than 
five hundred fry, took them to New­
castle, thence by Gulf Ports Steamer to 
Shediac and went through the form of 
stocking our rivera. Then he made the 
report mentioned above by our cotem- 
рогату.

Mr. Tozer further states that he saw 
no less than twenty eight parent salmon 
killed in manipulation and buried near 
the Hatching House ; that he has seen 
parent salmon, after being weakened by 
manipulation and kept in the upper 
pound of the Receiving House for sever­
al days,lifted out in the net and carried 
by the head and tail from the Receiv­
ing House to the lower side of the 
Highway Bridgeand placed in the water 
where they died and were seen rotting 
on the shores and in the water, subse­
quently.

Now, Mr. Tozer is pretty well known 
in Northumberland and we regret that 
he does not see eye to eye with us in all 
things. He recognises, however, that 
the Advance is right in reference to the 
working of the Hatching House and 
agrees with us that it is the true interest 
of ,those concerned in our valuable fish­
eries to strengthen the hands of those 
who allow no false notions of political 
interest to stand between official ras­
cality and its exposure and punishment.

We may say that although we never 
had any communication, heretofore, 
with Mr. Tozer or any other of the gen­
tlemen whose names he has mentioned 
(and we hope they will not take our re­
ference to them amiss) we offered to 
prove what he has stated to Mr. S. Wil­
mot last spring, when he was sent to 
Miramichi to investigate Mr. D. G. 
Smith’s charges connected with the 
fraud of last winter, but he declined to 
enter upon the subject on the ground 
that his nephew might be implicated. 
He had been sent here to enquire into 
the “ past and present ” of the Hatch­
ing House and “ the present” seemed to 
be enough for him.

We leave Mr. Tozer’s statement,— 
which refera only to the year in which he 
had personal knowledge of the facts—for 
the consideration of those who argue 
that such work as he exposes is a benefit 
to our fishermen, and when the Report 
on the charges preferred in connection 
with the same establishment last Spring 
is laid before Parliament, as it, no doubt 
will be, the worthlessness of the state­
ments officially made by those in charge 
of the “ Miramichi Hatching Новеє ” 
will mere fully appear. In the light of

Before proceeding further we will 

give an extract from the Advocate, show­
ing the extent of which Senator Mac­
pherson’s “public document” was 
quoted by Mr. Mitchell to the Newcastle 
audience.

Many of our poor unpaid servants are 
well aware that if details of the expendi­
ture of the public moneys were to appear, 
their names would appear in connection 
with such amounts as would put tleir 
modesty to shame—amounts received for 
revising, Jury-men’s fees, private contracts 
from Bye-Road Commissioners Ac., Ac. 
These would tell against them when they 
murmur “ There is no pay for the Coun­
cillors,” so they prudently withold details 
of such from the public eye.

(Ye often hear it said that the Council­

man, Messrs. D. McLaughlan, W. Wyse, 
C. Bourne of Newcastle, and-other gentle­
men, there being in all some thirteen short 
addresses. Suitable music was furnished 
by the choir whose singing was much ap­
preciated.

The pledge books were now opened and 
136 signatures were placed upon them, 
those signing receiving the badge of the 
organization.

made as may lead to their permanent and 
peaceful settlement, and thus relieve Ca­
nada of a source of uneasiness and heavy 
expenditure.

The surveys of the Pacific Railway have 
been pressed to completion during the 
past season, a complete instrumental sur­
vey of the route by the valleys of the North 
Thompson and Low'er Frazer River has 
been made with a view to ascertain de­
finitely whether that route presents more 
favorable features, than the routes al­
ready surveyed to Dean Inlet and Bute 
Inlet respectively. It is believed that the 
additional information now obtained will 
enable my Government to determine 
which route is the most advantageous 
from Tete Jauné Cache to the sea. Full 
information will be laid before you at an 
early clay of the season’s work in this and 
other directions.

I am happy to be able to congratulate 
you on the abundant harvest reaped in all 
quarters of the Dominion, and I rejoice 
that under this and other influences there 
has been some improvement in the re­
venue returns, thus indicating, I trust, 
that the commercial depression that has 
so long affected Canada in common with 
other countries is passing away.

My attention has been called to some 
imperfection in the existing system of 
auditing the public accounts, and a mea­
sure providing for a more thorough and 
effective supervision will be submitted for 
your consideration.

The prospect of obtaining at an early 
day greater facilities for reaching the 
North Western Territories, and the Pro­
vince of Manitoba is sure to attract alarg- 
er number of settlers every year and as 
much of the prosperity of the Dominion 
depends on the rapid settlement of the 
fertile lands in those territories, it is de­
sirable and necessary to facilitate such 
settlements as much as possible. In order 
to effect this, measures will be submitted 
for your consideration concerning the re­
gistration of titles, the enactment of a 
homestead law, and the promotion of rail­
way enterprise in districts not touched by 
the Canada Pacific Railway.

Your attention will be called to a mea­
sure for better securing the independence 
of Parliament. Experience has shown 
that certain changes may advantageously 
be made in Departmental arrangements 
existing at presént. A bill will be submit­
ted to yon for accomplishing the purpose 
without increasing the expenditure or 
number of Departments.

It is very desirable that there should be 
uniform legislation in all the Provinces 
respecting the traffic in spirituous liquors. 
Hitherto that trade has been regulated by 
Provincial laws, or laws existing before 
the Confederation of the Provinces, al­
though there has been lately a conflict of 
authority as to the jurisdiction of the local 
authorities. A bill making the necessary 
provisions will be submitted for your con­
sideration.

Various measures found necessary for 
the amendment of existing laws will also 
be submitted for your approvaL 
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

The estimates for the ensuing year will 
be laid before you at an early day. They 
have been prepared with an anxious desire 
to provide for all the branches of the pub­
lic service and the execution of pressing 
public works within the limits of the ex­
pected revenue without increasing the 
burden of taxation.

I have directed that-the public accounts 
of the past financial year shall be laid be­
fore you.

House ” - by his reply to the Opposition 
leader—Would it be believed that the 
most absolutely conclusive answer to Sir 
John’s proposition was to be found in Sir 
John himself ? If his argument were good 
for anything he certainly had no right to 
be in his place, still less to move resolu­
tions or give a vote. For it so happened 
that in 1875 Sir John, being one of some 
thirty members unseated on petition and 
re-elected, had actually proposed to Mr. 
Anglin that they should all take their 
seats without any introduction at all. 
This Mr. Anglin had consented to, and it 
was not until in the session of 1876, 
when Dr. Orton had inadvertently taken 
hie seat without subscribing the rolls, that 
the Speaker had suggested that as a mat­
ter ot convenience, not of rule or neces­
sity, the ceremony of introduction should 
be revived in all cases. The engineer was 
fairly hoisted with bis own petaref But 
his argument founded on British practice 
was quite as easily disposed of. There 
the members are sworn in before the 
Speaker in person. Here the Clerk is by 
statute empowered to discharge the duty 
of administering thç^Ath and seeing the 
names recorded, so that even if the ad­
vertisement of the return in the Gazette 
were not sufficient, the identification by 
an officer of the House was complete, and 
identification is all the House requires. 
It was of course perfectly absurd to sup­
pose that a dozen or more gentlemen duly 
elected should be dispossessed of their 
rights to join in the election of Speaker 
after complying with all the provisions of 
the law, merely, because the ceremony of 
formal introduction was not complied 
with.

When Mr. Mackenzie had concluded 
there were some calls for the yeas and 
nays, Mr. Mackenzie Bowell being parti­
cularly urgent in demanding n division. 
There was, however, evidently a mutiny 
in the Opposition ranks.

Mr. Masson, afterthe members had been 
called in, raised the point of order that 
unless there were a second nomination no 
votes could be recorded, but the impertur- 
able Clerk heeded him not.

Then Mr. Mitchell got up and wanted 
to know if he could vote, and as he got no 
answer, made rapidly for the door. Mr. 
Masson, too, fled, but thought better of 
it, and returned. Mr. Costigan was miss­
ing, and Mr. McKay Wright refused to 
vote Yea or Nay. The division showed \ 
for the motion 116, and against it 52, a 
majority of 64 for the Government on what 
waa intended tq be a grand assault on the 
Ministerial position. The announcement 
of the numbers was loudly cheered, and 
the cheering was renewed when the 
Speaker-elect was conducted by his mover 
and seconder to the chair.

Messrs. Malouin and Haddow, respec­
tively elected for Quebec Centre and Res- 
tigouche, voted with the majority, as also 
did Mr. DeCosmos and Mr. Pope (P. E L) 
The movement is felt to have been a fool­
ish blunder, as unwise in its purpose as it 
was feeble in its execution.

Correspondence of Toronto Globe.
Notes From the OspltiL

Ottawa, Feb. 7. 4
The crowd of members of both Houses 

that reached Ottawa by the early morning 
trains to-day, in addition to previous ar­
rivals, showed that more than usual inter­
est attached to the opening proceedings of 
Parliament. During the forenoon the sub­
ject of discussion was mainly the probabi­
lities as to the course likely to be taken by 
the Opposition in the anticipated event of 
Mr. Anglin’s re-nomination to the Speak­
ership. The general opinion seemed to be 
that there would be no contestation over 
this matter. Some, however,thought that 
Sir John A. Macdonald would not let the 
opportunity pass of forcing the supporters 
of the Government to vote for what, from 
his point or view, would be an objection­
able step on the part of the Government. 
It waa argued, on the other hand, that 
not a few Opposition members would be 
reluctant to vote against Mr. Anglin, and 
use their influence with their chief in that 
sense. The Conservative organ here had 
a long article arguing on technical grounds 
that Mr. Anglin could not be elected until 
he had been formally introduced, and that 
this ceremony could not take place until a 
Speaker had been installed in office.

At three o’clock the House looked near­
ly full, and the crowded galleries bespoke 
the interest felt by the public. Mr. Pat­
rick, the Chief Clerk, cocked hat on head, 
took the chair, and Black Rod in due 
form—bowing, not as usual, to the chair 
but to either side of the House—summoned 
the Commons to the bar of the Upper 
Chamber. There sat Sir Wm. Buell Rich­
ards, the Deputy-Governor, while the Pre­
sident of the Senate on his behalf directed 
the Commons to return to their House and 
elect a Speaker.

No sooner had the members regained 
their seats than the Clerk, standing on the 
step in the front of the Speaker’s chair, 
began to read the returns of seats vacated 
and elections hold during the recess. He 
had not proceeded far when Sir John A. 
Macdonald interposed with a protest that 
the Clerk could not make any communica­
tion to the House until the Speaker had 
been elected. Mr. Patrick, who had sat 
down for a moment, stepped back to his 
position, and without noticing the objec­
tion read on to the end.

Mr. Anglin was already seated in the 
House, and Messrs. Jones, Laurier, Had­
dow, and Malouin walked up the floor, 
loudly cheered by the members on the 
right of the Chair.

Mr Mackenzie then moved, seconded by 
Mr. A. J. Smith, the election of Mr. Anglin 
as Speaker. If the Conservative Leader 
had let the motion pass in silence, he might 
have made what capital he could, when he 
next took the stump on his picnic excur­
sions, out of the re appointment of the 
member for Gloucester. But as it was, he 
not only received a humiliating defeat, but 
brought ridicule upon himself and his 
whole following. His argument, such 
as it was, amounted to this : that as no 
rule with regard to the introduction of 
members existed in Canada the English 
rule must apply, which rule or practice, 
dating hack to an order of the House of 
Commons as‘old as 1688, or, as, with a 
profound knowledge of history, he declared 
to be, during Cromwell’s Protectorate, 
provided that new members should be in­
troduced to the Speaker in order to secure 
that they should be the better known to 
the House. The House, he held, was not 
constituted ; it was only an assembly of 
persons elected, and Mr. Anglin conld not 
take his seat until a Speaker was elected 
to whom he could be formally introduced. 
He admitted that in Dr. Kenealy’s casa the 
rule had been waived on the motion of the 
Premier, but that, he said, was under the 
pressure of necessity, which did not exist 
in the present case. Some other point* he 
raised were really too puerile to be noticed, 
but the gist of his case was that the* House 
could not poeaibly break through the law 
of Parliament thus established.

intention of securing the control of the 
great undertaking about to be launched 
by the Goxernmenk Nothing was 
more clearly proved than that Sir Hugh 
refused to advance one dollar until the 
bargain was made that he should control 
the Pacific Railway charter, handing over 
to him and his company $30,000,000 and 
50,000,000 acers of land. Instead of the 
money being an election subscription, Sir 
Hugh had so little confidence in them that 
he would not accent the word of Sir John 
and his colleagues, but compelled them to 
sign a document agreeing to recoup to him 
the money he had advanced for a corrup­
tion fund. Here is the document—one of

Ottawa, Feb. 8.—The Govemor-Gen- 
eral’a speech was delivered this afternoon, 
and is as follows
Hon. Gentlemen of the Senate :
Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

In again summoèiug you for the dis­
patch of business, I am glad to be able to 
say that nothing beyond the ordinary 
business of the country requires yonr at­
tendance.

It afforded me great pleasure to have 
had an opportunity before my departure 
from Canada of visiting the province of 
Manitoba and a portion of the outside ter­
ritories, which visit I accomplished during 
last autumn. I have now had the advan­
tage of visiting every province in the Do­
minion during the term of mygaternment 
of Canada.

I am happy to be able to say that the 
arbitration on the fishery claims under the 
terms of the Washington Treaty has been 
concluded, an award has been made by 
the Commission of $5,50(7,000 as compen­
sation to Canada and Newfoundland for 
the use of tbueir fisheries during the term 
of the present treaty. This amount is 
much less than that claimed by my Go­
vernment, but having assented to the 
creation of the tribunal for the determi 
nation of their vaine, we are bound loyally 
to assent to the decision gix'en.

The exhibition of Canada manufactures 
and products at Sydney, New South 
Wales, was successfully carried out. I trust 
that the result will be the opeuiugof anew 
market for Canadian goods, even iu so 
remote a region as the Australian colonies, 
shipments of Canadian productions having 
been made. The expenditure will slightly 
exceed the estimate, but, I doubt not, the 
cost to Canada will be repaid by the ex­
tension of hertraefe.

Preparations have been uninterruptedly 
carried on during the last six montns for 
securing an ample but select exhibition of 
^Canada’s products and manufactures at 
the G teat Exhibition tobe held at Paris 
during the current year. A further esti­
mate will be required to meet the expen­
diture. His Royal Highness the Prince of 
Wales, as chairman of the British Com­
missioners has assigned a most prominent 
place to Canada in one of the main towers, 
where a Canadian trophy is now being 
erected.

A very disastrous fire occurred in 
last in the city of St. John, which caused 
the destruction of a large portion of the 
city, including all the public buildings 
owned by the Dominion Government. 
My Government deemed it necessary to 
contribute $20,000 to assist in relieving 
the immediate wants of the people who 
were destitute by so appallipg a calamity. 
I also sanctioned the appropriation of some 
public money with which to commence the 
erection of new buildings for the public 
business, which acts you will be asked to 
confirm in the usual way.

During last summer my 
made another treaty with the Blackfeet, 
Blood, and Piegan Indians, by which the 
Indian title is extinguished over a territory 
of 51,000 square miles west of treaty No. 4 
and south of treaty No. 6. The treaty 
has been made on terms nearly the same as 
those under treaty No. 6, though some­
what less onerous. The entire territory 
west of Lake Superior to the Rocky 
Mountains and from the boundary nearly 
to the 55th degree of north latitude, 
bracing about 450,000 square miles, has 
now beenacquired by peaceful negotiation 
with the native tribes, who place implicit 
faith in the honor and justice of the Bri­
tish Crown.

Early in the summer a large body of 
Indians under Sitting Bull, from the 
United States, crossed into British terri­
tory to escape from the United States 
troops, and nave since remained on the 
Canadian side. The United States Go­
vernment made a friendly but unsuccess­
ful attempt to induce these Indians to re­
turn to their reservations. It js to be 
hoped that such arrangements may yet be

Bnt Canadian 
Conservatives are eager to put persons far 
more guilty than Oakes Ames in places of 
the highest trust and honor. And yet 
they are the people whoare always talking 
about placing “ Country ^before Party.” 
That any man with any patriotism, any 
sense of moral recititude.any capability of 
discrimination in regard to the relative im­
portance of various public questions, can, 
under any possible pretexts they offer for 
their conduct, applaud a man like Sir 
John A. Macdonald, and seek his restora­
tion to power, is astonishing.
