WHAT THE ILLINOIS HUMANE SOCIETY SAYS
ABOUT IT.

The Illinois Humane Society has pub-
lished a little pamphlet on the usel
check rein, in the course of which it says :

“Why men possessed of ordinary intel
ligence in other respects should resort to
such a device as the over-check for use on
horses can only be accounted for on the
ground that when a new fashion is intro-
duced people often adopt it without con-
sideration.

“The new check rein, which passes
from the mouth over the horse’s head is a
most foolish contrivance of torture which
possesses not one excuse for its use, The
butcher who transports a number of
calves in his wagon and allows their heads
to dangle over the sides of the box, ex-
cuses himself on the score of want of
room. The teamster who brutally pounds
his horses when they are unable to draw
the load claims that such beating will
sometimes impart more strength. The
drover who prods his cattle with a sharp
iron defends his barbarity on the plea
that “the animals can be more rapidly
driven when made to.suffer from this
pain. But the man who fastens up his
horse’s head in an unnatural, painful poai-
tion, with nose extended and eyes glaring
upward at the sun has absolutely no excuse.

It was, however, unders-oud at the
time that the price offered wus the
same per mile as the cost of the Inter-
colonial. Afterwards, the New Bruns-
wick Government discovered that the
Province had been cheated vut of $150,-
000 or more—the difference between
what the same mileage of the Intercolo-
nial cost and the payment made by the
Dominion. It is the muney thus with-
held and 80 long overdue that Messrs.
Landry, MoLeod and Hanington are
seeking. They shonld have no diffieul-
ty, however, in obtainiug justice at Sir
Leonard Tillvy’s hands for he several
times declared, as Lieutenant-Governor
of the Province, that the Eastern Ex-
tension claim should have been settled
long agn.

eration were beiug discussed, the main-
tenance of penitentiaries by the Domin-
ion Government was one of the induce-
ments held out to our people to entice
them into the Union. The Peniten-
tiary of New Brumswick was then lo-
cated at St. Juhn and when the Province
went into Confederation the mai-
tenance of that Penitentiary was as-
sumed by the general Government.
To the surprise of everybody in this
province who took an interest in the
matter, the Dominien Government had
an act passed which threw the cost of
intaining all pri for terms of
less than two.years on the local anthor-
ities. As this relieved the Dominion
of annual charges amounting to thous-
ands of dollars—charges which were
amsumed by it under the terms of the
Union—it was a scandalous violation of
the solemn contract between the prov-
inces. The excuse advanced for it was
that short term prisoners were not sent
to the Penitentiaries of the other prov-
inces and the change was made for the
sake of uniformity. - This, however,
ought to have no weight with honorable
public men, for the pénitentiary which
the Dominion engaged to maintain for
this province was no% similar to those
of Quebec or Ontarie, but simply the
penitentiary which New Brunswick had
been maintaining. The changing of
that penitentiary to something entirely
different by one party to the contract
without consultation with, or the con-
sent of the other party, was and is op-
posed co all recognized practice and the
generally accepted sense of what is just
and equitable in such matters.

One effect of the Dominion Govern-
ment’s course has been to throw upon
each County of New Brunswick the ex-
pense and inconvenience of maintaining
all prisoners sentenced for ‘erms of less
than two years. This, in turn, has ten-
ded to interfere with the proper admin-
istration of justice, because judges are
apt to paes sentences for two years in
somes cases where such punishment is
rather beyond what it would be if the
penitentiary at Dorchester wonld receive
prisouers for the same terms as those
existing at Confederation—while, on
the other hand, they pass sentences for
terms shorter than offences call for, not
wishing to burden Counties with the

maintenance of long-term offenders.

If the Globe and other papers in the

upper Provinces will seek to deter-
mine whether New Brunswick’s claims
are just or not, instead of raising the
cry of the “‘smaller provinces’” ‘‘raiding
for the surplus,” etc., they will not be
open to the charge of a narrowness
much out of proportion to the compara-
tive wmagnitude of the *‘larger” provin-
ces, in whose interest they profess to
speak.

‘I'he experience of every person who
possesses any knowledge of our salmon
rivers; of the existing mode of proteetion
(or rather want of rmtectinn); of the
character, capacity and acts of the officers
in charge of them, and of the decrease in
the number and size of the salmon of the
present day, goes to prove that an inume-
diate and radical change 1s imperatively
required, and this can only be successfully
accomplished, noder the existing laws, by
the employment of disinterested and faith-
fal wardens, who shall be fairly remuner-
ated for their services, and obliged to be
continually maving on the rivers from the
latter part of May natil ice forms.

Last season our party came upon two
spearers camped near Clear Water. All
the evidences of their illegal deings were
openly exposed, spears, flambéaux, pitch
pine, &c., and in a spring of water near
the camp seveiral salmon -speared the
vrevious night. The fellows, when taken
to task for what they were doing, talked
defiantly. and expressed contempt for any
legal proceedings which might be taken
agninst them, They, however, very gen-
erously offered to desist from further
voaching if we would give them ten dol-
lars. We ascemine«f afterwards that
they had been openly carrying on their
depredations nearly a week withouta war-

How They can be Protected.

Both branches of the Miramichi river
hawve been great nurseries for salmon and
they both head in and run for many miles
thisough a country which is untit for settle-
ment : 8o that with proper care, splendid
speiwning grounds, far removed from the
halbitations of man, are available for the
pui:poses of breeding. There are no rea-
sons why the salmon rivers of New Bruns-
wictk should not be as fruitful and produc-
tiv. 2 as any in Europe.

1f, however, attention such as they
never have received be Bot given to them,
the te fish will be as scarce in the waters of
our rivers as moose are in our forests. In
the South West Miramichi the salmon are
yearly decreasing. Ten years ago it was
no uancommon thing for a single fisherman
to secure in a fortnight'’s fishing from 50
to 75 of these noble fish. Now in the
same space of time, if he secured 10 or 12
he \vould be doing very well, and these of
a much smaller size and a very much
greater proportion of grilse among them.

HOW THE FISHING IS INJURED AND DE-
STROYED FROM BOIESTOWN TO THE
HEAD OF TIDE.

In the first place, spearing is every-
where practiced almost with impnnity.

In the
meantime the poaches flourishes, and the
salmon are becoming “‘beantifully less.”

Some one in anthority should take im-
mediate steps to effect s remedy, and, asa
eommencement, should adopt the course
recommended by Messrs. Orr, Jack and
Braithwaite.

THREE BRAKEMAN INJURED—GEORGE HIL-
SON LOSES AN ARM AXD LFG,

A number of accidents on the Intercol
onial occured last week and one yesterday
which deprives the victim of the use of
his right leg and his left arm

Last week Chas, Humphrey, a brake
man on the Northern Division, while
coupling was caught between cars and so
severely jsmmed that he had to. quit
work and will be unable for some time to
resume duty.

About five o'clock yesterday morning
brakeman George Hillson, of Robinson
street, Moncton, attempted to get on a
box car which was being set off
on a siding near Sackville station.
The car was comigg towards him,
and he, standing in the middle of the
$rack, attempted to step on the brake
Leam and catch hold of the iron ladder at

and two strang [Brady here utter.d
aloud guttural threat, but no distinct
words were heard.] There was no laugh-
ter to-day among the prisoners when
Kavanagh identified them.

He drove the four
men into the park by Island Bridge gate,
by the Pheenix monument, and along the
main road to tae Gough monument, and
they there got down.

Fitzbarris here
shouted : “Don’t call me nick-names.”
Kavanagh, resuming, deposed as fol-
lows : After the prisoners said there was
no sign of Fitzharris, witness eaw an
American with a cab coming from the
opposite direction, and saw four men jump
from the cab. The cab stayed a long way
up the road, with the horse’s head turned
towards Dublin. A short time after he
saw two gentlemen approaching and heard
acry. On looking around he saw one of
the'gentlemen fall. He did not see the
other fall, but four men whom hedrove to
the park jumped on his car, and he drove
away. Brady sat on the right side of the
car. Kavauagh identified Fitzharris as
the driver of the cab. He deposed that
he fsaw Lord Cavendish and Mr. Burke
approaching. Some one among those he
drove said the tall man was to be assas-
rinated, Kovsmegiresi-he subsequently
drove by Chapel road round tewn to
Palmerston Park. Kelly alighted at the
terminus; Brady paid him one pound.
After the men witvess drove to the park
had alighted there, he put a nose-bag on
his borse while waiting. He heard & per-
son speak to James Carey. Delaney after-
wards instracted him (Kavanagh) to look
sharp and be ready to start. Upon this
he drove nearer to the waitiug group,
which included some persons he did not
know. Two gentlemen, Lord Frederick
Cavendish and Mr. Burke, were approach-
ing arm-in-arm. James Carey and Dela.
vey, who had zome back on the car from
the place where it was waiting, jomped
down and joined the gromp. Witness
heard some one say “‘It is the tall man.”
Kavanagh was then ordered to go further
away by some of the conspirators, as
he did so witness heard some oue, he could
not tell who, repeat “‘mind, it is the tall
man.” As the gentlemen came along

handkerchief. While he was waiting the
carman, nicknamed the “goat” passed him
driving a passenger named Nolan toward
Dublin. He was also passed by some
bicyclists. The witness said on looking
round he thought he only saw one geutle-
man fall, and saw that the other, who had
an umbrella, was lying on the ground,
On driving from the scene of the murder
they took a turn to the left, then crossed
the bridge to the right along Inchicore
road.

Brady theu
paid and dismissed him. On Suoday
morning he met Brady at Townsend street
and received £2. Brady afterwards
bought bim harness,

Kavanagh's evidence makes it certain
that Burke was first murdered and that
the plot was primarily against him.

On Kavanagh identifying Delaney and
James Carey, the latter of whom he said
he knew well, there was such commotion
in court that the magistrate threatened to
clear it.
