On leaving Halifax he went to Boston, U. S., thence returned 

to' St. John, N. Щ where, in Carlton he had organised a Church 
of five members ; "femained there for some time. From thence 
hacH call further up the river, from friends residing at Hemsted 
'4j)Wn, Queen's County, and after a short visit among them, 
succeeded in organizing a Church with twelfe members ; after 
which returned to the United States, returning from thence in 
time to meet the Association at Digby : but, on arriving there, 
learned that the place of meeting had been altered, and that of 
Hammond Plains substituted. From thence returned to New 
Brunswick, and have been labouring there among the people 
ever since ; and in Queen’s County succeeded in adding by. 
baptism sixteen to the Church there. Also that he had ordained j 
one minister and two deacons. That he had three Churches - 
under his charge, with a total membership of forty-five. And , 

they are in the other province, would request that this As­

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itCIRCULAR LETTER.
O

TO TEE CHURCHES COMPOSING THE AFRICAN 
BAPTIST ASSOCIATION OF THE PROVINCE 
OF NOVA SCOTIA.

Dearly Beloved Brethren :—
Being appointed to write the Circular Letter of our 

Association, I had thoughts, for the benefit of our numerous 
readers, to answer a few questions. We have been asked : '
“ How did you get along at your Association ?” We say 
to our inquirers and others, that we had a special time at 
our annual gathering. The God of Israel seemed to shine 
on all our deliberations ; our singing, praying, preaching 
and exhortations were full of power and demonstration 
of the Holy Ghost. Our business was done harmoniously 
and in order. The letters from the various Churches 
sympathized with us, and rejoiced to think that we have 
gotten the victory over those enemies who wished to de­
stroy our first organization and foundation and build up a 
clandestine one. The letter from the Halifax Church 
cheered us much. It stated that four or five years past 
they owed a debt on their Church amounting to one thou­
sand dollars ; they were now able to state that through 
the strenuous exertions of their pastor, and vigilence and 
faithfulness of their working committee, the debt thereon 
was reduced to the small sum of fifteen dollars and a few 

• cents, and all other expenses of the Church paid up. And 
allow mo to state, that on Sabbath the 13th inst., the same 
being our general special monthly collection, the sum of 
Twenty-Five Dollars Thirty-Five cents ($25.35) was col­
lected. This will enable the Committee to pay off all dues 
and demands, and leave a balance in the funds.

We have been asked, time and again : “ What was the
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cause of your past four or five years’ difficulty ?” This is 
a hard question to answer. Wc can hardly tell : except 
it was for using discipline in accordance with the Word 
of God. Some time past we were under the painful duty 
of excluding from our body a few of its members, and in­
stead of taking the blessed path of humiliation which leads 
to the feet of Jesus, shouldering their cross and following 
the meek and lowly Lamb of God, they chose the rough 
road of dissension and war, and went forth misleading 
many of God’s innocent children. Suffice it to say, that 
on the 27th of last May, they met at the African Baptist 
Church in Halifax, with no legal document to show that 
they had a right to molest us, no Church Records, no 
Minutes of an Association acknowledged by the Westmin­
ster Association of London, G. B. and their right to claim 
such recognition ; in fact they had nothing but their empty 
heads and bare hands—with the exception of a long list of 
names from Chebogue and the south wing of Preston, many 
of them children,and some long, long dead; and I was going 
to say they were all dead to the knowledge of doing busi­
ness. After a few remarks from the learned Attorneys 
and the appointed Arbitrators concluded the proceedings 
for the simple creatures satisfaction, and the exposition 
of their ignorance, the requested vote showed an over­
whelming majority to sustain their old foundation and code 
ol laws with their present Pastor. At this decision prayers 
went up, shouts resounded, and those enemies disappeared.
The praises of God were sung by the congregation. Prayer 
was offered up by the Pastor, thanking God 'that a long 
troublesome dispute was settled forever.

My dear brethren, that truly is over, let us pray for 
them and advise them to come back to their father’s house, 
and not vainly strive to keep up a house without a foun- j
dation. I trust the day may not be far off when we shall 
be all one again. I

We were much pleased to hear by letter from the old 
Deacon brother James Johnson, and most of the members
