Remarkable State of Affairs 
Revealed at Albert County 
Council Meeting as Result 
of Political Tie — Auditor 
Liable for Neglect

fbleBy Canadian Pres*
Washington, D. CX, Jan. 12.—The 

commissioners of the United States 
and Canada today continued their 
wrestle with the problem of negotiat­
ing a reciprocal treaty 
country and Its northern neighbor. 
Although all concerned maintained 
their customary reticence in. the mat­
ter. it is gathered that fair progress is 
being made toward a solution.

A daring thief who entered the re­
sidence of Mrs. Normansell. corner of 
Brittain and Carmarthen street, just 
after midnight, nearly committed mur­
der, to earn' out his vile purpose. At­
tacking Mrs. Normansell savagely, 
he beat her over the head with a 
revolver, endeavored to choke her anu 
lore her mouth and cheek In his ef­
fort to stifle lier cries.

With her face badly cut, her white 
nightdress saturated with blood that 
flowed from her wounds Mrs. Norman­
sell made a plucky escape from her 
murderous aisailant and rushing to 
the street, sought refuge in George 
Laver’s house on the opposite corner.

It was one of the worst cases that 
have been perpetrated in this city in 
many years and the police have very 
little to work on.

A short time after her desperate ex­
perience the Injured woman was in­
terviewed by a Standard repoi 
she lay in a bed in Mr. Lavers’ home.

Her face was swollen and bandaged 
and despite the terrible ordeal that 
she had passed through, she was 
quite able and willing to tell tbe re 
porter quite plainly what had hap­
pened.

■ Washington, D. C.. Jan. 12.—The 
commissioners for the United Slates 
and Canada who have been consider­
ing the fishery regulations, have reach­
ed a decision.

city agreement with the United States, 
but endorsed the principle of Imper­
ial preference.

The resolution moved by J. L. Brel- 
thauph, ex-M. P. P., a manufacturer, 
and seconded by R. F. Qofton, vice- 
president of the Trades aud Labor 
Council, was as follows:--

"In view of the agitation now be­
ing carried on In the United States 
in favor of a reciprocal trade agree­
ment with Canada, obviously for the 
purpose of enlarging the market for 
the manufacturers of the United 
States at the expense of Canadian In­
dustries and of Canadian workmen ; 
and in view of the sen­
timent in the prairie prov­
inces for a reduction in the Can­
adian tariff, be it and it is hereby;

“Resolved; That the members of the 
Berlin Board of Trade are strongly 
opposed to any reciprocal tariff ar­
rangement between Canada and the 
United States which means the lower- 
ing of the present Canadian customs 
tariff as they are convinced that any 
reduction would be injurious to Cana­
dian Interests.

"This board Is of the opinion that 
the Canadian tariff must be so fram­
ed and maintained as to continue to 
encourage Investment of capital in 
Canadian enterprises and to transfer 
to the workshops of the Dominion the 
manufacture of many goods which 
are now imported from other coun­
tries and notably from the United 
States.

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A NOVELTY IN LIQUOR RAIDS.

AsiftoAccording to the Bangor News, Governor Hbertmrt 
of Minnesota is at present in Washington, in relation 
to one of the most remarkable prohibition campaigns 
ever undertaken anywhere. It appears that last August 
there suddently descended upon -the towns of Northern 
Minnesota a band of special government agents with 
instructions and warrants from the Interior Department, 
and they proceeded to order licensed saloons to close 
up. The saloons were all operating under regular 
State licenses. Their protests were In vain and the 
saloons which refused to close speedily found the con­
tents of the various liquor receptacles emptied into the 
gutters.

The raiding in this now celebrated “firewater cam­
paign” was done by Chief Agent “Pussyfoot” Johnson, 
ably assisted by many others, including In particular, 
Mr. C. C. Brannon, who in that country Is known as 
“Winchester" Brannon, the "fighting parson," on account 
of his expertness with the rifle and his known and 
proved readiness to use the same. The warrant for 
this raid, which now almost has Northern Minnesota 
in the throes of revolt, is to bo found In the old Indian 
treaties, which have been long forgotten.

The treaties were made during the period from 
1850 to 1860 between the Government and the Indian 
tribes, under the terms of which about nine-tenths of 
what is now the State of Minnesota was ceded to the 
Federal Government. In these treaties there were 
clauses which made the granted land prohibition territory. 
They have not been invoked for many years, and, In 
fact, the inhabitants of Minnesota scarcely knew of 
their existence. The complaint began to appear from 
'he prohibition forces, however, that there were alto­
gether too many saloons in the northern tier of counties, 
and then, under the Inspiration of the anti-saloon work­
ers. the prohibition clauses In the old treaties were 
invoked.

Jt has not been shown to the satisfaction, apparently, 
of the United States Government that the force and 
effect of the treaties have been dissipated by the lapse 
of time or by failure to enforce their provisions. At 
any rate, “Pussyfoot" and his men are closing saloons 
with an elan that denotes that their hearts are in the 
work. They have not proceeded with any sort of regu­
larity. They skip from one town to another, neglecting 
for the time many Intervening towns where liquor is 
sold, and this apparent partiality has been one of the 
especially maddening features of a campaign in which 
the defendants have gravely suggested armed reslst-

When the United States confer with Canada at 
Ottawa, they send up some of their subalterns; when 
Canada confers with the United States in Washington 
it must only be through ministers, 
though a member of the United States administration 
looks In for an hour or so now and then, the Canadian 
ministers still carry on the negotiations with sub­
officials.

This is the third pilgrimage since the above grand­
iloquent utterance was made by Sir Wilfrid Laurier. 
The first was when Finance Minister Fielding journeyed 
to Albany in 1909, when the "big stick" was flourished 
by President Taft, the second was in early 1910, when 
Messrs. Fielding and Graham journeyed to Washington 
and arranged for the concessions, the annual fine and 
the present treaty negotiations.

Then followed the bestowal of a knighthood upon
Mr. Aylesworth, and no recognition of Mr. Ewart, K. C. 
The newspapers in their congratulations to Mr. Ayles­
worth credited him with the "masterly preparation aud 
presentation" of the case before the tribunal, but omit­
ted to mention Mr. Ewart, K. C. This filled to over­
flowing the cup of bitterness, and straightaway Mr. 
Ewart breaks forth in a column long letter to the To­
ronto Globe and sundry other newspapers, in which he 
discharges what he denominates an invidious and dis­
agreeable task and for which he prays forgiveness.

In this letter he says that “had Sir Alan been more 
familiar with the actual work” he would not have omit­
ted the name of Mr. Wormworth, who had been asso­
ciated with him in the preparation of the case which 
had been almost finished, and the argument drafted, 
before Mr. Tilley appeared on the scene. He goes on 
to say that Mr. Aylesworth was "quite inactive with 
reference to the preparation of the case” that he “never 
inquired what was being done," that for nineteen months 
of the time this work was being prosecuted Mr. Ayles­
worth "had no conversation" about it with Mr. Ewart, 
and that during the whole period he discussed but one 
point with Mr. Ewart, and "that was only partially can­
vassed." He further says “Sir Allan never read a word 
of the hundreds of documents which contained the re­
sult of the research until the whole of it was in print 
and had been delivered to the United States."

As to Mr. AyleswortlVs "masterly presentation,” Mr. 
Ewart says:—"All that need be said about the masterly 
presentation' before the tribunal is that Sir Alan was 
a spectator, aud not a debater there. He didn’t even 
attend the conferences of counsel which Were held at 
the close of each day's session, when the happenings 
of the day were discussed and the plans for the next 
day arranged.’’ Mr. Ewart then refers to the minister's 
eulogy of the "research and ability” of Sir William 
Robson, and his original argument based thereon. He 
excuses this on account of Mr. Aylesworth's "lack of 
familiarity with the preparation of the case." and points 
out that the research into the treaties liad been finished 
and an' argument drawn therefrom had been presented 
by Mr. Ewart himself before the tribunal, prior to Sir 
William's address. And so on and so forth. All of 
which throws a peculiar light upon the whole transac­
tion, and enables us to form conclusions of our own.

It appears then, if Mr. Ewart is to be believed, and 
we know no reason to the contrary, that Mr. Aylesworth, 
Canada's Minister of Justice, to whose hands was en­
trusted the most important case this country ever had 
up for decision, on which hung disaster or prosperity 
for the fisheries of the nation, paid no more heed than 
an attorney’s office boy to the research into, and the 
collation and preparation of the ground work of the 
case presented at the Hague. During two years de­
voted to this most Important work, he had no conversa­
tion and no discussion with the men detailed thereto, 
he never took the trouble, even when it was ready, to 
discuss it or revise it before it went printed into the 
hands of the United States, aud, during the pleadings 
before the tribunal, he never took sufficient interest 
to meet his counsel to discuss the developments of the 
day, and prepare for the future.

It seems Incredible, but Mr. Ewart vouches for its 
accuracy. No one will deny that this research and the 
ground work built thereon constituted the essentials of 
the case, without which, no argument could have availed. 
All Canada was resting in the belief that the Minister 
of Justice was spending himself thereon, that his watch­
ful guidance and constructive ability were being assid­
uously devoted to that one great task, and that upon 

j his efforts therein success would be assured. It all 
comes with a shock—this revelation of cynical careless­
ness and boyish unconcern. He made no research, he 
revised no researches made for him; he drafted no 
arguments for others, and he made none himself. By 
good fortune and the hard work of others the case was 
won, so far as we were successful, and the minister 
gets the honors.

Mr. Ewart’s heart Iras sore and no wonder, for 
was not the truth concealed and real merit neglected? 
Now that the truth is out and worth has been vindicated, 
the heart of Mr. Ewart, K. C., Is leas sore, perhaps. Or 
may it be that he, too, hankers after the baubles that 
real worth contemns, and cries because they come 
not? Cheer up, Mr. Ewart, K. C„ you have given us 
an Interesting inside view, you have the consciousness 
of real work well done, and you have no doubt long be­
fore this been paid your fee and expenses. What more 
could you really expect?

W. E. Scully of the firm of 
Scully and Adams, contractors for the 
now warehouse at Hand Point, feels 
that his firm bus not been fairly used 
by the Carpenters and Joiners Union 
in regard to the charge made at the 
meeting of their Union on Wednesday 
evening, and exclusively reported in 
The Standard yesterday morning. - 

At the meeting of the Unlbti It was 
stated that tfie contractors had not 
complied with the fair wage clause in 
that they did not have a copy of the 
fair wage schedule posted In a con­
spicuous place on the work.

Aid Scully, when seen yesterday by 
The Standard, said that no such copy 
was posted as they did not have a 
place to put it. 
that they were paying in many eases 
more than the schedule of wages call­
ed for by the fair wage schedule, 
and that the engineer of the I’ublic 
Works Department had told him that 
the lirm was well within the bounds 
in I lib regard.

“We have uo secret about the 
ter.” said Aid. Scully, '’all our books 
are open and any of the Carpenters' 
Union who feel that we have not com 
plied with the law in the raie of 
wages we pay are welconv to examine 
the lists.

“The fair wage schedule calls for 
a wage of $3 per day to forem-ii and 
w.- pav $3.60. carpenters are rated at 
f’J.f-0 and we have seventeen men at 
that rate, and one at $2.76. laborers 

be paid $1.80 per day, and six 
of our m n are paid $2.25, while all 
the others are paid the schedule rat ?.

“At the ont set we had two men 
who were no good, and they w-re 
discharged. I fancy most of the 
trouble that people are trying to make 
for us has come from them. When 
we tendered for the contract we put 
in a low figure and we intend to give 
a good job. It Is not a matter of 
charity, but business, and although 
we have had political 
us for a Job we want the best work 
and are prepared to pay good wages 
for it.

“Another thing, the fair wage sched­
ule calls for a nine hour day. while 
the men on our work do not work 
nine hours. When they come to work 
in the morning It Is too dark for 
them to work, so we do not get the 
full nine hours. I do not think our 
m n are at all ill used and the criti­
cism which has been made is hardly 
fair.*’
