Jap Admiral.

In Conversation with
Mayor Gaynor He Ex-
pressed His Approval of
Arbitration Treaty--Re-
fused to Discuss Inter-
national Politics.

—

New York, Aug. 4—Admirdl Togo,
the famous Japanese sailor, arrived
here today, and left New York late
this afternoon for Washington. Mayer
Gaynor asked Admiral Togo about the
Coronation of King George and the
admiral through his interpreter re-
piied that he had been greatly im-
pressed with the splendor and magni-
ficence of the ceremony.

In speaking of the recent Anglo-
American treaty Admiral Togo sald:
“This treaty is a mighty good tiing
for the peace of the world. I have
the reputation of being a fighting
man, but I love peace among nations
more than anything in the world.”
But as soon as they had discussed
the Anglo-French-American arbitra.
tion treaties, the reporters—at least
some of them—branched off into ques-
tions concerning Japan's attitude to-
ward Russia and the Moroccan af-
fair. Admiral Togo replied briefly
that he would not discuss politics, but
the reporters persisted and Mr. Hale
and Mr. Tanaguchi emphatically ter-
minated the interview, but the admir-
al's face did not change its placid,
even gravem, expression, or lack of
expresgion.

When Admiral Togo boarded the
elegtrie locomotive in the Penna. sta-
tion he told his aide, that in riding
under the Hudson river in a fast and
powerful motor he - hoped to learn
much of value for Japan. Before board-
ing the train he was shown over the
new station, followed by a large crowd,
He was ffequently applauded.

"I am intensely iuterested in your
world pre-eminence in electric engin-
eering and railroading.” the admiral
said on departure, through his in-
terpreter, “and 1 wish to avail myself
of this opportunity
both. Therefore, I will ride
engineer

The admiral rode in the cab to the
limit of thg electric zone, at Harri
son, N. J., and there entered his car,
He asked many questions of the en-
gineer, concerning the electric equip-
ments, In fact, it was remarked that

He was not seen to smile nor
to frown, although he had much oo
casion to do the latter.

Sacrificing Preference.
Moreover, under free trade with the
United States in natural products we
sacrifice the prospect of preferential
treatment of Canadian products in
British markets. With the constitution-
al issue settled there is hardly a doubt
that tariff reform will prevail in Great
Britain.
Under the policy of Chamberlain and
Baifour the farmers of Canada would
enjoy an advantage over those of the
United States in the' British market
where Mr. Taft declares the prices of
farm products are settled. It is mani-
fest, however, that if we admit Am-
erican products- into Canada under
free trade conditions they would seek
an outlet at Canadian ports, and that
it would be impossible for the Mother
country under such ecircumstances to
extend preferential treatment to the
products of the Dominjon. It Is sure-
ly the height of folly, therefore both
to establish American competition in
the home markets and to close the
door to a preference in the markets of
the Mother Country,

A National Mistake.
In short both nationally and eco:
nomically the trade agreement is a
profound mistake, For that which may
not prove to be even a temporary ad-
vantage to any element of the popula-
tion we are asked to endanger our
national integrity, to impair the earn-
ings of great transportation enterpris-
es in which hundreds of millions of
British capital are invested, to facill-
tate the export of our raw material
to the United States, to prejudice the
position of a multitude of .industries
which are the very life of many Can-
adian communities and upon which
our merchants and workmen depend
for their daily bread, to lessen the
commerce between east and west and
thus to drive a wedge of separation
between the older and the mnewer

PICKEREL PECULIARITIES.

Bait They Will Take and Bait They
Won't, and What's the Reason,

ey

“You will find pickerel full of ﬂl*
and vagaries wherever = they
This .remark of a positive hhonnm
no one present ventured to gainsay.
“Some pickerel ure green and some
are yellow, but that wouldn’t be any-
thing to cause particular surprise it a
yellow pickerel didn't have the od-
dity of changing to green one wWhen
placed in water where only green
pi¢kerel abide.

“But physical ldlosyncrasy fen't one
of the vagaries of pickerel I was re
ferring to. The pickerel in one pond
will falk to one balt habitually, while
those in & pond maybe not a mile
away won't notice that sort of.bait.
I'know a pond up in Connecticut that
has pickerel in It that are 8o uniform-
Iy of onhe welght that it surprises
even the natives. Three pounds is
what anyone who cafches a pickerel
in that pond expects it to weigh.

“There isn't-a live minnow or small
fish dn: that pond, but no'othet bait
will attract its pickerel. There used
to be live minnows In that pond
though, and the queer part of the
qQueerness of those pickerel is that in
the days when there were minfiows
in the pond the pickerel would take
artificlal bait or almost any kind of
a spoon troll without any protest. It
18 only since the minnows disappeared
that the pickerel drew the line at
counterfelt baits,

“This strange whim of those picker-
el reminds me that the pond they are
In has an odd characteristic or two
itself, 1 suppose I ought to call the
pond a lake, for it 18 a pretty good
8ize one and once on a time had lake
trout in it; big ones too, affording fine
sport. That was in the days when
there were minnows in the lake, 1
don't know who it was that did it,
nobody seems to know, but a few
years ago the discovery was made
that there were big mouth bass in the
lake, and as they couldn't have got
In there any other way some one must
have put them in. They have incress.
ed and multiplied, but have one char-
acteristic of the pickerel, they are
caught gll of about one size, a foot to
fourteen inches long being their aver
age. It waa these bass that ate up
all the minnows, it is supposed, and
now they are eating up all of their
own offspring as they come on, it 1s
likewise supposed,

“It Is the same supposition that the
plckerel have been disposing of their
own young and undersized and that
together with the bass they have made
away with the family of lake trout that
once lived and sported there, Anyway
the fact Is that if you want to cateh
pickerel in -that pond you must take
live bait with you. At the same time
the big mouth bass will take your
artificial lures of whatever kind al-
most as fast a8 you offer them,

“In a little pond a couple of miles
from that one are pickerel of normal
life. They are of all sizes, showing
that they do not object to having
families and letting them grow up if
they can, There are plenty of min-
nows in that little pond, but to catch
a pickerel there with minnow for bait
is regarded as something so rare as to
be talked about. They will take the
artificial minnow, ‘though, readily,
and that is the lure used in fishing
them, That is they will take the ar
tificial minnow if there is no red on
it. When that bait first began to be
used in that pond it was thought that
one with bright colors would be the
one to kill best with,

“Two equally good pickerel fisher-
men fishing together were puzzled to
know why one of them was landing a
fish every little while and his compan-
fon wasn't getting a bite. The suc-
cessful one was using a greemish
white artificial minnow; the other
was trying one of the same shape and
sfze but with red sides. Acting on a
suggestion from his fellow fisherman
this one scraped the red off of his
minnow, leaving it all white. After
that he landed as many fish as his
companion, apd ever since then it
has been known that the pickerel in
that pond will take any bogus minnow
#0 long as it isn't red.”

WANTS OUR FOREST

wwakened Too Late to its Own Needs;
Hence Is After Canadian Tim-
ber Now

_ The United States has awakened to
the importance of forest preservation
at too late an hour, and now Canada 18
looked to as a source of ultimate re-
dlef, when famine shall have rendered
the pulp and paper mills of our neigh-
bors devoid of supplies. Many com-
missions have been appointed across
the line to investigate the forest sup-

lies and prescribe remedies for the
rapid depletion, but in many parts it is
in a vain attempt that work is being
done. For instance, the latest State
te move in the matter of taking care
of its important timber interests, Ala

bama (whose annual lumber output is |

valued at $6,000,000), appropriates
$500 for carrying out the provisions
of the act, providing a commission
with various duties. The great State
of Minnesota whose forest products
in one year approach in value $45,000,
000, devotes less than $12,000 to its
forest interests and $20,000 on prairie

is indebted to the forest for a product
of $18,000,000 in value, keeps within
the modest sum of $256,000 to pay for
the protection against fire and the
support of a commissioner. Exam-
ples of such picayune and inadequate
measures are found in many other
States.

The only two States which have not
hesitated to spend money for fonestry
purposes are New York and Penusyl-
vania.

8o Sald President Taft, In Comforting
the Farmers at Indianapolis on
July 4th

President Taft spoke at Indiana-
polis on the Fourth of July on the sub-
ject of Reciprocity. On this occasion,
as on nearly every other occasion
when President Taft speaks on Reocl
procity, he gave arguments why Cana
da should abhor any free trade
arrangement with the United States.
The complaint that the American
farmers would suffer by the agree-
ment, when analyzed would be found
to be an argument that the admission
of Canadian wheat free of duty would
lower the price of wheat raised in the
United States ten cents a bushel.
“The answer to this argument”
President Taft said, “is that this can
not be, for the reason that the price of
wheat in the United States and Can-
ada s ultimately fixed by the price
of wheat in the world, and that the
world's prices are adjusted and made
at Liverpool by the relation of the
supply of the exported wheat to the
demand for it by countries which do
not raise enough to supply their
people.

“The diversion from British and
European markets to United States
markets of 20 to 40 million bushels of
Canadian wheat annually would not
only strengthen the wheat market
abroad, but would furnish the Amer!-
can mills with a needed complement
of wheat which the world would re
quire, just as it has in the past, but
it would then be in th ape of Ameri:
can-made flour. The effect of In-
creased wheat supplies would be to re-
duce the cost of manufacturing flour
in just the ratio that the mills were
able to thereby increase their output.
Reduced cost of production would en-
able the milis to regain in the foreign
market the 18 to 20 million barrels of
flour sold in foreign trade annually
ton years ago, but which in recent
years has en to less than ten mil
llon barrels.

A very lovely hat can be made by
covering the frame with frills of nar-
row val lace. Begin at the outer edge
of the brim with & slight!v ruffied plece
of lace and work around and around
toward the crown line, sewing the lace
on in rows that meet each other's edge
but do not lap. Repeat the process on
the upper brim. To cover the crown,
begin at the lower edge and sew as
before, working to the center of the
top. Here finlsh off the lace in & close,
flat rosette,

Such & hat needs very little trimming.
A wreath of tiny, delicately colored
buds around the crown and forming &
clircle upon the brim s sufficlent. A sin-
gle bow of ribbon or a single large
rose makes a suitable adornment.

It wide lace is gelected for the hat, it
is gathered about the crown lne, both
on the under and upper brim, and
caught to the prim's outer edge with a
fine white thread. The crown Is cov-
ered In like manner, allowing the lace
to fall from the center of the top to

the brim. If the lace is wide enough,
allow the edge to lle flat on the brim
and trim with a single blossom, catch-
ing the lace up on the side. Choose for
this a flower that has a long stem and
a few leaves, 8o that you can arrange
them gracefully as an added trimming.

These lingerie hats can be made of
almost any sheer material. Flowered
organdle, embroldered batiste, embroid-
ered linen, French cretonne showing a
design of flowers, net or mull makethe
most charming models. Any one of
these materials can be used for the top
of the hat, with & plain satin or velvet
facing in & contrasting color or black.

H ERE are suggestions for transferring the pattern

Perhaps the e

method. This is successful when the material is thin, like
linen, batiste, etc. Pin the sheet of paper and the material
together and hold them up against the glass of a window.

With a sharp pencil draw on the material the design, which
can be easily seen through the goods. If one-half of the
design only be given, unpin the paper and turn the other

side to the fabrie. The strong light behind will make it
plain.

T you have carbon paper, should place the sheet
between your fabric and tbe newspaper. This latter is on
top. With a sharp pencil go over the outline of the design.
This method is successful on heavy material.

The last way is also easy. On wax paper or ordinary
tissue paper trace the pattern before you. When the design
is completed, turn over the paper and outline the pattern
with a heavy lead pencil. Then place the design down on
the fabric and redraw the outline, pressing hard with the
pencil. The pattern will be transferred without difficulty.
