With the British Armies in France, April 9, via London 
(From a Staff Correspondent of the Associated Press)— 

The British today delivered a strong blow against the Ger­
mans from the region southwest of Cambrai to a point south 
of Lens. They swept over the German positions from the 
south of Arras northward on the famous Vimy Ridge, fight­
ing for which cost the French 100,000 casualties earlier in 
the war. Once before the British gained the crest of this 
ridge, but under a tremendous concentration of German 
guns they were compelled to give it up. The ridge was cap­
tured by Canadians.

All winter long Canadians have held a footing on the 
ridge, with the German lines looking down on them.

Wonderful Sp.cucl.,
Alt tile fighting today was against 

dominating positions on high ground,
Some of which had been held by the 
tiermane for two years, and was lav­
ishly hemmed with wide belts of some 
of the toughest and longest pronged 
barbed .wire which has been seen In 
the War.

The preliminary bombardment of 
he ridges attacked, delivered before 

dawn, proved to he one of the greatest 
epectades of the wer. The Bring at 
tlmae exceeded that which marked 
gome of the sturdiest battles of the 
Bourne, The night sky was Illuminat­
ed for hours by the continuous flash 
of gone.

The attack was carried out In sev­
eral phases. The first lines had scarce- 
ly been entered when numbers of 
Uermen prisoners began to ootne hack.

The Herman defensive bsrrage or 
curtain Are, was slow In starting not- 
withstanding frantic signals for help 
rent up with rockets all along the 
line. British guog had been hammer­
ing the Hermans night and day for a 
week past, and most of their trenches 
were fairly pulverised.

London, April 9.—An advance of from 2 to 3 miles has 
been made by the British troops on a front extending from 
Henin-Sur-Cojeul, southeast of Arras, to Givenchy-En-Go- 
helle, a distance of about 12 miles, 
from army headquarters in France makes this 
ment tonight and adds that the advance continues. The fa­
mous Vimy Ridge was carried by Canadian troops.

Thousands of German prisoners were taken by the Brit­
ish. Up to two o’clock this afternoon 5,816 including 119 
officers, passed through the receiving stations, and according 
to the official report, many more remained to be counted.

STRONG OPPOSITION.

Before the Germain St. Baptist 
Brotherhood, last night, Rev. W. R. 
Robinson gave a very Interesting and 
instructive talk on the prohibition law 
which is to come into effect on May 
1st next. He traced the history of 
temperance legislation in the province 
from 1856 and told briefly of the 
struggles of the temperance advocates 
which were crowned with succdss 
when the late government of the pro­
vince placed on the statute books the 
beet prohibitory law in the Dominion 
of Canada. The temperance people 
had approached the government and 
asked for a law either with or without 
a referndum feature and after mature 
consideration the government had de­
cided that they would pass an absolute 

, . . «.#.1 prohibitory law and allow the temper 
o'clock.Ifcande men themselves to frame it.

In consequence of this action on . 
their part a committee of five men had 
been appointed and compiled the pres­
ent law which had been pronounced 
by experts from all parts of the coun­
try the best in Canada.

He then took up some of the pro­
visions of the act and for two hours 
was kept busy answering questions 
asked by the men present and every­
one went home with a much clearer 
conception of what the law really was.

Messrs. B. C. Brown, Hasen Dick 
and H. L. Ganter representing the re­
tail and wholesale drug trade, ques­
tioned Mr. Robinson In connection 
with the provision relating to the sale 
by druggists and it Is likely that 
as a consequence of last night’s meet­
ing Mr. Robinson will address the 
retail druggists and it is just possible 
they may reconsider their determina­
tion not to act as vendors under the 
new law. Mr. Robinson pointed out 
that they would not be liquor sellers 
in any sense of the term, but would 
merely handle alcohol as they did 
other drugs for medicinal or manufac­
turing purposes, and with the vendor- 
ship in the hands of reliable druggists 
It would be much easier to control the 
illegal sale.

The question of liquor for personal 
use was brought up and Mri Robinson 
said that any man could Import liquor, 
but he could not give it away or sell 
it. If any person gave a drink oi 
liquor to another person In his own 
home or any other place he violated 
the law and was liable. No person 
was allowed to carry liquor without 
the proper label and even then it must 
not be exposed in any public place.

He touched on the penalties provided 
for violations of the law and pointed 
out that any druggist who violated the 
law on the second offence had his 
druggist license taken away from him 
and here was another protection for 
the reputable druggist 

The enforcement. of the law was 
taken altogether out of politics, being 
placed In the hands of the chief in­
spector and this was one of the best 
features of the act; for enforcement of 
a prohibitory law depended a great 
deal on the officers appointed to carry 
it out

The statement, which is timed 11.25 
a.m., is as follows :

"We attacked at 5.30 
morning on a wide front from sqqyi 
of Arras to south of Lens. Our troops 
have everywhere penetrated the ene­
my’s lines and are making satisfac­
tory progress at all points.

“In the direction of Cambrai we 
stormed the villages of Hermies and 
Boursies and have penetrated into 
Havrlncourt Wood.

"In the direction of St. Quentin we 
captured Fresnoyle Petit, and advan­
ced our lines southeast of Lever-

London. April 9—The British early 
this morning attacked the German 
lines on a wide front, from a point 
south of Arras to the south of Lens, 
thus opening what is believed here to 
be a general spring offensive. The 
move has been looked forward to 
eagerly for some days. The offensive 
of the British Flying Corps in the 
latter part of last week, the attack on 
Zeebrugge on Saturday night and the 
activity of the French in Belgium, as 
shown in yesterday s official commu­
nication from Paris, were considered 
a prelude to Important military oper­
ations.

Rev. G. A. Kuhriug arrived in the out of existence when the infantry 
city yesterday, after having been for arrived, 
over two years away serving King and 
Country in the mighty struggle now 
in progress. He was given a warm 
welcome home on the arrival of the 
steamer and last night, although very 
tired after the trip across the " pond," 
presided at the annual meeting of St.
John's (Stone) church of which he is 
rector. In order to get home Mr.
Kuhrlng had tolddlgn his commission 
as chaplain as ft was Impossible for 
him to obtain leave and he felt that 
he had been absent from his work 
here long enough.

Mr. Kuhrlng’s commission Is two 
years and three months old and he 
was for a time stationed1 at Amherst 
and Valcartler. Two years ago this 
coming July he went overseas and was 
only in England 36 hours when he 
was asked to start off, as it proved 
to be for Lemnos. The party sailed 
under sealed orders and no person 
knew where they were going but Mr.
Kuhrlng had gone overseas to serve 
wherever he was wanted and accept 
ed the appointment

At Lemnos.
When they arrived at Lemnos they 

found conditions very bad due to the 
climatic conditions and the scarcity 
of supplies of all kinds. Lemnos was 
a base for troops as well as supplies, 
and the sickness among the troops 
stationed there, as well as those on 
Gallipoli was very bad. The hospital 
to Which Mr. Kuhrlng was attached 
was equipped for 400 beds but they 
often had as many a* 1,000 men under 
their care at one time.

Heroic Nurses.
The work of the nurses under the 

trying conditions which existed was 
wonderful and no person who had not 
been there to see could appreciate 
the wonderful heroism shown by them 
In caring for the sick soldier boys. The 
heat was intense and to make mat­
ters worse they had to contend with 
scourges of flies and storms which 
tore down the tents. Another of their 
troubles was the lack of water and 
the heroism of the nurses and the men 
themselves was beyond praise.

Mr. Kuhrlng spent eight months at 
Lemnos after which he returned to 
England and was shortly sent to 
France.

He again tried to obtain leave but 
was unsuccessful and feeling that he 
must come home he sent in his reeig- 
nation which was accepted and he 
will now take up his work in the 
church.

Within half an hour after the first 
German "8. O. 8.” rocket had been 
sent up, indicating! a surprise attack, 
our objective was attained, with 
slight loss.

Fired All Sunday.
The gunners, with tireless energy, 

continued the cannonade throughout 
Easter Sunday.

Such a sorry spectacle es en- 
lata in the extremely French-Canadian 
sections of Quebec would not he pos­
sible. It 1b likely, however, that the 
number of men required from this 
Dominion can etill be secured by the 
voluntary system, and, If so, that will 
be by tar the better and more honor­
able course.

In the case of the United States the 
situation Is different. That nation 
is entering the war when trained men 
are required In the shortest possible 
time If they are to be effective. They 
must he trained and equipped, and it 
is doubtful if this can be done under 
a voluntary system of enlistment as 
expeditiously or as well as under 
some measure of compulsion. With 
selective conscription the domestic 
requirements of the country will be 
fully considered and the men taken 
for war service will be those who can 
best be spared and who, at the same 
time, will be of the greatest value.

In any event the fact that the Unit­
ed States is to resort to a measure 
of conscription at once to fill her 
armie» and Great Britain may put

Sunday there was a funeral from 
Hammond River, in Rothesay parish, 
and it was just four hours from the 
time they started with a boat to break 
the ice till they got to the end of the 
old bridge on Perry’s Point side, 
whereas it would not have taken more 
than twenty minutes over a bridge;

Our mail has been crossing the ice 
at Clifton, but now it has to go to 
Hampton by train, from there by spec­
ial courier to Perry’s Point thence by 
another courier to Kingston, etc., to 
Clifton, and the mail for Long Island 
and all the way down to Westfield 
No. 2 (Bayswater, etc.) by yet another 
courier and they wil not get their mail 
till night. Does this sound as though 
a "free ferry" (which was Mr. Car­
ter’s strong canvass to the people in 
the elections) is alt the people want 
and will take the place of a bridge.

People from Westfield No. 2 who 
wish to go to the city, six or seven 
miles away, now- have to drive to 
Hampton and thence to the city, about 
forty-five miles, while a bridge at Per­
ry’s Point, the furthest point down 
the river, it is practicable to build a 
bridge, would shorten their route 
about eighteen or twenty miles.

Mr. Foster mentions the loyal peo­
ple of Kingston and Rothesay : he 
might as well have mentioned Victo­
ria county, his new constituency, too, 
for they are as much interested as the 
majority of the people of Rothesay, 
for we have nothing to induce them 
to use the bridge regularly while they 
have our only means of exit for mar­
ket or almost any purpose.

YThe progress made by the Allied 
troops yesterday indicates that the 
great drive by the British in Franca, 
which was expected) as soon as the 
spring weather set in, may already 
have been started. It was evident a 
few days ago that the scope of opera­
tions there had been widened and 
that, in addition to the movements to­
ward Cambrai from Bapaume, and to 
St Quentin from Peronne, the British, 
located further north, were about to 
strike a heavy blow at the German 
lines. The capture of Vtmy Ridge 
and a general advance of the line 
from three to five miles on a front of 
twelve is the result of the first stage 
of that onward swing which is likely 
to develop even more momentum now 
that opposing positions of great nat­
ural strength have been wrested trpm 
the enemy.

BIG E-INUFF SHIRTSm Fresh From Battle Fields of France After Winning Promo, 
tion on the Field, Sackville Man Speaks Highly of Pro­
vincial Soldiers Und?r File—Talks Feelingly of Those 
Who Died.

Lieut. Geo. R. McOord, of Sackville, 
a New Brunswicker, who received his 
promotion on the field, was among the 
party of officers who reached the city 
yesterday.

Lieut. McObnd positively insisted 
that he would not say a word relative 
to his own experiences at the front, 
although he has been there since the 
commencement of the war, having en­
listed with the old 12th Battalion and 
joining the Princess Pats on the fir­
ing line within a few weelkis after the 
arrival of that battalion In England.

6 The Old 12th.

We called him ’Tommy.’ tie would 
be about big enough for the bantam 
battalion which la now -being raised. 
He struck me as being a Liverpool 
Irishman. He got his on April 28th, 
191©, when the Pats first went into 
the salient. It was at Lake Bella- 
ward#, where we experienced our first 
heavy casualties. This little chap's 
pacte w$s almost as big as ldmeelf. 
He was always bright and cheerful— 
a truly fine boy. At the time he was 
killed he had come through the heavy 
fighting at St. Biol. He was sheer 
grit and pluck and never gave In. 
Needless to say we all missed him 
more than I can tell you.

Two Irish Boys.
"The best I can do for you is to tell 

you something concerning the old 12th 
Battalion. Although the battalion did 
not go to the front as a unit it furnish­
ed the drafts for several of the other 
fighting battalions at the front, and 
the boys covered themselves with 
glory on every occasion. In fact the 
old 12th battalion has had more casual­
ties -than any other battalion at the 
front, which affords some criterion of 
the splendid work of the officers and 
men from the 12th who went to the 
firing line," said Mr. McCord, “With 
few exceptions the officers and men of 
the old 12th have seen the front and 
those officers and men who did not 
see the front did not want to see it 
Those who wanted to get to the front 
reached it and none of the fighting 
men have done better than those from 
the old 12th.

Lieut. McCord has been carrying 
on in France with the trench mortars 
for the past ten months. Prior -to 
that he was with the Princess Pats 
in their many famous engagements 
He is now enjoying a well deserved 
furlough In New Brunswick.

"Please do not ask me to relate any 
of my own experiences," said Mr 
McCord, in reply -to The Standard’s 
request for a story about himeelf 
since he left Canada as a private in 
the old 12th. I might, however, tell 
you something about some of the boys 
who went with the first draft from the 
12th to the Princes# Pats and many 
of these chaps have made the supreme 
sacrifice.

"There were also two Irish boys 
from Campbellton who crossed with 
the first draft from the old 12th—the 
O’Keeffe boys, Dan and Arthur. Dan 
was a great big stalwart chap with a 
voice like the bass of a pipe organ. 
He was a noisy fellow, always full of 
fun, and with a heart as broad as his 
voice. Dan was one of the few sur­
vivors of hie company in the heavy 
fighting of May 8th, 1915. He carried 
messages back and (forth and In these 
days since the war has developed Dan 
would' have had a dozen or more re­
commendations. The next day, May 
9th, with a few companions he was 
walking down what we call Railway 
Avenue at Ypres, when a big shell 
struck and killed the four of them. 
O’Keeffe was burled near the histori­
cal ramparts of Ypres.

"Hie brother, Arthur, was a tall 
slender fellow with a blonde mous­
tache. He had the distinction of be­
ing the first member of the old 12th 
to be wounded—receiving quite se­
vere wounds in the neck. He rejoined 
up again in the winter and was 
through the heavy fighting, including 
that of May 8th. Although he had 
the shock of hie brother being killed, 
he went through the Somme fighting 
during the fall of 1915 and when 
bombing was introduced he became 
an expert bomber, in fact one of the 
beat in the regiment In January, 
1916, he went out with a party loaded 
with -bombs in the night It was a 
daring reconnaissance. Later he was 
carried In with multiple wounds. He 
was carried to the rear and died in 
hospital end buried outside of Ball- 
leul, where a cross was erected to his 
memory. There were never finer sol­
diers than the O'Keeffe boys. They 
couldn't be beaten.

"Other
who have been killed in action were 
Private Jardine of Chatham who fell 
early in the game, and Joseph Lorette 
of Sackville. Th^ 
on a listening pee 
they were first established. He re­
ceived a mortal wound and died in a 
field ambulance. It was at Dicke- 
busclie where he died and he was 
buried there. Joseph Lorette was a 
fine athletic fellow, very ambitious 
and he was much- missed by all the

“There was Rudolph McKiel of tills 
city. He enlisted as a private in the 
old 12th. went with the battalion to 
Valcartier and crossed with the 1st 
Canadian Contingent and camped on 
Salisbury Plains. He volunteered on 
the firing line on January 23rd. The 
Pats had only been in the trenches 
since December 23rd, so you see he 
was really a member of the original 
regiment. Rudolph McKiel was one 
of the finest and most soldierly fellows 
I ever saw. He was a dead shot, a 
great comrade. Never once did I 
hear him complain. He was an ideal 
soldier in the fullest sense of the 
term. He was with the Pats during 
the first winter at St. Blots, a cam­
paign which was one of the most 
galling things we saw. We had no 
communication trenchee or dug outs 
at that time and were continually 
exposed to the greatest danger. The 
trenches were really only half trench­
es, half bags with water forming 
the rest. I always admired Rudolph 
McKiel and his soldierly spirit. The 
poor chap got it through the head, 
but like the gallant soldier and fight­
ing man he was he said Tm not a 
dead man yet.' These were hie last 
words; the next moment poor Rudolph 
died. He was one of the first to make 
the supreme sacrifice. A better chap 
never lived than Rudolph McKiel who 
went forth from the old 12th to do his 
bit with the Princess Pats.

“Out of the old 12th draft which 
went to the Princess Pats In January, 
1915, there are only two or three who 
still remain. Private Rhodes of Sack­
ville is still carrying on,’ and lie 
has won the distinguished conduct 
medal. Private Florant Stuart ( French- 
Belgian) is another who Is left. He 
has not only acted as interpreter in 
Flanders but has endeared himself to 
the whole Princes* Pata. Yes, Rhodes 
and Stuart are probably the only 
others of my < omrades in the first 
draft who are left* The old 12tli never 
went to the front as a battalion, but 
It has had more casualties than any 
other unit which crossed to the old 
country. The boys were drafted into 
other battalions. They lost their Iden­
tity as a battalion but their glorious 
deeds on the firing line will stand 
only most conspicuously among the 
greatest performances that have tak­
en place in the present war."

Mr. McCord also mentioned the good 
work of Sergeant Jack Emsley of this 
city who was taken a prisoner while 
wounded in heavy fighting. A local 
man named Speight was also taken a 
prisoner. He was a splendid fighter. 
A Fredericton man. Jack Markey, now 
returned, came in for much praise 
from Mr. McCord who described him 
as fearless and intrepid. Sergeant A. 
W. Whitehead, who was killed, was a 
real hero. Rollins of the West Side, 
and Ball of Fredericton were also 
splendid fighters.

Mr. McC-ord made special mention 
of Henry Dixon of Sackville who en­
listed when only nineteen years old 
and who has made a name for himself 
as an expert bomber. He was twice 
wounded. There is no finer soldier in 
France. Another good soldier i« 
young MoCa^ilum, a brother of the 
former police chief of Fredierieton.

Lieut. McCord told The Standard 
that he had met Lieut Willard Mo 
Ginley of the old 140th Battalion. He 
reports that Mr. McGinley was badly 
wounded and that his back Is still 
causing him much pain. Lieut. McOord 
went to Sackville last evening on a 
brief visit to his former home. Mr. 
McCord is well known throughout the 
province, having been associated with 
A. B. Copp, M. P.. In the law business 
of Copp and McOord at Sackville.

It is known 
that of late many United States muni­
tion plants have completed their con­
tracts and did not receive renewals. 
However, the entrance of the United 
States government as a heavy buyer 
of iron and steel products, has already 
had a firming effect in a market that 
is already oversold.

These changes, all in an upward direc­
tion. were anticipated for some time 
before President Wilson's momentous 
announcement and the new develop­
ment in the international situation 
can hardly be blamed1 for this week's 
price advances. Practically all wire 
products. Including wire nails. O & A 
wire, tinned and coppered wire, wire 
bale ties, bright and annealed wire. 
Black and galvanized iron pipe have 
advanced twice since last week’s «re­
ports. Prices on pig-iron have been 
withdrawn this week, and higher 
prices are undoubtedly forthcoming.
