These leaders ‘of the revolu-
tion are said to have been the mew min-
isters of justice and finance, respectively
M. Sc¢hiokovics and M. Veliko Velics. and
the eixth regiment of infantry, garrison-
ing Belgrade, was designated to carry ouf
the plot.

Tt was originally intended that the plot
should be executed later, but fears that
the new Servian parliament would settle
the question of the succession to the
throne hastened matters. Colonel Naumo-
vics, the adjutant of the king, was ea-
trusted with the execution of the plans.
While on duty at 11 o’clock last night
Naumovics burst in the door leading to
the sleeping apartments of the royal
‘couple with a bomb and then entered,
accompanied by Mischios and a numbe
of junior officers. Previously the palace
guard had been overpowered and its com-
mander, Captain Pauajowics, was killed.
Naumovics presented to the king a form
of abdication for his signature. The docu-
ment contained the statement that by
marrying “a public prestitute” the king
had degraded Servia and that therefore
he must abdicate. The king's answer was
to draw a revolver and kill Naumovics on
the &pot.

Mischios then picked up the document
and presented it again.

King Alaxander waved it from him.
The officers then, with their drawn revol-
vers, fired a hail of bullets and the royal
couple fell together to the floor.

M. Avakumovics, the mew premier, was
premier in the-Liberal government of 1892,
and -previously was minister of finance and
justice of the court of appeals. He is the
best known jurist in Servia. He was lead-
er of the opposition and is fifty-eight years
ol

d.

M. Protics, thé new minister of the in-
terior, is the mest prominent leader of
the Radicals and an able speaker and
writer. He is commissioner of the Na-
tional Bank, and is forty-seven years old.

M. Kalievies, the new foreign minister,
was .premier in 1875 and later minister at
Vienna. Latterly he had been a senator.
He is sixty years old, and has been occu-
pying-a neutral politieal position.

M. Schiokovics, the new minisber of jus-
tice, is forty-two years old. He sharply
criticised the doings of the royal pair in
the last parliament. Like M. Protics, M.
Schiokovics as sentenced to twenty years’
imprisonment in a dungeon in coasequence
of his complicity in a plot against King
Milan, but he was pardoned.

M. Genschics, the new minister of com-

AN EASY WIRNER,

New Boat Qutsails Her Rivals
Over the Cup Course.

NOT COLUMBIA'S WEATHER

The Sea Was Calm and the Breeze
Light, So the Old Defender Had
No -Chance to Demonstrate What
She Could Do With Herreschoff’s
Latest.

mre———

New York, June 11—That she has no
equal in American waters in a smooth sea
and a light wand, the Reliance emphasized
today by another victory over both the
Constitution and the Columbia; but the
new craft has yet to demomstrate her
superiorily in roughy water and strong
winds.

After a sharp brush .which continued
for mearly an hour, the Reliance got the
lead over the Constitution and held. it to
the finish, defeating her by five minutes,
52 seconds. The Columbia lost five minutes
by a shift of the wind which placed bher
to. leeward of the others. The Reliance
beat her by 12 minutes 54 seconds. The
race was sailed over the American cup

{ course, 15 miles from Sandy Hook to

windward and return, thrity miles around.

It was a faultless start, the three boats
crossing the line almost side by side but
Captain Rhodes had once more placed the
(onstitution in a position to blanket the
Reliance, while the Oolumbia was in the

lee of both. All carried club topsails and
baby jibtopsails.

At the start the Columbia gave evidence
for the first time this season of the sailing
qualities that had made her a cup de-
fender. In surprising fasliion she drew
out from under the Reliance’s lee, drop-

ward. Then she began to drop astern,
though holding her windward position,
and, after half an hour’s sailing tacked
and stood away to the eastward, while

teliance and Constitution kept on their
tack southward.

In the first five winutes the Reliance

began to outfoot the Constitution and to
work out from her position under the lee
bow of the older boat, so that when the
Constitution tacked at 12.21 the Reliance
had got the coveted windward berth. By

splendid seamanship and pinching ‘his’

boat into the wind until her jibtopsail
fluttered, Captain Barr, had worked the
Reliance 400 yards to windward of his
rival. Failing.to work out of a position in
the lee of the Reliance the Coastitution
went about .and when the Reliance
promptly followed, tacked again, only to
fall into line with the leader, but further
astern than before.

Captain Barr then resumed his tactics
of pinching his boat into the wind and
the racer responded to his seamanship.
Inch by inch she worked up to windward,
until after a little more than an hour
from the start, and half way to the turm,
the Constitution was in the wake of the
new boat and hundreds of yards astern.

Fifteen minntes before the L'.”Reliance
reached the mark the Columbia came
about and headed for the turn. The boats
made it in this order, unofficial time:

Reliance, 2.24.00; Constitution, 2.29.10;
Columbia, 2;35.12.

The Reliance had beaten the Constitu-
tion five minutes 27 seconds and the Col-
umbia 11 minutes one second.

Turning the mark all the boats broke
out balloon jibtopsails and spinnakers and
a pretty spectatle they made of it with
their tall triangles of bellowing canvas
towering over their lean hulls and long
bows, the Reliance leading (the procession
to the finish lime a mile ahead of the
Columbia and half a mile ahead of the
Constitution.

Sydney, N. 8., June 11— (Special)—A
lumber deal of considerable magnitude is
being negotiated by North Sydney and
New Glasgow parties. The areas, which
are located near Point-a<Coni and Little
Bras d’Or Gut, have been purchased from
the Nova Scitia Steel & Coal Company,
and consist of more than 500 acres of
thickly wooded land. The timber is of
spruce and fir. It is the intention to erect
a large saw mill and planer on the areas
and finish the timber for the local market.
The company is at present negotiating for
wharf property in North Sydaey, and pro-
pose conducting a large lumber yard.

The presence of dense gmoke from forest
fires in the river and Gulf of St. Law-
rence, continues to have a bad effect on
coal shipment from Sydney, as the steam-
ers of the coal fleet are often delayed
for several hours at different points alog
the river.

The reason
for this was that amendment to the bill
had been adopted by the committee to
the effect that one section of the pros
posed line should mnot constructed
nearer than thirty miles to an exisuing
railway unless for gpecial causes to be ap-
proved by the govemor—infounci]. The
amendment was adopted as a general prin-
ciple and it was to be drafted by himself
and the minister of railways. They were
unable to bring the parties together and
agree on amendment. The committee

*" 8t. Stephen, N. B., June 9—(Special)—
Now that the long-lookedfor rains have
fallen and extinguished the forest fires,
e fairly accurate statement of losses sus-
tained by lumbermen on the 8t. Croix
waters will be interesting. = While the
losses on this river are heavy they fortu-
mately are not so bad as in many sections.

H. F. Eaton & Sons will probably be the
heaviest losers, this firm having had burn-
ed twelve to fifteen thousand acres on the
east side of the C. P. R. along the upper
Magaguadavic lakes, in York county, ai-
®0 large areas of land om the south of

_North Lake, same county. They are re-
ported ‘as being heavy losers in Maine,
estimated a total burned area of 20,000 to
95,000 acres for this firm.

James Munchie & Sons are next heavi-
est losers, having had burned in York
county along the C. P. R. and on
Magaguadavic lake 12,000 or more acres,
as /well as several thousand acres in Maine.

Major' J. D. Chipman lost a valuable
Hlock ‘of 6,000 acres near Kilburn Lake,
in 'York ‘county.

F. H. Todd & Sons were fortunate in
lbeing the smallest losers of the big: firms,
having only had burned, as far as known,
3,500 to 4,500 acres.

Irving R. Todd was also fortunate in a
small loss.

Other land owners having timber coming
to this river have suffered more or less.

The total amount of land burned on St.
Croix waters will not exceed 50,000 acres,
some of which was burned over before.
The loss can omly be computed by value
that might be put on the land variously
estimated to be worth from $2 to $ per
acre. The timber owners wish to give
a fairly accurate statement and the above
has 'been furnished from good authority.

MR BORDEN

POOR DOCUMENT

HOIST BY HIS OWN PETARD;

“TORY CONFUSION FOLLOWS HIS MOTION.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier Speaks Plainly of Stock Speculation and Steel Com-

pany’s Unreasonable and

Inopportune Demands on Govern-

ment, and the Much-heralded Borden Amendment is Defeated
by 44--How the Premier and Mr. Fielding Took the Conservative

Leaders Into Camp.

Ottawa, June 9—(Special)—R. L. Borden, on the motion to go into
supply in the house today, took up his resolution in regard to the iron and

steel industry. He explained that this resolution' had been decided on
several weeks ago and was one of a series in pursuance of a policy agreed
upon. '

In Britain the iron industrv had obtained a good footing before the
era of free trade in that couniry. The industry was an important one,
not only on account of the large number of employes engaged but because
that it was the foundation of other industries. It was therefore fitting
that it should be protected in a country like Canada, which possesses re-
sources and raw materials for the development of the industry. Canada
possesses not in one place, but many, all the materials which are necessary
for the manufacture of iron and steel. Canada possesses the means of
assembling these materials at the seaboard in the province of Nova Scotia
and on the great lakes.

He quoted from Mr. Fielding’s statement in 1899 and 1897 that the
industry was one which deserved encouragement more particularly on ac-
count of the passing away of wooden ships. Mr. Borden said that more
protection was necessary for the industry. To show that this contention
was right he went on to examine the progress of the steel and iron industry
in other countries.

-In the United States and Germany it prospered under a high tariff.
In 1883 Great Britain produced 8,493,287 tons of pig iron and eighteen
years afterwards it fell to 7,761,830. Steel had increased. by about 100
per cent. In Germany in 1883 there was produced 3,397,588 tons of pig
iron and in 1901, 7,860,893, an increase of 100 per cent. But the United
States shows the marvelous development. In 1884, there was produced
in the United States 4,595,510 tons of pig iron and in 1901 that country
produced 15,878,354 tons of pig iron, or an increase of 475 per cent.

" But the steel production was more amazing. In 1883 the United
States produced 1,673,534 tons of steel, and in 1901, 13,473,595 tons of
steel, or an increase in that time of 700 per cent. All this, Mr. Borden
said, was the result of protection. '

Some Statistics.'

In Canada every material that was necessary for develpoing the in-
dustry was to be had and we might well assume that the consumption of
iron and steel in this country will increase more rapidly in future, much
more rapidly than the population.

Mr.. Borden went on to show the amount that was spent in wages

in this industry in the United States and then read a table showing the
imports of iron and steel into Canada for the year 1902. ‘The total im-
portation of these articles into Canada in 1902 was 544,548 tons, valued
at $17,527,108. Comparing the total importations of iron and steel and
thanufactures of iron and steel’ in 1896 and 1902 it was found that where-
as we imported in. 1896. $10,203,052 worth, we imported in 1902 no less
than $33,681,625 worth, or an increase in the period of six years of $23,-
478,573. :
-+ In 1899 the government provided a measure of protection by means
of bounties. He asked why it was the iron and steel industry was not in
a prosperous condition. They were all agreed that the industry was not
in that flourishing condition that both sides of the house would like. The
reason was that we were beside a country that had the industry heavily
protected. The United States leads the world in the output of steel. In
Germany today the United States controls the output. He then went on
to show that the industry was not protected now in Canada the same as it
was in 1894.

No Censure in Resolution,

He wanted first to ask the house if the industry was now protected
as sufficiently as it should be. All that he desired was to see the protec-
tion extended to the industry and with that end in view he had carefully
excluded from his resolution anything like censure on the government.
The resolution was one that the government could afford to accept. He
quoted the Canadian duty on all kinds of iron and steel goods to show
that it was very much below the protection given to goods of the same
kind in the United States. -

Mr. Borden then took up the bounty given by the present govern-
ment in 1899. On that occasion Mr. Fielding had said that it was done

to give the iron and steel industry a chance. “A bounty,” said. Mr. Bor-.

den, “was given in 1899 for the reason that the tariff was materially re-
duced in 1897 as compared with 1894. But I do not know if the house
is really possessed of the very great reduction which was made in the
tariff in 1897, and therefore I shall take the liberty of reading to the
house some items which show the enormous reduction in the protection
of this industry which was effected over the tariff of 1897.”

D;lty Reduced 50 Per Cenrt.

Mr. Borden went on to say that the iron and steel industry required
thore aid than that given to it by the bounties of 1899. To enable the
producers in this country to get the advantage of the Canadian market,
it was necessary that increased tariff protection in addition to the bounties
of 1899 should be extended to the industry. In some cases, he said, there
was taken away from the industry in the way of protection, in 1897, as
much as three-quarters of the duty and in other cases as much as 25 and
50 per cent. It was plain to him that more protection was necessary than
the bounty system. :

The announcement by Mr. Fielding in Yarmouth that the bounty
would not be extended was also a heavy blow to the industry in Canada.
He again pointed to the production given to the industry in the United
States and maintained that it should receive adequate protection in this
country. His own view was that the duties of 1894 should be restored.

As to the efféct of increasing duties, he said that he had yet tolearn
where such protection would result in increasing the price to the con-
sumer. Competition would remedy that.

Mr. Borden said that he would have heen glad to have held his reso-
lution back if the government so desired to enable them to have had an
opportunity to deal with the subject, but as no such request was made to
him he proceeded with his resolution today.

Wants Tariff Revised.

He not only advocated a revision of the tariff as far as iron and steel
were concerned, but also of the whole tariff in the interests of the manu-
facturing industries of the country generally. The house could do noth-
ing better than extend the session so as to make a thorough revision of the
tariff. He moved his resolution asking for further protection for the iron
and steel industry and took his seat amid Conservative cheers. The reso-
lution has been already published in this correspondence.

Hon. Mr, Fielding's Effective Reply.

Mr. Fielding was received with Liberal cheers. He said: “If I
were disposed to enter into any protracted discussion on this subject I
should be compelled to take exception to some of the statements in the
conclusions which my honorable friend has advanced, not however to all.
There was much in his speech to command my respect and admiratign,
including the quotations from the finance minister’s speech. But there
is another point made by my honorable friend which commands my recog-
nition and my appreciation. Shall I say my thanks? When I remember

%

that for seven years the opposition in this house and out of it have used
the argument that the policy of the government today is the old national
policy. .

When I remember that they have gone from ocean to ocean to pro-
claim that no material reductions were made in this tariff, I note with
satisfaction the honorable gentlemen coming down and for fifteen min-
utes reading a statistical statement to show that in the great iron business
of this country the foundation of so many other industries, not only have
we reduced the tariff but we have made an enormous reduction. I regard
that as of enormous importance.

Mr. Borden’s Recantation

I take the statement of my honorable friend as ample apology, for
the time he has occupied in what is, in my judgment, otherwise, an in-
opportune speech. But in the presence of that recantation, if not apology,
for seven years of misunderstanding, I want to thank my honorable friend
for having at last put the matter right. s

Mr. Borden—I challenge the honorable gentleman to point to a
single word of mine inconsistent with what I have just stated.

Mr. Fielding—I do not think the honorable gentleman is in a better
position than any other member to raise a question of consistency. How-
ever, as I said, if I were disposed to enter upon a protracted discussion
of this subject, I should be obliged to take exception to some of my honor-
able friend’s statements and contentions, but I am persuaded that no good
purpose would be served by having that discussion at the present time.
The honorable gentleman seems to have expected that we would ask him
to withdraw his resolution. But we have no desire that he should with-
draw it. He has accepted the responsibility and has brought it forward.
Whether timely or untimely it is for him to decide. In our judgment it
is not timely.

Iron Indus'ry Well Treated,

Among the many sins laid at the door of this government, I now hear
for the first time the charge that we have been lacking.in generosiy and
liberality to the iron industry. I have heard it said from time to time
that we have dealt too liberally with that industry, that we have done thus
for the iron industry and should do it for some other.

When this matter came up a few days ago I reminded my honorable
friend that the final stages of the tariff had not yet been taken and sug-
gested to him that when these resolutions came up again would be the
most opportune time for the discussion of the tariff question, but he has
preferred to take a different course. He has preferred not to bring the
question up in the ordinary way of tariff discussion but as amendment to
‘supply which is glwdys taken as a vote of want of confidence.

A Want of Confidence Motion,

I am satisfied that no one truly interested in the iron industry or
with sincere degire to promoté the interests of the country, irrespective
of party politics, can support the honorable gentleman in precipitating
this discussion today. But since he has taken the responsibility of bring-
ing the matter forward in this way, I recognize his right since he has
brought it forward at what we regard an inopportune time, when one must
either vote for or agains the motion as it stands. I ask the house to
treat the motion as a want of confidence and to reject it. (Cheers.)

Mr. Osler spoke briefly in support of Borden’s amendment and de-
manded the policy of the government.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, who was received with cheers, said: It was not my
intention to have said a word in this debate and I would not have arisen but
for some observations that have just fallen from the lips of my honorable
friend from Toronto, Mr. Osler. He desires to know what is the policy
of the government upon this question and upon the tariff generally.

I have to say to him that this question is one which it is rather late
at this time of the day to ask, because the policy of the government was
announced by the minister of finance a few weeks ago when he declared
that our policy was the tariff of 1897. That tariff is a moderate tariff
which carries with it a good deal of incidental protection. That it is a
tariff made for all time nobody ever imagined.

The conditions of the country change and vary. What may have
been suited to our conditions in 1897 may not be suited to our conditions
in 1904. I will not particularize. I will take only the question which
has been brought up this afternoon, brought up, as I repeat, with the
finance minister, at a very inopportune moment.

Sir Charles Tupper's Scheme Failed.

The history of the iron and steel industry in this country has been
a very checkered one. The leader of the opposition opened his remarks
by quoting an article written as far back as 1885 to the effect that Can-
ada is admirably situated to have and to develop an iron and steel in-
dustry. Everybody agrees with that. I remember that this same article
was quoted, if not verbatim, it was quoted in substance by Sir Charles
Tupper when he introduced his iron duties in 1886 and 1888. Everybody
who was in the house at the time when Sir Charles introduced those duties
lewill remember a certain celebrated and famous speech which he delivered
when he introduced a new tariff policy with regard to iron and steel. His
policy provided for greater protection than had been supposed possible up
to that moment. He built great expectations which unfortunately have
not been realized. F

He expected that under the tariff which he was then promulgating
we would develop a very large industry in iron and steel. But everybody
is aware that the expectations of Sir Charles Tupper fell to the ground,
that though the consumers of iron in Canada were saddled with heavy
duties, the industry .did not arise from the ground as he -had supposed
it would. The men engaged in this industry struggled on, the tariff was
amended from time to time until at last it was taken up by the finance
minister of 1896, the Hon. Mr. Fielding. He reduced the tariff consider-
ably and adopted a more moderate tariff.

Iron Business Never So Good As Now,

Now I call upon the leader of the opposition, who has introduced
this resolution, I call upon the member for Pictou, Mr. Bell, to admit
that the iron business has never prospered, never developed and increased
so rapidly as it has under the present tariff. The building industries
using iron and steel have never advanced in a previous period in the his-
tory of Canada so rapidly as since 1897.

1t is true that at this moment one of the great companies is in trouble,
but while that is so everybody must admit, on the other hand, that almost
every other industry in Canada is today doing a satisfactory business. We
do not hear any complaints from them. We do not hear any complaints
except from one industry in one province.

I appeal to gentlemen on the other side of the house to admit that
not only with the province of Nova Scotia but throughout Quebee and
Ontario all the industries using iron and steel are today more prosperous
than they have ever been before. I do not think my statement can be
successfully challenged. ‘

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DEATH OF A VETERAN
NEWSPAPER MAN,

James Watts, Editor of the Wood-

stock Sentinel, Passed Away.

For Forty Years He Conducted the Columns
of His Paper, and Only Stopped Work
Last Week,

Woodstock, June 9.—(Special)—James
Watts, the veteran editor and secretary-
treasurer of the Sentinel Publishing Com-
pany, one of the best known business men
in Woodstock, died at 5 o’clock this after-
noon after a short illness, in the 74th year
of hia age.

Up to Wednesday evening last he was
at hig desk in the office, but upon arriv-
ing home and Dr. Hand summoned, it was
tound he was suffering from pleurisy and
a general collapse of the nervous system.
He lingered in a-eemi conscious state until
his death.

The «leceased was a native of Frederic-
ton, a son of tme late Wm. Watts, and,
after a few years spent in Aroostook
county, he removed to this town and be-
came editor of the Sentinel, a position he
held with honor to himself for over forty
years. *

Through his newspaper connection he
was widely known and universally respect-
ed. Fol" many years he was a leader in
the temperance movement in the county
and has held the highest office in botih the
I.O.G.T. and 8. of T.

He was a strong adherent of the Meth-
odist church and a generous contributor
to church and charitable organizations.
In politics he was a staunch Liberal. A
widow, three daughters, Mrs. C. V. Wet-
more, of Sydney; Mrs. E. Bailey and Mise
Isabel Watts, and one son, James F.
Watts, of Boston, survive.

Mrs. Wetmore and Mr. Watts arrived
on the moon train today.

Woodstock, N- B., June 11—(Special)—
The funeral of James Watts, late editor
of the Sentinel, was held this afternoon
from his late residence, Main streeg, and
was very largely attended. - )

The pastor of the Methodist church,
Rev. G. A. Ross, conducted the religious
exercises at the house and grave. He was
assisted by Revs. G. M. Campbell and H.
D. Marr, of St.'John, both of whom have
been pastors of the Methodist church
here.

Rev. Mr. iCampbell, an intimate friend
of the deceased for twenty years, paid a
brief but eloquent tribute to his memory.

The floral tributes from the many friends
of the deceased, editor and Lis family, cov-
ered the casket in which his body lay.
Among them were a beautiful pillow of
roses from the official board of the Metho-
dist church, a floral anchor masked in lov-
ing remembrance of father, from Joe and
Bert; a wreath from D. N. R. and Mrs.
Colter, St. Johm.

The interment was in the (Methodist
cemetery. £

The pall-bearers were relatives of the
deceased—the son, James ¥.

 BRITISH HOUSF

Colonial Secretary Denounced
by His Colleagues in
the Government,

A CRISIS AT HAND.

It is Believed That Mr, Cham-
berlain Will Resign As His
Programme Seems Hopelessly
Beaten.

London, June 9.—The rumored resigna-
tion of Colonial Secretary Chamberlain is
the most startling development of the pro-
posal of the chancellor of the exchequer,
Mr. Ritchie, to abolish the corn duty, the
debate on which kept tne house of com-
mons today packed and spellbound uatil
midnight. Even if Premier Balfour per-
suades Mr. Chamberlain to remain in the
cabinet. the colonial secretary’s preferential
tariff programme is hopelessly snowed un-
der and his influence as a political power
in Great Britain at least temporarily
ecliveed. .

All the members of the government who
contributed .10 today’s debate vignrouely
declared themselves as free traders amd
frankly opposed Mr. Chamberlains pro-
posals. Except for Mr. Chaplin oot a
voice on either side the house was raised
i effective support of Mr. Chamnberlain's
campaign. Former members of ‘cabinets
and private members, irrespective ol party,
protested against any tinkering with
Great Britain’s fiscal policy.

‘The Unionists vied withh tne Liberals

in declaring themselves out and out free’
traders. All that wase lacking in *he com-
plete rout of the protectionist cabinet
minister was Mr, Balfour’s official pro-
nouncemen, ag premer, and on -behalf of
the government, that the cabinet ac a
whole refused to adopt Mr. Chamberlain’s
views.

The Jebate was adjourned at midnight
when, midst a eensation, Chancellor of
the Exchequer Ritdnie said he Loped Mr.
Balfour would be able to give the houre,
on Wednesday, a definite statement o1 Le-
half of the entire cabinet, though he could
not promise it.

Mr. Chamberlain’s amendment to the
budget was scarcely made today before it
became a secondary comsideration; it de
feat: was assured. Until 1idnight' the
fight, if such an undefended struggle could
be so described, raged around Mr. Cham-
berlain.

“0il and vitrol” is the omly adequate
description of Sir Michael-Hicks-Beach’s
speech, winich started the revolt. Amid
intense silence this famous tory-minister
extolled . the colonial secretary’s virtues
and damned his programme.

Mr. Chamberlain = deserting his usual
place, paler even than usual, etretched
himself nonchalantly at the end of the
treasury bendn. Throughout - the after-
noon he mever exchanged a wond with his
colleagues.

After Mr. Ritchie had renounced the
colonial secretary’s ideas, Mr. Chamber-
lain etalked out of the chamber without
even a nod to Mr. Balfour.

Then came another sensation when the

Hon. Arthur Elliott, replying on behalf of
the government to Mr. Bryce’s inquiries,
made a bitter attack on protectionists and
preferential tariffe. He 'declared that the
financial policy of the governmént was
clearly exhibited by its decision to revoke
the corn tax which savored of protection.
“I ask the house seriously to consider
what this country hes to gain by giving
up its position of being a country of dneap
imports,” eaid the epeaker.
_ “I am sure that the more the people
inquire into the subject the more they will
find it is essential to the prosperity of
the country that this country should re-
main a cheap country and the more they
will be convinced that the basis on which
our financial and commercial system has
been conducted since the days of Sir
Robert Peel should not lightly be dismiss-
ed as of no account.”

This direct attack on Mr. Chamberlain
by a member of the government, who it is
believed must have spoken with authority,
ellcxbe(.l loud cheers and is considered even
more¢ important than Mr. Ritchie’s denun-
ciation as indicating that the magjority in
the cabinet is overwheimingly opposed to
any system of preferential trade.

The debate was adjourned after severe
criticisty of Premier Balfour’s absence.

_ The Herald shows what serious thought
the Chamberlain pronouncement has caus-
ed in Wus.hiu}grton when it says:

Until the colonies could feed the United
Kingdom this would be a tax on the Brit-
ish consumer, but the stimulation which
this would be to the grain growers ani
stock raisers of the colonies has been lost
sight of by members of ‘Congress, who
have brushed the subject aside, just as
they brushed aside Mr. McKinley's speech,
Mr. McKinley being dead.. It has been
brought home to the men who represent
the great grain and cattle growing states
of the West by the news which has been
coming out of (Canada about the great in-
crease of wheat acreage of 'Western Can-
ada, where the rush of settlers promises
to completely change the wheat map of
the continent in a few years, and by the
declaration made in London that a great
movement has set in in New Zealand to
take away from the B-ef Trust of the
United States the practical monopoly it
now enjoys of supplying England, Ireland
and Scotland with beef, mutton and pork.

That a few years may see the loss to the
United States of its enormous trade 'in
agricultural products unless something is
done to meet contingencies is regarded by
many Representatives in Congress as mot
an empty fear. With Mr. Chamberlain’s
threat hanging over the farmers of the
West it is thousht here very little argu-
ment would be necessary to create in the
next ‘Congress a powerful sentiment in
favor of veciprocity with (Canada.

The tone of the British and American
press shows a vastly increased appreciation
of the existing Canadian market, and the
greatly increased Canadian market which
will exist in the near future. While Car-
ada watcdhes John Bull's struggle with the
Colonial Secretary’s problem it enjoys the
realization that the discussion has greatly
enhanced its prospects. Mr. Fielding’s
budget speech surely hastened the consid-
eration of questions of vital importance
to this country and to the Empire.

THE PRICE OF STEEL AND THE PRICE
OF STOCKS.

The manipulators of the price of steel
and coal stockis have proved a great deal
abler in the stock market than they have
in the mamufacture of steel. Dominion
Steel, admittedly, is in bad case—as an
As a stock jobbing proposition
vhere it is. But mamy

industry.
few people know
know that the manipulators have profited
while the public has lost, and if now the
manipulators are gpinched and should be
forced to put into the industry some of
the money they quietly pocketed when
the common stock was soaring to fictiticus
values, the too gullible public will not be
disposed to mourn very much about it.

When stocks were up - the manipulators
were content. When there i trouble, due
to' mismanagement and over-speculation;
and it becomes a-case of “‘sometnmmng.must
be dome,” they go to the government ‘of
this - country’ with the proposal—the de-
mand—that a high measure of protection
be accorded to steel-and irom.

That high: measure of protection, im-
mediately ‘accorded, or promiwed, would.do
a great deal for the stock-jobbmg business,
no doubt, but to say that it would do what
Mr. Borden argues it would for the legiti-
mate steel industry, is quite another mat-
ter. The weakness of the people who
made this demand upon the government,
and the strength of the government’s powsi-
tion in refusing to- accede to it at this
time, lie in tane fact that the proposal
wae unsound in principle. Government
consent might have created a great op-
portunity to certain insiders to have un-
loaded certain stocks—which have become
a burden—at a profit to themselves. But
that eort of thing has nothing to do with
the legitimate manufacture of steel in
Canada.

(Uanadians are desirous that the steel
industry shall flourish, but not many of
them are willing to have it fiourish on
hot<house principles. i

Mr. Borden, too, made the old asser-
tion that a fhigh tariff on steel and iron
would not increase the price to the con-
sumer. Why mot? The state of the steel
mdustry in Canada is not such that com-
petition will keep the price down. In the
case of some articles Mr. Borden’s conten-
tion might apply, but to steel it does not.
And the government, unwilling to punish
the consumer, has recourse to the bounty.
Lt pays direot, deeming it wiser to do thav
uhan further assess a limited class of con-
sumens for the benefit of a much more
unated class of mamufacturers. But to
get the bounty, the makers of eteel must
 produce the goods. Unabie, or unwilling,
to produce the goods, they do not waat
the bounty but they ask for an excessive
tariff, the primary effeat of which, as has
been said, would be upon the business of
stocks rather than the business of steel.
“What is the cause of your trouble?” the
government asked when the demand for a
high taniff was made. There was a chance
for the steel manufacturers to give practi-
cal proot of the soundness of Mr. Borden’s
theory in this wnstance, if such proof ex-
isted. But it did not exist. Morecover the
manufacturers were apparently in no con-
dition to take the government into their
confidence regarding their troubles and
the real cause oi those troubles. So the
government, which had offered to consider
any facts tending to show that high tariff
medicine was needed by the decrepit steel
indugtry, received no vatisfactory yeply.

The public has come to know something
of the state of the steel industry, and the
causes leading to that siate, and to sus-
pect more tham 1t knows. It is feared,
to start with, that®the Sydney plant was
much more expensive than was Mrequired,
and that this initial blunder has been fol-
lowed by others the effect of wiich has
been inereased through unwise and ex-
cawive speculation. There is some evi-

galled jade for a long time, it is now the
manipulators’ turn to do the wincing and
foot the bille.

It was the belief in Comservative circles
at Ottawa and elsewhere that the govern-
ment would yield to pressure and make
an immediate concession in line with the
request of the steel men. The Ottaws
(Qlitizen waid as much. The Toronto World
said as much; and there was otwer con-
vincing evidence that such was the Con-
servative conviction. It certainly was Mr
Borden’s coaviction, and he built upon it
and planned to score a sceming victory by
demanding just what he thought the nd-
ministration would be forced to do in
some measure at least.

But the Conservative conviction was ill-
founded. Mr, Bordem reckoned without
his host. Least of all did he expect that
Sir Wilfrid Laurier would use the uncom-
promiising language he applied to the wteel
situation and to speculation in stocks. The
Premier knew fntuitively the sound stand
to take whenm an attempt was made to
force his hand. And, taking it, he cut the
ground from under the Opposition leader’s
feet and left him, amd the class whose in-
terests he promoted, convicted in the eyes
of the country.

A SUGGESTION.

A suggestion in regard to the sufferers
by forest fires, which is worthy of con-
sideration, has been made to The Tele-
graph. It is that in distributing money
contributed for their relief it would be well
to consider deserving cases throughout St.
John county. .

There is a case in point which will make
clear at once the reason for and the wis-
dom of this suggestion. A gentleman whe
is a liberal subscriber to the fund, and
who therefore is entitled to speak concern-
ing its distribution, drove through a con-
siderable portion of the Black River dis-
trict yesterday and was immediately im-
pressed with the severity of the damage in
that general gection. Moreover, there was
brought to his:mnotive. the case of a woman
living at Black River, whose house had
been destroyed in a twinkling and who,
with her two-year-old child—a toddler,
still bare-footed yesterday—had escaped to
the house of her uncle, two miles away, at
West Beach. Had the poor woman and
her child come toward St. John on that
day of fire they must have perished. Her
absolute helplessness through mo fault of
her own is apparent from a bare recital of
the facts.

There are other such cases in many
places throughout the county. It was sug-
gested to The Telegraph, therefore, that
the wise course would be to obtain a list
of deserving sufferers in this county—which
easily could be done—and seek to relieve
the distress of all theose whose circum-
stances warranted such aotion, rathér than
devote the money subscribed to one place, ¢

sible, and no doubt there“will be instant
agreement as to the desirability of helping
&s many as possible of the grcat mumber
who suffered in ome part of the county or
ancther, Charity knows no locality.

THE DEAF AND DUMB.

The offer of Mr. J. Harvey Brown {e
give rent free for some years the Sturdee
residence in Wright streat for the pur-
poses of a school for the deaf and dumb
children of New Brunswick should result
in the solution of a question of no little
interest here. Mr. Brown, as readers of
this newspaper know, was in no slight
Jdegree instrumental in exposing the in-
famy of ftire Fredericton Institution for
the Deaf and Dumb. Charges brought and
proved by The Telegraph closed that
school. Immediately: aroseé the question of
the future education of the deaf.and dumb
c}vi.ldrnem of this province. By some the
proposal was advanced that they should
be senit to Halifax—a suggestion to which
various objections suggested themselves.

The legislature has provided for a per
capita grant for the maintenance—at some
school—of these affticted boys amd girls,
the understanding being that if a school
within the province should be available,
they should be sent to it. The govern-
ment grant and Mr. Brown’s offer together
tortunately appear to assure the location
of a school on & most desirable location,
and wihile some further aid may be meces-
sary, theve is every prospect that the
opening of ithe school term in September
will see this plan in operation. M.
Brown’s offer is a generous one and his
course in this matter should attract hearty
co-(melation.

THE CABLE NEWS PROPOSAL.

There is sound reason why the govera-
ment should accede to the request made
to Hon. Mr. Fielding yesterday for a sub-
sidy of $15,000 yearly toward the estab-
lishment of a direct news cable service
between Great Britain and Canada. " The
publishers of several Jleading Canadian
journals who submitted this matter - to
Hon. Mr. Hielding represented not only
their own but other nawspapers, this one
includéd, in expressing the desire to buy
and well British news which comes to us,
from men we know, to men we know.
As it stands, misunderstanding betwcen
the motherland and Oanada is created and
increased by a cable news service thor-
oughly out of sympathy with botl. .

Canadian newspapers want from London
only news that is authentic. They want
al#o news of interest here. They are not get-
ting this class of cable service, and they
and the public suffer in no small degree
for lack of it. The cable news which does
come is prepared for New York and the
other great American cities. It is aimed
at the readers of American newspapers in

demtoe’ i that while the public was the

those cities. It is even colored for the
readers of these mewspapers; and it is a
| fact that Qanada’s British news, passed
through the American sieve, would not be
recognized in London as anything like a
fair summary of the history of the day.

And it is a fair eummary of that por-
tion of the hstory of the British day
which appeals to Canadiam readers, that
we want. Accuracy is ow first demand.
The wisdom of selection is a lesser matter
which must be settled after the Canadian
eervice is a fact. In good time the right
men will be found to do the selecting.

‘Ihe subsidy euggested is emall. It
would not be given in perpetuity. In a
few ycars the service would pay its way.
In the meantime the aid to it would be
slight in comparison with the benefit de-
rived by all the newspaper reading public
of the Dominion.

Iiven during the Boer war the Canadian
papers_were forced to go without news or
,print much that bore too plain evidence
of the fact that it was written by Ameri-
cans for Americans and not by Canadians
for Canadians. Tell us what happene, was
the cry of Canadian neéwwpaper men then.
We can interpret for oureelves. I1f we
need comment and explanation that com-
ment and explanation should not be
twisted to euit New York and Chicago
and St. Louis.

A'he service in contemplation would give
us the facte first and only legitimate com-
ment upon and explanation of those facts,
and it would be of great service to Cana-
dians, especially at a time when our hori-
zon ‘is widening o rapidly.

We pay for the truth now, and we do
not get it. Our propocal is to pay for it—
and get it. The American cable summary
is either a eketch or a caricature of the
news. We prefer a photograph. Then we
ehall know what we pay to know.

A THREATENING ST. JOHN STRIKE.

The Jaborers employed by the city who
have served motice upun the Common
Council—that'is to say, upon the rest of
us—that they will strike unless an'arbitra-
tion toard is appointed, might well con-
sider a few facts which bear directly upon
the whole question. .

The aldermen, as a committee of " the
whole, have had before them the laborers’
demands and have agreed to investigate
with a view to adjusting the matter—not
some time, but within a reasonable time
fixed by the goings and comings of the
Common Council and its committees.

Moreover, all the aldermen who discuss-
ed the pay of the city laborers, agreed that
something should be done to relieve the
situation. As to the methods there was
some disagreement. But a remedy is even
now being considered, by order of the
aldermen. To wvefuse 10 ~-mait dor that
nemedyfeven if it prove inadeguate and
_unacceptable—is illogical and it is bad for
the laborers. ' ;

‘This community favors a living wage. It
pays the bills. It oppresses na man and it
b holds high the fact that it is oppressed by
f ho man. Sometimes it wmoves slowly.
Sometimes it civic representatives movg
‘more slowly ‘than would be the wish of
the mers they represent. -
. Probably the real laboring ‘men—the men
who actually labor—have thade no mis-
take and will make none. We see no rea-
son why they should, since it may be as-
sumed that itheir case is now wveceiving
favorable consideration.

Mheir action of last evening suggests that
the labor agitator has (been active in
their councils. e is notoriously an ex-
pensive adviser as the records of labor
will prove.

There are unquestionably men in the
city’s employ. who receive too little pay.
Possibly there aremen who receive too
much. These latter should not be permitted
o decrease the natural earnings of the bet-
ter men, even if it prove necessary to look
after them in another way. Work is work
—espedially when it is unionized, for
union should make fitness the scle reason
for a certain scale of wages and weed out
unfitness from that particular class.

In order to look at this matter clearly
it i first necessary Lo revert to the fact
that the aldermen have acted upon the
question of increased pi‘i)’ for the laborers,
have taken steps 1o secure such. a report
on the mafter as will enable them to
adopt an intelligent couwrse, and may, on
-the receipt of that report, grant the de-
sired increase tivo or three weeks hence.

The laborers are not content with this
official promise. They will not wait. They
will have what they ask at their own time
or they will stop work.

That is the position they take. The
counsel of°the labor agitator and the waik-
ing delegate is seen in their decision.
They do not know whether the Common
Council will adopt their views or not.
They do not even know that the Council
will not decide to present each and every
one of them with a gold watch. They
aimply are fired by a little language of the
“walking-delegate” order and they serve
notice that unless something is done before
a certain date, they will take action.

It is the belief of this mewspaper that
the aldermen are disposed to improve the
wages of the laborers employed by the
city. Certainly some remedy is necessar)
since it is known that the public work is
not done as it should be, whether for lack
of good men or lack of means, is fo ap-
Qear.

But, as the action of the aldermen in
this instance was reasonable, it is not to
be expected that any body of men can
take the aldermen by the throat and hurry
their verdict in the case by a week, or a
day, provided that verdict be not unreas-
onably postponed and acknowledging that
it at least promises a vemedy for the
trouble under discussion.

As to the right to strike, no man ques-
tions it if the motive be good and the
persons who are to strike have not heard

fooligh counsel. In this-country no man
can be forced to work by the community
except those wiio have forfeited their lib-
erty by violation of the law, Here we

work, as the conditions please or displease.

But—the city  laborers ehould not
threaten until they have heard that the
Council has wefused to deal fairly with
them. They assume a condition winich
does not exist; and if all disputes between
employer and employed were eonducted
with the same disregard for the logic of
the situation as has ruled in this instance,
the community would be in hot water all
the time.

Let us first hear what the Common
Council does a fortnight hence. Then a
threat to strike or an actual strike may be
necessary. But the threat in. advance

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A HANDSOME BOOKLET.
A History of the Methodist Church in Fred-
ericton, by Rev. J. A. Rogers.

A handsome booklet of seventy-four
pages, entitled: “Fifty years in the Fred-
ericton Methodist church,” has been pub-
lished, which is interesting readiug and is
an important historical document.
Beginning with the year 1791, there is
given a concise history of Methodism in
Fredericton till the present time. The
first Methodist preacher
persecutions and some of them were in

ton is dated May 16, 1810, the first entry

by Rev. William Jessop, September 7,
1794. The legislature of New Braaswick
passed an act in 1786, prohibiting any dis-
senter from preaching a sermon or giving
a lecture, unless he should be first approv-
ed and licensed by the governor, and for
every offence there was a fine of not less
than ‘€50 and not more than £100, and
failing payment there was imprisonment
for a space not exceeding six months nor
less than three months. Rev. Wm. Ear-
ley, one of our pioneer ministers, dared to
break the law and was seized and compell-
ed to ride from Penobsquis about sevel
miles to Sussex Vale, to the residence of
the magistrate, with his-back toward the
head of his horse, and after being impris-
oned for some time, was commanded to
leave the country. Previous to 1834 mno
Methodist or Baptist was allowed to sol-
emmize marriage in New Brunswick, and
a Baptist minister having married a couple
was imprisoned in the common jail for
twelve months, The first marriage by a
dissenter after the passing of an amend-
ment to the marriage act, was performed
by Dr. Enoch Wood, in Fredericton, on
Jan. 3, 1835. Several of our ministers are
buried in Fredericton. In 1816 the first
Methodist Sunday school was organized,
and among the rules of the school were,
that a library book was allowed only to
those who regularly repeated:a catechism
lesspn, that two persons -were appointed
to observe the deportment of the children
during prayer and report any irreverence
to the superintendent, who should require
the offending child to remain after school
for reproof arid advice, and one rule states
that the teacher shall see that, the children

in this class kneel at the time of prayer,

and not suffer them to lean their heads
on their hands in a sleepy position, but
keep their bodies upright and their hands
clasped in a position of devotion. One of
the regulations of the church' service was
to the effect that mo brother shall be al-
lowed to look for a.hymn while another
is praying, as the minds of those who ob-
gerve him may be disturbed.

All through this interesting book are
facts of historic vahwe. There is a good
history of the church, the Sunday school
and choir, sketches of the ministers and
leading officials, with cuts which add to
their value, and mot the least are the let-
ters sent hy o'd pastors and extracts from
the sermons and addresses given in con-
nection with the jubilee of the church last
December. Clear type, fine toned paper,
a dainty cover and good arrangement of
matter make the book of much value. We
congratulate the church and pastor, Rev.
Jabez A. Rogers, on the success of the
jubilee and the publication of this souve-
nir, a copy of which should be deposited
among the archives of Methodism at
Mount Allison.—Wesleyan.

Seaman of the Schooner
Helen Shafner Was
Drowned.

British schooner Helen Shafner arrived
in port yesterday afternoon from Porio
Rico and reports that-on Sunday might,
May 31, at 9 o’clock, Alexander Silberber
was washed overboard and drowned.

Speaking of the accident last night the
mate of the eschooner eaid that a stofm
prevailed and there was a heavy sea run-
ning at the time. His watch was just over
and the captain came on deck and order-
ed a reef in the mainsail. This order.was
carried out and the next was to take in
the jib. Silberber and another man went
out on the bowsprit to furl the sail- and
as they nwere engaged in  this work the
schooner, which had tbeen pitching heav-
ily took a great dip. The water rushed
over the schooner and when the vessel
came to herself again, poor Silberber was
gone.

He was seen for a minute struggling in
the waves and his cries for help could be
heard. Orders were {promptly issued to
man a boat and the lashings of one boat
were quickly cut. But it was seen that a
small boat would be smashed to pieces in
the sea and besides there was mo hope of
rescuing ‘the poor fellow, so the boat was
not launched.

Silberber shipped at New York, was a
native of Estlant (Russia), and his ghip-
mates say he was a first-rate young del-
low. §

of the unknown man found mear Cran-
berry Brook on Saturday.

The evidence of only one witness was
taken, that of George ¥. Pinder, of St.
Stephen, who with W. F. Todd and
Frank Maher male the ghastly find. Mr.
Pinder was of opinion that the man had
been dead about a year and a half.

The jury made a careful examination of
the epot winere the body was found, and
after hearing the evidence, returned a ver-
dict to the effect that the unknown man
came to his death by violence,but whether
it was the result of an accident or foul
means they were unable to determine.

After the inquest the body was placed
in a rough coffin and taken across the lake
to Prince William station, where inter-
ment was made this afteérnoon. :

Dr. MeNally is of opinion that the body
was tiat of a man somewhere between
the ages of 25 and 30 years. He was five

well dressed. He had on a dark tweed

of good quality, and a pair of boots of-
rather peculiar make. A light felg: hat
of high grade was found about two feet
away from the body. In the pockets of
the deceased were found a heavy two-
bladed jackknife, a silver watch with

containing a $5 Bank of Montreal note,
four Dominion $2 notes, and one dollar in:
silver and an American cent. The man
was lying on his back, with his legs spread
apart, and his head resting on an incline,
about a foot lower than his feet. No
marks were found about the clothing, ex-
cept on the inside of the ehirt, where
there was a spot, which may have been
caused by blood or rust from the brace
bickle. There was a emall hole tiarough
the crown of the hat, which the jurors
ssemed to think might have been made
by a bullet. No letters or papers likely

‘o assist in identification were found about

the clothing, and the chances dre that his
identity will never be known.

The most plausible theory seems to be
that tie unfortunate man was a foreigner,
who must have jumped from the train
near Prince Willinm station and wade his
way into-the woods. It is thought. that
he was either shot by some person in mis-
take for a deer, or killed by a stray bullet

| fired at a target.

The money found in the pockets was
used to defray the funeral expenses, and
the watch and knife are now in the pos-
session of the coroner.

that the Montreal port was mnot being
treated more liberally. The latter said
that Mr. Blair had spent $2,000,000 on the
port of St. John and constructed an cle-
vator at Halifax that was no use. He did
not complain of the maritime provinces
getting too much. Montreal, Quebec, St.
John and Halifax ehould be treated as na-
tional aorte.

The resolution .-was supported by Mr.
Sutherland, Mr. Bickerdike 4nd Mr. Fitz-
patrick and Sir Wilfrid Laurier.

The premier said that what they were
doing today for Montreal they had been
doing yesterday for the Northwest. The
dominion was pledging the credit of the
country for the port of Montreal. Yes-
terday it wae doing the same thing for
building railways in the west. ;

In the house tonight, on motion to go
into supply, Mr. Casgrain took exception
to the instructions given to the commigsion
to investigate the Treadgold lease and
other hydraulic claims in the Yukon. He
said it was not wide enough. He also
objected to appointment of Judge Brit-
ton as commissioner. In conclusion, he
moved the following amendment:—

This house regre's that by the instruc-
tions given to the commissioners to b¢ ap-
pointed to investigate tirs eubject and
which were laid on the table of the house
the proposed investigation is limited to
the question ae to whether the grant or
conceasion of N. C. Treadgold and hie &s-
sociateg of the 2lst April, 1802, and other
similar concemsions are likely to be bene-
ficial or injurious to the mining interests
of the Yukom territory.

And this house is of the opinion that
a special committee of this house should
be appointed with all necessary powers
to make a full and complete investigation
not only into the providence or improvi-
dence of the terme and conditions of the
several hereinbefore anentioned conces*
sions, but also into all the circumstances
relating to or.connecteéd with the grant-
ing, or procurement of the same and of ail
altegations therein, all negotiations and
transactions between the government or
any members or officer thereof and the
said concersionaires or any person on their
behalf “with respect thereto or ‘with re-
spect to any alterations therein, thé'names
of the persoms directly or indirectly inter-
eated from time to-time in the said con-
cessions, the nature of their respective
interesta and the circumstances - under
which such interestes were acquired.

Sir Wim. Mulock said that Mr. Cas-
grain’s courage was not equal to his per-
gistencce. If it was, he would make the
charge he had been hinting at. He (Cas-
grain) was merely taking this coumse of
laying rumors before the public. If it
was parliamentary, he would tell Cae-
grain that his course was cowardly. He
challenged Casgrain to mention the name
of any member of the house in connection
with the matier. In conclusion, Mr.
Mulack said that if Casgrain put his honor
in the balance with the honor of some
other member of the house he would
scon ‘see which way the balance swings.

Mr. Monk characterized ‘the commission
as a eham.

For fifty years he was chief
of the Passamaquoddy tribe of Indians.
Selmore, who was the oldest and most
prominent member of the tribe, came of a
noted Indian family, his father being one
of the few survivors of the Nornidgewock
massacre in 1727, and who dlso served un-
der Colonel John Alllen, being one of fifty
Indlans who captured an armed Britich
achooner wiich was delivered to Captain
Allen. Selmore was always considered one
of the leaders of the tribe, his advice be-
ing cagerly wought and his word consid-
ered law. He was large of ‘frame, tall,
erect and mosb digni on ‘all’ oceasions.
