PROTECT THE BANKS

in “The Live
Wire” -Issue For
December.

At the time of the recent robbery by
two armed bandits of the South Lon-
don braneh of ‘the Merchants’ Bank in
broad dayiight, and since, considerable
interest has been taken by local bankers
large firms, whose business in-
volves the holding for use of large sums
of money, in methods of providing ade-
quate and prompt protection of their
cash from similar danger. In this con-
nection the account of a new electrical
protective system for banks and simi-
lar buildings is given in the December
issue of “The Live Wire,” the meonthly
magazine published by*the Clty of Lon-
don Public Utilities Commission.

Audible and Visible,

, The article is as follows:

“A. new bank protective system has
been developed. Alarm signals, either
audible or visible, are operated elec-
trically when the bank teller places his
foot upon a switch beneath the counter,
In case of an attack by robbers, the
teller can close the circuit and give the
alarm, without attrecting undue atten-
tion to himself,

“The system is used not only for hold-
up protection, but also as a night pro-
tective system against burglary. It can
be used also in the jewelry trade and
other lines of business in which valu-
able merchandise is rezumoavly hand.ed,
Where several hanks or stores are in the
same district, more than one party can
be plaved on the same circuit. In the
event of a robbery, code signals, pre-
viously  arranged, are sent out auto-
matically to police headquarters, the
telephone exchange or other points
where help may be summoned.

On Masefield’s Life

AT PUBLIC LIBRARY

Poet of Today Is a Vitalist
Rather Than Armchair
Man.

That poetry is once more coming to
be a part of the life of the English
people, and that men like Kipling and
John Masefleld are those who arebring-

ing verse agaip into toucn with men.
wag the opinion expressed by Professor
W. F. Tamblyn, lecturing in the Pub.
ilic Library Building last night on
i Masefield’s life and work.

{ *“Poetry seemed to get out of touch
‘with man in the nineteenth century,
. said the lecturer. “It has remained for
our own time to connect them once
again, and it is largely the unprofes-
sional poets who are performing this
function. Masefield is like Chaucer, not
a product of the echools, but self-made
and self-taught; a. man of action, iike
D’Annunzip in this respect; like
Paderewski, too, for in a sense he
may be called a poet. The poet of to-
day is a vitalist, rather than an arm-
chair man, and so we find Masefield
taking part in the Gallipoli campalgn
and later writing a book about it."”

Dr. Tamblyn enumerated as the chief
characteristics of Masefield that he is,
essentially a man of action; that he is
radical, an apostle of social democracy:
radical to some extent, too. in rell-
glon, as instanced in his “Hounds of
Hell,” where he teaches that man
should. trust himself, an idea rather
ovpogsed to that of the early Christians.
He is marked, too, by a vouthfulness
of temper, something characteristic of
this day, which reverencegs the 70-
year-old only if he ig 70 years yvoune.
He is experimental, too. no burden of
the past preventing the free expression
of his feelings, The lecturer alseo
pointed out that French influences had
heen strong in Masefield’s intellectual
development, a devarture from the Vie-
torian era, which, through Carlyle's
influence, had been Inclined to the
Teutonic. .

. Earller Life.

Of Masefield’s earlier life but little
is known, for he has alwavs been reti.
cent.. Born in Herefordshire. he was
sent to sea on a trajning ship by his
parents, partly in order that thev
might know where he was. He took
French-leave of the training ship at
New York, and was in a variety of
employments for the next two or three
vears, a bartender for a short time,
but most of the time working in'a car-
pet factory at Yonkers, N. Y. This
was the period during which he read
and re-read the classicg of Endlish
history. Chaucer was an. early influ-
ence, and he says himself that Chav-
cer’'s “Parliament of Birds” was what
made him a poet. Keats and Shelley.
Shakespeare and Milton, followed as
literary influences, and among the
prose writers he was influenced by
Dickens, more by Stevenson, but par-
ticularly by Kipling. His earlier verses
appeared in the Manchester Guardian.
and in 1897 he returned to England.
where, after several years of strnggle
for a living and for a name, he finally
achieved success. Today his place as
one of the leading poets is assured.

Read Poems.

The lecturer read a number of the
shorter poems of Masefield, and also
some extracts from longer-poems, in-
cluding parts of the most recent vol-
ume, ‘‘Revnard the Fox.” It was noint-
ed out that the poetry of Masefield
is that of an inquirer. He ¢oes not an.
swer the gquestions he puts. But
whether as a narrative, philosophical
or descriptive poet, he is, in the onin-
ion of the lecturer, outstanding among
his contemporaries.

The lecturer was the fdurth of the
Dacemrher series of extension lectures
given under the auepices of the uni-
versity extension hoard, and with the
co-operation of the Public Library
hoard. There was a good attendance,
and the lecture was thoroughly en-
joyed by those present.

The proposed construction of one mile
of new roadway in Springbank Park
was approved by the commission, and
the city council will be asked to arrange
for the financing of the work, the cost
o6f which is estimated at about $15,000,
by the issue of debentures.
Rebulid Pipe Line Road.
In regard to the proposal to recon-
struct the Pipe Line road, approxi-
mately two miles in length from the
city boundaries to Springbank Park at
at cost of $100,000, the commission-
ers expressed a favorable opinion, but
decided to refer the matter to the
parks department with instructions to
find out what assistance the London
Motor Club and the county council
woull‘d give toward the financing of the
work.
Both of these works could be carried
out during the winter the commission-
ers were assured by General Manager
Buchanan, with the exception of the
laying of Tarvia on the park roadway
and the construction of the permanent
surface on the Pipe Line road. This
part of the work would have to be left
until the spring.
Seventy Extra Men.
During the discusson of this matter
Mr. Buchanan informed the commission-
ers that 100 men are now employed on
the work of laying the river water
main which will supply the Canadian
Pacific Railway shops and yards. ‘The
work was commenced at Ontario street,
and has been carried down Quebec
street to Queen's avenue, along which
a length of two blocks is well under-
way. The staff of men employed on this
work includes about 70 extra employees.
In order that men justly entitled to
such employment shall be given first
chance Mr. Buchanan stated that he
had given instructions that applicants
for work shall state their name, na-
tionality; whether married or single; if
they have worked previously for the
public utilities department or the city
and for how long; ang If a resident of
the city, for how long. He had also
arranged with the government employ-
ment bureau that all applications would
be received through the bureau.
Attracted to London.
While considering the unemployed
situation Chairman T. . McFarland
expressed the opinion that the growing
number of unemployeg men in the city
was much augmented by men from other
cities in Canada and the United States
who had read the rosy reports carried
by the newspapers as to conditions in
this city.
Mayor E. S. Little referred to the re-
ports of the soldlers’ ald commission
to the effect that of 180 men who had
applieq to that body for work in one
month, 156 had been placed in positions.
He did not question the facts, but be-
lleved that the sending broadcast of
such information had drawn a large
number of unemployed returneq soldiers
to London. Residence in London, he
belleved, should be the basis on which
unemployed men should be given work.
Do Not Want Soup Kitchens.
“We do not want soup kitchens in
London,” said the mayor. “We will do
everything possible to alq our own un-
employed by the provision of grork. It
may be necessary, in order to help all,
to divide the work into three-day shifts,
but I believe this is the better and the
proper plan. It will enable the men to
retain their independence and manhood
in a manner that cannot be done by the
soup kitchen method.”
Commissioner Pocock approved the
provision of work as the better way, and
expressed the opinion that any man
provided with work and afterwards
found to be laying down on the job
should be discharged ang barred from
further employment. In providing work
to meet the special need, he sald, it
means that it cannot be made to pro-
duce all the results desired. It has to
be provided at the wrong time ang some
of the men employed, even at their best,
are bound to be the wrong men for such
a class of work. These features, how-
ever, could not be avoided.

GIFT DISTRIBUTION
T0 BE SYSTEMIZED

Needy Families Asked To Send
in Names To Neighborhood -
Workers.

A committee of the Neighborhood
Workers met in the Y, M. C. A. Thurs-
day afternoon for the purpose of 8ys-
tematizing the distribution of gifts to
the needy families in the city. In previ-
ous years it has been found that a
number of families have been overlook-
ed, and in other cases there has been
overlapping, so that one family has

often received double and treble the

allotted share.
To prevent this, and to insure every

needy family a basket of good things,
warm clothing or other useful gifts
the committee spent considerable time
in ing over the lists of names of
families in need, and found that one or
two names appeared as many as three
and four times among the different
lists, and many appeared twice. The
lists have now been gone over carefully,
and every family has its name on the
list once. The Neighborhood Workers
have arranged with the Salvation Army
to distribute the Christmas cheer.

It would assist the Nelghborhood
workers’ organization if needy families
would send in their names to the social
service secretary at the Bank of To-
ronto Building, or if any organization
wishing to help families would let the
Social Service Council know. The gen-

and expressed his great appreciation of
the support given him by each member
of the commission, by General-Manager
E. V. Buchanan and Secretary O. Ell-
wood. He also paid a tribute to the

fairness of the local papers in their re-
ports of the commission's work.

Owing to the refusal of the Legisla-
ture to sanction the estimates placed
by the commission in the city of London
bill the work of the commission had
been much delayed, but this difficulty
had been finally overcome through the
good offices of the mayor aind de-
bentures issued, which had enabled the
proposed work to be done. “And we
have delivered the goods,” declared Mr.
McFarland.

Unilimited Water Supply.

Referring briefly to the new reservoir
remarked that he had been asked
where the water would be got from to
fill it. The big task had been com-
pleted, and within a few days after the
official opening the big basin was filled
to capacity, thereby providing the city

th a reserve water supply of about

8,000,000 gallons. The commission had
also been able to establish the fact that
there is an unlimited supply of water
to be obtained by the sinking of wells
thereby eliminating the costly schemes
of getting it from the river or from
one of the lakes.

Commissioner Pocock congratulated
Chairman McFarland on his year of
office as chairman of the commission,
and incidentally referred to the fact
that London stands first in its handling
and management of hydro-electric
power. He believed that the fact that
the comymission had always sought to
place the best interestg of the citizens
first in its deliberations and in the
work undertaken had conduced to mak-
ing of it the most efficient public body
in the city. In closing, he expressed
the opinion that the service given dur-
ing the year would insure the return
to the commiission at the January elec-
tions of the two retiring commissioners,
T. W. McFarland and F. G. Mitchell.

Much Work Accomplished.

Commissioner Mitchell had greatly
enjoyed being on the board, and was
convinced that the success attained had
heen due in no small measure to the
manner in which all matters dealt with
had been threshed out, with the result
that there had been no friction. A lot
of work had been accomplished not only
successfully, but also under the esti-
mates. Whether he would return to the
board next year was entirely in the
hands of the citizens.

General Manager Buchanan presented
for the consideration of the board a
sketch of an ornamental bronze tablet
for erection at the new reservoir in
commemoration of the completion of
the work. The design was approved by
the commissioners, and a similar tab-
let will be erected at the old reservoir.
The tablets will cost about 8409.

Two Bronze Tablets.

The inscription on the tablet, which
is surmounted by the city’s - coat-of-
arms and the figures 1920, is as follows:

“The construction of this reser-

voir was commenced on May 3, 1920,

and completed on November 27, 1920,

when the water was first turned in

by Mayor E. S, Little at the re-
quest of Chairman T. W. McFarland.
‘“This reservoir holds ten million

imperial galions of water, and is 28

feet in depth from the overflow to

the bottom. The dimensions at the

full water level are 248 feet by 341

feet.

Little, mayor; Philip Pocock, F, G.
Mitchell, Jared Vining, o
Buchanan, engineer and general
manager; O. Ellwood, secretary.”

Took No Action.

The commissioners decided to take
no action in regard to the petition of
the loe¢al electrical contractors that they
be licensed by the city. During a brief
discussion of the request, the opinion
was expressed that to grant it would
be to create a hardship for the small
man who was capable of handling small
jobs. It was also pointed out that all
electrical installations have to be passed
by hydro inspectors.

It was also decided to cancel the $1

r horsepower added to the price of
g;dro power supplied to industrial con-
cerns during the shortage of power. The
reduction will take effect from Decem-
ber 1, 1920.

Plans for the Installation of a filter
plant and pumps to remove the iron
from the city water were presented by
Managaer Buchanan and approved, The
filter will cost about $30,000 and the
pumps about $25,000.

am bound to admit that they act within
their rights. It would be departing far
from the principle of fairness and jus-
tice for me to insist or for any citizen
or legally constituted authority to insist
on vaccinating my neighbor’s children
against his wishes. I'd fight to the last
tooth and nail before submitting o such |
an assault if I did not wish my children
vaccinated

But my unbelieving neighbor has still

another grievance. Since he refuses to
be vaccinated or to have his children
vaccinated, some health departments ine ;
sist that he and his children sha!l be |
strictly quarantined or isolated in time
of smallpox epidemic or fear of such
epidemic. They assume this position
on the ground that the unbeliever might
otherwise spread smallpox Infection
through the é&smmunity when coming
down with the disease. -
I formerly agreed with that view. It
seemed to me that the unbeliever
should not be permitted to endanger
the well being of other persons. But
I no longer see it in that light.

If cowpux inoculation (vaceination)
is the preventive we believe it to be, let
us offer it without fee to evervbody
who desires to be protected. Then let
us discard the isolation or juarantine of
smallpox cases. That is no more !m-
portant than the  isolation of scarlet
fever or whooping cough today. l.et us
give the unbeliever carte blanche to go
and come as he” chooses. Al of us
who Mbelieve and are vaccinated have
nothing to fear from him; all of those
who do not believe and are net pro-
tected are surely entitled to take the
risk involved.

It 1s inconsistent to oppose the anti-
vaccinationist.. Give him all the rope
he wants. Why sheuld we who are pro-
tected worry? ;

Meanwhile, I want to discuss briefly
the relations that have existed, and
thaf, in my judgment, ought to continue
to exist between the Liberal party on
the one hand, and the Farmers and
Labor on the other.

First, let me deal with the Farmers.
An ‘historical fact that seems to be
generally forgotten is that there never
wag-a Farmer party while the Liberals
were in power. Froim 1874 to 1878, dur-
ing the MacKenzie regime, there was
no Farmers' party.
during the Laurier regime, there was
110 Tarmers’ party. Why? Because the
jogislation given the farmers by the
liberals was satisfactory,’ ‘and there
was, on that account, no reason for the
exigtence of a Farmers' party.

.I want that to sink into your minds. I
want it to remain there, And I want you
19 use it with your friends—particularly
with' those who say that so far as the
farmers are concernéd there is no dif-
ference between the two old parties.

‘Now, it is of equal significance that

Mrs. Hammill, accompanied by the
family physician, arrived in Galveston
late yesterday and went immediately
to the undertaking establishment where
the body wag held, “It is he,” she
said, as she viewed the body. “He is
much thinner, but it is he.” Mrs.
Hammill was overcome with grief and
could not talk about her husband’s
disappearance for some time after
viewing the body.

Dr. Robertson immediately recogniz-
ed the body as that of his friend and
patient. The identification of the body
was the tragic climax to a journey
from Ottawa to Galveston, which be-
gan in highest hope last Sunday. Both
Mrs. Hammill and Dr. Robertson were
unaware of the whereabouts of the Ot-
tawa millionaire until a letter post-
marked Fort Worth, Texas, was re-
ceived from him.

HOPES TO REGAIN
WORLD'S MARKET

Large Amount of New Capital
Required Is Being Readily
Subscribed.

CLAIMS SUPERIORITY

Has Confidence in Ability To
Surmount Restrictions In.
tended To Bar Its
Activities,

BERLIN, Dec. 16.—All big concerns in
Germany are going to fortify themselves !
with large amounts of new capital so as
to face the fight for the world’s mar- '
kets.

The most conspicuous feature of the
German money market of late has been
the fact that each of the three chief’
dye-making filrms, Messrs. Frederick

rik, and the Meister Lucius concern, is |
calling for 90,000,000 marks of fresh
capitai. The Anilin Fabrikation Com-

pany, another member of the trust,
which lately announced a dividend of

30,000,000 marks. There is, I am told, a !
rush for these shares, as the public has
confidence in the ability of the dve com-
panies, and the latter are equally sure4
of their future.

A member of the board of directors
of a well-known company, which during
the last year multiplied its previous
vear’s profits by sixfold, tolg me the
other day that the dye trust was so'
certain of the superiority of its pro-
ductions that it has no reason to sup-:
pose any restrictlong will bar its ac-
tivities in the world’s best markets.
Dye trust agents .who have been in
England, he said, returned greatly
encouraged, and from most other coun- |
zries reports are altogether satisfac-|
ory.

Another big concern, that of Messrs. |

report states that it ‘“has large orders
in hand at good prices.”

Shall the Immigration
Flood Be Dammed?

Something more like panic than enthusiasm is manifested by our growing army of idle workers,
which already numbers two million, acecording to the American Federation of Labor, over the vast rein-
forcements from the war-broken countries of Europe. Immigration officials, says the New York Tribune,
state that seven out of ten of the immigrants now entering the U. S. A. are dependents—mostly women,
children and old men. Mr. Frederick A. Wallis, commissioner of immigration at Ellis Island, says that he
is informed that eight million emigrants are ready to come from Germany as soon as peace is declared, and
he adds: ‘“What will happen when the bars of Russia are let down can only be guessed.’” Other authorities
and editors, however, deny and minimize all these alleged dangers, arguing that virtually every immigrant
produces more than he consumes, and is, therefore, an asset rather than a liability; that instead of a labor
surplus in this country we have an actual shortage of ‘‘cheap’ or unskilled labor, the result of the stopping
of all immigration during the war; that the farms, particularly, need such labor if they are to do their part
in building up national prosperity; and that, as the New York Herald summarizes this point of view, ¢ when
we contemplate barring out immigration altogether, we contemplate economic suicide.’’

there are thousands more with the ne-

ifor farms.
i Nearly one million acres of land are
being tilled in the four western prov-
inces by ex-soldiers. The amount of
‘stock that has been purchased is enor-
imous. Since March, 1919, the board
ihas purchased 25,000 horses, 34,000 cows
iand thousands of other head of cattie
'to stock up the farms of the soldiers.
{ In speaking of the different prov-
!inces, Major Barnett stated that West-
‘ern Ontario had 400 ex-soldiers tilling
land, and 700 men with the necessary
iqualifications waiting for farms.
There has been practically no trouble
experienced by men leaving the farms.
For the whole of Canada their number
has not amounted to more than 5 per
cent.

FAVORS MAGHINERY
OVERSEAS TO SIFT
IMMIGRATION WAVE

U. S. Secretary of Labor Wil-
son Would Set Up Legal
Machinery.

Washington, Dec. 16.—Establishment
of machinery overseas in co-operation
with foreign governments through
which aiiens, before breaking up their
homes, may determine whether they

will be admitted to the United States,
and legislative consideration of the
| proposals of the second industrial con-
{ ference are outstanding recommenda-
i tions in the annual report of Secretary
Wilson made public today.

The labor secretary devotes much of
his report to discussion of immigration
and the expulsion of alien revolution-
raries. We assert that he alone has
, authority to order the arrest and ex-
i pulsion of aliens although the bureau of
immigration has assumed to itself
power not only to make recommenda-
tions, but also to make findings.

The report shows that 633.371 aliens
arrived in this country during the last
fiscal year as compared with 237,021 the
vear before. Of the total arrivals, 11,-
795 were excluded at the ports where
they sought to enter. Of those arriving
430,001 are classed as immigrant aliens.
Departures of aliens totalled 428,062, in-
cluding 288,315 emigrant aliens and 139,-
747 non-emigrant allens, making the net
Increase in the ‘immigrant population
for the year 193,514.

as compared with 14,904 the yvear be-
fore. The total number of Japanese
departing is placed at 15,653, making,
the report says, the indicated increase
in Japanese population 521. Of those
admitted 9,193 were males and 6,981

females,
Ordered Deported.

Besides the immigrants turned back
at the ports of arrival, 2,762 were or-
dered deported during the year on de-
partmental warrants as compared with
3,068 the year before. Of those deported
on warrants, 469 were classed as anar-
chists and criminals.

Warrants for 6,000 immigrants alleged
to be revolutionaries were issued dur-
ing the year Mr. Wilson says, but a
very large proportion of them were
cancelled, ‘‘because the charges upon
which they had been issued were not
sustained by lawful proof at the hear-
ing.” In addition to the 314 anarchists

deported, 591 others are awalting de-

_| portation, according to the report.

Mr. Wilson says that during the year
519,003 aliens took the initial or final
steps toward citizenship, While this is
less than the record total of the year
before, Mr. Wilson says the decrease is
confined to aliens in military service
and results from the demobilization of
the army. First papers were filled by
300,106 aliens, while petitions for final
naturalization were filed by 166,925
aliens in civil life and 51,972 soldiers.

Turning to the industrial situation,
Mr. Wilson urges legislative actioa to
carry out the recommendations of the
second industrial conference proposing
joint organizations of management and
employees for preveption of industrial
disputes and a comprehensive plan for
adjusting such disputes when they
occur. Attention is called that during
the year the labor department's division
of conciliation was called upon to util-
ize its good offices in more than 4,100
industrial disputes’ directly involving
more than 3,125 000 workers and in-
directly involving more than 3,500,000.”

Collective Bargaining.

“The department,’”” says Mr. Wilson,
*stands for collective bargaining. 1t
3 :cognizes collective bargains as in the
rature of ‘gentlemen’s agreements’ in
contradistinction to legal and forcible
contracts. Collective bargains cannot
be regarded in the same category as
o-dinary contracts, because there is no
mutuality. The employer does not agree
and cannot agree to give steady em-
pioyment to all the wage earners cone
cerned nor to any specified number.
Consequently the workers included in
such a bargain could have no Ilegal
claim except that they were actually

employed by the other party to the
There !

bargain and at his discretion.
wonld be no fairness in making such
contracts enforcible at law. To per-
mit collective bargainings to be legally
enforcible would be to discourage the
‘making of them. To leave their fulfill-
iment te the good sense and good faith
of each side would encourage their
:making and thereby promote industrial
peace.’”’

i Mr. Wilson says that as a result of
ithe failure of Congress to enact legis-
i latlon defining the status of the United
'States Employment Service the service
exists more as a function than as a
.bureau of the department and he urges
legislation permanently establishing this
{service and enabling it to co-operate
iwith state employment bureaus.

The labor secretary renews his
recommendation for legislation to im-
prove the work of labor distribution by
making public lands and, community
credits more accessible. He also again
urges Congress to provide governmental
means for the adequate training of
workers in industry and to provide for
federal control of the interstate trans-
portation of private police, troops and
guards for industrial purposes.
