the information of Persons desirous of proceeding as Settlers 'to His
Majesty's Provinces in ,North America, the folloving summary of the Rules

vhich have been established for the future regulation of Grants of Land, has been
prepared by direction of the Earl3Bathurst, lis Majesty's Principal Secretary of
State for the Colonial Department:

The Commissioner of Crown Lands will, from time to time, and at least once in
every year, subiit to the Govcrnoi a Report of the total quantity of each district
of Crown property. so far às he înay then have ascertained the same, together with
his opinion of each description of property which it 'ay be ekpedient to offer for
sale within the then ensuing year, and the upset price per acre at 'vhich he would
recommend the several descriptions of property to be offered, provided that the
land, proposed to be offered for sale does not contain any considerable quantity of
timber fit for I-lis Mjcsty's navy, or for any other, purposes, it being the intention
that no Grant of the Land ùpon which such timber may b owin should be made
until the timber is cleared. yberwi hodhomd

If the Governor should be pleased to sanction the sale of the whole or any part
of the land recommended to be sold at the upset price proposed, or at any other
price which he may name, the Commissioner of Crown Lands will prdceed -to the
sale in the following manner:

le will give public notice in the Ga ette, and insuch other newspaper as may
be circulating in the Province, as wel as ii any other manner that circumstances
will admit of, of the time and place appointed for the sale of the lands in: ech
district, and of the upset price at' which the lots are proposed;to be' offeredý; ýthat
the lots will be sold to the highest bidder and if no offer should be made 2at-the
upset price, that the lands vill bo reserved , for future sale in a si iilar manner-by
auction.

That-no lot should contain more than ,200 estinated acres

The purchase noney ill be required to be paid by four instalnients, without
'interest; the first instalment at the time of the sale, and the second, third and fourth
instalments, at intervals of a year.

If the instalments are n regularly paid, the deposit money v l b forfeited, and
the land again referredto sale.

Pureliasers of land at any sale, flot exceedingtwo hundred acres, being unable to
advance the purchase money by instalments,- as proposed, the Commissioner may
permit the purchaser tooccupy the sameupon aquit rent, equal to five per cent upon
the amount of the purchase money ; one year's quit rent to bepaid atthetime of sale'
in advance, andto be paid; annually in'advance afterwards. Upon the failure ofthe
regular payment, the lands to be again referred to auction and sold. .The quit rent
uponI lands so purchased'inthis manner to be subject to redemption, upon payment
of twenty years' purchase, and parties to 'e permitted -to redeemthe sam-e byany
number of instalments, not exceedigfurupothpametontlesa

tie than ,five years amountofquit rent te same proportion of quit rent to
cease.,.

n case, however;"'the parties' should fail. regularly.to ýpay the remainder of the
quit rent, the same tobe deducted fronitheinstalment paid, :and thelands to be
re-sokd by'auction"whenever the instalment may be absorbed by the accruing payment
of the remainder of the quit rents.

Publicnotice willbe given îneach district, in every year, stating the nanes of the
persons in. each district vho may be in arrears, either for the instalments, of their
purchases or for quit rents, and that ifjthe arrears are not paid'up before the com
lrnencenent of the sales inthat district for the following years, the lands inrespect of

which ihe instalments or quit rents may be duc, will bc the first lot to bc cxposed to
auction àt thc ensuing sales; and if auv surplus of the produce of the sale cf eacl
lot should remair, After satisfving the Crown for the sun due, the sanie will bc puid
ti tlic original purcliasers of tic land who made default in payment.

No land vill be granted at any other time thmar at the current sales in each
district, xcept upon application from poor settlers, iho mnay not have been in the

more tian six months preceding, the last annual sale. Settlers so circum-
stanceCI mîay be pcrnitted to purchase land, nlot cxcceding two hundred acres eac,
at thc price at whicli it may have been offered at the last annual sale and not pur-
ch.sed, and may pay for the sanie,, or by quit rent computed at five per cent on the
sale price and thenccforth these persons shall b cdnsidered as entitled to all the
privileges, and b.>e suŽject to the same obligations; as they vould have been subject
to if they had purchasd the land at the last sale.

Inl cases of settiers "ho slia.11 bc dosirous of obtaining grants of land in distinct
districts not survecd, or in districts in which no unredeemable grant shall have
been macle, the Conmissioner. of Crown Lands will, under the authority of the
G overnor' at any time within a period of seven ycars fron the date hereof, grant
permission of occupancV to any such settlers, for lots of land not exceeding two
hundred acres, upon consideration that they shall pay a quit rent for the same, equal
to five per cent upon the estimnated value of tie land, at the time such occupancy
shall be granted ; and the persons to whon claiis of occupation shall bc made,
shail have liberty to redeen such quit rents at any time cfore the expiration oftlhe
seven-years, upon the payaient of twenty years purchase of the amount; and at any
time after the termination of the seven years, upon the payment of any arrear of
quit rent vhiclh may bc then due, and twenty years purcliase of the annual amount
of the rent.

No patent will bc granted until the whole of the purchase money shall have been
paid, nor any transfer of the property made, except in case ofdeath, until the whole
of the arrears of the instalments or quit rent shall have been paid.

The purchase money for all lands, as ivelI as the quit rents, shall be paid to the
Commissioner of Crown Lands, or to such person as he may appoint at the times
and places to be named in the condition of sale.

The average price of land in Upper Canada has been fixec at 4/ currency per
acre, which includes the under-mentioned fees to the officers of the Land Granti'nc
Departrent.

NORTH2AMEIUCAN PROVINCES.

EXTRACT of an greemnt between the Ear lBathurst, K. G. and the
Directors of the Canada Caompany, datedDoning Stret, 23d May 18-26.

IT appearing from the award of the Commissioners that the Clergy Reserves
valued by them, comprised eight hundred and twenty-nine thousand four hundred
and thirty acres, and those lands being valued at three shillings and sixpence current
nioney of Upper Canada per acre, the Canada Company would have had to pav
to His Majesty' government, the*suim of one hundrcd and forty-five thousand onc
hundred and, fifty pounds five shillings, current mnoncy of Upper Canada, if those
cleèrgy. reserves had been cônveyed to them. LI lieu of the before-mentioned eight
hundred and twenty-nine thousand four hundred and thirty acres, His Majesty's
tovernment will grant and convey: to the Canada Company for the saine price of

'one hundred and forty-five thousand one hundred and fifty pounds five shillings
currency, a block of land containing one million of. acres in the territory, latelV
purchascd from 'the Indians in the London and Western districts.

"One third part of the*before mentioned sumof ane hundred and forty-five
thousand one hundred and fifty pounds five shillings currency shall be expended by
the Canada Company in public works and improvements within the, said block of
land, and, the remaining two third parts only of- the said sum of one hundred and
forty-five thousand one hundred and fifty pounds five shillings urrency shall be
actually paid to His Majesty's goverment."

" The block of one million acres of land to be allo tted to the Company shal be
selected by them from such ýpart of the lands lately purchased from the Indians as
are situate·in the 'London and Western districts.. The block shallibe marked out by
the surveyor general, or his deputies,: and .shall approximate to the form of some
regular rathernatical figure' as nearly.as'may be, consistently with preserving any
well defined natural land marks or:,boundaries."

"The Comupany shall be allowedsixteen years, to commete from the rst of
July i826, for the, fülfilment of their: contract with His Majestys g avernment

p'ounds; inlhe year Iendin tlhfierst of- Juy 8 seventeen thousand ounds; in
the .ear eding thefirs of July 1833,eigltee thousabd pounds'; theyear endin
the firstofJuly8 3 4, nineteenthousand 'pouns; in ;the,yearending theirst of
July 1835,:twenty thousandpounds; and in ach of'the seven succeeding years the
like sum of twenty thousand"pounds. '

"Th su'masabave rmentioned. areý',the amount ofwhat the Canada Company' is
actually ta pay to His Mjest ys'government, and do not include6 the sums which
they are to invest inpublic works and improvemen tsa the block of land the
London and Westernidistricts. "

The preceding suams are the greotest amountwhich in each ofthe.'years above
mentioned the Canada Company shal ebigd ta pay toi-lisMajesty's govern_
ment but'his arrangement is not' to prejudice the,.rights Iof the Company tolay
out any greater sums of money in any of those years according to the terrsof the
original contract.'

àIn thyear ending t y8the first of Jl S-,'Company shal eiher take up on
the terms already.ted all the lands then remaining ta be taken up' orshlah tormi-
nate the contract, and abandon all claim to. such lands as have not at that time been
taken upbythem.'

.approach Your Majesty, to express our sentiments on a subject o eep interest to
Your faithful subjects of Upper;Canada. Wedperceiveby the provisions of an Act
passed duringthe last session of the Imperial Parliamàent, that Yourl Majesty is
empowered to order the appropnation of a further allotnent of land'vithin this
province for the support and maintenanceof a Protestant Cler in lieu of that
portion ofI the lands already set apart for the purpose alledthe ery Reserves)
which has lately ben -or' is abouti to be sold to the anada Eatd Company;ve

would most reluctaritly appear to Mjes as itfriendly, t the cause of
liion; but when ve considàr that oeeenth fal the sur lands within

this province is alred y, y ans e' t passec ln the t urty-frst 'year o t e reign o
his late Majesty appliedto that object, 'and a o opinion, tt the extentf the
present reservation is injurious to the prosperity ofLthe'colony, effeel a strong
desire 'thatno further appropration be made, butthatYourlMajesty will be

raciously pleased ta ubmit tYur Parliament the expediency' of repealing sa
uch of the:late Act as perrmits thesaid further allotment.

ftteb r a us,ýÛ oeçgý,ihàttfikd\Ve fîrtherý rost:humbly represe,.MsG àac-u S''L regn,' ta'th'ln e
apart 'in this Province, for the maintenance and support of a Protestant Clergy,
ought not ta be enjoyed by anyone denomination of Protestants, to tie exclusion
of th-ir christian brethren of other denominations, equally conscientious in their
respective modes of worshipping God and equally entitled as dutiful and loyal
