Original Declaration of Principles.

(ADOPTED QCT., 1885.)

We, the Bishop and Clergy, and Representatives of the
Laity of the United Chureh of England and Ireland, within
the Diocese of Nova Seotia, assembled together,and intending
umder God’s blessing and guidance, to consider and determine
upon such matters as shall appear neeessary for the welfare
of the Chureh in this Dioeese, desire, in the first place, for
the avoiding of all misunderstanding and scandul, to make
a declaration of the principles upon which we propose t»
J)l'u('x't-ll.

We desire that the Church in this eolony may continue,
as it has been, an integral portion of the United Church of
England and Ireland.

We recognize the true Canon of Holy Seriptures, as re-
ceived by that Chureh, to be the rule and standard of faith :
we acknowledge the Book of Common Prayer and Sacra-
ments, together with the Thirty-nine Articles of Religion,
to be the true and faithful declaration of the doctrines con-
tained in Holy Seriptures ; we maintain the form of Chureh
Government by Bishops, Priests and Deacons as Scriptural
and Apostolical ; and we declare our firm and unanimous
resolution, in dependence on Divine aid, to preserve those
doctrines and that form of Church Government, and to
transmit them to our posterity.

We uphold the ancient doetrine of our Church, that the
Queen is rightly possessed of the ehief zovernment or su-
premaey over all persons within her dominions, in all causes
whether ecelesiastical or civil; and we desire that such
supremaey may eontinue unimpaired.

It is our eanest wish and determination to confine our
deliberations and actions to matters of diseipline, to the
temporalities of the Church, and to such regulations of or ler
as may tend to Her efficiency and extension.

ORDER OF PROCEEDINGS.

I, The Synod, consisting of the Bishop, Cler and
Representatives of the Laity of the United Church of Eng-
land and Ireland in this Provinee shall be a body politic and
corporate by the name of “the Diocesan Synod of Nova
Scotia,” and by that name may take, reeeive and hold real
and personal estate ; and may let, sell, eonvey or otherwise
dispose of and manage the same or any part thereof.

[I. Nothing in this Act contained shall extend to abridge
or affect in any way the rights or privileges of any person
or persons not being members of the said Synod, nor of any
corporations, nor shall extend in any manner to confer any
spiritual jurisdiction or ecclesiastical rights whatsoever upon
the said Synod or their successors.

CHURCH ACT.
(PAsSED IN 1876, AND AMENDED 1879.)

Be it enacted by the Governor, Council and Assembly as
follows:

1. No person shall officiate as a Minister of the Church
of England within the Provinee of Nova Scotia but such as
shall be duly licensed or instituted to the cure of souls by
the l'-l\]m[) of the Diocese, having ]»l'v\inll\l'\' subseribed to
such declarations of assent and conformity to the doctrines
and discipline of the Church of England as may be enjoined
in England at the time of making such subseriptions, except
so far as they, or any of them, may be contrary to orincon-
sistent with any Canons or Regulations of the Provineial or
Diocesan Synods. And no license or institution shall be
refused without the reasons therefore being duly signified
in writing and delivered to the applicant within three
months from the date of application for such license or
letters of institution.

2. The Parishesalready established shall remain as here-
tofore, and when any church shall be erected for Divine
Service, according to the rites of the Church of England, the
Bishop of the Diocese may allot a district which shall be the
parish of such church. The Bishop may also divide and
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sub-divide any Parish now established or hereafter to be
G‘N'Jllrli.\‘}lt"ll but no l'el]‘i~]| shall be <“\’illv(] or .\llll-(“\'iilt'll
unless on the application of the majority of the parishioners
present at any public meeting of the Parish called for the
consideration of such a measure.

3. When any rectory shall be vacant a meeting of the
parishiorers shall be summoned either by the Church
Wardens or by any five parishioners, either by notice given
in the church, or churches if there be more than one, during
the time of Divine Service, or if there be no public service
in the Parish, then by notice aftixed to the door or doors of
the church or churches, such notice to be given in any case
not less than 15 nor more than lhil't}' days before the day
of meeting, at which meeting a clergyman in full orders of
the Church of England, or of any branch of the Church of
England, may be elected Rector by a majority of the parish-
ioners then present. A copy of the resolution containing the
name of the person elected shall be forwith forwarded to
the Bishop, attested by the signatures of the Chairman and
two other parishioners : and the Clergyman so elected, when
he shall have obtained the Hix]mp\ Letters of ln\titutinn,
shall be inducted by the Bishop into the said Parish. If no
election be made within twelve months after the occurrence
of a vacancy, the “i\hn]» shall be at li]u'l'tl\' to nll]millt a
Rector.

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educational work. They refer to the question of the consolidation

of King's College with Dalhousie College in the city of Halifax,

Looking at the comparatively straitened sphere embraced by King's
College, in consequence chiefly of its lnck of funds to provide the
needed stafl and apparatus for the extended work of & Unive rsity, and
it the liberal proposals made by the authorities of Dalhousie, they
respectfully urge the great de sirability of such consolidation, believ-
ing that it will result in a larger opportunity of educational influence
upon the great body of our Church members. not only in the literary
and inte'lectual advantages to be secured for the m, but also in the
religlous training to be united with these. It appears probable that
this consdlidation would give to the Church tne following among
other advantages

A Hall, Chapel, and College buildings in Halifax, whe re the teach-
ing and discipline of the Church would be earried on, making King’s
Colle bear the same relation to Dalhousie that Keble College does
to Oxford University ; with this advantage on the side of King's, that
N 80 far as its students for the Ministry of the Church are conc rned,
it would confer its own Divinity degreos,

Its students wouldl have al the advantages of attending the
Dalhousie Arts Course, in which are ¢ mprised. not only the eduea
tional apphances of a University fully cquipped, but also that
competition and social intercourse with numercus compeers, which
form so large and beneficial an element in the training atforded by
university life,

Your Committee, therefore earnestly hope that the way to bring
