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THE OUTLOOK.
From present indications the 

building season which is just com­
mencing will be one of the largest 
in the history ol Canada. Simultan­
eous with the reports that millions 
of dollars will be spent in the erec­
tion of buildings in all parts of the 
country, come demands from the 
labor unions for increased wages, 
and notice of further increase in 
in the price of building materials.

The price of lumber is high at 
present, and, notwithstanding this 
fact, a report comes from Vancouver 
that a further increase will shortly 
be made.

In Toronto the price of sand has 
been advanced from $1.25 to $2.00 
per load, and with other materials 
at their present prices building will 
probably be 10% higher this year 
than last.

The recent amendments to the 
city building by-laws are, however, 
in favor of the builder. There are 
few changes, but they will lessen 
the cost somewhat, especially in the 
smaller class of buildings.

The building permits issued this 
year in the leading cities largely 
exceed in value those issued during 
the same period last year.

EUROPEAN CEMENT ACTIVITY.
Some interesting figures as to 

European cement activity are given 
in the London Times, which says 
that the stagnation in 1905 has 
given way to a decided improve­
ment, both in great Britain and the 
continent of Europe. This paper 
goes on to say that “demand has 
fully overtaken production, prices 
are improved and still tending 
upwards and manufacturers are 
accumulating unfilled orders. The 
San Francisco rebuilding needs 
created an unusual demand for 
cement, but before that there were 
unmistakable signs of recovery."

During the year 1905 the total 
shipments from the United Kingdom 
to the United States amounted to 
11,590 tons, and in 1904 to 5,073 
tons, while for the seven months 
ended July 31, 1906, they had
already reached the comparatively 
large total of 60,932 tons. The 
total British exports in 1905 
amounted to 456,558 tons, while 
the exports for the first seven 
months of 1906 were 385,551 tons. 
The maximum annual production of 
Portland cement in Great Britain is 
estimated at about 3,000,000 tons.

Belgium exports annually consid­
erable larger quantities of cement 
than Great Britain, the total for 
1905 being 679,426, and for 1904 
558,295 metric tons. For the first 
six months of 1906 the exports 
amounted to 380,556 tons. It is

claimed on behalf of the Belgian 
exporters that by prompt action 
after the earthquake at San Fran­
cisco they secured the lion’s share 
of the newly created business with 
that city.

But the export figures for the six 
months to the end of June in 1906 
show that the shipments from Bel­
gium to America fell short of what 
was shipped from Great Britain, 
being 41,332 metric tons, against 
49,540 long tons from Great Britain. 
A productive capacity of the thirteen 
syndicated mills in Belgium is about 
700,000 tons per annum, and at the 
present time these mills are turning 
out a full production.

The German cement manufact­
urers have been the chief competi­
tors with certain markets, the most 
pronounced success being with 
America. In 1902 the German ex­
ports to the United States amounted 
to 246,730 tons out of total Ameri­
can imports of 699,380 tons, largely 
met by local manufacture, which 
reduced the exports from Germany 
to 88,043 tons *n I9°5» out of a 
total import of 617,891 tons. The 
recovery in the German cement 
trade is as clearly marked as in 
England, being helped by the extra­
ordinary activity in the German 
building trades. The works of the 
several syndicates are being pushed 
to the fullest extent. The German 
exports for the first half of 1906 
amounted to 803,626 metric tons, 
of which 71,288 tons went to the 
United States, against 46,556 tons 
the first half of 1905.

Mr. J. H. Hamilton, C. E., hav­
ing resigned his position as Town 
Engineer of Amherst, N. S., has 
accepted the management of the 
Maritime Gypsum Co., Amherst 
Point.

Limited, of London, Ont., have 
recently issued a very attractive 
booklet, which describes very fully 
the “ L. & K." test boring and 
drilling machine which they manu­
facture. This machine has several 
very desirable features, and is al­
ready patented in Canada, while the 
United States patent is pending.

SEWER PIPE OF REINFORCED 
CONCRETE.

In Germany and France and other 
countries of Europe sewer pipe of 
concrete has been in use for many 
years ; however, lately the rein­
forced idea has taken hold, and now 
we find that many large sewers are 
made in that manner. The cement 
people claim many advantages for 
concrete sewer pipe, first, that it 
will hold water better than either 
clay sewer pipe or sewer construct­
ed of brick ; second, that they will 
stand more pressure than clay pipe. 
They are cheaper than clay sewer 
pipe, and are usually made right at 
the place of the sewer construction, 
which saves a large amount of 
freight and handling.

PERSONAL.
Mr. W. Muir Edwards, M.Sc., 

has recently been appointed assist­
ant professor of civil engineering in 
McGill University. Mr. Edwards 
has for some years been a lecturer 
in both civil engineering and mathe­
matics in McGill.

Mr. W. McNab, assistant chief 
engineer of the Grand Trunk Rail­
way, was elected vice-president of 
the American Railway and Mainten­
ance of Way Association at the 
recent convention held at Chicago.

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METHODS OF HANDLING 
CONCRETE.

On heavy concrete work one of 
the most important-items of cost is 
the conveying of the concrete to 
place from the mixer. In many in­
stances three-quarters or more of 
the concrete is at a low level and 
the mixer and bins may be put high 
enough to avoid elevating a large 
per cent, of the material alter mix­
ing. This should be done if the dry 
materials can be, as is usually the 
case, delivered economically to the 
machine. Inclined chutes of 
smooth plank may then be used. 
Rich grout will flow on a slope of 
about 20 deg., while dry mixtures 
require 40 to 45 deg.

When the work is of some 
magnitude time and money will 
usually be saved by installing labor- 
saving machinery for handling the 
concrete. Cableways, derricks, 
railways and elevators are all 
adaptable to certain conditions. 
The cost of labor and the scarcity 
ot good men ordinarily makes the 
wheelbarrow uneconomical. In 
delivering materials 10 the mixer 
wagons and cars, or when the 
grade is too steep for these, cable- 
ways are used. A heavy team can 
haul a five-yard dump car, with 
ordinary bearings, weighing when 
loaded about 12 tons, on grades up 
to 2 per cent. Locomotives oper­
ate on grades up to 4 or 5 per cent.

When the area of delivery is long 
and narrow a single cableway may 
be used. An outfit of 800-ft. span, 
capable of handling 1 cu. yd., costs, 
complete with boiler, hoist and 
stationery towers, about $4,500 to 
$5,000. Such an arrangement 
should handle an output of 200 cu. 
yd. per 10-hour day. When the 
area is too wide to be supplied from 
one cableway, derricks may be used 
to rehandle the material, or if the 
area is very wide several cableways 
may be necessary. Cables with 
movable towers are often found 
efficient. On long retaining walls 
or dams, conveying by cables is an 
especially economical method.

If the total width covered by the 
work is a large fraction of the 
length a trestle and car plant may 
be more flexible and cheaptr than a 
cableway. This is especially likely 
if the distance from the mixer to the 
further boundary is less than 500 ft. 
Assume the structure to be too x 
200 ft. in plan, with three-quarters 
of its bulk below the economical 
elevation of the mixer, and the 
mixer within 50 ft. of the near side 
of the work. If the concrete is less 
than 3,000 cu. yd. in bulk and the 
time is reasonable, one mixer of 
200 cu. yd. per day capacity will be 
suitable. The cost of a car and 
trestle plant to fit the above condi­
tions, consisting of three ^3-yd. 
steel cars, two turntables, five split 
switches and 30-ft. trestle legs 
necessary for 150 lin. ft. of double 
track, is estimated at $565 by Mr.

Wm. G. Fargo in an article pub­
lished by the Michigan Engineering 
Society, from which these notes are 
taken. This outfit should last five 
seasons and the timber work for 
several jobs. T! e first cost, plus

10 per cent, for repairs and re­
newals, divided by five gives $124.- 
30 as the yearly rental for the plant. 
This amounts to about $1 per day 
for a season of five months. To 
operate the plant five men are

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needed, three car pushers, one man 
to help dump and one to operate 
the switches and turntables. Figur­
ing labor at $1.75 per day, the cost 
ot handling 200 cu. yd. in a day is 
at the rate of 4^8 cents per yard. 
This means, according to Mr. Fargo, 
a saving of about 5% cents per 
yard as compared with the cost ot 
delivering in wheelbarrows. By 
using two-wheel steel push carts, 
holding 4 or 5 cu. ft., as high as 
100 cu. yd. per day can be handled 
without incurring the expense of 
cars, rails, switches, etc.

The Muskegon river dam, built 
under Mr. Fargo’s supervision, con­
tains 13,000 cu. yd. of concrete. 
There the mixer was placed on the 
ground at */i the height of the con­
crete work. The 1,500 cu. yd. 
above the car track was delivered 
with a cage hoist on which the 
small tip cars were elevated to the 
work. At the Ceresco, Mich., dam, 
with 25 ft. total height of concrete, 
the car track was within 8 ft. of the 
top of the work, and as the upper 
portions of the walls were thin re­
inforced concrete, it was economical 
to use wheelbarrows on steep in­
clines and also to shovel up to plat­
forms. On this work the mixer and 
several pumps and a lighting plant 
in the camp were run with current 
secured from a nearby interurban 
line.

It is not practicable to handle wet 
concrete with belt or bucket con­
veyors, but the dry materials may 
be readily handled by such methods. 
Concrete cars should be of simple 
construction, easily cleaned, dump­
ing at both sides or both ends as 
desired, and without moving parts, 
which will become clogged with 
concrete. The size of car or bucket 
to be used depends somewhat on 
the character of the work. For 
most building work or thin rein­
forced work a yard batch is rather 
large to dump into the forms handi­
ly, and a small batch is preferable. 
On massive dams or heavy founda­
tions the yard or i^-yard bucket 
is satisfactory.—Engineering Re­
cord.
