Captaln Valdomar Ig'esias at once ordered
the euglaes of the * Gijon” to be stopped, +0
that the men of the other »teamer, which turoed
out to be sn Engl'sh vesssl, the ‘ Laxbam,”
might be sble 1o lesp on board. FEis orders
were obeyed, and nineteen men cut of twen'y
thiee resched our vessel. Thcy told us, how
ever, that the cap'ain of the knglish steamer,
with b's wife aud fofant deughter, were either
on the * Luxhsam' or in the water, aud our oap-
tain aton e lowered a boat, aud after a short
search found them and brought them on bosrd
A fewseconds Iuter the bo!'ers of the **Laxham’
buret, snd within elght minutes after the col
lision took place sbe bad disappesred from
As she went down a curlous grind
fog nele was hesmtd 1o our hold, aud
we all hpew that the **Gijon" had been
damaged by the bursting ergines of the * Lax
nam snd was doowed to go down also, Captain
Iglesias acted like & bero. He bude his men
lowser the boats and see that the pussengers’
lives were saved. Four of the elgbt boats
were quickly lowend and S0 of the 100
persons on board crowded into them. ‘The
other four boats could not be lowered, as the
vessel was sluking too rapldly. Many o the
prosepgers were In their berths sufferiox
from seasickoess, and bad not even
deck at sound of the collision : the
captain was In the engineer's stateroom,
whither his wife bad been taken in s fainting
condition ; bhe Spanish captain was giving bis
orders as serepely ue {f nocthing was the matter
ard the dense throrg of men and women were
dropplog stlently and one by one into the four
boats.
